Windows GIZMOS is 
designed to complement Windows 3.1 SECRETS, a book of undocumented Win­
dows features written by Brian Livingston and published by IDG Books 
Worldwide. Windows 3.1 SECRETS features 44 freeware and shareware pro­
grams for Windows. It is not necessary, however, for you to buy that book to 
use the programs featured in this one. 

At the time, we thought that Windows 3.1 SECRETS encompassed the best Win­
dows shareware there would ever be. But we were wrong: A flood of great 
programs was just beginning! Without taking anything away from the programs 
found in Windows 3.1 SECRETS, we think you'll agree.that the programs in Win­
dows GIZMOS are even more mature, powerful, and fun to use. 

How To Use This Book 
If you are a new user of Windows, three sections in the next few pages are in­
cluded to help you: "The Least You Need To Know about DOS," "How To Put 
an Application on the Path," and "How To Load an Application at Start-Up." 
Read these sections to understand some of the instructions in the chapters 
that follow. 

If you have used Windows for several months or years, simply skip the three 
"new user" sections in this chapter if you already understand these topics.

You find on the disks included with this 
book every program described in the text, with full documentation and contact 
information for the authors (for those programs that provide registration and 
technical support). 

Quick Installation Instructions _____ _ 
To install any of the programs on the Windows GIZMOS disks, follow these 
steps: 

1. Insert Disk 1 into the appropriate disk drive (drive A: or drive B:). 

2. From the Windows Program Manager, pull down the File menu and then 
click Run. 

3. In the dialog box that appears, type A:\WSETUP if you're using drive A: or 
B:\WSETUP if you're using drive B:. 

That's it! The WSETUP program enables you to select those programs you want 
to install. When you click the Install button, WSETUP prompts you to change 
disks when necessary.

For New Windows Users: 
The Least You Need To Know about DOS 

If you are a DOS beginner or are starting to use Windows after working on an­
other graphical environment (such as a Macintosh), this section is for you. 

Windows does not protect you from the way DOS stores information on the 
disk drives. You can see exactly where everything is stored on the drives and 
organize it as you like. It's sometimes said that DOS is hard to learn. But, if you 
know a few terms, you can use the Windows File Manager (or a similar pro­
gram) to do everything you need. 

Disk drives. Most PCs have two or more disk drives for storing information. 
These drives are identified by the letters A through Z, followed by a colon (:). 
The first floppy disk drive in the PC is drive A:. The second disk drive - if you 
have one - is drive B:. The first hard drive is drive C:, and so on. 

Subdividing a disk. Drives are subdivided into directories, also called folders. 
Directories make it easier for you to find your documents than if everything was 
stored in one huge list. For example, if you often write memos, you might create 
a directory called MEMOS. You can create a subdirectory called BOSS for memos 
to your boss, one called MAILROOM for memos to the mailroom, and so on. 

The backslash is a special character in DOS; it indicates your level in a drive's 
directory structure. The directory C:\MEMOS\BOSS has two backslashes in it, 
indicating that you are two levels down from drive C:'s main directory, called 
the root directory. The root directory of drive C: is indicated by a backslash with 
no directory name after it, such as c: \. All other directories branch off this main 
directory. This is the reason that all the directories on a drive are collectively 
called a tree. In Windows, the File Manager initially shows you the directory tree 
of the current drive, from which you can choose to display any folder. 

Storing documents in files. All documents must be given names. Each docu­
ment is called a file, and DOS allows each filename to have from one to eight 
characters, followed by a period, followed by zero to three more characters 
called the filename's extension. Names like MYFILE.DOC and README.TXT are 
legitimate DOS filenames. 

A filename can contain any letter or number, plus any of the punctuation marks 
found on the keyboard number keys, 0 - 9 (except the asterisk). Extensions 
indicate what type of information is in each file. The extension DOC probably 
means a document created by a specific word processor; the extension TXT 
probably means a plain text file that any text-editing program like Windows 
Notepad can read. Most programs require that you type only the first eight 
letters when naming a file; the program automatically adds the proper exten­
sion for you. 



Windows GIZMOS ________________ _ 

For New Windows Users: 
How To Put an Application on the Path __ _ 

When you start a program such as Windows Notepad, Windows looks for a file 
called NOTEPAD.EXE in a list of directories called the path. 

Some of the applications found on the Windows GIZMOS disks require that you 
place their directory on the path if they are to work properly. Fortunately, this 
is a simple procedure. 

The directories on the path are usually determined by a line in the 
C:\AUTOEXEC.BAT file. The PC reads this file every time you reboot. 

You can add a directory to the path by opening c: \AUTOEXEC.BAT with Windows 
Notepad. If Windows isn't running, and you have DOS 5.0 or later, you can 
type EDIT C:\AUTOEXEC.BAT at a DOS prompt to edit the file. (Don't open 
AUTOEXEC.BAT in a word processor; this action can make the file unreadable.) 
After you open the file, you should see a line similar to the following: 

path=c:\windows;c:\dos;c:\;c:\bat 

This line indicates that four directories are on the path: the Windows directory, 
DOS, the root directory, and a directory containing batch files. Windows and 
DOS must be on the path if they are to run properly. The root directory should 
also be on the path to help applications find COMMAND.COM and other programs 
that may be located there. 

If you want to add a directory, such as C:\ZIPTOOLS (ZIP Tools for Windows) to 
the path, add a semicolon and the name of the directory to the end of the path 
statement. After you add this directory to the path, the line shown earlier looks 
as follows: 

path=c:\windows;c:\dos;c:\;c:\bat;c:\ziptools 

You must save your changes and reboot the PC for this new path statement to 
take effect. 

You must make sure that the PATH= statement does not exceed 127 characters 
(including the word PATH and the equals sign). DOS ignores information in the 
PATH= statement after the first 127 characters, which can cause strange behav­
ior. If the path statement gets too long, you may have to take some directories 
off the path or make the directory names shorter. 



Read This First 

For New Windows Users: 
How To Load an Application at Start-Up 

You may want to have several of the programs found on the Windows GIZMOS 
disks load themselves automatically every time you start Windows. This also is 
a simple process. 

In Windows 3.1 and later: 

The Windows 3.1 Program Manager usually has a group window called StartUp. 
Any icons placed in this group are automatically loaded every time Windows 
starts. 

To copy an icon from another Program Manager group window into the StartUp 
group window, hold the Ctrl key while using the mouse to drag the desired icon 
into the StartUp window. This action makes a duplicate copy of the icon in the 
StartUp group window. Dragging an icon without holding the Ctrl key moves the 
icon permanently. 

After placing the icon in the Start Up group window, click it once to select it and 
then click File Properties from the Program Manager menu. The Properties 
dialog box that appears gives you several options. You can start the application 
minimized (as an icon at the bottom of the screen) or normal (in a window). 
You can also change the command line that starts the application or select a 
different icon. The files PROGMAN.EXE and MORICONS.DLL contain numerous icons 
from which you can choose. 

In Windows 3.0 and later: 

Windows 3.0 does not support a StartUp group in its Program Manager. To load 
a program automatically, you must add its name to either the LOAD= or RUN= 
line in the WIN.INI file. 

You can open WIN.INI in Windows Notepad or DOS 5.0's Edit program. (Don't use 
a word processor.) You should see lines near the top of the file that look like 
this: 

[windows] 
load= 
run= 

You add the programs you want to run as icons to the LOAD= line. Add the pro­
grams you want to run in normal-sized windows to the RUN= line. For example, 
to load IconCalc and MegaEdit as icons, and Super Resource Monitor in a nor­
mal window, find their full filenames and add them to the LOAD= and RUN= lines 
as follows: 

[windows] 
load=c:\iconcalc\iconcalc.exe c:\megaedit\megaedit.exe 
run=c:\superrm\superrm.exe 



Remember that the LOAD= and RUN= lines can be no more than 127 characters in 
length, including the words load and run and the equals sign. Windows ignores 
characters after the first 127. 

If you run out of space, you can delete the extension EXE from the LOAD= and 
RUN= lines, like this: 

[windows] 
load=c:\iconcalc\iconcalc c:\megaedit\megaedit 
run=c:\superrm\superrm 

To save even more space, rename the directories to shorter names (and make 
sure that you adjust any settings in the program to use the new names, if neces­
sary). Or place the directories on the path and then leave out the directories 
and use only the application names, as follows: 

[windows] 
load=iconcalc.exe megaedit.exe 
run=superrm.exe 

In Windows 3.1 and later, you can start programs in the Start Up group of Pro­
gram Manager, as well as in the LOAD= and RUN= lines. The programs listed in 
WIN.INI load before the programs in the StartUp group. 

One curious thing about the LOAD= and RUN= lines is that placing an application 
here does not override the way the application itself insists on starting up. 
IconCalc, for example, runs only as an icon. It has no normal-sized window. 
Placing ICONCALC.EXE on the RUN= line, therefore, loads IconCalc as an icon any­
way. In the same way, Super Resource Monitor runs only as a window and 
cannot be minimized into an icon. Placing SUPERRM.EXE on the LOAD= line does 
not load Super Resource Monitor as an icon. 

How Commands Are Explained _____ _ 
Several programs enable you to configure them by typing options on a com­
mand line. To start a program by typing a command line, you can click File Run 
in either the Program Manager or File Manager. (Many other Windows pro­
grams also support a File Run dialog box.) Type the command and then click 
OK to run the command. 

When we show a command in this book, we place it on a separate line or lines 
for clarity, or we emphasize it in the text of a paragraph. Commands are pre­
sented as follows: 

+ Parts you must type exactly as shown appear in CAPITAL letters. 

+ Parts you may change appear in lowercase letters. 



+ Parts that are placeholders for other information appear in italics. 

+ Parts that are optional appear in curly braces {like this}. 

For example, you can start Word for Windows in a directory like c:\DOCS with 
the command WINWORD, followed by a filename and (optionally) the parameter 
/M. This command line is shown as follows: 

c:\docs\WINWORD filename {/M} 

In the preceding line, c: \docs appears in lowercase because you can change this 
example to any directory name you want. WINWORD appears in capital letters 
because you must type it exactly as it appears. Filename appears in italics be­
cause you do not type the word but instead substitute any legitimate name. And 
/M appears in uppercase and curly braces because, if you use this parameter, 
you must use the letter Mand not some other letter. 

When such a command appears embedded in the text of a paragraph, 
instead of on a separate line, capital letters appear in small caps: 
c:\docs\WINWORD filename {/M}. This setup helps the reader's eye flow 
smoothly over sections that contain many capital letters and avoids the "flash­
ing" effect that would occur if many lines on the page contained full capital 
letters. 

Whenever you see the term filename, you can substitute any full-length filename 
specification acceptable to DOS. For example, the following are all legitimate 
substitutes for filename: 

MYFILE.TXT 
C: \DOCS\MYFILE. TXT 
\DOCS\MYFILE. TXT 

Your location in the DOS directory structure determines which form of the 
filename is appropriate in a particular command line. 

In this book, keys on the keyboard are indicated by their labels on the key caps. 
Examples of these keys include Enter, Tab, Shift, Alt, Ctrl (Control), and Esc 
(Escape). When we say "press Enter," you know not to type the letters e, n, t, e, 
and r; just press the Enter key once. 

If one of the shift keys (Shift, Alt, or Ctrl) must be held down at the same time 
you also press another key, the two keys are shown together, separated by a 
plus sign. For example, press Ctrl+A means to press and hold the Ctrl key, press 
the A key, and then release both keys. Press Ctrl+Shift+A means to press and 
hold both the Ctrl and Shift keys as you press A. 



If you are supposed to let up on a key before pressing another one, those keys 
are separated by commas. For example, you can press Alt, F, 0 to run a 
program's File Open dialog box. The sequence Alt, F, 0 activates the main 
menu, pulls down the File menu, and chooses the Open item. 

Most Windows users these days have a mouse, although it is possible for you to 
run almost all Windows commands by using the keyboard. To avoid describing 
every procedure twice (once for mouse users and once for keyboard users), we 
use the phrase click. In this book, for example, Click File Open means you can 
use a mouse to click File and then click Open; it also means you can press the 
keys on the keyboard that represent the words file and Qpen. 

Giving You Our Best 
We have added our comments to each chapter covering the Windows GIZMOS 
programs. In addition to selecting the best Windows freeware and shareware, 
we want you to know how the programs work for us and any tips we can pass 
along. 

Each chapter starts with a section in italics. In this introductory section, we 
describe what we like about the program that earned it its place in this book. At 
the end of this section, we define the type of program, what version of Windows 
it requires (and other requirements it may have), whether the program is 
freeware or shareware, the program's technical support (if any), and whether 
there are similar programs in this book or in Windows 3.1 SECRETS. 

These comments are followed by detailed instructions for using the program, 
which we've based closely on the on-line documentation provided by the pro­
grams' authors. In certain cases, we've added comments or illustrations to the 
on-line documentation to make it clearer for you. The program's author, of 
course, remains the final authority on what his or her program does and how it 
works,.in case there is any discrepancy between what we've written and how a 
program actually acts. 

How You Can Benefit from 
Freeware and Shareware 

Because many people are not familiar with the concepts of freeware and share­
ware, it's important to clarify these little-known forms of software marketing. 



Read This First 

Freeware: Programs at no cost 
Free ware programs are programs that have no registration fee. You can use them 
and copy them to as many other computers as you like without ever paying for a 
license to use them. 

Freeware programs are usually circulated by their authors with little or no techni­
cal support. These programs, because of their simplicity, almost never require 
technical ~upport, fortunately. Freeware programs include some quite useful tools 
and some very enjoyable games, so their simplicity is not necessarily a limitation. 

There are two kinds of freeware programs: free, public-domain programs and free, 
copyrighted programs. 

Public-domain programs are programs to which the author has released all claims. 
Other people can sell the program or modify it and put their names on it as their 
own. These programs are often simple utilities and implementations of math algo­
rithms that the author does not want to support or upgrade in the future. None of 
the programs on the Windows GIZMOS disks is a public-domain program, as far as 
we know. 

Free, copyrighted programs are programs to which the author retains all rights. 
Although the program's author charges nothing for the program and permits 
others to circulate the program, no one may sell or alter the program without 
the author's permission. All the freeware on the Windows GIZMOS disks is 
copyrighted. 

You may distribute and use free, copyrighted programs on as many computers as 
you like without ever paying a fee. But you may not sell such programs or bundle 
them with a product that is for sale without permission from the authors of the 
programs. We are authorized by these authors to distribute their programs. 

Shareware: Fully functional free trial software 
Shareware programs are 100 percent fully functional programs distributed by au­
thors who want to call attention to the registered versions of the same programs. 
Shareware programs often are backed with technical support, frequent upgrades 
that have new features, and customized versions for users with special requests. 
Shareware authors usually provide these services only to users who register and 
obtain a license for a nominal fee. 

We think that the concept of shareware is one of the most important distribution 
techniques available to both program authors and software users. We are paid-up, 
registered users of all the shareware programs in Windows GIZMOS and have spe­
cific permission from all the shareware authors to distribute their programs with 
this book. 



Shareware programs are copyrighted, commercial programs. The only difference 
between shareware programs and their opposites - retail programs sold 
through retail channels - is that you have the opportunity to try shareware pro­
grams before you invest any money in them. 

Compare this with retail programs. Most retail programs cost from $100 to $500. 
As soon as you take a retail program out of a store, you usually cannot get any 
kind of a refund - even if the program doesn't do what it said on the box or 
won't run on your kind of PC. 

Most software programmers would face great difficulty launching a retail product. 
It is often estimated that a company has to have at least $1 million - preferably 
more like $5 million - to pay for the advertising, marketing, packaging, and other 
expenses required to launch a successful shrink-wrapped product. 

Because of the high overhead of the retail channel, even the simplest program -
with one disk and a thin manual - can seldom be sold for less than a list price of 
about $39.95. 

Shareware authors, in contrast, encourage you to share their programs with as 
many of your friends and coworkers as you like. This is their main marketing and 
advertising method. Because shareware authors spend little or nothing on adver­
tising, fancy buildings, and other overhead, they can pass this savings along to 
you. Most shareware authors' registration fee is less than $39.95- often as low 
as $5, $10, or $15. 

And what do you get for your registration fee? Depending on the conditions 
stated by the on-line documentation for each program, you receive the following 
items and services: 

+ At the very least, a permanent license to use the program on your PC. 

+ In most cases, the ability to upgrade to a future version of the program, with 
features that may significantly enhance the version you have. 

+Technical support if you have questions or configuration problems regarding 
your particular type of PC. Technical support is usually provided by an elec­
tronic-mail system (in which case you receive a response directly from the 
authors in a few hours), by regular mail, or, in some cases, by telephone. 

+ Sometimes, a printed manual with more detail or better illustrations than can 
be provided with the shareware version. If you register multiple copies for 
your company, you get enough printed material for each of your staff. 

+ In a few cases, a disk that contains a registered version of the program along 
with other "bonus" shareware programs not otherwise listed. 

+ In all cases, the registration of shareware encourages the development of new 
Windows shareware programs. Some new shareware program could be the 
next Windows "killer app." 



As registered users of each of the shareware programs in this book, we can 
truly say that the extras we have received after registering the programs con­
stantly surprise and impress us. Shareware programs are the world's greatest 
software bargain. 

Crippleware: Programs that do little or nothing 
Some people say, "Why should I register for shareware programs I already 
have?" Or "Why do shareware programs sometimes remind me to register?" 

Registering shareware programs encourages the development of more 
shareware. Not registering frustrates programmers into distributing useless 
programs that do little or nothing (these programs are called crippleware ). 

Crippleware programs are limited in some essential way that makes them 
useless, unless you buy what is essentially a retail version of the program. 
Crippleware programs sometimes cannot save any information, cannot print 
more than one page, or cannot print at all. Some crippleware programs disable 
themselves or expire after a certain date. Other programs do nothing but dis­
play a series of screens that advertise a retail program. This last type of 
program is even less valuable than crippleware and is usually called a rolling 
demo. 

Windows GIZMOS does not include, to our knowledge, any crippleware pro­
grams. All shareware programs we support are 100 percent fully functional. 
This gives you the opportunity to try all aspects of the program thoroughly 
before making a commitment to use a certain program. 

The existence of shareware programs benefits us all. And the more we register, 
the more benefits we gain. 

Shareware Registration from 
Outside the U.S. 

Most of the shareware vendors in this book request payment in U.S. funds, 
drawn on a U.S. bank. The reason is that U.S. banks charge large fees, some­
times more than the registration fee for a shareware package, to accept non-U.S. 
checks. If you are outside the U.S. and want to register a shareware package 
with a U.S. author, you can use Postal International Money Orders. They are 
available at most post offices around the world and are accepted without a fee 
by all U.S. post offices and many U.S. banks. If you are in Europe, do not send 
Eurochecks, which are not accepted by U.S. banks. 



The Association of Shareware Professionals 
Because shareware has grown into an important distribution method for soft­
ware programmers, many of them have banded together into the Association of 
Shareware Professionals. This group promotes shareware and encourages high 
standards of shareware programming, including no-crippling policies intended 
to enhance the value of shareware. 

If you are a software author, the ASP may help you find distribution channels 
for your program. Membership fees are very reasonable and should not prevent 
even casual programmers from joining. For more information, write the Execu­
tive Director, Association of Shareware Professionals, 545 Grover Road, 
Muskegon, MI 49442-9427 or send a message to CompuServe ID number 
72050,1433. 

We are pleased to support the ASP by contributing a portion of the royalties 
from Windows GIZMOS and Windows 3.1 SECRETS to the ASP to further the 
shareware concept. 

Why have shareware registration notices? 
All shareware programs have some kind of pop-up window that lets you know 
how to contact the author and register the program. Some programs display 
this window after you click Help About or some other menu choice; other pro­
grams display it automatically when you exit or start the program. 

The ASP specifically allows this type of reminder notice. The notice does not 
cripple a program in any way; rather, it provides the user with the address of 
the shareware author and an incentive to register. 

We view these reminders like the appeals you sometimes hear on user­
supported radio and television. Although they are slightly annoying, the sta­
tions could not continue to broadcast without the membership fees they 
receive. Similarly, shareware authors cannot continue to distribute their pro­
grams without the registration fees they receive. Reminder notices - which 
disappear totally after you register a package - are a slight irritation but are 
well justified by the full functionality (no crippling) you get in a true shareware 
package. 

The ASP Ombudsman program 
To resolve any questions about the role of shareware, registrations, licenses, 
and so on, the ASP established an Ombudsman to hear all parties. Not all the 



shareware authors who have programs on the disks in this book are members 
of the ASP. If you have a support problem with an author who is a member of 
the ASP, and you cannot settle the problem directly with that author, the Om­
budsman may find a remedy. Remember that you cannot expect technical 
support for any program unless you are a registered user of that program. 

As the Association's literature describes it, "ASP wants to make sure that the 
shareware concept works for you. If you are unable to resolve a shareware­
related problem with an ASP member by contacting the member directly, ASP 
may be able to help. The ASP Ombudsman can help you resolve a dispute or 
problem with an ASP member but does not provide technical support for mem­
bers' products. Please write to the ASP Ombudsman at P.O. Box 5786, Bellevue, 
WA 98006 or send a CompuServe message via Easyplex to ASP Ombudsman, 
70007 ,3536." 

General License Agreement 
Each of the shareware programs on the accompanying disks has its own license 
agreement and terms. These are printed in the chapter describing each pro­
gram or in a text file included with the program on the disks. For more infor­
mation, contact the ASP at the address given earlier for a copy of its General 
License Agreement, which suggests individual and site license terms for 
shareware authors and users.

Technical Requirements 
When a program featured in this book states that it "requires Windows 3.0 or 
later," you should always assume that it requires the standard or enhanced 
mode of Windows. Real mode, which exists only in Windows 3.0, is not suitable 
for running many of today's programs. Most of the programs featured in this 
book do not run at all in real mode. 



Although many programs say that lMB of memory is required, most of them 
(along with other Windows programs) run much better with 2MB to 4MB of 
memory. Memory prices are currently low, and adding more memory is usually 
the best way to get better performance from Windows. 

Technical Support __________ _ 
All Windows programs have bugs. This includes all retail Windows software as 
well as all shareware featured in Windows GIZMOS. Every program, no matter 
how simple, has some unexpected behavior or another. This is just the nature 
of software; the bugs are usually fixed in the release of a newer version of the 
program. 

Because each of the programs featured in Windows GIZMOS is unique and com­
plex, Brian and Margie Livingston and IDG Books Worldwide cannot provide 
any technical support for these programs. 

The shareware authors represented in this book all provide technical support 
by one means or another. Each chapter describes how to contact the author, 
how to register, and how to obtain technical support. If you cannot resolve a 
problem by reading the documentation, the author of that program may be able 
to help. By buying this book, you did not license the shareware programs; you 
only purchased the right to a free trial of each of the programs. Shareware 
authors usually cannot provide technical support except to registered users. 

If a program is listed as freeware, it probably has no technical support. In this 
case, if a program does not work on your particular PC configuration, you prob­
ably cannot obtain technical support for it. 

Direct Technical Support 
through CompuServe ________ _ 

The fastest and best method to obtain technical support is usually to contact 
the shareware author directly, using the CompuServe Information Service (CIS). 
This electronic-mail service should be the first choice for anyone who has a 
modem attached to his or her PC. 

Most shareware authors have an electronic-mail address on CompuServe. 
These ID numbers are printed at the end of each chapter, if the shareware au­
thor has one. 



The advantages of CompuServe for technical support are several: 

+ An electronic-mail message can be delivered almost immediately, as opposed 
to a telephone call that usually results in a busy signal or leads to a voice­
message system at most big software companies. 

+ Electronic mail enables the shareware author to send you tips to help diag­
nose a problem, bug fixes, or new versions right to your modem. 

+ CompuServe can be less expensive than telephone calls, especially if you 
prepare a plain-text message in Notepad and transmit it to CompuServe at the 
fastest rate of your modem. 

+ CompuServe is available from most countries in the world and can handle a 
virtually unlimited number of messages 24 hours a day. 

To start using CompuServe, call 800-848-8990 in the U.S., Puerto Rico, and the U.S. 
Virgin Islands; call 614-457-8650 outside these areas. Or write to CompuServe, 
Customer Service, P.O. Box 20212, 5000 Arlington Centre Blvd., Columbus, OH 
43220. CompuServe currently offers a flat monthly rate, which includes more 
electronic-mail messages than most people are likely to send. There is also a per­
minute rate at which you are charged only for the time you are actually on-line. 

CompuServe provides you with a telephone number that you call from your PC 
and modem. CompuServe instructs you how to set up your communications soft-
ware (usually 7 data bits, even parity, and 1 stop bit-often abbreviated 7El in ~ 
computer literature). You can use the Terminal program included with Windows , 
for all communications wjth CompuServe, or you can use a variety of other pack­
ages. In Terminal, you esfablish the communications parameters by clicking 
Settings Communications and then File Save to save your settings. 

After you log on to CompuServe, type GO CIS:MAIL at any prompt to access the 
electronic-mail service. Depending on your class of service, you may be able to 
shorten this to GO MAIL. At that point, type your message and then send it to the 
CompuServe ID number listed in the documentation for the program. Most share­
ware authors check and respond to their electronic-mail messages once or more 
each business day. 

Electronic mail has advantages for everyone. It's faster than regular mail (even 
overnight courier) and easier to respond to (no envelopes to tear open). If you 
have a modem and you haven't tried an electronic-mail service, do look into it. 

Preventing Viruses __________ _ 
Computer viruses are small programs t.hat copy themselves into other programs 
and clog up or erase parts of your hard disk. Professionals who have studied vi­
ruses have found that the most common way a computer gets infected is by 



traveling salespeople who use the same disk to demonstrate programs in differ­
ent companies. Another common cause of the spread of viruses is passing 
around an unprotected disk to several friends, exposing the disk to viruses that 
may be present on one of the PCs. 

The disks that accompany Windows GIZMOS have been tested by the latest 
version of virus-scanning programs from McAfee Associates and found to be 
free of viruses. You can ensure that these disks remain virus-free by keeping a 
write-protect tab on each disk before inserting it into a drive. Viruses cannot get 
into a disk if the disk is protected by a write-protect tab. Additionally, the pro­
grams on the Windows GIZMOS disks are stored in a compressed form, which is 
resistant to virus infection. 

Shareware programs are generally less prone to viruses than other programs. 
The reason is that shareware authors are aware of viruses and control access 
to their programs so that viruses cannot get in. Additionally, shareware pro­
grams are handled by far fewer people before release (usually only one person) 
than retail programs. Retail programs may pass from hand to hand among doz­
ens of people in a large software company before being released to the public. 
By this means, viruses have found their way into retail software packages from 
vendors of spreadsheets, networks, and many other packages. 

If you want to guard against viruses from disks or other channels, you should 
obtain the Virus Scan utilities from McAfee Associates. These shareware utili­
ties, as described in Windows 3.1 SECRETS, may be obtained directly from 
McAfee Associates. A registered version of Scan can be obtained for $25 plus $9 
for a disk and shipping from McAfee Associates, 1900 Wyatt Dr., Suite 8, Santa 
Clara, CA 95054-1529. You can also call 408-988-3832 or Fax to 408-970-9727. 
Shareware versions of Scan and other McAfee utilities (Clean-Up, Vshield, and 
others) are also available for downloading from the McAfee Associates bulletin 
board system. Call 408-9884004 with your modem set to 8 data bits, no parity, 
and 1 stop bit. Registration entitles you to free upgrades from the bulletin 
board for one year. McAfee Associates also has numerous distribution agents 
in countries around the world. 

You can look at the freeware and shareware in Windows GIZMOS and Windows 
3.1 SECRETS as part of a complementary series of books. No program in Win­
dows GIZMOS depends on Windows 3.1 SECRETS. Nor do you need Windows 3.1 
SECRETS to enjoy any of the programs in Windows GIZMOS. But you may find 
just the tool or game you seek in Windows 3.1 SECRETS if it isn't in Windows 
GIZMOS.

Everyone needs a good Windows program to keep track of addresses and phone 
numbers. Wilson Window Ware's Address Manager may be just the program for you. 

The program comes already set up for you to click File New and then start typing 
addresses for your business associates and friends. It prints addresses on plain paper 
or labels and enables you to insert addresses and phone numbers into Microsoft 
Word for Windows or Wilson WindowWare's Reminder program (useful if you're 
supposed to call someone at a certain time, for example). Address Manager is un­
usual among Windows programs in that it automatically saves every name you type; 
you never have to remember to save the file. 

If you want a special layout or format that Address Manager doesn't provide, you can 
design your own form by dragging the mouse in a special dialog box included for that 
purpose. Address Manager welcomes customization.

__________________ Address Manager 

Address Manager keeps track of addresses and phone numbers in a database format. 

Overview 
Address Manager is a full-featured Windows application designed to manage 
your address book. Address Manager includes the following features: 

• Supports up to 8,000 entries per address book. 

• Prints labels to dot-matrix or laser printers. Templates are provided for com­
monly used Avery laser labels. See "Printing Dot-Matrix Labels" or "Printing 
Laser-Printer Labels." 

• Prints envelopes to laser printers. See "Printing Envelopes." 

• Prints address information to Rolodex cards. 

+ Use Address Manager to print lists of the addresses you entered. Print the 
addresses in a single column, in two columns, or on a single line left to right. 
All printers supported by the Windows operating environment are also sup­
ported by Address Manager. 

+ Full support for international languages. See "International Support." 

• Fully customizable View Forms. Use the provided forms or create your own 
forms for viewing data. See "Designing Custom View Templates." 

• Address Manager supports up to 32 User-Defined Lists. A User-Defined list is 
a list that you define to store addresses. Lists are a subset of the names in a 
file. For example, within a single data file, you may have a list of business 
clients, a list of friends, and a list of local businesses. See "Special Lists."

How to get up to speed quickly with Address Manager 
If this is your first time to run the Address Manager program, select New from 
the File menu to open a new file for storing addresses. After you select New, a 
dialog box will appear, prompting you for the name of the data file. You can 
type any valid filename for your address book (DOS limits you to eight charac­
ters for the filename and three characters for the extension). The ADD file 
extension is automatically added to your filename. If you enter ADDRBOOK 
as the name for your address book, for example, then the filename is 
ADDRBOOK.ADD. When you use the File Open command, *.ADD is entered into 
the filename box by default, making it easy for you to locate your data file if it 
was saved with an ADD extension.

After you have specified a name for your new address book, you are immedi­
ately placed in the Add mode. Because this is the first time you are running 
Address Manager, each field in the Edit Box dialog box is labeled with the infor­
mation that you should enter into the edit boxes. This information is only 
displayed when there are no entries in your address book. Delete the label text 
(such as First Name) and begin entering names. Each name you enter will be 
added to your address book. 

The title bar for the dialog box, Edit Box-Add N.ames to All Addresses, indicates 
that the dialog box is for adding names to the All Addresses list.

The text entered into the Comments edit box will be word-wrapped automati­
cally. A maximum of 256 characters can be entered into the Comments box.

If you are running Reminder, a personal 
information manager available from Wilson WindowWare,·Inc., a button labeled 
To Reminder will appear. When pressed, this button will automatically enter 

Adding names to the All Addresses list is as easy as typing information 
in the data boxes. 



You can even add birthday and anniversary dates and up to 256 
characters of comments. 

the birthday and anniversary information into Reminder. When the address 
information is complete, choose the Another button to add the name and bring 
up another blank dialog box, or choose OK to add the name and return to the 
Address Manager list window. 

Word for Windows macros 
Word for Windows users can run the provided WordBASIC macros to import 
address information from Address Manager into a Word for Windows docu­
ment. Simply type a name into a Word for Windows document and run the 
InsertAddress macro to bring in the address information. If you are using Word 
for Windows l.x, refer to the MACRO.DOC file for instructions on how to add and 
use this macro. If you are using Word for Windows 2.0, refer to the MACR02.DOC 
file for installation and macro-usage information. 

This is a quick discussion of how to use Address Manager. There are really only 
a couple of things to keep in mind in order to use this program efficiently. The 
main display window shows you the addresses in an extended selection list 
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box, which means that you can highlight one or more names at a time. Hold the 
Ctrl key and click with the mouse to select discontinuous items or hold the Shift 
key to select a range. Any combination of names can be highlighted. Most menu 
selections will "act on" the highlighted names. For example, suppose that you 
just had a huge fight with all your in-laws. In a moment of rage, you decide to 
delete them from your address list. Choose Delete Highlighted Names from the 
Edit menu to permanently delete the highlighted names. 

To modify or view the address information for a name, double-click the name 
with the mouse or press the Enter key to bring up the Edit Box - Modify/Delete 
dialog box with the information for the selected name. This box gives you the 
opportunity to change any information about the selected name.

To determine what options are in use for the Address Manager program, look at 
the status bar at the bottom of the Address Manager screen. 

List: User List Name or All Addresses 

Mode: Full Book, Quick Look, or View Dates; and Filter or Page 

Addresses: The number of addresses in the active list or all addresses in the file 

The Control Bar enables you to quickly point and click to get to different areas 
of your address book. In addition to the Full Book, Quick Look, and View Impor­
tant Dates modes, Address Manager has two other modes for displaying your 
data. These modes are referred to as the Page mode and Filter mode. 

Use the * button Gust after the Z button) to toggle between Page mode and 
Filter mode. 

Page mode shows you a single page of your book, such as all the names for the 
letter B. 

Filter mode shows you all the names from the letter that is pressed on the Con­
trol Bar to the end of the alphabet. For example, if you have the C button 
pressed and are in Filter mode, the first name displayed will be the first name in 
your book that begins with a C All other names through the end of the alphabet 
will follow thereafter. 

The Control Bar near the top of the screen lets you click on buttons to move to different parts 
of the address book. 
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If you are in Page mode (as indicated in the status bar), pressing the A button 
will display all the names in the list that begin with the letter A. Note that the 
names displayed will depend on the selected sort mode. For example, if you are 
sorting by First Name, Last Name, pressing the A button will display entries in 
the list whose first names begin with an A. 

To change the sort mode, choose Sort By from the View menu. There are five

The underlined character indicates the Alt key combination for keyboard usage; 
for example, press Alt+F to activate the File menu without the use of a mouse. 
Choosing the Dialer! menu activates the Address Manager Dialer (no other 
items are under the Dialer! menu). 

Each of these menu items is described in detail in the following sections. 

New ... 
Choose New ... from the File menu to start a new data file. Typically, you will not 
use this item a great deal because it is possible to keep several types of names 
and addresses in a single file. Within this file, you can create User-Defined Lists 
that represent different logical groups (for example, Christmas Lists, Friends, 
Family, Business Contacts, and so on). If you do decide to create a new data file, 
the filename can be any valid DOS filename. Address Manager will automatically 
add ADD as the file extension. 

Open ... 
Choose Open ... to open a data file that already exists on disk. When you choose 
Open ... from the File menu, the current file is automatically saved before the 
new data file is opened. Only one file may be open at a time (opening a second 
file will close and save the first file). 

Save As ... 
Choose Save As ... to save your current data to a different filename. This feature 
is most useful for making backup copies of your Address Manager data files (for 
example, save a copy of MYNAMES.ADD to BACKUP.ADD). Do not use the Save As ... 
command to save your data to the current file. Address Manager will automati­
cally save your data as you enter names and before you exit the program. 

Merge ... 
Choose Merge ... to copy the highlighted addresses to another Address Manager 
file. Select the name or names to copy and choose Merge from the File menu. 
From the dialog box that appears, select a filename to merge the names to and 
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choose the OK button. The selected names will be merged to the selected file 
and will also still appear in the original file. 

Settings ... 
Choosing Settings ... from the File menu enables you to configure the Address 
Manager program. 

Smart Dialer Settings ... 
If you will be using the Dialer function of Address Manager, you will want to 
select this option to give the Dialer some "brains." Refer to the "Settings" topic 
for more information on the options in the Smart Dialer Settings dialog box. 

Import ... 
Choose Import... to add data from a tab- or comma-delimited text file to your 
existing Address Manager file. Within the Import File dialog box, select the 
filename, the field delimiter (comma or tab), and the default Address Form for 
the names and addresses. 

Export ... 
Choose Export... to copy the highlighted names to a tab- or comma-delimited 
text file. All information will be copied, including birthdays and comments. 
Enter a filename with an extension (for example, EXPORT.TXT) and choose from 
a comma- or tab-delimited text file. 

Windows Printer Setup .. . 
Choose Windows Printer Setup ... to configure options within the active Win-
dows printer driver. Select the appropriate printer and choose the OK button to 
access the Windows printer setup dialog box. If you select from the list a 
printer driver that is not active, then the following error message will appear: 
Unable to access printer driver. To change a printer driver to an active status, 
you will need to go through the Windows Control Panel. 

Select Printer ... 
Prior to printing from Address Manager, choose Select Printer ... to indicate 
your printer selection. All printers that are currently set up on your system are 
in the list box labeled Reports. Select the appropriate printer before printing. If 
you do not select a printer, Address Manager will use the default printer as set 
up through the Windows Control Panel.

Rolodex Cards 
Choose this menu selection if you want to print your selected addresses to 
Rolodex cards. From the resulting dialog box, you will be able to specify the 
dimensions of the cards you are using. The Lines Per Label field represents the 
size of the entire Rolodex card (default of 13 for the Courier font). Typically, 
several lines at the top of theRolodex card will not be suitable for printing text. 
Enter the number of lines suitable for printing in the Printable Lines field (de­
fault of 10 for the Courier font). The entire address will be printed. You also 
have the option of including any or none of the following fields:

These fields will be printed in the preceding order, following the address infor­
mation. (fo control which address fields print, set Print Fields for the Form in 
the Custom Form Designer.) Note that if you select all the optional fields, there 
may not be enough room on the card for every field. If this is the case, Address 
Manager will notify you when a card is missing some fields. Rolodex cards will 
print in the default or internal printer font (which is usually Courier). 

Dot Matrix Labels 
Choose this menu selection to print labels to a dot-matrix printer. From the 
resulting dialog box, you will be able to choose from a list of Avery labels or 
specify the dimensions of the labels in the numerous edit boxes (horizontal 
distance is measured in characters; vertical distance is measured in lines). Dot­
matrix labels will print in the default or internal printer font (which is usually 
Courier). 

Laser Labels 
If you have a laser printer and Avery labels (or labels with similar dimensions), 
you can use Address Manager to print your names and addresses to labels. Any 
font and point size may be selected for each line of the label. 

Print List 
This selection will print the data as it appears in the main window of Address 
Manager. If you have not selected a printer using File Select Printer, Address 
Manager will use the default printer as set up in the Windows Control Panel. 
This menu option prints the names in the active list, regardless of which names 
are highlighted. 

Print Preview 
Before choosing Print List, choose the Print Preview option to view a sample 
printout of your address list. 
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Print Single Column 
This option enables you to print the contents of the main Address Manager win­
dow in a single-column fashion. This means that instead of printing the names 
left to right on a single line, this option will print the data similar to how labels 
are printed: 

Name 
Address 
City, State ZIP 

Name 
Address 
City, State ZIP 

As with the Print List option, this menu selection will print the entire list, regard­
less of which names are highlighted. 

Print Double Column 
The Print Double Column selection enables you to print your addresses in two 
columns: 

Name 
Address 
City, State ZIP 

Envelopes 

Name 
Address 
City, State ZIP 

Choose Print);;>- Envelopes to print manually fed envelopes to a laser printer. 
Select a name for the envelope from the names in the main Address Manager 
window and choose File Print);;>- Envelopes. ' 

Fonts 
Select this menu option to change the display font used in the main Address 
Manager window. Any screen font that is available to the system can be selected. 
Attributes such as italics and boldface can also be set. Changes to the screen 
font will be remembered for the next session of Address Manager. 

Colors 
Address Manager enables you to customize the screen colors that are used 
throughout the program. You can specify the background color that is used in 
the main Address Manager windows (Listbox), as well as the display text 
(Listbox Text) and the color of the highlighted display text (Selected Text). The 
colors for the "slider" (the column headings) can also be set through the Slider 
Bar and Slider Bar Text options. Color changes that are set in the Colors dialog 
box are saved and will be remembered for the next session of Address Manager. 



Edit 

Exit 
Choose Exit from the File menu to end your Address Manager session (your 
data is automatically saved). 

Modify/Delete ... 
Select a name to view/modify and select Modify/Delete ... from the Edit menu or 
press the Enter key. The Modify/Delete edit box will appear with the informa­
tion for the currently selected name. You may change or add to the information 
in the dialog box. To change the data about a person, type the new information 
into the edit fields and then choose the OK button. You can also permanently 
delete a name from your file by using the Delete button. Choose the Next button 
to view the information for the next name in the list or the Prev button to view 
the previous name information. 

Add 
Use this menu option to add a new name to your address book. If you are add­
ing several names at a time, use the Another button in the resulting edit box to 
continue adding names. Choose the OK button when you have added the final 
entry. When entering the Last Name or City, use the up- and down-arrow keys 
to recall the last three entries. Doing so helps reduce the number of times you 
will have to type the same last name or city. 

When you tab to an empty phone field, Address Manager will insert the local 
area code for you if the Auto Area Code box is checked. 

Copy 
Choose Copy to place the selected names in the Address Manager window into 
the Windows Clipboard. The information will be tab-delimited and can then be 
pasted into any other Windows application. Only 640 names can be copied to 
the Clipboard at a time. 

Set Address Form ... 
Use this selection to assign a new address form to one or more addresses. This 
item is useful when you're changing the address View Form for a group of 
names. Simply select the names and choose this menu item. A dialog box will 
appear with a listing of the available address forms. The View Form for an indi­
vidual name and address can also be changed in the Modify/Delete edit box. 
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Search ... 
Use this menu selection to find any name in your address book. You can either 
search the currently selected list or search all names in the data file. Specify the 
search criteria field (for example, Name Fields) to tell Address Manager which 
fields to search through. Type the text string you are looking for in the Search 
For: field. 

For example, if you want to find all the people in your data file who live in Wash­
ington state, do the following: 

1. Type WA in the Search For edit box. 

2. Specify the State field as your search criteria (mark the State field with anX). 

3. Choose All Names for the Search option at the bottom of the dialog box. 

4. Choose the Find button to start the search. 

Address Manager will search through your data file for those that have WA in the 
State field. Those names that meet this criteria will be displayed in a dialog box, 
along with their home telephone number. To view additional information about a 
name resulting from the search, choose the name and press Enter or choose the 
OK button. The Edit Box - Modify /Delete dialog box will appear with the com­
plete information for the selected name. Choose the Cancel button to exit the 
Found Strings dialog box and return to the main Address Manager window. 

Delete Highlighted Names 
This menu selection will permanently delete the highlighted names from your 
data file. Prior to deleting the names, Address Manager will ask you whether you 
are sure that you want to delete the highlighted names. Choose Yes if you want 
to have the selected name( s) deleted. If you want to delete the name from a User 
List only, choose Delete from User List ... from the Lists menu. 

Save Heading Columns 
When viewing your data, you can adjust the column widths by clicking and drag­
ging the column boundaries (the line between two column headings) on the 
slider bar. Doing so enables you to format the columns as far apart or as close as 
you like. If you want Address Manager to remember these column heading 
widths for the next session, you need to select Save Heading Columns from the 
Edit menu. The heading columns can be saved separately for the Quick Look and 
Full Book modes. This menu item will be grayed out if Best Fit Columns is speci­
fied in the File Settings dialog box. 



Dialer! 

View 

The Dialer item is for people with modems. This feature enables you to let Ad­
dress Manager dial the phone. To use this feature, highlight/select a single name 
in the main window and click Dialer! or press FS from the keyboard. This action 
will bring up the Dialer with the phone number of the selected name listed in the 
Phone # edit box. Now click the Dial button and wait for the connection to be 
made. When the connection is made, pick up the telephone receiver and wait for 
someone to answer your call. 

If no name is highlighted or more than one name is highlighted, the dialer dialog 
box will appear with no phone number inserted. In this case, you can either type 
a phone number into the Phone # edit box or use the mouse to insert the number 
by clicking the number buttons. 

Full Book 
When the Full Book mode is active (as indicated by a check beside the Full Book 
menu selection as well as the status bar statement Mode: Full Book), the follow­
ing column headings will appear: Name, Address, City, State, ZIP, and one of 
three phone number fields (Home, Work, or Fax). To indicate which type of 
phone number to display, choose Settings ... from the File menu and select Home, 

· Work, or Fax. If you have not used the Full Bookmode before or do not have Best 
Fit Columns selected in File Settings, you may need to adjust the column width. 
To adjust the column width, click the mouse on the line between the column 

Select a single name in the main Address Man­
ager window and click on the Dialer! menu 
option to display the Dialer. 
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Lists 

headings and drag the mouse to adjust the column width. Be sure to select Save 
Heading Columns from the Edit menu so that the next time you enter Full Book 
mode, Address Manager will preset the column widths as you like them. 

Quick Look 
The Quick Look mode displays only the Name and Phone number information, 
omitting the address information from the display. The phone number is the 
phone number type as indicated in the File Settings dialog box. 

All Important Dates 
The All Important Dates mode displays the Name, His and Her Birthday dates, 
and an Anniversary date. This information is entered into the More Info dialog 
box along with comment information. To edit or add to this information, 
double-click the name in the main window or choose Edit/Modify ... from the 
Edit menu. Now choose the More ... button to add or view existing information 
for the selected name. 

Sort By 
To change the sort mode for your data, choose Sort By from the View menu. 
There are five Sort options to choose from: 

Last Name, First Name 
Anderson, Bixbee, Collins ... 

First Name, Last Name 
Anne, Beth, Charlie ... 

City 
Anchorage, Boise, Cle Elum ... 

State 
Alaska, California, Florida ... 

ZIP Code 
09821, 13421,22033 ... 

Create User List ... 
Choose Create User List... when you want to create a new list to store names. 
For example, you may want to create a User List to store the names of those 
people whom you sent Christmas cards this year. Type a name for the new User 
List and choose the New button to create the list. This action will only create 
the list. To add names to a list, see Add to User List, which follows shortly. 



Delete User List ... 
Just as you can create User Lists, you can delete User Lists. Choosing Delete 
User List ... will bring up a dialog box with the names of all your current Lists. 
Select the User List name that you want to delete and choose the Delete button. 
When might this option be necessary? Well, suppose that all of a sudden you 
decide that you really don't care who your friends are, and so you don't need a 
special list for them. Selecting this option will enable you to delete a User List 
such as Friends. Note that any names that were on the list are not actually de­
leted from the file but rather removed from the User-Defined List. If you want to 
permanently delete names from your address book, choose Delete Highlighted 
Names from the Edit menu. 

Edit User List Names .. . 
Use the Edit User List Names ... option to change the name assigned to a list you 
previously created. For example, suppose that you previously created a list 
named Chrstmas List and later noticed the typo in the word Christmas. Instead of 
creating a new list named Christmas List and then moving all the names to the 
new list, you can simply edit the name of the list to correctly read Christmas 
List. Select the name to edit from the list of User List names, change the name in 
the edit box, and choose the Change button. 

Add to User List ... 
The Add to User List ... option enables you to add names to a list that already 
exists in your data file. This option saves you from rekeying data when creating 
lists of names. To copy names to a list, do the following: 

1. Choose All Addresses from the List menu to view all addresses in your file. 

2. Highlight those names you will want to add to the User List. 

3. Choose Add to User List... from the Lists menu. 

4. Select the User List name from the resulting list box of names. 

5. Choose the Add button to add the names to the selected list. 

6. From the Lists menu, choose Group 1»- User List Name to view the names. 

Delete from User List ... 
This menu item works in much the same way as Add to User List ... but enables 
you to remove names from a User-Defined List. This item will not delete names 
from the file but will simply remove the highlighted names from the specified 
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List. For example, if a person on your Clients list is no longer a business client, 
you can select that name and choose Delete from User List.. .. In the resulting 
dialog box, choose the Clients list and choose the Delete button. 

All Addresses 
Choose this menu option to display all the names in your data file regardless of 
assigned User List. 

Group 1 
If you have created User-Defined Lists, the names will pop out to the right of 
Group 1. Selecting a User List displays only those names that you have added to 
the list. A second group called Group 2 will be added when more than eight lists 
are under Group 1. 

Index 
This selection displays an Index of the Address Manager on-line help informa­
tion. 

Overview 
This selection displays overview information for Address Manager. 

Keyboard 
This selection displays the keyboard controls for Address Manager. 

Commands 
This selection displays information about the Address Manager menu com­
mands. 

Help on Help 
This selection activates the Microsoft Windows Index to Using Help. 

About Address 
This selection displays the Address Manager About dialog box. 



Designing Custom View Templates ____ _ 
Custom View Forms enable you to design your own way of viewing and printing 
addresses. The Edit/Modify dialog box (choose Modify/Delete ... from the Edit 
menu or double-click a name in your address book) will display information as 
defined by the Custom View Forms. The available forms are listed in the list box 
labeled Address Form. Choose one of the forms from the list box, and the dialog 
box will update to the layout of the new Custom View Form. Different forms can 
be used for different names and addresses. For example, you can use a business 
form such as USA Business Long for your business contacts in the United States 
and the European Short form for your friends in Europe. 

A number of forms are provided with Address Manager, and you also can de­
sign your own. To create a new form or modify an existing form, choose Design 
Custom View Forms ... from the File menu. This action brings up the Custom 
View Form Designer and the last form you edited. To load a different form, 
choose Load Form ... from the File menu. 

The USA Business Long form changes the layout when you view 
or print addresses. 
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To create/add a new field to a form, double-click the left mouse button on the 
form where you want the new field to appear. A form can have any of the follow­
ing fields: 

Salutation 

First Name 

Middle Name 

Last Name 

Company 

Address 1 

Address 2 

Address 3 

City 

State 

ZIP 

Home Phone 

Work Phone 

Extension 

Fax Phone 

In addition to field names, you can add up to 20 text fields. A text field is static 
text that will appear on the final form. You may want to identify some of your 
fields so that it is obvious which data should be entered. For example, before 
the Fax Phone field, you may want to include a text field that reads Fax:. 

After double-clicking the form with the left mouse button, choose a field name; 
if you are defining a text field, select the Text option and type the text for the 
field in the edit box. The new field will be positioned on the form at the point 
where you double-clicked the mouse. 

To adjust the length of the fields, position your mouse cursor near the right or 
left edge of the field and click and drag the mouse. The fields have a fixed height 
and can only be sized horizontally. 

To change the placement or position of the field on the form, position your 
mouse over the field so that the cursor changes to a hand and click and drag 
the field to a new position on the form. 

To delete a field from the form, position your mouse over the field so that the 
cursor changes to a hand and press the Del or Delete key on your keyboard. 



After you create a form, the form name will be added to the list of available 
forms to choose from when you're adding/editing names in your address book. 

In addition to using the Custom Forms to control the layout for your on-screen 
fields, you also can use the Custom Forms when printing addresses to an enve­
lope or a label. The order and position of the fields on the form are used to 
determine how the address will be printed. To indicate which fields you want to 
have printed, mark the fields on the form as print fields. To do this procedure, 
position the mouse cursor over a field and click the right mouse button. The 
field will turn red, and a printer icon will be displayed on the right edge of the 
field, indicating that this field should be printed when you're printing an ad­
dress that uses this form. 

For example, the European Forms that are included with Address Manager 
specify ZIP, State, City for the last address line. When an address that uses a 
European Form is printed to a label, it is printed in the same order as the field's 
display (ZIP, State, City). The print-field option is a toggle; click the right mouse 
button again to remove or add the print-field option. 

Printing Dot-Matrix Labels _______ _ 
To print labels to a dot-matrix printer, choose Print).;> Dot Matrix Labels ... from 
the File menu. The resulting dialog box has many options to help you navigate 
the address to the appropriate position on the label. 

Printing to Avery dot-matrix labels 
If you are using Avery labels, simply choose the Template name that corre­
sponds to the number on the Avery box of labels (for example, Avery 4144). 
When a template is selected, the appropriate values are placed into the edit 
boxes for you. Choose Print Labels to print labels for the names you selected in 
the main Address Manager window. 

Printing to dot-matrix labels (non-Avery) 
The Dot Matrix Labels dialog box contains many options for controlling the 
placement of the address information on the label: 

Lines Per Label: The height of the label measured by the number of lines. Typi­
cally, there are 6 lines per inch, so if your labels were an inch tall, the number of 
lines would be 6 (1.5-inch high labels would be 9 lines). 

Labels Across: The number of labels left to right. This value is usually 1 for 
single-column labels, 2 for double-column labels, or 3 for three-column labels. 
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Lines Between Labels: The vertical spacing between each label, again mea­
sured in lines. The number of lines between each label is usually 1. 

Width of label in chars: The horizontal width of the labels measured in charac­
ters. To calculate the number of characters, measure the width of the labels 
with a ruler and convert inches to characters. Typically, there are 10 characters 
per inch, so a 3.5-inch wide label would be 35 characters wide. 

Distance between labels in chars: The horizontal distance between the col­
umns of labels. Usually, this distance is fairly minimal - perhaps 1 to 5 
characters at most. 

Printing multiple dot-matrix labels for the same name 
In order to print multiple copies of each name selected in the main Address 
Manager window, indicate the number of copies of each label in the Dot Matrix 
Labels dialog box: 

1. Select the names for printing labels in the main Address Manager window. 
Select as few as a single name or as many as you want. 

2. Choose Print)o>- Dot Matrix Labels from the File menu. 

3. In the edit box labeled Copies of each label, indicate the number of labels 
you want to print for each of the selected names. For example, you may 
want to print an entire page of a single name/address (for example, Copies 
of each label= 16) or two labels for each name/address selected. 

4. Choose the Print Labels button. 

Notes on printing dot-matrix labels 
Only the names that are highlighted in the main Address Manager window will 
be printed. If you want to print a label for all the names in the active window, 
press F6 to select all the names prior to printing labels. 

Information printed to the label will be the contents of the Print Fields for the 
selected View Form. To change the Print Fields for a form, do the following: 

1. Choose Design Custom View Forms from the File menu. 

2. Choose Load Form from the File menu of the Custom Form Designer and 
choose the form to edit. 

3. Position your cursor over a field and click the right mouse button to toggle 
the Print Field status on or off. 

Dot-matrix labels will print in the default internal font for the printer (usually a 
monospaced font, such as Courier). 



Printing Laser-Printer Labels 
If you have a laser printer and Avery labels, Address Manager enables you to 
easily print labels. Any font and point size may be selected for each line of the 
label. For example, the name can be printed in Arial 12, and the other address 
lines can be printed in the Times New Roman 10-point font. 

To access the Laser Label configuration screen, select the names you want to 
print labels for and choose Print> Laser Labels ... from the File menu. 

When you enter the Laser Label Settings dialog box, Address Manager will de­
fault to the Avery 5160 label template. A pictorial representation of this 
template is shown in the window to the right of the dialog box. If you choose a 
different label type (say, Avery 5161), then the display on the right will be up­
dated to show you the general layout of the selected label template. One of the 
labels will have the text ST ART displayed. This is the indicator for which label 
you want Address Manager to begin printing first. This is useful if you only print 
a few labels at a time and want to feed the same sheet through the printer the 
next time you print labels. To change the START label for Address Manager, 
click the mouse on the address label you want to have Address Manager print 
first. Or choose the Set Start button to move the focus to the graphic window. 
You can now use the arrow keys to specify the starting label. 

Avery 5160 

When you print to laser-printer labels, you select the Avery label type you are using and then specify where 
on that sheet of labels you want to start printing. 
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In the Laser Label Settings dialog box on the left, you can specify attributes for 
the labels, including margins and copies of each label. To set a font for a field or 
address line, do the following: 

1. Choose the Set Fonts ... button. 

2. Below Set font for, choose the address line to change and then select a font 
name, style, and size. 

3. Choose the Apply button to apply the font to the selected address line (Ad­
dress line 1, for example). 

4. Repeat steps 2 and 3 for each of the address lines. 

5. Choose the OK button to return to the Laser Label Settings dialog box. 

These font selections will be remembered the next time you bring up Address 
Manager. The templates are set up to work properly with the Avery laser­
printer labels, but you may still want or need to fine-tune the margin settings. 
The Margins box enables you to change the overall margins for the page or for 
the individual labels. Indicate adjustments to the Top and Left margins in milli­
meters (mm). 

Finally, the Copies of each edit box enables you to specify the number of copies 
you want for name(s) selected in the main Address Manager window. If you 
want a page of labels for each of the selected names, you might type 30 for the 
copies of each. If you need to send each of the selected names two pieces of 
mail, you might type 2 for the number of copies. Choose the Print button to 
begin the print job. Address Manager will print a label (or multiple labels if 
Copies of each is set greater than 1) for each name that was highlighted/ 
selected prior to when you entered the Laser Label Settings dialog box. 

Note: If you have labels with the same dimensions as the Avery templates that 
are provided, you can still use the laser label feature of Address Manager. The 
dimensions for the current templates are as follows: 

Avery 5160 l"x2%" 

Avery 5161 1" x4" 

Avery 5162 1 ~"x4" 

Avery 5163 2"x4" 

Avery 5164 3 72'' x 4" 



Printing Envelopes _________ _ 
The envelope-printing facility of Address Manager is designed to print manually 
fed envelopes on a laser printer. Templates are provided for the following sizes 
of envelopes: 

Envelope 9 

Envelope 10 

Envelope 11 

Envelope 12 

Envelope DL 

Envelope CS 

Monarch 

To print manually fed envelopes to a laser printer, do the following: 

1. In the main Address Manager window, select a single name or multiple 
names for which you want to print envelopes. 

2. Choose Print> Envelopes from the File menu. 

3. Choose the Envelope Size that you will be printing to. Envelope 10 ( 4 78'' by 
9 72') is the standard business-size envelope in the United States. 

4. Type your return address in the upper left in the Return Address Info box. 

If you have selected a single name for which to print an envelope, the ad­
dress information for this name will appear in the Send to Address Info box. 
If you have selected multiple names for envelopes, the first selected name 
will appear in the Send to Address Info box. 

Note: The address displayed in the Send to Address Info box cannot be 
edited in the Print Envelopes dialog box. 

5. Choose the Set Fonts ... button to specify the fonts for both the Send To and 
Return addresses. A font dialog box will appear in which you can specify 
the font name, style, and size for a given address line. Choose the Apply 
button to record the font setting for the selected address line. When you 
have specified the fonts for both the Send To and Return addresses, choose 
the OK button. Note that each envelope supports its own font information. 
This way, you can have one font style for your business envelopes and 
another for your personal envelopes. 

6. Choose the Print this One button to print a single envelope with the address 
information as displayed in the Print Envelopes dialog box. If you have mul­
tiple names selected, you can choose either Print this One or Print All. 
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If you have more than one name selected in the main Address Manager window, 
use the Next and Previous buttons to thumb through the names that you se­
lected in the main window. 

Copies: This indicates the number of copies (envelopes) you want to print for 
each.name selected. 

Notes: Your return address information is associated with the envelope size. So 
you can enter a business address for a business-size envelope and your home 
address for another size envelope. Choose to save changes when exiting the 
Print Envelope dialog box, and your return address will be remembered for the 
next session. Envelope feeders are not currently supported. If your laser printer 
does not feed envelopes through the middle of the paper tray, read the follow­
ing discussion. 

The templates have default positioning values that are based on the assump­
tion that the manual envelope feeder pulls the envelopes through the middle of 
the paper tray. If your laser printer pulls envelopes aligned with the top or bot­
tom portion on the paper tray, the Left and Top millimeter values will need to 
be adjusted. Both the Return and Send address text have edit boxes for the Left 
and Top positions. 

To determine what values to place in these edit boxes, you must place an enve­
lope on top of an 8.5-by-11-inch piece of paper. The envelope should be placed 
in relation to how the manual feeder pulls the envelope. So, if your envelope 
feeder is aligned with the bottom of an 8.5-by-l l sheet of paper, you align the 
envelope at the bottom of the 8.5-by-11-inch paper. Now measure with a ruler 
from the top portion of the 8.5-by-11-inch page to where you want the return 
address to print on the envelope. Determine the number of millimeters this is 
from the top of the 8.5-by-11-inch page and to the left of the 8.5-by-11-inch page. 
Apply the same concept for determining the millimeter values for the send 
address. All of this is necessary because the millimeter values are measured 
from the edge of a normal sheet of paper and not from the edge of the envelope. 

Settings 
The following information details the options in the File Settings and Smart 
Dialer Settings dialog boxes (both are located under the File menu). 

Disable Label Warning: Disable Label Warning disables the warning that Ad­
dress Manager posts just before printing dot-matrix labels. When you're 
printing dot-matrix labels, the warning reminds you to make sure that no other 



Use the Settings dialog box to change assump-tions and 
defaults for the Address Manager. 

applications are printing. (See "Common Questions" for an explanation of why 
this error occurs.) If you get tired of seeing this warning box each time you go 
to print dot-matrix labels, you can disable it by using this option. 

Show Last Name First: Show Last Name First is an option for changing the way 
the names are displayed. By default, the names are shown in the order First, 
Middle, Last. Mark the Show Last Name First option to reverse the order that 
the names are displayed. 

Best Fit Columns: Best Fit Columns is an option that, when selected, tells Ad­
dress Manager to automatically adjust the column widths to best fit the data 
that is currently being displayed. When this option is selected, the Save Head­
ing Columns menu item is grayed under the Edit menu. 

Local Area Code: Local Area Code is where you need to enter the area code 
from which you will be dialing. Doing so is necessary so that the Smart Dialer 
can strip off an area code if the number you are dialing is within your local area 
code. For example, if your local area code is 206, Address Manager will strip off 
the area code whenever dialing a phone number with the 206 prefix. 
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Display Phone: The group of radio buttons in the Display Phone box enables 
you to choose which phone number you want to view when viewing your data 
in the Full Book or Quick Look view of Address Manager. Full Book mode dis­
plays the Name, Address, City, State, ZIP, and choice of Home, Work, or Fax 
telephone numbers. Choose from Home, Work, or Fax. 

Modem Settings: Use the box labeled Prefix to specify any prefix number you 
need to dial before dialing the phone number. This option is useful if you are in 
an office where you need to dial 9 for an outside line. By entering 9 as a prefix, 9 
will automatically be added to any phone number you choose to dial with the 
Dialer. Select the communications port that your modem is connected to 
(COMl through COM4) and choose the baud rate for your modem. Finally, 
specify the modem initialization string. The default is ATDT and should be used 
when you're dialing from a Touch-Tone phone. ATDP can be used for dialing 
from a pulse phone. 

International Support ________ _ 
The drop-down Languagi box in the Settings dialog box indicates the current 
language for Address Manager. Address Manager is designed to support any 
language in the world (excluding the double-byte character set languages, such 
as Japanese). Several languages are shipped with Address Manager, including 
English, French, and German. To change the language representation of the 
program, simply select Settings ... from the File menu. In the dialog box that 
appears, there will be a list of languages to choose from. Select the desired 
language and choose OK. The program will automatically switch to the new 
language! 

To add support for your own language, follow these simple steps: 

1. Open the STRINGS.USA text file (included with Address Manager) into your 
favorite text editor. 

2. Translate the strings to your language. 

3. Open the ADDRESS.LNG text file from your Address Manager program direc­
tory. Under the [Settings] section, add your language to the 
AvailableLanguages line. For example, if you are adding support for Spanish, 
you add Spanish as follows: 

[Settings] 
Availablelanguages=English,Spanish 

Note that the languages must be separated by a comma. 
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4. At the bottom of the ADDRESS.LNG file, create a new section that has the 
exact name you added to the AvailableLanguages line (in this example, the 
entry would be [Spanish]). 

5. Copy your translated strings and paste them into the ADDRESS.LNG file under 
this new section. 

Now, when you run Address Manager again, your newly supported language 
will be listed in the Languages entry of the Settings dialog box. When creating 
support for your own language, try to keep the length of each string to approxi­
mately the same length as the English equivalent or shorter. 

Smart Dialer Settings 
When entering phone-number information about the people in your address 
book, it is recommended that you enter complete phone information (for ex­
ample, 1-206-555-1212). Including the area code allows the Smart Dialer to strip 
off area codes appropriately. Address Manager keeps track of your local area 
code, as specified in the File Settings dialoi box. Typically, if the number you 
are dialing has the same area code as your local area code, the Smart Dialer will 
strip off the 1-206 portion. However, sometimes you may be dialing an intrastate 
number that is actually a long-distance call. These numbers don't require the 
area code but still require the 1-. Using the Smart Dialer Settings dialog box will 
enable you to tell Address Manager which 3-digit prefixes require a 1-. 

Use the Smart Dialer Settings dialog box to specify when to use 
an area code and when 1- is required. 
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To indicate the numbers that require a 1-, choose the numbers from the list box 
by clicking the numbers with the mouse. When the appropriate numbers are 
selected, choose the Save button to save the selections. 

You may soon need to include an area code when dialing phone numbers in 
your same state. The reason is that the phone companies are running out of 
area codes in certain geographic areas, such as California. For example, cur­
rently a call from Seattle to Tacoma requires the 206 area code. Even though 
Tacoma uses the same area code as Seattle and is only 40 miles away, a 206 is 
required when you're calling Tacoma. In the Smart Dialer Settings dialog box, 
you can indicate which 3-digit prefixes within your state require an area code. 
To indicate the numbers that require an area code, choose the Area Code Req'd 
option and then the area-code numbers from the list box (click the numbers 
with the mouse to select). When the appropriate numbers are selected, choose 
the Save button to save the selections. 

The area code that is listed at the top of the dialog box (For Area Code: XXX) is 
the area code that has been set in the Settings dialog box. If you travel a lot and 
will be dialing from many different area codes, you can create Smart Dialer 
settings for any number of area codes you choose. To do this, just make sure 
that when you go to a different area code, you change the area code in the File 
Settings dialog box. 

The Wild Characters option in the Smart Dialer Settings dialog box enables you 
to indicate a special character as a place holder for a series of characters. For 
example, you can define the ! character to represent the number 234. Then, 
when you're entering a phone number and you need to enter 234, you can just 
type the wild character !. If you then select the name and choose the Dialer! 
menu option, the ! character in the phone number is changed to 234. 

Special Lists 
Address Manager enables you to create up to 32 User-Defined Lists. These lists 
are essentially logical subsets of the All Addresses list. For example, you may 
want to create a list of all your friends and another list of all your family mem­
bers. When you create a User List, the name you supply will be appended to the 
Lists menu (under Group 1). Selecting a list name will show you only those 
names that are on the specified list (only your family's or only your friends' 
names). 

To create a User List such as Friends or Family, choose Create User List ... from 
the Lists menu. In the resulting dialog box, type a name for the list (for example, 
Family, Friends, or Business). Choose the New button to create the User List. 
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After you have created a User List, you will want to put some people's names 
and addresses on the list. If you want to add a name that is currently not in 
your data file, choose Add ... from the Edit menu and type in the data. If you 
have previously typed in the name, follow these steps to add a name to a User 
List: 

1. Choose All Addresses from the Lists menu to view all names in your data 
file. 

2. Locate and highlight the names you want to have in your new User List (to 
select multiple names, press the Ctrl key in combination with selecting the 
names with the mouse). 

3. Choose Add to User List ... from the Lists menu. 

4. In the resulting dialog box, select the list you want the names added to and 
choose the Add button. 

5. From the Lists menu, choose Group 1;;;... list name (for example, Friends), 
and you will see that the names have been added to the list. 

Note: The status bar at the bottom of the Address Manager screen indicates 
which list is on the screen: List: All Addresses or List: Friends. 

Deleting names from User Lists works much the same way as adding names 
with Add to User List. To remove names from a User List, select Delete from 
User List ... from the Lists menu. This option will not delete the names from your 
address file but will remove the highlighted names from the list you specify. If 
you mean to remove the name from the data file entirely, choose Delete High­
lighted Names from the Edit menu. 

Note: If you tell Address Manager to delete a name from a User-Defined List and 
the name is not in the User List, Address Manager will simply ignore this direc­
tive. 

Refer to the "Hints and Tips" section for step-by-step instructions on copying 
and moving names from one list to another. To display all the names and ad­
dresses in your data file, choose All Addresses from the Lists menu. The status 
bar will be updated to indicate List: All Addresses. If you have created User­
Defined Lists, the names will pop out from Group 1 under the Lists menu. 
Selecting a User-Defined List name from the Lists menu will display only those 
names that you have put on the list. A second group called Group 2 will be 
added when more than eight lists are under Group 1. Again, look at the status 
bar to determine which list you are viewing. 
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Importing Data into Address Manager 
If you have name and address data in another program, it is possible for you to 
export the data to a text file and read the data into Address Manager. The fields 
in the exported text file can be either comma- or tab-delimited. 

There are 19 fields (18 commas or tabs per record) in the Address Manager 
input file format:

If your data file meets the preceding format specification, follow these steps to 
import it into Address Manager: 

1. Open an existing file or create a new file for the imported data. 

2. Choose Import ... from the File menu. 

3. Select the file name to import and the type of field separator used in the text 
file (comma or tab). 

4. Each address will initially need to use the same default View Form. Select a 
Form from the list box of Address Forms. 

5. Choose OK to start the importprocess. Just below the Comma option but­
ton is an indicator of the number of records imported (f otal Imported: X). 
The Import File dialog box will remain on-screen until all the records are 
imported and sorted. 

Common Questions 
Q: I don't see a Save option anywhere on the menu. How do I make sure that 

my data is saved? 

A: Address Manager will automatically save your data for you anytime you 
make changes. This way, if there is a power failure or your system crashes 
for some reason, you will not lose any data. 

Q: When I go to print dot-matrix labels, I get a warning telling me to make 
sure that no other Windows applications are printing. I thought that if I 
was using the Windows Print Manager, I didn't need to worry about print­
ing from different applications at the same time. What's going on here? 

A: This warning appears because labels are printed directly to LPTl. If another 
application is printing at the time, unpredictable results will surely follow!

The reason labels are sent directly to LPTl is that Windows 3.0 automatically 
forces a form feed after a certain number of lines have been printed. Because 
labels are continuous, you would have to waste 3 or 4 labels each time Win­
dows decided to do a form feed. This is only an issue for dot-matrix printers. 
This warning can be turned off in the File Settings dialog box. 

Q: How do I move an address from one list to another? 

A: To do this, you should select the name(s) that you want to be moved. Then 
select Lists/ Add to User List ... ; when the dialog box comes up, select the list 
you want the names moved to and click Add. Now select Lists/Delete from 
User List ... and select the list you want the names removed from. 

Q: How can I change the font for the lists I print? 

A: Address Manager assumes that the font for printed lists will be Courier. There 
is no support in this version for selecting different fonts for printed lists. 
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Q: What if I don't have Avery labels? 

A: Address Manager comes with several templates that are predefined to work 
with Avery laser labels. If you have labels with the same dimensions as the 
Avery templates that are provided, you can still use the laser labeler. The 
dimensions for the current templates are as follows: 

Avery5160 l"x2%" 

Avery 5161 1" x4" 

Avery 5162 1>-3"x4" 

Avery 5163 2" x4"

Q: The top line of my laser-printer label is printing too high. How can I cen­
ter the infonnation on the label or move it down? 

A: To make minor adjustments to where the text is printed on laser labels, use 
the Margins box in the Select Label Fonts dialog box (choose File Print> 
Laser Labels to access this dialog box). Adjustments can be made to the 
overall label sheet or to each individual label (values are entered in milli­
meters). 

Q: I change all the column widths by using the slider and can't select Save 
Heading Columns. Why? 

A: If Save Heading Columns is grayed out, deselect the Best Fit Columns box in 
the File Settings dialog box. 

Hints and Tips 
The best way to use Address Manager is to keep one file with all your data in it. 
Because it is possible to create your own User-Defined Lists, it is less efficient to 
have one file for your business addresses, one file for your personal addresses, 
one file for your Christmas-card recipients, and so on. Instead, just maintain 
one file and create User-Defined Lists. 

Use the Save As ... menu item fr~m the File menu to create a backup copy of 
your address book. If your address file is named NAMES.ADD, choose Save As 
and type BACKUP.ADD for the backup copy. Choose OK to save to the new 
filename. Then choose Open ... from the File menu and open your original data 
file, NAMES.ADD, and continue working with the file. Address Manager automati­
cally saves your address files when you exit the program or add/edit 
address-book information. 
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To the right of the alphabetic buttons is a * button. This asterisk toggles you 
between two viewing modes (Page and Filter). If you are in Page mode and the A 
button is pressed, then only the names from the current list that begin with the 
letter A will be displayed. For example, if you are sorting by Last Name, First 
Name, you see all the people in the current list whose last names begin with A. 
Clicking the * button again puts you in Filter mode. If you're in this mode and 
the D button is pressed, the first name in the list will be the first person whose 
last name begins with D, with all names from D through Z following thereafter. 

The status bar along the bottom of the Address Manager window indicates 
whether you are in the Page or Filter mode (Mode: Quick Look, Filter). 

There are two options for controlling the column widths. One option automati­
cally adjusts the widths of the columns and is called Best Fit Columns 
(indicated in File/Settings ... ). The second option enables you to manually set 
the column widths by adjusting the widths of the column headings with the 
mouse. Choose Save Heading Columns ... from the Edit menu to save the current 
column width settings. You can set the column headings manually for the 
Quick, Full Book, and All Important Dates modes. The next time you load Ad­
dress Manager, the saved settings will be used for the column widths. Note: The 
Save Heading Columns menu item is grayed when the Best Fit Columns box is 
checked in the File Settings dialog box. 

When you're entering a slew of names and addresses, use the up- and down­
arrow keys to help minimize the number of keystrokes you type. For the Last 
Name field and the City field, Address Manager will remember the last three 
entries. This way, you don't have to type Seattle for all your friends who live in 
Seattle. Instead, use the arrow keys when your cursor is in the City field to cycle 
through the last three city names entered. 

Use different View Forms for different addresses. If you are entering a personal 
address, use the USA Short Form rather than one of the business forms. When 
you're editing your address information, the available View Forms are listed in 
the list box labeled Address Form. You can use different View Forms for differ­
ent addresses. Address Manager remembers which View Form is assigned to 
which address. 

Use the Custom View Form Designer to make changes to the existing forms or 
to design new ones altogether. Choose Design Custom View Form from the File 
menu to access the Form Designer. 

If you need to copy names and addresses to another Windows application, 
simply choose the names to copy and choose Copy from the Edit menu. Switch 
to the other application (such as Excel) and choose Paste from the Edit menu. 
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Look at the status bar at the bottom of the Address Manager window for infor­
mation on which list is active, the viewing mode, and the number of addresses 
in the list.

The Time utility in this set improves on the Windows Clock 
and has some similarities with ClockMan, a more elaborate 
alarm system found in Windows 3.1 SECRETS, published by 
IDG Books Worldwide. The other utilities fill their own 
unique niches. 
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To install the Barry Press Utilities, run WSETUP on Diskette 1. After installation, 
all the separate Barry Press Utilities program files will be located in a directory 
you specified, such as C:\BPUTIL, and a group window in Program Manager will 
display icons for each utility. 

It is not necessary for you to add the c:\BPUTIL directory to the PATH= statement 
in your AUTOEXEC.BAT file for these utilities to work properly. However, doing so 
is recommended because it makes it possible for you to run these utilities from 
a File Run command line in Program Manager or File Manager, without typing in 
the c: \BPUTIL directory name as part of the command. 

If you want to move some files to different directories, the utilities will still work 
properly in most cases. However, executable files and their related help files, 
such as MATCH.EXE/MATCH.HLP and HOLDER.EXE/HOLDER.HLP, must be located in 
the same directory to function correctly.

Applet 
Applet is designed to let you run Control Panel applications (or applets) without 
having to run (and tie up) the Control Panel. 

Applets are found in Control Panel extension files, which generally have the CPL 
extension (for example, MAIN.CPL). Control Panel extension files are found in 
your \ WINDOWS\SYSTEM directory. 

To run an applet, you can use the command line from the Program Manager: 

APPLET filename index 

where filename is the Control Panel pathname (for example, 
C: \ WINDOWS\SYSTEM\MAIN.CPL) and index is the title of the applet within 
the extension file you want to run. 

Some extensions (for example, MAIN.CPL) contain more than one applet; index 
enables you to specify which one you want. If you don't know, omit the param­
eter. Applet will present a list box naming the applets in the extension file, along 
with the index for each. 

Some of the Control Panel files you may find in Windows follow: 

MAIN.CPL Contains the applets COLOR, DATE/TIME, DESKTOP, FONTS, 
INTERNATIONAL, KEYBOARD, MOUSE, PORTS, PRINTERS, and NETWORK 
(if you are currently attached to a network) 

DRIVERS.CPL Configures multimedia and other drivers 

SND.CPL Associates sounds with various Windows actions (such as 
launching a program), if you have a speaker driver and speakers 

CPWIN386.CPL Configures 386 Enhanced mode (if Windows is in enhanced 
mode) 

You can create an icon in Program Manager to run any of these applets. Click 
File New to create a new program item and then type the appropriate command 
line. For example, you can type the following: 

APPLET C:\ WINDOWS\SYSTEM\MAIN.CPL COLOR 
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Warning: Using the Windows Control Panel, you can run only one applet at a 
time in the entire system. Applet makes it possible for you to run several at 
once and makes it possible for you to run the same one several times at once. 
Although running multiple applets at the same time is not a problem, running 
multiple copies of the same applet is definitely a bad idea because the applets 
weren't designed for that. 

So far, I haven't found a way to keep you from shooting yourself in the foot by 
running more than one instance of the same applet at the same time. So I'll 
simply post this warning: 

Don't run more than one copy of a Control Panel application at a time. And, to be 
as safe as possible, don't run more than one applet from a single file at the same 
time. 

It doesn't matter if one is under the real Control Panel and another is under 
Applet, both are under Applet, and so on. Don't do it. Even though it might work 
for specific applets, it's not a good idea. 

I wrote Applet for a friend who wanted to keep open the applet that controls his 
SoundBlaster Pro sound board but not tie up the Control Panel. 

CalPop - A Simple Calendar for 
Microsoft Windows 

----~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~ 

CalPop is a small program for Microsoft Windows that displays any month 
between January 1980 and December 2037. 

When you start CalPop, it displays the current month. The arrow buttons on 
the scroll bar at the bottom change the display by one month; the left arrow 
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The CalPop utility displays a 
calendar for any month between 
1980 and 2037. 
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moves back one month, and the right arrow moves forward one month. The left 
and right scroll-bar ranges have similar effects, but the change is by one year. 
The scroll-bar thumb may also be moved to any point desired. 

You may run more than one instance of CalPop to display several months. 

CalPop responds to a keyboard interface for the scroll bar as well as the mouse. 
The arrow keys correspond to the arrow buttons, the PgUp and PgDn keys to 
the scroll ranges, and the Home and End keys to the first and last months. 

I wrote CalPop when I couldn't find a Windows 3 version of a similar program 
I'd picked up long ago on CompuServe. 

Ripper - Simple Printer-Orientation 
Control for Microsoft Windows 

Flipper runs only as an icon and displays the current orientation of the default 
printer. When double-clicked, it will change the printer's orientation, updating 
the icon in the process. Flipper notices when you change the printer orientation 
via the Windows Setup dialog box directly, as well as when you change the 
default printer. 

Some printer drivers don't respond properly under Windows 3.0 to the soft­
ware interface for determining and changing the paper orientation. For those 
drivers (most notably, Epson), Flipper will display a question-mark icon, 
indicating that it can't do its job. Many such drivers were upgraded in Windows 
3.1 to use the UNIDRV.DLL Universal Printer Driver technology, correcting this 
problem in the process. You do not require a new version of Flipper to run with 
those drivers. 

I wanted a dolphin for the icon (of course) but had no handy clip art, and I'm no 
artist. The icons for portrait and landscape in the earlier versions of Flipper

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weren't exactly ready for the Museum of Modern Art. The dolphin icons in this 
release are wonderful, however, and are the work of Michael Lessa. (fhanks! 
Thanks also to Peter Montgomery for getting them to me.) 

I wrote Flipper because I was tired of waiting around for one or another applica­
tion to load the printer driver so I could change from portrait to landscape and 
vice versa. I keep it as the second item in my LOAD= line (under Windows 3.1, in 
my Start Up group), so it always ends up near the lower left corner of my 
display. Flipper has no Control menu and cannot be closed once started. 

You can also change the orientation of your printer from within another 
application (such as a Word for Windows or an Excel macro). To do so, use 
PORTRAIT.EXE and LANDSCAP.EXE, which are described in the "Portland" section, 
which follows. 

Portland (PORTRAIT.EXE and LANDSCAP.EXE)­
Direct Printer-Orientation Control for 
Microsoft Windows 

~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~-

Portland is a package of two programs - PORTRAIT .EXE and LANDSCAP .EXE -
that provide direct printer-orientation control for Microsoft Windows. Running 
either of the programs sets the current default printer's orientation to portrait 
or landscape, respectively. The programs open no windows and terminate after 
doing the work. If you have Flipper running, the effects of the orientation 
change will be visible in the Flipper icon. The programs are useful from Win­
dows batch files (for example, using the new Norton Desktop) and from macros 
in many Windows applications (for example, Excel and WinWord). 

Some printer drivers don't respond properly under Windows 3.x to the soft­
ware interface for determining and changing the paper orientation. For those 
drivers (most notably, Epson), Portland will not be capable of doing its job. 
Many drivers were upgraded for Windows 3.1, correcting this problem in the 
process. You will not require a new version of Portland to run with those 
drivers. 

The dolphin icons stored in the program files (so they'll show up right with 
Program Manager) are the work of Michael Lessa. 

I wrote Portland as a variant of the Flipper program in response to a user's 
request. 
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Holder for Windows 
Holder is a Windows application that launches other applications from icon-like 
buttons placed anywhere on the Windows desktop. Each instance of Holder 
appears as a button, with an icon displayed on the face and the title for the 
application displayed below the button. For example, a Holder button for 
Holder itself can look like this: 

The Holder button for the Holder program 
itself shows a holding hand as the icon. 

Double-clicking the button with the left mouse button (or pressing the Enter key 
when the button has the input focus) launches the corresponding application 
set up on the button. Double-clicking the title (below the icon) and holding 
down the left mouse button brings up the Holder system menu. 

Command-Ii"~ parameters 
Holder supports command line parameters to enhance its use in the StartUp 
group of the Windows 3.1 Program Manager, as shown in the following list:

Using Holder in the Windows StarlUp group 
Holder is particularly effective when added to the Windows StartUp group in 
the Program Manager, using command-line parameters to specify the Holder 
buttons to be displayed. For example, placing a program item with the com­
mand line 

HOLDER.EXE * 
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into the StartUp Group in the Program Manager will cause all defined buttons to 
be displayed when Windows starts. 

You can select specific buttons by using their tags on the command line. For 
example, you can run Holder and define an icon called control that will start the 
Control Panel.

The Holder button for the Control Panel program 
shows the standard Control Panel icon.

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The Program Setup group of controls specifies how the application is to be 
launched, along with the title to appear below the Holder button for the 
application:

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Font 
The Font command invokes a dialog box with which you can select the font and 
text size used in the Holder title area. The font change applies globally to all 
instances of Holder. Although the dialog box shows options for boldface or 
italic text, these selections are ignored. 

Confirming the dialog box (by clicking OK) changes the font in all running 
instances of Holder, as well as sets the font choice for future invocations. Font 
selections are saved in the file PRESS.INI, which Windows places in your Win­
dows directory. 

New 
The New command invokes a dialog box you can use to enter the Holder tag for 
a new application launch setup. The list box below the edit field shows the 
existing tags. Each application setup requires a unique tag.

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Match - Text Comparison for 
Microsoft Windows and DOS 

Summary of operation 
Match is a Windows application that compares the contents of two text files. 
The overall Match window is divided into two child windows below the menu 
bar, termed the left-hand and right-hand Match windows. Text files may be 
loaded into both of these child windows. Text loaded into the child windows is 
matched line by line, with the results of the comparison displayed in the 
windows. For any given line of text, there are three possibilities: 

I. If the line matches a corresponding line in the opposite window, then the 
two lines are displayed alongside each other with the normal window text 
colors. These colors are user-selected via the Windows Control Panel. 

2. If the line occurs in the left-hand window but not the right, or in the right­
hand window but not the left, then the line is displayed in reverse video and 
a blank line is displayed alongside it in the opposite window. 

3. If the line corresponds to a differing line in the opposite window, then the 
two lines are displayed alongside each other, both lines in reverse video.

The Match utility compares text files from DOS or Windows and shows the result of the 
comparison in the two child windows. 
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Under Windows 3.1 and later, Match supports drag and drop. You can highlight 
two filenames in the Windows File Manager, drag them with your mouse, and 
drop them on the Match window (or the Match icon, if minimized). The 
filenames are opened in the Match window and compared. 

Match will work correctly in any drive and directory as long as MATCH.EXE and 
its help file, MATCH.HLP, are located in the same directory. 

Match also includes a DOS version. Every Windows program includes a module 
(called the DOS stub) that, when the program is run at the DOS command line, 
usually displays the message This program requires Microsoft Windows. The 
Match program, however, actually runs the DOS version of itself when started 
from the DOS command line in this way. 

The DOS version requires two filenames, as follows: 

MATCH filename 1 filename2 

The two filenames are the files to be compared. The filenames may include a 
complete path, such as a drive and directory. 

When run from a DOS command line, Match writes a listing of the differences 
between the two files to a device called standard output. This device is usually 
your DOS text-mode screen. But you can redirect this output to a file or a 
printer by adding a greater-than sign (>) and a filename or printer port: 

MATCH WIN.INI WIN.OLD>C:\ TEMP\COMPARE.TXT 

MATCH WIN.INI WIN.OLD>LPTI 

The output from Match is formatted for a 132-column printer, such as a laser 
printer using its compressed type font. Before sending Match output to a 
printer, configure the printer for compressed printing using its front panel (or 
the formatting commands described in its manual).

Matching algorithm 
Because text files may contain inserted or changed lines, simple character-by­
character file comparison algorithms are inadequate for discovering the changes 
between two files in any useful way. Match incorporates a line-oriented algorithm 
designed to find inserted or changed lines and to display these changes in a 
useful form. 

Match operates by scanning the two files from front to back. After a pair of lines 
that differ are found, Match looks for a changed section in the two files or an 
inserted section in one or the other file, after which the files once again are 
compared. A minimum number of lines must correspond exactly before Match 
decides that it has isolated the difference between the two files. The default value 
for this minimum number of lines is 3. The value may be changed via the Options 
menu item. 

The matching algorithm used requires a large number of string comparisons if 
the changed sections in the files contain many lines, possibly leading to the 
conclusion that the program has stopped if processing a large change. Although 
bugs are always possible, I haven't yet seen the program fail to complete match­
ing a set of files given enough time. 

The matching process (after the second file is selected) goes in two steps. First, 
the file is read into memory in its entirety. Completion of this step is marked by 
the cessation of disk activity and the display of the full pathname of the file at the 
top of the appropriate child window. Second, Match proceeds to determine the 
matching and differing lines in the two files. This step proceeds with the Windows 
wait (hourglass) icon displayed for the mouse cursor, with completion marked by 
the display of the file data in the child window. Other programs can run while the 
comparison proceeds, and the window may be resized, iconized, or closed while 
the comparison is in process. 

Finally, it is possible that a change will be larger than the tables used to track 
change information. If this situation happens, Match will display a message box 
indicating the situation and will not display data past the last point successfully 
matched. 



Windows GIZMOS ________________ _ 

File menu commands 
The File menu item provides commands for directing the loading of text files 
into the left and right windows for matching against one another. Separate File 
Open commands are provided for the left and right Match windows, with 
keyboard accelerators for each. The File menu item also provides a command 
for exiting Match altogether. 

Under versions of Windows that support drag and drop for applications, one or 
two files may be dropped into the Match window from the File Manager. Match 
attempts to do the sensible thing with the files dropped: 

+ If two files are dropped, one is loaded into the left window and one into the 
right. 

+ If one file is dropped and the left window is empty, the file is loaded into the 
left window. Otherwise, the file is loaded into the right window. 

Open Left 
The Open Left command of the File menu item directs that a file be loaded into 
the left-hand Match window. A File Open dialog box is displayed for selection of 
the file, which is then opened, read, and compared against the file in the right­
hand window, if any. Lines of text that cannot be matched against lines in the 
right-hand window are displayed in reverse video. 

You choose the file to be loaded into the left-hand window via a File Open 
dialog box. A check box entitled Clear is provided at the bottom of the dialog 
box; if checked, it causes the right-hand pane to be cleared before the selected 
file is loaded into the left-hand pane. 

You may also invoke the Open Left command via the Ctrl+F12 or Alt+Ctrl+F2 key 
combination. 

Open Right 
The Open Right command of the File menu item directs that a file be loaded 
into the right-hand Match window. A File Open dialog box is displayed for 
selection of the file, which is then opened, read, and compared against the file 
in the left-hand window, if any. Lines of text that cannot be matched against 
lines in the left-hand window are displayed in reverse video. 

You choose the file to be loaded into the right-hand window via a File Open 
dialog box. A check box entitled Clear is provided at the bottom of the dialog 
box; if checked, it causes the left-hand pane to be cleared before the selected 
file is loaded into the right-hand pane. 

You may also invoke the Open Right command via the Ctrl+Shift+F12 or 
Alt+Ctrl+Shift+F2 key combination. 
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Exit 
The Exit command terminates the Match application, removing it from the 
screen. The key combination Alt+F4 is equivalent to the Exit command. 

Search menu commands 
The Search menu item provides commands for advancing forward or backward 
in the matched files, stepping from one set of changes to another or to a 
specified text string. Comparison search commands are provided for moving to 
the next set of differing lines, the next set of identical lines, or the next set of 
lines that are of the opposite sense (same/different) to the current set. Each of 
these three functions is provided for moving forward and backward in the file. 
String search commands are provided for searching backward or forward 
(using an exact, case-sensitive match) for a specified string. 

All nine Search commands operate relative to the line(s) at the top of the Match 
window and move the top line to the requested point. The display control is 
such that a full window of text lines is maintained on the display at the end of 
the file, so the search may stop short in cases where reaching the requested 
destination would cause less than a full window to be displayed. In cases where 
no lines meeting the requested search can be found, a message box is dis­
played, indicating that the search failed. 

Next 
The Next command moves the Match window display forward (toward the end 
of the files) to the next interesting point in the comparison. If the top line in the 
Match window is a pair of identical lines, the new top line will be the next pair 
of differing lines. If the top line is a pair of differing lines, the new top line will be 
the next pair of identical lines. 

The search never goes farther than the last line in the file( s) so that a full 
window of text is displayed. 

Next Compare 
The Next Compare command moves the Match window display forward 
(toward the end of the files) to the next pair of identical lines following the top 
line in the left and right windows. It does not matter whether the top lines are 
identical or not for the Next Compare search. 

The search never goes farther than the last line in the file( s) so that a full 
window of text is displayed. 



Next Difference 
The Next Difference command moves the Match window display forward 
(toward the end of the files) to the next pair of differing lines following the top 
line in the left and right windows. It does not matter whether the top lines are 
identical or not for the Next Difference search. 

The search never goes farther than the last line in the file( s) so that a full 
window of text is displayed. 

Previous 
The Previous command moves the Match window display backward (toward 
the beginning of the files) to the next interesting point in the comparison. If the 
top line in the Match window is a pair of identical lines, the new top line will be 
the next previous pair of differing lines. If the top line is a pair of differing lines, 
the new top line will be the next previous pair of identical lines. 

Previous Compare 
The Previous Compare command moves the Match window display backward 
(toward the beginning of the files) to the next pair of identical lines preceding 
the top line in the left and right windows. It does not matter whether the top 
lines are identical or not for the Previous Compare search. 

Previous Difference 
The Previous Difference command moves the Match window display backward 
(toward the beginning of the files) to the next pair of differing lines preceding 
the top line in the left and right windows. It does not matter whether the top 
lines are identical or not for the Previous Difference search. 

String Again 
The String Again command repeats the previous string search, moving the 
Match window display to the next line in either window matching the last­
entered search string. With the exception noted shortly, the line matching the 
search string is moved to the top of the display window. An error message is 
displayed if the string cannot be found. Wrap-around to the beginning or end of 
the files is not performed. 

The search is case-sensitive and in the direction of the prior search. If there was 
no prior string search, the default search direction is forward and a prompt is 
displayed to permit a search string to be entered. 

As with the other Search commands, the search never displays farther forward 
in the file than the point at which a full screen of text is displayed, even if this 
causes the line containing the matched string not to be at the top of the display 
window. 
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String Next 
The String Next command searches forward in the files for a specified search 
string, moving the Match window display to the next line in either window 
matching the string. With the exception noted shortly, the line matching the 
search string is moved to the top of the display window. The search is case­
sensitive. An error message is displayed if the string cannot be found. Wrap­
around to the beginning of the files is not performed. 

As with the other Search commands, the search never displays farther forward 
in the file than the point at which a full screen of text is displayed, even if this 
causes the line containing the matched string not to be at the top of the display 
window. 

String Previous 
The String Previous command searches backward in the files for a specified 
search string, moving the Match window display to the previous line in either 
window matching the string. The line matching the search string is moved to 
the top of the display window. The search is case-sensitive. An error message is 
displayed if the string cannot be found. Wrap-around to the end of the files is 
not performed. 

Options menu commands 
The Options menu item provides access to controls on the operation of Match. 
Options are available for controlling the matching process, for setting up the 
window colors, and for selecting the font used for display. You can display 
information on each of these commands by selecting the appropriate item.

The Match Options dialog box enables you to control 
how matches are determined. 



Matching Options 
When the Matching Options command is selected, the Match Options dialog box 
is displayed. 

The elements of the dialog box have the following functions: 

Maximum Change Length (Lines): This option is currently not changeable. The 
value controls the maximum number of lines of differing text that can be handled 
between regions of identical text. If more than this number of lines of differing 
text occurs, Match will display a dialog box indicating that the changes were too 
great to process. 

Minimum Sync Length (Lines): This option controls the number of identical lines 
Match must find before it declares that a set of differences has ended and the 
following lines correspond to each other. The default value is 3. Increasing this 
value will eliminate certain false matches but can also increase the size of the 
blocks Match declares as being changed. 

Allow Sync on Whitespace Lines: When checked, this option allows lines 
consisting entirely of whitespace characters to be included when looking for 
sequences of matching lines following a difference. Turning off this option can 
improve matching in files containing sequences of blank lines. 

Text Matching Controls: In addition to doing exact, character-by-character 
comparisons of text lines, Match can relax the comparison to ignore case or to 
ignore whitespace characters within the line. Check the corresponding radio 
button to change the text comparison. Matching exactly and matching ignoring 
case are likely to be faster than matching ignoring whitespace within the line. 

Color 
The Color commands support selecting a color for the text and background for 
both matched and differing text lines. The four commands that are available 
follow: 

Matched Background 

Matched Foreground 

Different Background 

Different Foreground 

Each command invokes a color-selection dialog box. Although both solid and 
dithered colors may be displayed in the dialog box (depending on your video 
adapter), only solid colors are used by Match for text display. You may have to 
experiment some to find the colors that work best for you on your display. 
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The default colors for Match are taken from the Windows color selection made 
through the Windows Control Panel. Color selections made within Match are 
saved in the file PRESS.INI, which Windows places in your Windows directory. 

Font 
The Font command invokes a dialog box in which you can select the font and text 
size used to display the matched files. The font selection is limited to fixed-pitch 
fonts available for your display. Although the option is present for bold or italic 
text, these selections are ignored. 

Font selections made within Match are saved in the file PRESS.INI, which Windows 
places in your Windows directory. 

Help menu 
The Help menu item provides access to Windows Help for the Match application. 
Commands are available for the Match help index, for the Match keyboard 
summary, and for help on the Windows Help application. A command is also 
available to show the About box for Match. 

Runner - A Simple Command Une 
for Microsoft Windows 

Runner is a small program for Microsoft Windows that exists only as an icon. 
When activated by the mouse, Runner displays a command line equivalent to 
what the Windows Program Manager or File Manager File Run commands offer, 
but without the need for you to open either of those two windows. Runner 
accepts command lines that run PIF files or file associations. Pressing Enter or 
clicking OK will cause the command line to be executed. Both Windows and DOS 
programs may be executed with Runner. 

Runner is also capable of running applications minimized (as icons) and of 
running DOS applications under control of an alternate shell (for example, to run 
full screen rather than in a window). 

I wrote Runner when I tired of opening Program Manager just to run another 
program. I keep it as the first item in my Windows 3.1 StartUp group, so it always 
ends up in the lower left corner of my display. 

Runner provides the following options and commands.

When you activate the Runner program, you see a command line 
similar to the one displayed by the Program Manager or the File 
Manager File Run commands. 

Use Alternate Shell 
This option instructs Runner to run the command line using an alternate shell. 
This option is ignored when you're starting a Windows application. 

Normally, Runner uses the shell specified by the %COMSPEC% environment 
variable - or COMMAND.COM if %COMSPEC% is undefined. The Alternate Shell 
option instructs Runner to ignore the setting of %COMSPEC% and use the shell 
specified with the Alternate Shell menu item. 

This option is useful, for example, for selecting an alternative PIF file (perhaps 
one that runs full screen rather than in a window) or an alternative command­
line interpreter (perhaps that from the Norton Utilities rather than that from 
DOS). 

Run Minimized

Time is a digital clock for Windows. You can select the format of the display and 
can choose where the window sits on the screen. The window does not force 
itself to the front when covered, so it's compatible with all Windows screen 
blankers.

The Time program is a digital clock that you can move around the screen. 

Time is started by the command TIME.EXE. Depending on the program to which 
you issue the command, the shorter command TIME may be interpreted as the 
built-in DOS command TIME, which isn't what you want. 

The first time the program starts on your machine, it will choose its location on 
the screen. You can position the window by holding down the left mouse 
button in the window and dragging it to the desired position. 

The next time the program starts, it will place its upper left corner where you 
positioned it, with the exception that it will adjust the position if required to 
force the entire window on-screen. This means that if you want the window to 
always be positioned in the lower right corner, you can move the window as far 
right and down as possible and then terminate (press Alt+F4) and restart the 
program. The window will remain aligned with the edge no matter how long or 
short the date string becomes. 

Time also gives you control over its format and whether or not it beeps every 
hour. To control these options, mouse-click the window and then press Fl. A 
dialog box will appear. Choose the time format you want by clicking the 
corresponding model line in the dialog box. Select or deselect beeps on the 
hour by checking or unchecking the box for Beep on Hour. Install the new 
options by clicking OK; cancel all changes by pressing Cancel. 

I wrote Time simply because none of the many I'd pulled off BBSs or other 
sources did things the way I wanted.

Ttzis is the classic two-player game of Checkers - in its own Windows version. It's 
so classic, in fact, that it even enforces the rule that you must capture a piece if 
you can do so in your current move. 

To move, you simply click on the piece you want to move and then on the square 
you want to move to. If you have no mouse, this chapter describes a way to use the 
arrow keys, spacebar, and Enter to move your pieces. 

In the following documentation, Gregory Thatcher refers to the human player as 
she, to distinguish the player from the checker pieces, which are traditionally re­
ferred to as men, kings, and he.

Checkers is the classic two-player game, now brought to Windows. 

Game Instructions 
Checkers is played by two people, on the same board that is used for chess, 
with pieces in the form of disks. These pieces are called checkers or draughts. 
All the checkers are alike in form but come in one of two colors: red or black. 
(On a monochrome monitor, theyappear as light and dark.) One player moves 
the black pieces, and the other moves the red. 

All pieces stand and move solely on the black squares. Initially, all pieces are 
single men but may become kings as described later in this chapter. 

Black moves first, and thereafter the players move alternately. A player loses 
the game when she cannot move in turn. Usually, the reason is that all her 
pieces have been captured, but this may also happen if all her pieces are immo­
bilized. Many games are drawn by agreement, when few pieces remain and 
neither player has an advantage sufficient to win. 
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Noncapturing move 
A single man may only move forward on the dark diagonal, one square at a 
time, when not capturing. 

Capturing move 
The capturing move is a jump. If a red piece sits forward and adjacent to a black 
piece - and the black square behind the red piece in the same line is empty­
the black piece may jump over the red piece into the empty square and remove 
the red piece from the board. If a piece makes a capture, and lands on a square 

( from which it can make another capture, it continues jumping in the same turn. 
It may change direction during jumps, but only forward if it is a single man. 

If a player can make a capturing move, she must do so. She may not make a 
noncapturing move. If she has a choice between several captures in the same 
move, the player has a free choice. 

Crowning 
The row of squares furthest from the player's starting rows is the king row. If 
one of her single men reaches this row, it becomes a king. The king has the 
same powers as a single man, but it can also move backward as well as forward. 
Moves in both directions may be combined in a series of jumps. However, if a 
single man reaches the king row through a capture, he may not continue to 
make jumps in that turn.

Moving the Pieces 

Mouse instructions 
To move the pieces with a mouse, click on the black checker you want to move. 
The selected square begins to flash. Then click on the square to which you 
want to move the piece. The checker moves from its original location to its new 
location. 

Keyboard instructions 
Using the arrow keys, move the arrow cursor to a square that contains a black 
checker (if you use the numeric keypad arrow keys, make sure that Num Lock is 
off). Press the spacebar or Enter to select that checker for a move. The selected 
square begins to flash. Select the black square to which you want to move the 
piece by moving the arrow cursor to that square and pressing the spacebar. 
The checker moves from its original location to its new location. 

Captures 
Follow the same procedure when making a capture. Remember that if you can 
make a capture, you must do so, particularly if one piece can make two or more 
captures in a single move. 

The computer's turn 
After you have completed a move, the arrow changes into an hourglass while 
the program calculates its next move. The cursor then changes back into an 
arrow cursor, and the program.makes its move.

7ize Clipboard is one of Windows' greatest features because it enables you to cut or 
copy almost anything out of one application andpaste it into another. But the 
Clipboard has a major limitation: It can hold only one thing at a time. As soon as you 
add an item, the previous contents of the Clipboard are lost forever. 

ClipMate gives you almost total control over any text you may want to copy to the 
Clipboard. You can see any of the last 50 text items in the Clipboard (you can change 
this number). And you can save any items to a permanent disk file. ClipMate only 
works on text- not graphics or other formats - but text is what most people need 
help with. (The Windows Paintbrush can save multiple graphics into the same file, if 
you need that feature.)

The ClipMate program enables you to copy more than one text item to 
the Windows Clipboard. 

To install ClipMate, run WSETUP on Diskette 1 and select CLIPMATE. WSETUP 
decompresses the ClipMate files to a directory you specify and creates a group 
window in Program Manager for ClipMate. 

The ClipMate icon in the Program Manager has a command line that points to 
ClipMate, which you can see if you highlight the icon and click File Properties. 
Here is an example: 

C:\GIZMOS\CLIPMATE\CLIPMATE.EXE 

If you want ClipMate to run every time you start Windows (instead of starting it 
manually from Program Manager when you want to use it), you can add the 
preceding command line to your WIN.INI file, on the LOAD= line or the RUN= line 
(as described in the "Read This First" chapter). Users of Windows 3.1 can drag 
the ClipMate icon into the StartUp group of the Program Manager to do the 
same thing. 

ClipMate doesn't need to be in the Path to work correctly, and there are no 
funny environment variables to set. 

Using special filenames for data 
If you want to use a filename other than ClipMate's DEFAULT.CLM filename for 
data you save from the Clipboard, you can specify your preferred filename as a 
parameter to ClipMate. In this case, for example, the command line in the 
Program Manager can be 

C:\GIZMOS\CLIPMATE\CLIPMATE.EXE MYFILE.CLM 



If you use a special filename, however, you must make sure that ClipMate loads 
this file rather than DEFAULT.CLM when you start ClipMate. In the Program 
Manager, this means that MYFILE.CLM must be included at the end of the com­
mand line that starts ClipMate. 

The LOAD= and RUN= lines of WIN.INI, however, don't allow parameters to 
applications. If you need to use the LOAD= or RUN= statements in Windows 3.0 
to load ClipMate with a different file, the correct command line would be 
simply MYFILE.CLM. You would then have to set up an association of CLM 
files to ClipMate. You could do this by adding the statement 
CLM=C:\GIZMOS\CLIPMATE\CLIPMATE.EXE A.CLM to the [Extensions] section 
ofWIN.INI. 

It's easier just to let ClipMate use DEFAULT.CLM for most purposes. 

Looking at files ClipMate creates 
The first time that you run ClipMate, it will create a file called 
x:\windows\CLIPMATE.INI. Your WIN.INI file is not altered in anyway, nor are 
any of your other system files. For more information, see the "CLIPMA TE.INI" 
section in this chapter. 

ClipMate will save Clipboard data into DEFAULT.CLM or another CLM file that you 
specify. 

ClipMate is designed to enhance the operation of the native Clipboard capabil­
ity of Windows. From a functional standpoint, the Windows Clipboard works 
exactly as it should: allowing the user to transfer an item of data within an 
application or between applications. In practice, however, the Clipboard falls 
short: It can hold only one item of data at a time. It can hold multiple formats of 
that item, yes, but it's still the same item of data .. After you perform a Cut or 
Paste, the contents of the Clipboard are emptied, and your new piece of data is 
now the sole occupant of the Clipboard. There is no capability for you to 
append new data onto the existing Clipboard data, no Undo capability, and no 
long-term memory. That's where ClipMate steps in. 

ClipMate adds several enhancements to the operation of the Windows Clip­
board. It enables you to keep many generations of previous Clipboard occu­
pants (called Clip Items) for later retrieval. If there is a particular piece of data 
that you use often, it can be stored indefinitely in ClipMate's Safe List. You can 
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even append multiple Clip Items into one piece of data for pasting into an 
application through a process called Gluing. 

Here's how ClipMate operates: 

ClipMate sits idle most of the time, waiting for any activity in the Windows 
Clipboard. 

Whenever you put anything on the Clipboard (by cutting or copying), ClipMate 
gets a message from Windows. ClipMate checks to see whether the Clipboard is 
holding an acceptable format (TEXT is the only format currently supported). If 
ClipMate can use the data on the Clipboard, it pastes the data into itself and 
dynamically allocates storage for it. It places the new data in one of its lists, 
creates a title from the first 50 characters in the text, and displays the title in 
the text window at the top of the Clip Item Selection List Box. If the Magnify 
window is active, the new Clip Item is displayed within it. 

Access to the Clipboard data is easily obtained through the use of a drop-down 
list. After you make your selection, ClipMate automatically copies the item to 
the Clipboard. It is then ready for your use in any application that offers 
Clipboard support for text. 

Buttons of the Main Window

used features. Also, the buttons often will give you visual cues as to the state of 
ClipMate and the Windows Clipboard in general.

ClipMate gives you the option of displaying all its graphical controls, along with 
the menu (Full Layout), or just showing some of the graphical controls, with no 
menu (Brief Layout). 

Why would you want to use the Brief Layout? 
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The Full Layout gives you full functionality but may take up valuable 
screen space. 

The Brief Layout gives you the most-used functions of 
ClipMate, saving you some screen space. 

Sometimes, you don't need the full functionality of ClipMate and would gladly 
trade some functionality for valuable screen space. This is especially true when 
you are using the Keep Window On Top option, found in the Config dialog box. 
The Brief Layout was created to fill this need. 

The Brief Layout gives you the Delete, Print, Glue, and Magnify buttons, along 
with the Config, Multi Select, and About buttons. 

How to change layouts 
The layout is selected in the Config dialog box, which is accessed from either 
the Config menu (in the Full Layout view) or the CFG button (in the Brief Layout 
view). Make your choice in the box entitled Full Layout (See All Controls?). 
Select OK to close the window. 

In this version of ClipMate, the layout can't be redefined on the fly. You will 
need to exit ClipMate and restart in order to see the new layout. The layout will 
be in effect indefinitely, until you switch layouts again (if ever). 



Limitations of Brief Layout 
Unless you switch between the Recyclable List and the Safe List a lot, you 
probably won't miss the Full Layout. All menu options are also absent, but you 
have buttons that will access the Config dialog box and the About box. From 
the About box, you can also access the on-line Help system. Unless you want to 
work with different files, you won't be needing anything under the File menu, 
either. Find and Find Next can be accessed by their accelerator keys, Ctrl+F and 
Ctrl+N, respectively. 

Magnify Window 
The Magnify window displays the Clip Item that is currently selected in the Clip 
Item Selection List Box. You use it to get a full look at what the Clip Item 
actually looks like rather than just a glimpse of the title. Also, you can edit 
either the Clip Item or the title. There is a powerful Flow Paragraph function 
that will reformat the Clip Item into paragraph format. This makes the text more 
usable by word processing applications. 

To open the Magnify window 
You open the Magnify window by either selecting the Magnify option under the 
View menu or pressing the Magnify button. After you open it, the button will 
appear in its "pressed" state. 

: The Magnification Window displays the Clip Item 
' that is currently selected in the Clip Item 
, Selection List Box. It is used to get a full look 
at what the Clip Item actually looks like, rather 
than just a glimpse of the title. Also, you can 
edit either the Clip Item, or the Title. There is r 

The Magnify window displays the entire currently selected Clip Item. 
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To close the Magnify window 

Editing 

The Magnify window is closed in the same way that it is opened. Press the 
Magnify button, and you will see it pop back up from its checked state as the 
Magnify window closes. 

Alternatively, you can double-click the control box in the upper left corner of 
the window. 

You may edit either the text of the Clip Item or its title. When you edit the title, 
it won't appear in the Clip Item Selection List immediately. The Clip Item 
Selection List will be updated when another Clip Item is selected. Editing the 
title has the same effect as Edit Title.

* Actions with an asterisk cause a Clipboard update and therefore cause the Magnify window to 
display whatever you have just copied to or pasted from the Clipboard. To use this 
effectively, see the section "Power hints." 

Note: The Magnify window remembers its size and location, even from one 
session to the next, by storing them in the CLIPMATE.INI file. 

Power hints 
You can copy part or all of the Magnify window to the Clipboard and thus back 
into ClipMate by using the accelerator key for Copy: Ctrl+Insert. To do so, just 
select the text that you want to copy and then press Ctrl+Insert. You are then 
presented with only the text that you have selected. 

Why is this? Your new text was copied to the Clipboard, so ClipMate made itself a 
copy. New Clip Items are always made the current selection because they reflect 
the current Clipboard contents (unless the Safe List is currently active). 

Windows 3.1 users: You can use Ctrl+C, which is the new standard for Windows. 

Here's an example of why you would want to use this feature: 

Windows 3.0 Help enables you to copy any given help topic to the Clipboard but 
doesn't let you select the text that you want; you get the whole topic. Suppose 
that there is a help topic that has an example you want to include in a document 
you're writing. From Help, you can copy the topic to the Clipboard; from within 
ClipMate's Magnify window, you can do another copy on the specific chunk that 
you want. 

Clip Hems ____________ _ 
When any application places text on the Clipboard, ClipMate makes a copy for 
itself. This copy of the Clipboard contents is considered to be a Clip Item and is 
stored in a Clip Item List. 
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A Clip Item will have a Clip Item Title that is initially constructed from the first 50 
characters of the Clip Item. You may edit this title in the Magnify window or by 
selecting Edit Title from the Edit menu. 

Clip Items are dynamically sized on creation. They will typically consume a byte 
of memory for each character in the text, plus 50 characters for the title, and a 
few extra bytes to keep track of everything. 

You can edit the Clip Item in the Magnify window. 

New Clip Items will be placed on one of the Clip Item Lists, depending on which 
list is the Active List and on the option chosen in the Config screen. 

Clip Item Usts 
As they are pasted from the Clipboard, Clip Items are stored in Clip Item Lists. 
ClipMate supports two Clip Item Lists. 

The Recyclable List 
This list maintains a user-defined number of Clip Items. New Clip Items are at the 
top of the list and work their way down as newer items are added. When the 
number of Clip Items in the list exceeds the user-specified limit, Clip Items are 
deleted from the list, thus freeing up space in the system. Because the space is 
reusable, the list is known as the Recyclable List. 

The Safe Ust 
This list stores as many Clip Items as you would ever want to keep. As with the 
Recyclable List, new Clip Items enter the Safe List at the top of the list and work 
their way down as newer items are added. But you are responsible for deleting 
obsolete Clip Items. This is a handy way to keep track of "boilerplate" items, such 
as letter templates, return addresses, or even often-used chunks of code, if you 
happen to be a programmer. 

New Clip Items will be placed on one of the Clip Item Lists, depending on which 
list is the Active List and the option chosen in the Config screen. 



Using the Main Window Buttons 
This section describes the operation of the buttons in the ClipMate window. 

Delete button 
This button deletes the currently selected Clip Item or Items from the Active 
List. The next item in line is then copied to the Clipboard, and that item is 
shown in the Clip Item Selection List Box. 

This button is available in both the Full Layout and the Brief Layout. 

This operation works with single or Multiple Selections. 

Print button 
This button prints the currently selected Clip Item or Items. 

This button is available in both the Full Layout and the Brief Layout. 

This operation works with single or Multiple Selections. 

The shortcut is Ctrl+P. 

Printer support is very generic. Output will appear in a font that is supported 
by your printer (such as Courier). There are no options for fonts, margins, or 
such. The purpose of this is so that ClipMate can give basic printer services to 
as many printers as possible. ClipMate users can print any text that they can 
get into the Clipboard - with only a mouse click! If you need more sophisti­
cated printing, just copy your data into any application that meets your needs. 

Item(s) will be printed to the default Windows printer, unless you have speci­
fied a printer by using the Print Setup option, found in the File menu. After you 
have chosen a printer with Print Setup, it stays that way until you change it to 
something else. It is not reset on shutdown. This makes it very convenient for 
users with more than one printer. There are several ClipMate users that direct 
their ClipMate output to their desktop (dot-matrix) printer, while leaving their 
shared network (laser) printer for other tasks such as word processing. 

Note: The notion of retaining a printer selection from session to session is not 
typical practice in Windows. However, it makes sense in this case. If you use 
ClipMate to make 3270 emulation more bearable, I'm sure you'll agree. There is 
a potential pitfall that could arise if you were to delete the printer definition for 
the printer that you have chosen as ClipMate's printer. If you do this, just select 
another printer with the Print Setup option of the File menu. 
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Glue button 
The Glue function concatenates (appends together) selected Clip ltem(s) into 
one big Clip Item. The resulting item is then copied back onto the Clipboard for 
use by other applications. 

This button is available in both the Full Layout and the Brief Layout. 

There are two ways to use this feature. The first method is to tum the Glue 
mode on and then copy data to the Clipboard. As each item enters the Clip­
board, ClipMate "glues" it to the previous occupant of the Clipboard. We'll call 
this method Auto Glue. The second method is to glue existing Clip Items 
together. We'll call this method Manual Glue. 

Auto Glue 
Auto Glue is a special mode of operation, where ClipMate appends each new 
text item directly to the end of its predecessor instead of creating new Clip 
Items for each new piece of text. If you tum on the Glue mode and then copy 
ten paragraphs to the Clipboard from other applications, you will have one Clip 
Item that is ten paragraphs long. In addition, the resulting Clip Item will always 
be on the Clipboard and will be up to date. You won't even have to interact with 
ClipMate at all in order to use this new item. 

To use, just click the Glue button or select Glue Together from the Edit menu. 
You should not perform a Multiple Selection prior to entering Glue mode. Doing 
so would invoke a Reactive Glue, discussed shortly. 

When you enter Glue mode, a fresh, empty Clip Item will be created. It will 
initially have a title stating Glue In Process. As you copy text from other 
applications, the title will change to indicate the number of items that have 
been glued together. To finish, click the Glue button again. The title will change 
to Glue Finished, X Items, and ClipMate will exit Glue mode. At any time during 
the Glue operation, you can utilize the new item in its current state. 

The Auto Glue mode will end automatically if you try to use other ClipMate 
functions while it is active. You may open or close the Magnify window but only 
to browse the data. Any other action will terminate the current Glue operation, 
as if you had pressed the Glue button to tum the Glue off. After it is stopped, 
you can't restart a Glue. However, you can perform a Multiple Selection and use 
the Manual Glue mode to put several Glues (or single items) together. 

Manual Glue 
The Manual Glue operation requires you to have previously performed a 
Multiple Selection. 
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The Manual Glue is useful for making one large Clip Item out of several smaller 
items. You select the items that you want by performing a Multiple Selection 
and then pressing the Glue button (or Glue Together from the Edit menu). 

One advantage that Manual Gluing has over Auto Gluing is that you don't have 
to plan it in advance. Another is that it is easy to change the order of the result 
because the Multiple Selection gives you the ability to select items in any order 
that you want. 

Here's a real-life example of Manual Giuing in action: 

Suppose that you need to buy a PC for your office at work. You sign on to the 
on-line corporate catalog and browse around to see what's out there. Whenever 
you see something that you want, copy it to the Clipboard. When you're done 
shopping, use the Multiple Selection List dialog box to select the components of 
your new computer system, in whatever order you want. Use the Glue button to 
combine your Multiple Selection into one big Clip Item that you can then paste 
into the order form or on-line order screen. Painless! 

Magnify button 
This button opens or closes the Magnify window. 

When the Magnify window is open, the Magnify button will appear to be 
checked. In this way, it functions like a standard Windows check box. When you 
press it again, it pops up, and the Magnify window closes. 

This button is available in both the Full Layout and the Brief Layout. 

It is also accessible from the View menu. 

Copy to Safe List button 
This button copies selected Clip Item( s) to the Safe List. 

This operation is only available when the Recyclable List is the Active List. 

This operation works with single or Multiple Selections. 

This button is not available in the Brief Layout. 
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Activate Recyclable List button 
This button causes the Recyclable List to become the Active List. 

This button is not available in the Brief Layout. 

It is also accessible from the View menu. 

The Recyclable button and Safe button are bound together and act like radio 
buttons. When you press one, it takes on a checked appearance and the 
Clipboard lights up. The other button pops out and is now ready to be pushed 
in again. 

Activate Safe List button 
This button causes the Safe List to become the Active List. 

This button is not available in the Brief Layout. 

It is also accessible from the View menu. 

The Recyclable button and Safe button are bound together and act like radio 
buttons. When you press one, it takes on a checked appearance and the 
Clipboard lights up. The other button pops out and is now ready to be pushed 
in again. 

Clip Item Selection List combo box 
You use the Clip Item Selection List to copy Clip Items from one of the Clip Item 
Lists back onto the Clipboard. You will accomplish this by simply selecting the 
title of a stored Clip Item from the Clip Item Selection List. 

The Clip Item Selection List is a standard Windows combo box that incorpo­
rates a static text window with a drop-down list. By clicking the down-arrow 
icon to the right of the text window, you will see a scrolling list, by title, of the 
Clip Items in the active list. When you have made your selection, the list will go 
away, the title of the selected Clip Item will appear in the text window, and the 
item will be copied to the Clipboard.

The Clip Item Selection List lets you copy Clip Items back to the 
Clipboard so you can then paste them into other applications. 

Effect on the Magnify window 
If the Magnify window is open, then it will also reflect the new selection. 

Keyboard use 
Alternatively, you can use the up and down arrows on the keyboard to make 
the selection. This sometimes has an advantage, such as when you are brows­
ing the list through the Magnify window. It is very easy to sequentially zip 
through each Clip Item by pressing the down-arrow key. In order to use the 
arrow keys, you must first give input focus to the list box or the text window at 
the top of the list box. Just click the text window itself with the mouse; it will 
appear in reverse video to indicate that it has the input focus. You should learn 
to use both methods because each has advantages. 

Rules of thumb 
1. Whenever either of the Clip Item Lists becomes active, the top entry of the 

active list will be shown in the text window and therefore will also be 
copied to the Clipboard. This includes the initial activation of the Recy­
clable List on start-up. 
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2. Whenever the Clipboard receives data that can't be represented as text, 
ClipMate's text window will become blank. This indicates that ClipMate 
doesn't own the contents of the Clipboard and doesn't know what is in it. 

3. The Clipboard may contain formats other than TEXT. When multiple formats 
are placed on the Clipboard, ClipMate makes a copy of the TEXT item and 
ignores the rest. If you cause ClipMate to update the Clipboard, the other 
formats will be lost as your Clip Item moves into the Clipboard. 

Multiple Selection List button and dialog box 
This button opens a dialog box that enables you to select more than one Clip Item 
at a time, as compared with the Clip Item Selection List Box, which enables you to 
select only one Clip Item. There are several operations that take advantage of the 
Multiple Selection, such as Delete, Print, Glue, and Copy to Safe List. 

The Multiple Selection dialog box consists of two list boxes: The Selection List is 
on your left. This is where you make your selections. The Confirmation List is on 
your right. This shows you the order in which you made your selections. It is for 
your reference only and can't be manipulated. 

Here's how to use the Multiple Selection dialog box: 

1. If you will need to see the Magnify window, activate it before opening the 
Multiple Selection dialog box. Use of the Magnify window is highly recom­
mended. 

2. Press the MS button to bring up the dialog box. After the dialog box is up, you 
can't go back to the rest of ClipMate without selecting either OK or Cancel. 

II Select Multiple Clip Items

The Multiple Selection dialog box enables you to select more than one Clip Item at a time. 



3. If necessary, move or resize the Magnify window. 

4. The Selection List appears in the list box on the left. With the mouse or 
spacebar, select the titles of the Clip Items that you want to manipulate. As 
you make each selection, the Clip Item you select is displayed in the 
Magnify window. Because the Magnify window only holds one Clip Item at a 
time, only the most recent selection will be shown. To deselect, simply click 
again. 

5. In the Confirmation List (on the right), your selections will appear in the 
order that you selected them. This read-only window provides visual 
confirmation that you have selected the items in the order that you in­
tended. It is especially helpful when you're gluing Clip Items because it 
gives a "thumbnail sketch" of what you are composing. For the Copy to Safe 

' List operation, the order also comes into play. The items will be copied to 
the Safe List in the order that you selected them and therefore in the order 
that they appear in the Confirmation List. 

6. If you change your mind about a particular item, just click it again. It will be 
unhighlighted and disappear from the Confirmation List on the right. You 
can select and deselect as many times as you want. 

7. When you are done with your selections, click OK. 

8. The Delete, Print, Glue, and possibly Copy to Safe (depending on what list is 
currently active) buttons should now be enabled. You can now perform any 
of these functions by using the Multiple Selection.

Automatically Save Current File When Shutting Down? 
When you close ClipMate, a check is made to see whether the current file needs 
saving. If so, then this value is checked to see whether you want to Always Save. 
If so, then ClipMate saves the file and you aren't bothered with confirmation. 
Otherwise, ClipMate will ask you whether you want to save the file. 

The default is Always Save. 

Where to Put New Clipboard Items? 
When ClipMate detects that there is a new Clip Item to retrieve from the 
Clipboard, it must decide in which list ClipMate should store it. If the Recy­
clable List is currently active, then the new item will always go there. If the Safe 
List is active, then it checks this value and places the item accordingly. This is 
useful in order to keep from cluttering up your Safe List with trivial items if you 
happen to have the Safe List active. On the other hand, you may want to turn on 
Current Active List if you want to collect some items that you want to keep for a 
long time. 

The default is Recyclable List. 



Length of Recyclable List 
This item enables you to control the length of the Recyclable List. ClipMate will 
accumulate Clip Items in the Recyclable List and allow the list to grow until this 
limit is reached. When the list is at its limit, an old item will drop off from the 
bottom for every new item added to the top. 

Increasing this value will cause ClipMate to keep more Clip Items, but the trade­
off is that it will use more memory. 

The default is 25. 

Max size for clip item 
This is a truncation threshold for new Clip Items in terms of bytes of storage. If 
the size of a new Clip Item exceeds this limit, then the Clip Item is truncated. 
This is useful in the event that you copy a large chunk of text - perhaps an 
entire document in your word processor. It prevents ClipMate from capturing 
and storing the entire item and saves both time and memory. If you want to be 
able to capture larger items (or lower the threshold), just adjust this number. It 
cannot exceed the system li~it of 16384 and shouldn't be set lower than 1024. 

This value only affects new Clip Items and doesn't affect glued Clip Items. 

Increasing this value will allow ClipMate to capture larger items, but the trade­
off is that it will use more memory. 

The default is 4096. 

Keep Window On Top? 
This item enables you to force ClipMate to "float" to the top of all other win­
dows. It is especially helpful when you have a lot of windows open or if you are 
using an application that is running full screen, such as a word processor. 

If you find that the Full Layout takes up too much of your screen space, try the 
Brief Layout. 

If it still takes up too much screen space, try minimizing it to an icon, which will 
also "float" on the screen. You can position the icon anywhere that you want, 
even in the same place that you want the ClipMate window to occupy. 

There is a trade-off. It will probably float above your screen saver. Also, if 
ClipMate and another application are both trying to stay on top, they may 
spend a lot of your CPU time bickering with each other and will create an 
annoying flickering effect. However, it is easy to turn the Keep Window On Top? 
option on and off. 

The default is unchecked (no). 
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Full Layout (See all Controls)? 
ClipMate gives you the option of displaying all its graphical controls, along with 
the menu (Full Layout), or just showing some of the graphical controls, with no 
menu (Brief Layout). Here is where you make that choice. 

For a full explanation, see "Layout - Full Layout versus Brief Layout." 

The trade-off is that when you're in Brief Layout, not all features are accessible. 
In particular, you lose the ability to switch back and forth between the Recy­
clable List and the Safe List. In the Full Layout, you have access to all features, 
but ClipMate will take up more screen space. 

The default is Full Layout. 

About button and dialog box 
The About dialog box is accessible from the Help About pull-down menu (when 
ClipMate is in the Full Layout) or the? button (when ClipMate is in the Brief 
Layout). 

In addition to displaying the normal about information, this dialog box gives 
you the opportunity to register ClipMate and access the on-line help. The Help 
button is provided in order to give access to help when ClipMate is in the Brief 
Layout.

Although ClipMate's most often used features are represented by buttons on 
the toolbar, there are still more functions to be found in the menus. Full 
descriptions follow for functions that are unique to the menus. Where a toolbar 
equivalent exists, a reference is made to that description. 

Note: Menus are not available in the Brief Layout. 

File menu 
The File menu includes commands that enable you to open and save ClipMate files. 

For the most part, it will not be necessary for you to ever choose any of these. 
ClipMate will automatically open DEFAULT.CLM when it starts or a file that you 
specify on the command line (of the icon that launches ClipMate). On closing, 
ClipMate will attempt to save both of the Clip Item Lists into the current file. 
Depending on the option that you have selected in the Configuration screen, 
you may be prompted before the file is saved. Therefore, if you always use 
DEFAULT.CLM, you will never need to use the File menu.

The View menu enables you to change the Active List, open or close the 
Magnify window, or perform word searches with the Find or Find Next com­
mands.

The CLIPMATE.INI file is saved every time ClipMate is shut down, whether or not 
a change has actually taken place. It has nothing to do with the Ask User and 
Always Save options found in ClipMate's Configuration dialog box.

Outside of expensive drawing software, there are not very many Windows 
programs that utilize the 256-color capabilities found in many of today's 
mainstream video boards and monitors. When I bought my system, I had no 
way to even prove to myself that it would show any more colors than a stan­
dard 16-color VGA system. My first attempts at Windows programming ad­
dressed this need: I wrote two Super VGA demo programs that show off the 
equipment. Although they have no real commercial value, they are very 
entertaining and are useful when demonstrating 256-color boards and monitors. 
Rather than let them just sit on my hard drive, I thought I'd share them with 
registered users of ClipMate. 

PALDEMO.EXE is a Windows Palette demonstration utility that displays a custom 
palette of 236 colors (Windows reserves 20 for itself).

Code Breaker is a memory game that is more difficult than it looks. The computer 
chooses five random numbers; you make a guess, and the computer gives you clues 
about how many of your guesses were correct and which were in the correct position. 

The sample game shown on the facing page gives you an idea how the game is 
played. The first guess, in the bottom row, was 12345. After the Did I get it right? 
button was pressed, the computer gave the clue 0 0. These zeroes mean that two of 
the numbers in 12345 are correct, but neither is in the correct position. 

The guess in the second row from the bottom, 67812, received a clue of 0 0 0. This 
clue, indicating three correct numbers, means that we have three correct numbers in 
our guess, but we still don't know which ones are correct. 

By changing our guesses, we got clues like 1 1 0, indicating that three numbers were 
correct, but only two were in the correct position. The clues in the subsequent moves 
gradually led us to the conclusion that there must be a 6 and a 7 in the answer, plus a 
1 or a 2. Finally, by a process of elimination (scribbled on a separate piece of 
paper), we found that we could rule out all numbers other than 3 from the last two 
buttons. Our final guess, 76133, was the correct one. 

If you 're a programmer and would like to modify Code Breaker's behavior, Charles 
Haden includes the full C-language source code on disk. But it's much more fun just 
to play the game. Enjoy!

When you start Code Breaker, it displays rows 
of blank buttons; you make a guess by clicking 
on each button in the bottom row until it 
represents the correct number. 

This program is my revision to Kenneth Fogel' s free Code Breaker game. I made 
revisions to the program just to keep in practice and to further my Windows 
programming skills. The following is a list of a few changes I have made that I feel 
add to the enjoyment of this game: 

+ The number of buttons per row has been increased from 4 to 5. 

+ Hash defines have been used to specify the number of rows and columns. 
(fhere are still a few places to be fixed to work properly with these hash 
defines, primarily with the print statements.) 

+ A new menu structure is now used. 

+ The information previously displayed on the main page has been put in a 
dialog box displayed when the Help menu entry is clicked. 

+ The code has been cleaned up to use true ANSI-C for function parameters 
rather than K&R style. 

+ The size of the buttons has been increased. (fhis may cause odd-looking 
screens on an EGA monitor. The current setup was designed on a VGA 
monitor running at 800 x 600 resolution.) 



+ When a player has won or lost a game, all the number buttons are disabled 
and the guess button ignored, forcing the player to choose a new game if it 
is so desired. 

+ A general cleanup of the code (at least to my liking) was done. (fhe reason 
for this cleanup is that I learned my Windows programming from the 
Petzold book and have somewhat tailored my style after his.) 

Because the original author of this program has hinted at the continuation of 
developing this program toward the color aspect, I am going to try and aim my 
efforts at making the game easier and friendlier to use. The following is a list of 
the ideas I am considering adding to this program, as time allows: 

+ Add a true help function that uses the Windows help utility. 

+ Add the capacity to change the number of columns and rows - and even 
the range of numbers - at run time. 

+Further clean up the code (more streamlined and flexible). 

+ Possibly convert to a true C++ program (objects, classes, and so on). 

As was intended by the qriginal author, this is freeware, and the source code is 
included.

DirNotes for Windows 
WON.EXE -Version 1.2 by Pat Beirne

DirNotes for Windows gives you the ability to break the 8-character filename limit 
of DOS by typing 38-character descriptions for each of your files. Although this will 
never substitute for having the same ability in the Windows File Manager (where it 
should be built in), it can be a big help when you have a lot of files and need some 
way to keep track of what they mean. 

When you run DirNotes, it displays a list of filenames. Switch to the directory you 
want to annotate, type a description, and click on the file you want to describe. 
When you exit DirNotes (or click on File Exit/Update), your description is saved. 

DirNotes stores the data you type in a text file called DIRN-ABC.DAT, where abc rep­
resents the first three letters of the directory name. You can print this text file if you 
want a permanent record of your filenames and their meanings. (Don't edit it with 
a word processor, though, because it's in a fixed-length format that might be altered 
by the application.) 

Because DirNotes is a small and simple application, there's no way that it can force 
Windows applications to apply 38-character descriptions to every file you save. But, 
because DirNotes accepts filenames on its command line, you can program this 
capability into some applications that support macro languages. For example, you 
can redefine the File Save-As command in your word processor. Then, when you 
save a file called MYFILE.DOC, your word processor would automatically run a 
command such as the following: 

C: \DIRNOTES\ WDN.EXE MYFILE.DOC 

This command runs DirNotes, with your just-created file highlighted in its dialog 
box, ready for you to type a 38-character description. " 

Under Windows 3.1, DirNotes also supports File Manager's drag-and-drop capabil­
ity. If DirNotes is running as an icon or a window, you can drag a filename from 
File Manager and drop it on DirNotes. The DirNotes window switches to the direc­
tory containing that file and enables you to type your description. 



DirNotes for Windows 

DirNotes works well with a free utility for DOS called DIRNOTES. COM This utility 
writes and reads the same data file as DirNotes for Windows. So you can use either 
one, depending on whether you're in Windows or DOS. You can even create a disk 
full of files, annotate them with DirNotes, and send the disk (along with WDN.EXE 
and DIRNOTES. COM) to friends. Running either utility provides your associates with 
a description of each file. 

DIRNOTES.COM was published in the September 1987 issue (Vol. 6 No. 15) of PC 
Magazine, a computer periodical. You can get this utility by accessing 
CompuServe, typing GO ZIFFNET, and then selecting the Software and Utility 
Library. Select the Download a Utility option and specify filename V6N15.ZIP to 
download. This file can be decompressed with ZIP Tools for Windows, described 
elsewhere in this book. 

But, if you have Windows, you really don't need the DOS utility because you can 
do it all with DirNotes for Windows. Let's hope that the Windows File Manager 
supports some capability like this soon.

When you start DirNotes, you see a list of filenames. Type a description and then click the 
filename you want that description to apply to. 



Description _____________ _ 
DirNotes is a tiny Windows application that enables the user to add annotation to 
directories. For compatibility with the DOS utility DIRNOTES.COM, this application 
enables the user to associate up to 38 characters with each file. 

The notes are stored in a file called DIRN-xx:x.DAT, where xx:x is the first three let­
ters of the directory name. If the name is less than three letters, a hyphen (-) is 
used. For example, for the root directory, the note file is called DIRN----DAT. The 
format for this file is identical to that used by DIRNOTES.COM, a popular DOS pro­
gram. 

When the program is run, it first checks the command line for a filename. The 
name is split into disk and path and filename. The disk and path are used for 
locating the relevant notes file. If the notes file does not exist, it is created. The 
filename is used for searching within the notes for the relevant entry. The excep­
tion is filenames that match DIRN-???.DAT, which are not used for searching. 

When the correct directory is known, a DIR is done, probably using the system 
(DIR) call. The result is WSPRINTed into the main list box and sorted as it's en­
tered. 

Each entry in the directory pool can have a capital U appended to it (at column 
40). This stands for Update and signifies that a file has been changed since the 
last time the DirNotes database was updated.

The note file for a directory keeps the typical size, date, and time information for each file in 
the directory but adds a 38-character field for annotations. This figure shows the DOS 
program, DIRNOTES.COM, running in a DOS session under Windows. 



DirNotes for Windows 

The relevant notes file is read into RAM and parsed on the fly into fixed-length 
records. As the records are read in, they're compared with the entries in the 
main list box. Nonmatching entries are discarded. Matching entries are checked 
for identical length and date. If the directory pool date/time is the same as the 
old pool date/time, the U is cleared to a blank. Any existing comments are 
moved from the input file into the list box. 

When all the records are moved over, the windows are displayed showing the 
filename, extension, size, date, time, new-marker, and comments. If the program 
was started with a specific file, the list box is scrolled to that entry. 

At the top of the screen is an edit box into which the comments are duplicated. 
The user can modify the 38 characters of the comments in this box. Any scroll 
activity in the list box takes away and saves the comments from the edit box.

Program Structure 
Complete source code in the C language is included with DirNotes; the following 
information will be useful to programmers who want to tinker with DirNotes. 
Each section describes a different procedure in the source code. 

Start-up 
+ Register the windows class. 

+ Wake up the main and child windows. 

+ Fill them with data. 

+ Message loop. 

The main window is created through CreateDialog(). This enables us to specify 
the shape of the child elements in the RC file. Because it should look and feel 
like a dialog box, the IsDialogMessage() is called in the message loop. 

At exit time, the subclassing proc-instances are freed.

The WakeUp() code calls CreateDialog() to start up the main window and the 
three children. It then measures the system font and the fixed-space system 
font to adjust window sizes. It also configures the child boxes: the edit box 
(limits text entry to 38 characters) and the file list box (uses a fixed-space font); 
then it subclasses the edit box and the directory box. 



FillListBox 
The file list box is filled as described previously: First read the disk for real files 
and then read and match the old comments file, throwing away entries that do 
not match. Note: In this program, directories are included in the listing where 
they are not in the DOS program DIRNOTES.COM. 

CopyComments 

New Dir 

Every time the user scrolls the entry in the file list box, we move the comments 
from the edit box into the corresponding entry in the list box. The flag 
fLocalDirty indicates whether the comments have been modified. Note that 
when you replace an entry in a list box, you must WM_INSERTSTRING before you 
WM_DELETESTRING. Note also that we push and pop the global flag fDirty be­
cause the act of stuffing the edit box causes the fDirty flag to be set, which is 
not significant. 

If the user changes directories, we first save the old comment file (if it has been 
touched: fDirty). Then we get the new directory, parse it for the comment­
file-name, and then refill the list box. 

The rest of tbe code is self-explanatory.

Dos provides a DISKCOPY command to make one copy of a floppy disk from another. 
But the DOS command is limited to using less than 640K of memory, meaning that you 
must insert and remove today's high-density disks several times to copy all of each 
one. Windows 3.1 's File Manager has a simple Disk Copy command, but it is designed 
for single copies and totally freezes background processes while copying. 

Disk Copy for Windows (DC.EXE) en€lbles you to copy the contents of any floppy disk 
and make as many copies as you like - in the background. DC works from a Win­
dows dialog box; if you make an icon in the Program Manager for it, DC works 
automatically without any further attention from you (except, of course, to insert new 
disks). 

DC does have some limitations. Because of the failings built into the DOS and Win­
dows architecture, you should not try to use two Disk Copy windows to make disk 
copies in two drives simultaneously (drives A and B, for example). PCs are simply not 
set up to handle this much disk activity at once. It's fine to leave two or more idle Disk 
Copy icons minimized on your desktop, faithfully waiting for you to use them when 
needed, however.

3. In the Program Group dialog box, type Disk Copy for the Description and 
C:\DISKCOPY\DC.GRP as the group filename.

Exclaim is one of the most ambitious programs (for its size) in this book. Exclaim 
emulates all the major DOS internal commands (DIR, COPY, and so on) in a graphi­
cal window that you can resize, scroll, and use like any other window. Yet Exclaim 
uses only 76K of memory, unlike ordinary 640K DOS sessions that actually use over 
550K 

Therefore, you can put Exclaim on the LOAD= line of your WIN.IN/ file, or in the 
StartUp group of the Windows 3.1 Program Manager, and have a DOS prompt 
handy whenever you need one. Or, because Exclaim is really a Windows program 
named !.EXE, you can click on File Run in Program Manager and simply type !. As a 
genuine Windows application, you can feed ! keystrokes from a Recorder macro, 
unlike with DOS sessions. 

Remember when you run Exclaim that you are not running a copy of 
COMMAND. COM, the DOS command line interpreter. Exclaim does not support SET, 
FORMAT, and other DOS commands. And, when you start a batch file from Exclaim, 
the batch file actually starts running in a separate DOS window. (You can override 
this setup, however, by using the CALL command, as described in this chapter.) 

Although Exclaim does not support every possible DOS command and feature, it 
offers many commands not available in DOS. You can MOVE files to a different 
location, change the COLOR of your command line window, and write

Exclaim gives you much more than a regular Windows command line 
window. 
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Exclaim (!.EXE) is a Windows application that minimizes, if not eliminates, the 
need to run a DOS shell such as COMMAND.COM. This is especially useful when 
you are running Windows in standard mode because you can run more than 
one Exclaim window but not more than one DOS session. But there is much to 
be gained by using Exclaim in enhanced mode, too. Because Exclaim is a Win­
dows application, you can avoid the problems and inefficiencies associated 
with running DOS sessions under Windows. 

After you run WSETUP, an Exclaim (!) group window can be found in your Pro­
gram Manager. To start Exclaim, double-click on the ! icon in Program Manager; 
alternatively, click on File Run, type !, and click on OK. The Exclaim window 
appears. 

You can also follow the ! with any command. For example, if you want to reset 
the system time, you can type the following: 

!TIME 

The familiar DOS Enter new time: prompt appears in the Exclaim window.

The values shown are the defaults. Registered users are given an encoded 
string for the Owner variable, which results in the suppression of the registra­
tion requests. None of the variables are required, nor does a !.INI file need 
to exist. 

Exclaim maintains a command history. You may scroll up one command to 
display the previous action by pressing Ctrl+E (ASCII decimal value 5). You may 
scroll down one command to start at the top of the command history (the earli­
est command) by pressing Ctrl+X (ASCII decimal value 24). 

These key combinations are part of the well-known WordStar diamond keys, 
which move cursors in the WordStar word processor. You can change these 
key combinations by adding other values to !.INI. For example, Ctrl+A has an 
ASCII decimal value of 1, Ctrl+B has a value of 2, and so on. Note that Ctrl+I 
(ASCII value 9) has. the same meaning as the DOS Tab key. ASCII value 9 (f ab) is 
used by Exclaim to retrieve the latest command that begins with any letters 
you type. 

Running External Applications _____ _ 
Both Windows and DOS applications may be started from the Exclaim prompt. 
However, you should ensure that the PIF file for a given DOS application does 
not close its window on exit if there is output that you care to view after the 
DOS program has terminated. 



Files with the extension BAT are run by the operating system command proces­
sor (COMMAND.COM) in a separate window, unless you start a BAT file with the 
Exclaim CALL command. 

Exclaim will run a filename that has an association in the [Extensions] section of 
WIN.INI (starting MYFILE.DOC, for example, might load the document into 
WordPerfect for Windows or Word for Windows, if such an association exists). 
But, if a given file extension does not have an association, trying to execute it 
will usually cause unpredictable results. 

Exclaim internal commands are given priority over MS-DOS commands. For 
example, if you type HELP ATIRIB in Exclaim, you get a Windows Help window 
with information on ATTRIB, not DOS help text. 

If a filename is entered with no extension (such as CLEANUP), Exclaim will look 
on the path for files with the extensions!, COM, EXE, and BAT, in that order. 

Keeping a Batch File Window Open ____ _ 
When you start a batch file in Exclaim (without using the CALL command), the 
batch file starts running in a separate window controlled by COMMAND.COM. 
After running, your batch file may disappear from sight if the _DEFAULT.PIF file 
that runs DOS sessions is set to Close Window On Exit. 

To keep batch file windows open, you must change this setting or place the line 
COMMAND at the end of your batch file. Doing so makes the window remain on­
screen after the batch file commands are completed. (Type EXIT and press Enter 
to close this window.) 

Running DOS Commands in a 
Separate Window __________ _ 

To run DOS commands in a separate DOS session, which remains open as long 
as you like (until you type ~T to close it), type COMMAND in Exclaim. This com­
mand starts a new copy of COMMAND.COM, which runs any commands you type 
in the new window that appears. 

For example, to run the DOS FORMAT A: command and keep the window open to 
watch its error messages (if any), you can type COMMAND in Exclaim to open a 
permanent DOS session. Then type FORMAT A: in that window, which remains 
open and displays all messages. 



Pipes and Redirection 
Exclaim does not support the DOS pipe symbol (I) or the redirection symbols 
( < and > ). Therefore, a statement such as TYPE FILENAME.TXT I MORE, which 
pipes the output of TYPE into the MORE filter, cannot be used in Exclaim. You 
can use the Ctrl+S keystroke combination to stop scrolling instead of using 
MORE. 

You also cannot redirect the output of a command into a file or a printer with 
a statement such as TYPE FILENAME.TXT > LPTl. You can, however, accomplish 
this task without the redirection symbol by using a statement like COPY 
FILENAME.TXT LPTl. 

Virus Protection 
If !.EXE detects that it has been modified in any way (such as by a virus), it will 
refuse to run. 

All Exclaim commands are described in the "Exclaim (!.EXE) Quick Reference 
Card" section, earlier in this chapter. Those commands that support multiple 
options, or have additional details, are described in this section. 

ATTRIB 
ATTRIB displays and optionally changes file attributes. The syntax is as follows: 

ATTRIB {settings} filename 

The file attributes are as follows: 

+A Archive attribute on 
-A Archive attribute off 
+S System attribute on 
-S System attribute off 
+H Hidden attribute on 
-H Hidden attribute off 
+R Read-only attribute on 
-R Read-only attribute off 



CALL 

CDD 

For example, the following command makes MYFILE.TXT read-only (so that it 
cannot be accidentally erased) and turns off the Archive attribute, which is 
used by backup programs: 

ATTRIB +R-A MYFILE.TXT 

You may display, but not change, the attributes on any file that Windows has 
open if SHARE.EXE is loaded. 

CALL processes commands from a specified batch file, which causes the batch 
file to execute within the Exclaim window instead of starting a new session of 
COMMAND.COM. The syntax is as follows: 

CALL filename {parameters} 

Within the called file, its own name is substituted for the DOS %0 variable. The 
variables % 1 to %9 are replaced sequentially with any parameters supplied on 
the command line. Any parameter that begins with a slash (/) belongs to the 
CALL statement. Commands prefaced with an at symbol (@) will not be dis­
played. Calls may be nested up to four levels deep, with up to nine parameters 
per call. 

For example, the following command might start a backup batch file and feed it 
a date parameter: 

CALL C:\BATCH\BACKUP.BAT 1-1-93 

Note: There is no default extension for the called file. A file with the extension ! 
may be typed at the command line without its extension or the command CALL. 
If a ! file is started without its extension from within another file, control will not 
return to the original location after completion of the ! file. 

CDD changes the current drive and directory. The syntax is as follows: 

COD x:\directory 

Exclaim supports implicit drive and directory; changing, making CDD less neces­
sary. If you type a valid drive and directory at the Exclaim command line, 
Exclaim changes the current drive and directory accordingly. 
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COLOR 
COLOR changes the text and background colors. The syntax is as follows: 

COLOR text-rgb background-rgb 

The RGB values are three integers that specify the relative intensities of red, 
green, and blue, respectively. These settings can range from 0 (minimum inten­
sity) to 255 (maximum intensity). Entering COLOR with no arguments sets the 
colors to the default values (light gray text on a black background). 

Some combinations of the background RGB values result in a dithered rather 
than a pure color, causing an undesirable effect during window scrolling. By 
manually resizing the window height, you can avoid this condition. 

You can determine the RGB values by opening the Windows Control Panel, 
double-clicking on the Color icon, and then clicking on Color Palette and Define 
Custom Colors. In this dialog box, Exclaim uses the same numbers to define 
colors as Windows does. 

Some common colors and their RGB values follow: 

Color Full Intensity Half Intensity 

Red 255 00 128 0 0 

Yellow 255 255 0 128 128 0 

Green 0 2550 0128 0 

Cyan 0 255 255 0 128128 

Blue 0 0255 00128 

Purple 255 0 255 128 0 128 

White 255 255 255 192 192 192 (Light Gray) 

Black 000 128128128 (Dark Gray) 

DISPLAY 
DISPLAY serves a similar function to the ECHO command in DOS. However, DIS­

PLAY places text on-screen from a command file without assuming that you 
want a carriage return at the end of each line. DISPLAY also supports numerous 
meta-characters (such as $D forthe current date). These meta-characters en­
able you to define messages that are not possible with ECHO. 

The syntax is as follows: 

DISPLAY {text} {$character} 



ECHO 

Exclaim 

The command DISPLAY $ _ outputs a blank line. The dollar sign followed by an 
underscore outputs a carriage-return line-feed combination. 

For example, to display a message with the date and time and the words Re­
member to back up. on a separate line, use this command: 

DISPLAY $0 $T$_$_Remember to back up.$_ 

See "PROMPT" later in this chapter for a full list of the meta-characters DISPLAY 
supports. 

The use of DISPLAY is recommended over ECHO to output text to the screen in a 
command file. DISPLAY supports many more options thart ECHO. 

IF condition THEN ... ENDIF 
The IF structure provides conditional execution of statements in command files. 
An IF statement in E,xclaim can execute several lines, as opposed to the IF state­
ment in DOS, which can execute only one. 

The syntax is as follows: 

IF condition THEN 
statement] 
statement2 

ENDIF 

Valid conditions are as follows: 

ERRORLEVEL value 
EXIST filename or directory 
string 1 operator string2 

Valid operators for string comparisons are as follows: 

EQ strings are equal 
NE strings are not equal 
LT string! is less than string2 (in ASCII value) 
LE string! is less than or equal to string2 
GT string! is greater than string2 
GE string! is greater than or equal to string2 
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MOVE 

Note: Only Exclaim internal commands return an errorlevel to Exclaim. IF 
ERRORLEVEL value always tests whether the errorlevel is equal to or greater than 
the value specified. 

Exclaim can perform string comparisons on DOS environmental variables or 
compare parameters with known strings. For example, you can determine 
whether a command file DOBAK.! was started with the parameter C: \BACKUP and, 
if it was, delete *.BAK files in that directory by using the following commands: 

IF "%1" EQ "C:\BACKUP" THEN 
DEL C:\BACKUP\*.BAK 
ENDIF 

Unlike those in DOS, Exclaim IF string comparisons are not case sensitive. There­
fore, you need to test "%1" against "C:\BACKUP" only once-not against every 
possible combination of c:\BACKUP in uppercase and lowercase. The quotation 
marks (") are necessary in string comparisons in case a parameter is blank, 
which would cause an error. 

MOVE copies one or more files to another location. The source files are deleted, if 
possible (for example, they might be read-only or on a write-protected diskette). 

The syntax is as follows: 

MOVE sourcefile {targetfile} 

Note: To move files from one directory to another on the same drive, it's faster 
to use the REN or RENAME command, which can rename files into different direc­
tories (thereby moving them). 

PROFILE 
PROFILE displays a section of an initialization (* .INI) file. The syntax is as follows: 

PROFILE section {filename} 

WIN.INI is searched if no filename is specified. The path is searched for any 
filename you specify, unless you override the path by including a drive or direc­
tory in the filename. 



PROMPT 
PROMPT changes the Exclaim command line prompt. The syntax is as follows: 

PROMPT {text}{$character} 

PROMPT and DISPLAY support the following meta-characters: 

$$ the literal $ character 
$_ carriage-return line-feed (new line) 
$b the vertical-bar (I) character 
$! the Exclaim version number 
$d the current date 
$e the Escape character 
$g the greater-than (>) character 
$h a backspace 
$1 the less-than (<)character 
$n the current drive 
$p the current drive and directory (the current path) 
$q the equal-sign ( =) character 
$t the current time 
$v the DOS version number 
$w the Windows version number 

For example, you can display the date, time, and current path in a prompt -
and also hide the seconds and hundredths of seconds in the time by 
backspacing over them - as follows: 

PROMPT $0, $T$H$H$H$H$H$H $P$G 

The prompt would look like this: 

Fri 1-1-93, 12:00 C:\> 

Entering PROMPT with no arguments resets the prompt to $P$G (the current 
path and a greater-than symbol). 

REN and RENAME 
REN and RENAME can rename files to another directory, as long as the old direc­
tory and the new directory are on the same drive. The syntax is as follows: 

REN filename newname 

For example, you can move all your old *.DOC document files from C:\DOCS to 
c: \SAVE with the following command: 

REN C:\DOCS\*.DOC C:\SAVE\*.OLD 

To move files to a different drive, use the MOVE command. 

You may not rename any file that Windows has open if SHARE.EXE is loaded. 
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RETURN 

TASK 

RETURN exits a called file. The syntax is as follows: 

RETURN {END} 

If RETURN has no parameters, only the currently called file is terminated, not all 
files called from the original command file. 

TASK performs actions, such as Maximize, on a specified program. The syntax is 
as follows: 

TASK {action} {handle} 

The possible actions are ACTIVATE, CLOSE, MAX, MIN, and RESTORE. 

TASK performs the requested action on the task referenced with the specified 
handle as returned when you're running external applications (described in the 
"Running External Applications" section, earlier in this chapter) or using the 
LOAD command. 

Note: If no parameters to TASK are given, the names and handles of all the cur­
rently loaded tasks are displayed. If no handle is given, the action is applied to 
the Exclaim window. 

Registration ___________ _ 

Why register? 
The main reason you should purchase any program is that doing so is ethical: 
Not registering is an abuse of the shareware concept. In the long run, 
nonregistration will cause this method of distribution to disappear. Exclaim 
represents a big investment of the author's time and money; therefore, the 
author expects compensation if you use Exclaim beyond the trial period.

Grplcon associates icons 
with your program groups to replace the default Group Icon, which all groups 
otherwise display. The customized icons make the Windows Program Manager 
easier to use, especially if you have many Program Manager groups. Grplcon 
reads icons from just about any Windows file that can contain icons, including 
files with the extensions ICO, EXE, DLL, DRY, IL, NIL, and ICL. 

Starting Grplcon

4. The Assign Icon to Group dialog box will appear. The list box entitled File 
Name lists files in the current directory. Use the mouse to navigate the 
directory structure in the Directories list box. (Use the Tab key to move 
within the dialog box if you are using the keyboard.) 

The Inner-City Icon Library (ICSICON.EXE), when opened, enables you to 
change the group icon of a minimized group by dragging and dropping. 

5. When a file is highlighted in the Files list box, and the file contains icons, the 
icons appear in the icon viewer at the bottom of the dialog box. Some file 
formats may contain several icons. EXE and DLL files generally have icons 
embedded in them. Grplcon comes with a library of icons stored in 
ICSICON.EXE (installed with Grplcon).

We often play a round of Hearts with our niece, Aimee, and we've always thought 
of it as a nice family game. 

But there are card sharps who play Hearts for blood or even for money! In these 
games, we 're told, it's considered part of the game to make rude comments on your 
opponents' latest blunder or misfortune. 

Hearts for Windows should satisfy both kinds of players. You, the human, play 
against three opponents generated by the computer. These players are some tough 
competitors, and they sound off with some very personal rude comments. But you 
can adjust the strength of the other players and tum off the repartee, if you like. 

Hearts is unusual among Windows programs in that it uses both the left and right 
mouse buttons. You select cards with the left mouse button (as when you are picking 
three cards to pass). You actually play a card with the right mouse button. 

Hearts for Windows is another one of those addictive card games - but, unlike Soli­
taire, there's quite a bit of skill involved. Enjoy!

Hearts for Windows is an addictive card game that sharpens your skills and your wit. 

Brief Description of Hearts ______ _ 
Hearts for Windows is a four-player card game in which the goal is to get as few 
points as possible. Cards of the Heart suit are worth 1 point, and the Queen of 
Spades is worth 13 points. You want to avoid these 14 cards. The highest card 
of the lead suit takes the four cards in the trick, and the player that does this 
gets to lead for the next trick. You must play the suit that was led, if you have 
it; otherwise, you can play any card. After 13 tricks are played, the points are 
added up and cards are dealt again. The game is over when a player gets 100 
points (he or she is the loser). 

Game Play 
At the start of the game, the players must select three cards to pass. The cards 
are selected with the left mouse button and passed and played with the right 
mouse button. When all players have passed their three cards, the passes are

completed with the three cards passed to you in the "up" position. You can 
press a key or mouse button to put them in your hand, or you can wait a few 
seconds for this to be done for you. 

The player with the Two of Clubs must then play it. If you have it, you can play 
it (or any other card, when it's your turn) by selecting it with the left button and 
playing it with the right button, or by directly playing it with the right button. 

The winner of the trick is shown by the cards sliding toward him or her after all 
cards are played. It's now the winner's turn to play the first card of the next 
trick. Scores are continually updated on the scorecard so that you can see 
who's winning. 

If you play a card illegally, a box comes up that says why the card was illegal, 
with a beep. You must click on the box or press a key to make it go away. 

Game Options and Menu Items 
After starting Hearts, you will be given a choice of whom to play against. You 
can choose the default players (good players but not the best), or you can 
choose from a custom-player selection.

If you choose the custom players, the player-selection window expands to show 
many buttons with player names on them. The best players are on the right; the 
weakest players are on the left. Every time you select a player, the box goes to 
the next player for selection. You can keep selecting players in circles until you 
select the OK button. 

Please note that if you want to play against the computer, you must make sure 
that at least one of the players is Human. Also note that any or all of the players 
may be human or computer players. So, if you want, you can have the computer 
play itself, or you can somehow tape cardboard to the screen or something and 
have two or more people play against the computer players at once. 

You can receive on-line help by selecting the Options menu and selecting the 
How to Play item. This action will bring up a box that explains the exact rules of 
the game, how to select cards, and some hints for new players. The Fl key will 
also bring up the help box. 

Card backings for Hearts are selected from the Options menu and can also be 
selected with the F2 through FS keys (F2 through F9 in the registered version).

Selecting the Change Rules command on the Options menu enables 
you to modify the rules of the game. 

You can change the game speed by selecting Speed from the Options menu. You 
also can change it by pressing the keys 1to5; 5 is the fastest (no delay). 

Players will say things that appear in cartoon-like quote boxes. You can turn off 
these comments with an Options item. Other menu items in the Options menu 
are more or less obvious. 

Other options exist in the registered version. Some of these options are hidden 
in the nonregistered version through elaborate tricky key sequences that are 
revealed when you register. 

The scorecard is a window (which may be moved) that shows two things for 
every player: his or her score for this round and his or her total score for the 
game. You can get more information on a given player by clicking with the 
mouse on that player in the scorecard. 

You can select a new game with the Game menu item, or you can quit with the 
Game Quit option. At the end of a game, you are prompted for whether to play 
again. 

There are a number of improvements in Version 1.2 over Versions 1.0 and 1.1. 
Some of these improvements pertain to bug fixes, and others are new additions. 
Among other things, there are new card backings (Gumby, for instance; the reg­
istered version has eight cool backings - all better than Solitaire). The option to 
throw in all cards when all points are out is included, as well as new quotes and 



new interesting actions by the game. With Version 1.2, you can change the 
names of your opponents. All changes in play setup are remembered from one 
play to the next. 

How To Run Hearts for Windows 
Hearts requires Windows 3.0 or later and runs in any Windows mode - and in 
as little as about 45K of memory. However, it runs much faster if you have 300K 
or more of free memory. You must have a mouse to select and play the cards. If 
you cannot afford a mouse, you probably won't have enough money to give me 
any for all the trouble I went through to make this program, so I don't feel so 
bad about not having keyboard support for the cards in Version 1.2. Sorry. 

Hearts also works on monochrome monitors, but because of the low resolution 
of many monochrome monitors, you may not be able to see the entire play 
space at one time. If this is the case, simply use the arrow keys to scroll around 
the play space if you want or need to see a different part of the play space. The 
Home key can bring you back to the center. 

After running WSETUP to install Hearts on your system, you can use the Win­
dows Program Manager's New Item menu function to install the program 
HEARTS.EXE as part of the games directory, if you want. (Or you can drag it with 
your mouse into that directory from the group window in which WSETUP installs 
it.) You can use the Browse button in the New Item dialog box to find the 
HEARTS.EXE program if you cannot find it. 

It is best (very desirable for Hearts and all Windows programs) if you run 
HEARTS.EXE from your hard drive if it is not already there. Any Windows pro­
gram will run very slowly if you run it from a floppy drive. Note that only the 
HEARTS.EXE file is truly needed to play the game. The files HEARTS. TXT and 
CARDS.AD are not needed, and you may not want them if you are low on disk 
space. 

The CARDS.AD file is an After Dark screen-saver module that you may copy to 
your c: \AFTERDRK directory, if you have that program. Other screen savers are 
now capable of running After Dark AD files themselves. I will periodically change 
CARDS.AD to do different things and eventually play card games themselves. 
Different versions will have different names.

I am presently a poor biologist living in Northern California in Pleasant Hill, a 
city 20 miles east of Oakland (I got a bad case of poison oak in the Oakland hills 
the night of that bad fire in October 1991).

The version of Hearts I am distributing has no eliminated parts or other demo 
traits. This is the complete, unprotected version. Why is this? Because I don't 
like those incomplete programs. If I really like a program, I pay the author for it, 
even if I already have a final version of it. I've even paid a couple authors $5 for 
programs that I never really used simply because I wanted to support them and 
encourage them to write more. But I can't expect everyone to be like this. Nev­
ertheless, Hearts took considerable time to develop to its present state. I did 
the programming (C++ and ASM), and Brian Mallari and I (old Hearts buddies) 
worked together to create the playing styles of the different players you find 
here. 

Registration ___________ _ 
The registered version of Hearts has a number of improvements over the unreg­
istered version. It has twice as many card backings, more quotes, and better 
opponents. Also, it will not fool with your player's quote like the unregistered 
version. Also, the players (in general) won't nag you as much, although some 
people have said they like it. 

If you send me, Paul Pedriana, $10, I will register you as a permanent owner of a 
copy of Hearts; this also will entitle you to future registered versions of Hearts 
free (see below) and future Windows programs as well. (I'm working on it!) I've 
done other programs for DOS and Windows, but they probably will not be of 
interest to you. 

As a registered owner, you may ask to make changes to Hearts that are not 
completely unreasonable, free of charge (for example, you may want a player to 
have the comments that you supply or to play a way that you specify). You can 



send me any number of 71x96 16-color bitmaps for your card-back designs. 
(The next version of Hearts will enable you to simply put the bitmap in the same 
directory as Hearts, and Hearts will pick it up itself.) Or else you may want differ­
ent opponent names, background colors, or menu options. Also, please send 
suggestions for new Windows programs (games or not); I will do the ones that 
are most feasible and likely to generate interest. On the other hand, you may 
want to fool with the HEARTS.IN! file to change the players' names that are the 
defaults. 

Any suggestions and comments about found bugs are always welcome from 
anyone. Very good suggestions get free registration if they can be implemented 
for Hearts or any other similar game. All correspondence will be answered by 
me. 

I am continuously working on new projects, with time as my only obstacle. It's 
hard to get anyone to commit the necessary time to help me with these things. 

Future Directions 
Hearts Version 1.2 doesn't do everything anyone could ever want, so there will 
be a Version 2.0. Some of the new things to be in Version 2 will be tougher oppo­
nents, new card designs, and an option for programmers to create their own 
players by simply putting a PLR file in the same directory as Hearts. 

Suggestions for new Windows programs are welcome, whether they pertain to 
Hearts or to any other ideas.

Shareware 
Jewel Thief is a shareware program. What does that mean? In short, Jewel Thief 
is a copyrighted program you may try and share with others; after 30 days, you 
must register Jewel Thief. Following is an explanation of the shareware concept. 

Some definitions 
You've probably heard the terms public domain, freeware, shareware, and 
others like them. Your favorite BBS or disk vendor probably has many pro­
grams described by one or more of these words. There's a lot of confusion 
about and among these terms, but they actually have specific meanings and 
implications. After you understand them, you will have a much easier time 
navigating the maze of programs available to you and understanding what your 
obligations are, or aren't, with each type of program. 

Let's start with some basic definitions: 

Public domain has a very specific legal meaning. It means that the creator of a 
work (in this case, the software) who had legal ownership of that work has 
given up ownership and dedicated the work "to the public domain." After 
something is in the public domain, anyone can use it in any way he or she 
chooses, and the author has no control over the use and cannot demand 
payment for it. 

Copyrighted is the opposite of public domain. A copyrighted program is one 
where the author has asserted his or her legal right to control the program's 
use and distribution by placing the legally required copyright notices in the 
program and documentation. The law gives copyright owners broad rights to 
restrict how their work is distributed and provides for penalties for those who 
violate these restrictions. When you find a program that is copyrighted, you 
must use it in accordance with the copyright owner's restrictions regarding 
distribution and payment. 

Shareware is copyrighted software that is distributed by authors through 
bulletin boards, on-line services, disk vendors, and copies passed among 
friends.· It is commercial software that you are allowed to use and evaluate 
before paying for it. This makes shareware the ultimate in money-back 
guarantees. 



The shareware concept 
Most money-back guarantees work like this: You pay for the product and then 
have some period of time to try it out and see whether or not you like it. If you 
don't like it or find that it doesn't do what you need, you return it (undamaged); 
at some point - which may take months - you get your money back. Some 
software companies won't even let you try their product! In order for you to 
qualify for a refund, the diskette envelope must have an unbroken seal. With 
these "licensing" agreements, you only qualify for your money back if you 
haven't tried the product. 

With shareware, you get to use the product for a limited time, without spending 
a penny. You are able to use the software on your own system( s ), in your own 
special work environment, with no sales people looking over your shoulder. If 
you decide not to continue using it, you throw it away and forget all about it. No 
paperwork, phone calls, or correspondence to waste your valuable time. If you 
do continue using it, then - and only then - do you pay for it. 

Shareware is a distribution method - not a type of software. Shareware is 
produced by accomplished programmers, just like retail software. There is 
good and bad shareware, just as there is good and bad retail software. The 
primary difference between shareware and retail software is that with share­
ware you know whether it's good or bad before you pay for it. 

As a software user, you benefit because you get to use the software to deter­
mine whether it meets your needs before you pay for it; authors benefit be­
cause they are able to get their products into your hands without the hundreds 
of thousands of dollars in expenses it takes to launch a traditional retail soft­
ware product. There are many programs on the market today that would never 
have become available without the shareware marketing method. 

The shareware system and the continued availability of quality shareware 
products depend on your willingness to register and pay for the shareware you 
use. It's the registration fees you pay that enable us to support and continue to 
develop our products. 

Please show your support for shareware by registering those programs you 
actually use and by passing them on to others.

MathGraf is a remarkable graph plotter that will amuse novices and enlighten 
expert number crunchers. 

You can load any of more than a dozen MGF files that come with MathGraf. Or you 
can create your own math functions and watch MathGraf quickly plot them on an x-y 
axis. 

You can type a wide variety of math functions into MathGraf's Function dialog box. 
As the value of x (the horizontal axis) changes, MathGraf calculates the effect on y 
(the vertical axis). 

The tricky part about MathGraf is that it uses the same Postfix notation as many 
scientific calculators. Postfix notation differs from the symbols you are used to seeing 
in math equations. The benefit of Postfix is that it can represent complex functions 
without the use of parentheses to specify the order of calculation. 

For example, conventional notation might specify the following function: 

(3x + 2) I (4x-5) 

The same function can be represented in Postfix without parentheses because each 
math symbol appears after the numbers it operates on: 

3x*2+4x*5-/ 

The preceding line might be read as "3 and x are multiplied, and 2 is added to that; 
then 4 and x are multiplied, and 5 is subtracted from that; then the second result is 
divided into the first result. " 

It looks odd at first, but if you master Postfix notation, 'you can use MathGraf as a 
quick and powerful graphing tool for almost any mathematical function.

The function must be entered in Postfix notation. That is, you can view the 
function as being evaluated from left to right. Each time a number or a variable 
is read, it is placed on top of a memory stack. Each time an operator ( + or * or ", 
for example) is read, it is applied to the last one or two numbers placed on the 
stack.

Mega Edit is a powerful ASCII text editor. It is designed specifically to facilitate 
complex editing tasks involving multiple or large files. Such tasks would be 
difficult or impossible with most editors currently available for Microsoft Win­
dows 3.x. 

In addition to the usual capabilities of any Windows 3.x-compliant text editor, 
Mega Edit's features include the following:

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The File menu includes options for opening and saving files, as well as for converting files to 
other formats and running the DOS shell. 

Open enables you to load a preexisting disk file into memory for editing. Using 
various fonts available on the Options Change-Font menu, it is possible for you 
to view and edit files in any of the standard DOS text formats: plain ASCII, ANSI, 
or OEM (ASCII plus IBM graphics characters), as well as standard Macintosh 
and UNIX text files.

Export/Convert enables you to output the current file to a different operating 
system's file format. This menu choice contains a submenu with three options: 
As DOS Text ... , As Macintosh Text ... , and As Unix Text.... Choose the desired 
output file format. Then respond to the File Save As dialog box to retain the 
same filename or rename the file, according to your needs. Using the Export/ 
Convert facility, you can repeatedly convert a file between the three different 
formats. 

Run DOS Shell CF 12) 
Choosing this option causes a copy of the DOS operating system to be 
spawned, giving you access to the DOS prompt. If you are running in 386 en­
hanced mode, you can press Alt+Enter to window this process. In any mode, 
you can press Ctrl+Esc to switch back to Windows. After you exit Mega Edit, the 
DOS shell you spawn will continue until you explicitly close it. After it is started, 
it is entirely independent of Mega Edit. 
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The Export/Convert option enables you to convert files between three different formats. 

Exit (Alt+F4) 
Choosing Exit is the same as choosing Close from the system menu. It causes 
the Mega Edit application to shut down and exit. Before Mega Edit completely 
shuts down, you will be prompted about saving any unsaved, modified files. 

Edit Menu Commands 
To use the Cut, Copy, or Clear commands on this menu, you must first select 
some text from the current document so that the command has an object to 
operate on. 

Cut (Shift+Delete) 
Cut causes the selected text to be excised from the document. It is also placed 
in the Windows Clipboard. It is then available for subsequent pasting - to 
another location, another file loaded in Mega Edit, or another application 
altogether. (For example, you can paste text into your word processing applica­
tion or a terminal-emulation program.) 



Copy (Ctrl+lnsert} 
Copy causes the selected text to be placed in the Windows Clipboard. It is then 
available for pasting into another location or file or into another application 
altogether. The selected text in its current location is not affected. 

Paste (Shift+lnsert} 
The Paste option can be selected from the Edit menu only when the Windows 
Clipboard contains contents compatible with Mega Edit (that is, the Clipboard 
contains some form of ASCII text). You may position the caret at any position 
within an open file and select Paste to insert the contents of the Clipboard at 
the location of the caret. The text will flow into place as though you had typed it 
yourself, leaving the caret at the end of the text that was pasted in. 

Clear (Ctrl+Delete) 
Choosing Clear causes highlighted, selected text to be excised from the docu­
ment. The text is not placed in the Clipboard. Use this option when the Clip­
board contains data that you do not want to overwrite. 

·Selecting Text 
Useful Tip: You can select text with any of these methods. Notice that whole 
lines - including the invisible newline characters at the ends of the lines - are 
selected when the highlight extends all the way to the right edge of the editing 
area, next to the scroll bar. Conversely, newline characters at the ends of lines 
are not selected when the highlight does not extend all the way to the right. 
Selecting or not selecting whole lines, including the newline at the end of each 
line, subtly affects how various Edit menu operations behave. Experiment with 
this to get a good understanding of how cut-and-paste operations work. 

You can select text with the mouse, the keyboard, or the scroll bar. 

Selecting with the mouse 
Click the left mouse button at a point in the text that you want to serve as the 
origin point for the selection. Continue to hold the left mouse button as you 
drag the cursor in any direction. All text between the origin point and the cur­
rent location of the cursor is selected, as indicated by the reverse-video 
highlighting of the selected region. 
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If you drag the cursor outside of the editing window, the editor will perform 
automatic scrolling to expand or contract the selection in any direction. 

After you have highlighted the region you want to select, release the left mouse 
button. You may then continue to modify the currently selected region by using 
combinations of the Shift key and arrow keys, plus the Home, End, PgUp, and 
PgDn keys. Alternatively, use the scroll bar to scroll through your document 
and then Shift +click to extend the selection to a new position. 

Selecting with the keyboard 
Position the caret at a point in the text that you want to serve as the origin 
point for the selection. You can position the caret either by left-clicking with the 
mouse or by navigating the caret to the desired position with the arrow keys. 

To start selecting, hold the Shift key in combination with one of the various 
caret navigation keys, such as the arrow keys, the Home and End keys, or the 
PgUp and PgDn keys. Continue these techniques until the section of text that 
you want to select is highlighted in reverse video. 

Selecting with the scroll bar 
Position the caret at a point in the text that you want to serve as the origin 
point for the selection. Next, using the scroll bar, scroll up or down through the 
document by clicking above or below the thumb, by dragging the thumb, or by 
clicking on the scroll bar's up and down arrows, until you reach the other end 
of your selection. (Notice that the caret remains "stuck" to the origin point of 
the selection. If you scroll a full window or more, the caret will no longer appear 
on the screen.) Finally, hold the Shift key while pointing the mouse at the end 
point for your selection and click the left mouse button. The caret will be 
placed where you clicked, and your selection will appear highlighted. 

You can continue to modify or refine your selection, if you want, by holding the 
Shift key and using the keyboard, by continuing to hold the left mouse button 
and dragging, or by using the scroll bar again. As long as you use the scroll bar 
to move around your document, the selection remains "sticky" and you can 
Shift +click somewhere else to redefine the end point of your selection. 



Find 
When you choose Find, a dialog box will prompt you for one or more characters 
or words to search for. 

Note: Instead of typing the search text directly into the dialog box, you may 
preselect the search text by highlighting the text in the document with the mouse 
or the keyboard before you select Find. If you do so, the text you selected in the 
document appears in the dialog box automatically. 

Beneath the input box for the search text, there are several check boxes that 
enable you to tailor the specifics of how the search will be conducted: 

If you check the Start at First Line box, the search commences from the first line 
of the current document. If you uncheck this box, the search commences from 
the current position of the caret. 

If you check the Case Sensitive box, the search will match only with a case­
exact match of the search text you supply. If this box is unchecked, uppercase 
and lowercase will be ignored for matching purposes. 

If you check the Whole Words Only box, the search will ignore any text found 
that matches your search text but is surrounded on either side by alphabetic 
characters. This option can help you weed out matches that might result when 
you are looking for the word super, for example, but not words such as 
supercalafragalisticexpialadochious. If you leave this box unchecked, matches 
will be accepted when your search text is found as part of a larger group of 
characters. 

Search

The Search dialog box provides three Search Criteria 
check boxes for the selected text. 
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After you supply the search text and the criteria for the search, a rapid, literal 
search will be conducted through the text of the current document. If a match 
is found, the line containing the matching text will be centered in the edit area. 
The caret will be placed immediately after the last character in the matching 
text. 

Again {F3} 
Choosing Again repeats the most recent search, starting from the current posi­
tion of the caret in the current document. The accelerator key for this action is 
F3. It is much more convenient to use the accelerator key for this operation 
instead of selecting it from the menu. 

Replace 
Replace enables you to substitute one group of characters for another - at 
one, several, or all locations where the text occurs in the current document. As 
with the Find operation, a dialog box prompts you for search text. 

Note: Instead of typing the search text directly into the dialog box, you may 
preselect the search text by highlighting the text in the document with the mouse 
or the keyboard before you select Replace. If you do so, the text you selected in 
the document appears in the dialog box automatically. 

Additionally, you are prompted for the replacement text that will be substituted 
for the search text. It is acceptable not to list anything as the replacement text. 
This action tells the dialog box that you want to delete instances of the search 
text. 

As with Find, you can also configure the check boxes located within the box 
labeled Criteria. These check boxes work the same as in Find (discussed earlier 
in the chapter), but there is an additional check box called Confirm Changes. If 
this box is checked, you will be prompted whenever a match is found for your 
search text to decide whether this particular instance should be replaced. This 
dialog box also includes a Cancel button, enabling you to halt the whole opera­
tion at any point. You should make sure that the Confirm Changes box is 
checked if certain instances of your search text should not be replaced. If you 
are certain that all instances should be replaced, it is best to leave this box 
unchecked. The operation proceeds much faster when it is not necessary to 
prompt about each instance. 



Goto 
Goto brings up a dialog box prompting you for a number. Ordinarily, this num­
ber is interpreted by the Goto operation as the number of a line in the current 
document. Optionally, you can enter a percentage of the document rather than a 
line number. For example, if you enter 75 as the number and change the dialog's 
radio button to indicate a percentage, Mega Edit places in the center of the 
screen the line that occurs three-quarters of the way through the document. 
Otherwise, the editor will locate and center the line corresponding exactly to 
the number you entered in the Goto dialog box. 

Window Menu Commands 
~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~ 

These commands control Mega Edit's split-screen features. 

Split Window (Ctrl+S) 
Split Window subdivides the editing area into two equal sections, separated by 
a divider. Initially, the same file exists on each side of the divider, which enables 
you to scroll through and edit two parts of the file simultaneously. The split­
screen feature is integrated with multiple file-handling features. After you have 
split the screen, you can load or create new files or switch to other currently 
loaded files on either side of the divider. 

Current caret positions are retained in all loaded files. When you switch a file 
into one of the visible panes, your position within a given document remains 
where it was when you last worked with the file. 

Unsplit Window (Ctrl+X) 
Unsplit Window causes the split editing area to revert back to a unitary win­
dow. Th~ document currently containing the caret fills the entire area. 

Switch Pane (Ctrl+W> 
Switch Pane causes the caret to move from one side of the divider separating 
the two editing areas to the other, which makes the file on that side the current 
file. You can also move the caret from one side of the divider to the other by 
clicking with the mouse. 
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Options Menu Commands _______ _ 

Word Wrap On/Off 

Set Tab 

Colors 

Choosing this command toggles Mega Edit's word-wrap feature on and off. If 
word wrap is currently on, a check mark appears by this menu choice. 

You can set the right margip (where wrapping occurs) with the Options Prefer­
ences dialog box. The Options Preferences dialog box also lets you set a default 
start-up behavior for word wrap. (More information on the Options Preference 
menu choice is presented shortly.) 

Choosing this option lets you set the value of tab stops in Mega Edit. Tab stops 
are positioned at intervals of x columns across the editing area. The value you 
supply here sets this interval, the unit being the width of a character. You can 
set the default start-up Tab interval with the Options Preferences dialog box 
(discussed later in this chapter). 

Options on this pop-up menu let you choose between three different color sets 
for the editing area of Mega Edit. 

Choosing Standard Colors causes the editing area colors to correspond to the 
colors set in your WIN.INI file. These colors can be controlled with the Windows 
Control Panel utility or any other utility that enables you to tailor Windows' 
various system colors. Standard Colors is the factory default; it enables you to 
customize colors for certain types of monitors that support color irregularly or 
that only have monochrome colors (such as laptops). 

Choosing Metallic Colors causes text to appear as black on a silver background. 
Additionally, the reverse-video highlight colors will be white text on a dark gray 
background. This color combination is attractive and very easy on the eyes and 
is recommended for VGA monitors or better. 

Choosing Maize and Blue causes text to appear as gold on a sky-blue back­
ground. Highlight colors will be red text on a powder-blue background -
another attractive color set for VGA monitors. 



Windows GIZMOS -----------------

Change Font 
This pop-up menu enables you to customize Mega Edit's text fonts to best suit 
your taste, viewing conditions, and text format. 

Choosing Courier Font selects Mega Edit's most flexible font, the Courier font. 
This is the only font in which Mega Edit enables you to use the Enlarge Font and 
Reduce Font options to size the font for maximum visibility. The Courier font is 
an ANSI font. To view/edit files that have IBM Extended ASCII characters, you 
should select the OEM (IBM) font. 

Choosing ANSI Font selects Windows' ANSI font. 

Choosing OEM (IBM) Font selects a font that, before the widespread use of 
Microsoft Windows, served as the default text font for DOS applications. The 
Windows OEM (IBM) font supports most of the extended character set that is 
part of the OEM font. It is useful for viewing files produced with DOS applica­
tions that might have used these characters (mostly line- and box-drawing 
characters, along with a variety of special symbols for mathematics, and so on). 
If one of the other fonts is selected, OEM extended characters will appear as the 
corresponding characters from the ANSI character set, but these will probably 
not match the original symbols in the OEM font. 

Choosing System Font selects the Windows fixed-width system font. This is 
the same font used by the Notepad utility supplied with the retail Windows 
product. 

Enlarge Font 
This option can only be selected when you have set the default font to Courier 
in the Options Change Font pop-up menu. Selecting it will cause a magnification 
of the Courier text in your document. You can select this option repeatedly, 
until the maximum amount of magnification has been reached. It is easier to 
control this operation using the keyboard accelerator key, Ctrl+numeric-keypad 
plus. 

Note: On some systems, eliciting this choice only once may not produce a 
change in the size of the font. Try pressing Ctrl+numeric-keypad plus repeat­
edly, until a change in the font size occurs. 
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Reduce Font 
This option can only be selected when you have set the default font to Courier 
in the Options Change Font pop-up menu. Selecting it will cause a decrease in 
the size of the Courier text in your document. You can select this option repeat­
edly, until the minimum display size of the font has been reached. It is easier 
for you to control this operation by using the keyboard accelerator key, 
Ctrl+numeric-keypad minus. 

Preferences 
Preferences invokes a dialog box that enables you to set some default behav­
iors of Mega Edit to best suit your use of the product. When you modify values 
in the Preferences dialog box and click on OK to exit, your changes are retained 
from one editing session to the next - until you again invoke this dialog box 
and make changes. 

Tabs 
Default Setting: The value you supply here becomes the default Tab interval 
when you start up a Mega Edit session. You can also change this value on the 
fly by modifying the value here or with the Options Set Tab menu option. 

Word Wrap 
Startup in Wordwrap Mode: If this check box is checked, Mega Edit will start 
up assuming that you want the word-wrap feature turned on for all documents. 
You can override the default during a particular editing session by selecting 
Options Word Wrap On/Off to toggle the word-wrap feature to the desired state.

Use the Preferences dialog box to make changes to the way Mega Edit 
acts by default; changes are saved from session to session. 
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If you uncheck this box, Mega Edit will start up assuming that you do not want 
to use the word-wrap feature in each new document. Again, override the default 
at any time by toggling the feature with the Options Word Wrap On/Off menu 
option. 

Right Margin At: The value you; enter here indicates the character position 
where text should be wrapped to the next line (when the word-wrap feature is 
toggled on). This value is measuredJn character-width units. In effect, the value 
here represents the maximum line length in characters. 

Default Search Criteria 
The states of these various check boxes determine. the default configuration 
that appears preselected in the dialog box that appears when you select Find 
from the Search menu. Please see the section on the Search Find menu earlier 
in this chapter for specific details. 

Default Replace Criteria 
The states of these various check boxes determine the default configuration 
that appears preselected in the dialog box that appears when you select Re­
place from the Search menu. Please see the section on the Search Replace 
menu earlier in this chapter for specific details. 

Default File Mask 
The Default File Mask is the wildcard text that appears by default in all dialog 
boxes that open new files for loading or importing into Mega Edit. You can use 
this mask, or wildcard, to display a specific subset of files from the entire list of 
files that would appear in the Files list box of these dialog boxes. The factory 
default of *. * selects all files, without doing any filtering. A mask text of * .TXT 
would filter out all files in the current directory, except those with the extension 
TXT. 

If you use Mega Edit to work with files that follow specific naming conventions, 
such as program source-code files (* .c for C or *.PAS for Pascal), or if you im­
pose naming conventions on your files for organizational purposes, you may 
want to consider setting the default file mask to perform some filtering for you. 
Otherwise, just leave it set to the factory default of *. *. 

Print File (Ctrl+P) 
Choosing Print File causes the current file to be printed on the currently se­
lected printer.

Note: When you use Mega Edit and modify some of the defaults on the Options 
menu, Mega Edit creates two files in your Windows system directory called 
MEGAEDIT.BIN and MEGAINFO.BIN. These files are used for retaining your session 
preferences. You may delete these files at any time, but doing so will result in 
Mega Edit reverting to the factory settings. 

Generally speaking, all Mega Edit distribution files should remain together in 
the same directory. However, you may copy the MEGAEDIT.HLP and MEGAED.DLL 
files to your Windows directory if Mega Edit generates errors concerning not 
finding these files (see "Troubleshooting," which follows). 

Troubleshooting 
+ You don't like the default opening size of the Mega Edit screen. 

Mega Edit decides on its opening screen size by checking the Right Margin 
At value set in the Options Preferences dialog box for word wrap. The 
size selected will be just large enough to accommodate the margin. If you 
increase or decrease this value, Mega Edit will change its opening size 
accordingly. To modify this setting, select Preferences from the Options 
menu. 



+ Problems with general protection fault when Mega Edit starts. 

We have had several reports of this, and all have been traced to the user 
launching Mega Edit from versions of the Norton Desktop for Windows 
before Version 2.0. Versions of Norton Desktop for Windows before 2.0 are 
incompatible with Mega Edit. If you have this problem, try running Mega 
Edit directly from the Program Manager or use the File Manager. In most 
cases, this action will eliminate the problem. 

+ Problems with the application not finding the help file or not being able 
to load MEGAED.DLL. 

If you do not use the Windows Program Manager as your main Windows 
manager program, be sure to set up whatever manager you are using so 
that the initialization, or working, directory for starting up Mega Edit is the 
same as the directory that holds the Mega Edit program files. One of Pro­
gram Manager's virtues is that it automatically handles this; some alter­
native Windows managers do not and have to be configured to start an ap­
plication in its source directory. Alternatively, you can simply copy the 
two files MEGAED.DLL and MEGAEDIT.HLP to your Windows subdirectory, nor­
mally c: \WINDOWS. 

Symptoms of a problem in this area might be error messages such as Can't 
find MEGAED.DLL, please insert in drive A: or problems finding the 
MEGAEDIT.HLP help file. 

+ Problems retaining preference settings from session to session. 

If, for some reason, you do not have a standard Windows directory struc­
ture, with a directory called \ WINDOWS\SYSTEM, you may have some 
problems operating Mega Edit. It is recommended that you create a 
subdirectory called \SYSTEM beneath whatever directory holds your main 
Windows executable files, which should resolve any problems. 

Tips on Using Mega Edit ________ _ 
Mega Edit includes an extensive on-line help system. Documentation contained 
in the on-line system explains every feature of the product. You can invoke on­
line help by pressing the Fl function key at any time after you have started the 
editor. 

The on-line help system is organized to be practical and concise. Using the 
browse feature, you can read every topic that it contains in 30 minutes or less. 
It is recommended strongly that you read through the topics in the main index 
entitled "Up and Running." These topics provide a good overview of Mega Edit 
features. Although reading the manual has become a lost art these days (gener­
ally with good reason!), you are encouraged to spend 30 minutes reading the 
on-line reference to the product. You shouldn't have any problem understand­
ing the product or its features thereafter. 
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New users should note that Mega Edit has some special, extended features to 
support complex editing tasks that involve many or large files. Again, please 
have a good look at the "Up and Running" topics in the on-line help system. 
These topics are also covered in the sections "Overview," "Editing Multiple 
Files," and "Split Window Features" at the beginning of this chapter.

µLathe {MicroLathe)

Mcrolathe is a phenomenal display program that does what graphics 
applications costing hundreds of dollars can't. It converts virtually any free-form 
shape you draw into a three-dimensional wireframe model and then shades that 
model with realistic lighting and coloring. 

The degree of control you get is impressive. Draw any random shape and then 
alter its rotation, texture, hue, and other qualities in the Microlathe Control Panel. 

It's so easy to draw a line and get an attractive result that you should have hours of 
fun with µLathe. (The Greek letterµ is pronounced micro and is often used to refer 
to microcomputers - hence, Microlathe 's name.)

µLathe (MicroLathe) is an easy-to-use modeling tool that enables you to create 
three-dimensional objects using the metaphor of the carpenter's lathe. 
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Microlathe can turn any free-form shape into a wireframe shape and then add colors and shadings. 

Creating a 3D object 
You use the Lathe view to create the outline of an object. This outline will be 
spun 360 degrees in lathe fashion about its axis to create a three-dimensional 
object. 

Suppose that you want to model a bottle. Imagine the bottle lying on its side. 
The top half of the bottle's contour is the shape you enter into the µLathe win­
dow. Start at either the left or right side of the object and click the mouse at 
various points along the contour of the bottle. Each time you click, a new end­
point is added to the outline, and a line segment is drawn between the last two 
endpoints entered. Continue in this manner until your object attains the desired 
shape. The outline of your bottle might look something like this: 
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Creating the free-form shape in the µLathe window. 

0 When you move the mouse directly over a handle, the cursor becomes a 
circle, indicating that the endpoint beneath the cursor can be moved if you 
press and hold the mouse button. 

+ The cross-hair cursor indicates that a new endpoint and line segment will 
be added if you click the mouse button. 

Note: When you hold down the Ctrl key while you press the mouse button, the 
new or existing endpoint snaps to the nearest gridpoint. 

Viewing a 3D object 
After creating the outline of an object in the Lathe view, select the 30 option 
from the View menu or dick on the View button in the Control Panel. Your out­
line will be rotated 360 degrees about its axis to produce a 30 object. Using the 
Control Panel, you can change the position and appearance of your object. 

The following graphic shows three views of an object: 

Three views of a graphic produced in µLathe. 
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Object Outline (Lathe View): Figure (a) shows a typical outline- in this case, a 
light bulb. 

Wire Frame Object (3D View): Figure (b) shows the outline of the light bulb (a) 
rotated around its axis, creating a wireframe object. 

Shaded Object (3D View): Figure ( c) depicts the object after rotation and con­
stant shading have been applied using the µLathe Control Panel. 

Using the µLathe Control Panel 
The µLathe Control Panel enables you to change several parameters that gov­
ern the appearance of your 30 object. Click on any item in the Control Panel to 
view a description of its function.

This option clears any existing object and prepares the program for the cre­
ation of a new object. If there is an unsaved object, you are given the 
opportunity to save your changes. 

This option opens a lathe object saved on disk. If there is an unsaved object, 
you are given the opportunity to save your changes. 

This option saves the current lathe object to disk. 

Save As 
This option saves the current lathe object to disk under a new filename. 

Save Image 
This option saves a bitmapped image of the 3D object to disk. Currently, two 
bitmap file types are supported: BMP (used with Windows Paintbrush) and TGA 
(used with Targa video boards). Using the list box at the right of the Save Image 
dialog box, you may specify the resolution of the bitmapped file in bits per 
pixel. The recommended setting will be highlighted. 

Note: There is no advantage to saving a bitmapped file in a resolution higher 
than the recommended resolution; the image quality does not change, but the 
resulting file is considerably larger. Specifying a resolution lower than the one 
recommended results in a loss of color accuracy. 
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Save Sequence 
This option enables you to save multiple views of your 3D object in a single 
Windows DIB (Device Independent Bitmap) file. These bitmaps can be dis­
played in animated fashion by the Autodesk Animator Player for Windows or by 
the MiniMovie application bundled with µLathe. 

When Save Sequence is selected, you are prompted for a DIB filename. In the X, 
Y, and Z rotate fields, enter the number of degrees you want your object to 
rotate around that axis per frame. Negative values are allowed. You must also 
specify the total number of frames for the sequence. 

Here is an example: The graphic that follows depicts a sequence generated with 
the Save Sequence command. At the time the command was selected, the 3D 
object, a bottle, appeared as shown in frame 1. The sequence was created using 
a value of 60 for Y rotation (60 degrees positively about the Y axis), zero for X 
and Z rotation, and 6 for the number of frames. Note that because the bottle 
was rotated about a single axis, and because 60 degrees times 6 equals 360 
degrees, the bottle makes one complete revolution about the Y axis. 

Note: Even though the sequence operation has been greatly accelerated in this 
new version, the process can take a long time if your object is complex or if the 
number of frames you request is large. You can abort the sequence by clicking 
the mouse button in the µLathe window. The µLathe program must be in the 
foreground for sequencing; don't switch to another application while the se­
quence is in progress.

MiniMovie is a utility that plays DIB (Device Independent Bitmap) files. A single 
DIB file may contain any number of bitmap images. The images are displayed 
one after the other in the MiniMovie window to produce a simple form of anima­
tion. 

Creating movies 
The easiest way to create a movie is to let a program generate it for you. The 
µLathe application generates movies (called sequences) that are compatible 
with the MiniMovie utility. 

Another way to create a movie is to manually combine multiple BMP format 
bitmaps into a single DIB file. Use a program that supports the BMP file type 
(Paintbrush, for example) to create several bitmaps, one for each frame of your 
movie. Then use the COPY command to concatenate the BMP files into a DIB file. 

For example, the following statement combines every BMP file in the current 
directory, in the directory order, into a single DIB file called ANIMATE.DIB: 

COPY /B * .BMP ANIMA TE.DIB 

The next few statements copy four bitmaps, BITMAPLBMP, BITMAP2.BMP, 
BITMAP3.BMP, and BITMAP4.BMP - in that order - to a DIB file called MOVIE.DIB:

Starting MiniMovie 

Notes 

MiniMovie can accept an optional command-line parameter. If given, the param­
eter must be the filename of a DIB file. If no parameter is supplied, the first thing 
you see is a dialog box that will enable you to select and load a DIB file. 

Inside the dialog box is a Load Frames check box. If the Load Frames option is 
checked, all the frames in the movie are loaded into memory for optimum per­
formance. This option may not be possible ifthe DIB contains a large number of 
frames or if it consists of very large bitmaps. If this option is not selected, each 
frame is loaded from the disk as needed. 

After the last frame of a movie has been displayed, the movie is repeated from 
the first frame in an endless loop. 

The MiniMovie window's size is determined by the size of the first frame. The 
bitmaps of successive frames may be larger or smaller, but the size of the win­
dow remains fixed. 

If the MiniMovie application posts an error message while trying to load a DIB 
file with the Load Frames option selected, try loading the DIB file again with the 
Load Frames option turned off. 

When creating a movie, keep in mind that smaller movies (in terms of width and 
height, not file size) play more smoothly than large ones. 

When you attempt to play an animation created in a different screen mode, be 
aware that the color-conversion process can cause movie load times to be exag­
gerated. Loading a 24-bit DIB file on a 256-color system, for example, can take 
quite awhile. 

Running multiple instances of MiniMovie in a paletted video mode (generally, 
all 256-color systems are paletted) causes performance to be severely de­
graded. 
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MiniMovie controls 
The following controls appear in the MiniMovie window: 

The MiniMovie Control Panel enables you to control 
the action of the movie. 

From left to right, these controls have the following functions. 

Open 
The Open button enables you to select another DIB file for viewing. It displays 
the same dialog box that appears when MiniMovie is first started. 

Pause 
Selecting the Pause button stops the animation. Selecting it again resumes the 
animation. (fhe button turns into a Play button when the animation is stopped.) 

Slower 
When selected, the Slower button slows the speed of the animation by increas­
ing the time delay between the display of successive frames. 

Faster 
When selected, the Faster button increases the speed of the animation by de­
creasing the time delay between the display of successive frames. 

Help 
The Help button causes the MiniMovie help system to appear. 

Exit 
The Exit button shuts down the MiniMovie application.

Mue Bones is a card game in which you and the computer race toward a goal. The 
object of the game is to be the first to reach 700 mi.les. Along the way, several things 
may occur. You can play your Mileage cards to increase your total mi.leage. How­
ever, the computer - your opponent - can play Hazard cards to frustrate you. You, 
in tum, can avoid the hazards by playing Remedy cards or Safeties. 

Mi.le Bones is fun for all ages. You can just start playing it, without really knowing the 
names of the cards. But Mi.le Bones is one of those games in which it's most defi­
nitely a good idea to read the rules. That way, you can deliver to your opponent a 
devastating Coup Fourre!

It's hard to imagine this game requiring any technical 
support, but Andre Needham does encourage registered 
users to mail in suggestions, questions on strategy, and 
soon. 

Mile Bones is a Windows card game that simulates a driving trip. The object 
of the game is to be the first to reach 700 miles. (You can lengthen the game 
to 1,000 miles under an extension, described later.) 

The Mile Bones playing field is made up of three rows of cards. The middle row 
shows your cards. You must move cards to the Battle pile in the top row to gain 
mileage toward your goal. The bottom row shows the computer's cards. 



Mile Bones is a card game in which you race the computer to travel 700 miles; the computer 
plays Hazard cards, and you can counter with Remedy cards. 

There are four types of cards that make up the 101-card deck: 

Mileage cards 
Mileage cards come in five distances: 25, 50, 75, 100, and 200 miles. Playing 
these cards (when you can) increases your total mileage. 

Hazard cards (also called "dirt''} 
The five Hazard cards are Out of Gas, Flat Tire, Accident, Speed Limit, and Stop. 
You can play these cards on the computer (if you have them) to hinder the 
computer's progress toward the 700-mile or 1,000-mile goal. 

Of course, the computer can do the same to you! To remove a Hazard card, you 
must play a Remedy or a Safety card. 



Remedy cards 
You use the Remedy cards to counteract the Hazard cards the computer plays 
on you (or vice versa). The five cards are Gasoline, Spare Tire, Repairs, End of 
Limit, and Go. These cards are only temporary. If you use a Go to remove a 
Stop, the computer can play another Stop on you. 

Safeties 
In contrast to Remedy cards, Safeties counteract Hazards permanently (well, at 
least until the current game ends). Unlike Remedies, Safeties can be played at 
any time, whether or not a Hazard has been played on you. If you are lucky 

. enough to get and play all four Safeties (Extra Tank, Puncture Proof, Driving 
Ace, and Right of Way), you will be unstoppable! 

If you have a Safety in your hand when the computer plays the corresponding 
Hazard on you, you can Coup Fourre by immediately playing the Safety­
before drawing a card. This way, you pick up bonus points, as described later. 

Coup Fourre 
Immediately playing the correct Safety card to counteract a Hazard that the 
computer played on you is called a Coup Fourre (pronounced KOO for-A Y -
counterattack in English). 

If the computer plays a Hazard on you during its turn, you should not draw a 
card at the start of your turn. Instead, if you have the correct Safety (an Extra 
Tank card to counter an Out of Gas card, for example), play it on your Battle 
pile. This nets you 400 points (instead of the standard 100 for playing a normal 
Safety). You are automatically given two cards off the Draw Deck (if it isn't 
empty), and it is still your tum. 

You see a red outline around the Safety card when it is displayed on the screen. 
The computer can also do a Coup Fourre, so be careful. 



How do the cards. relate to each other? 
Each Hazard card matches up with a Remedy and a Safety card. In other words, 
if the computer plays the Hazard Stop on you, you can either play the Remedy 
Go or the Safety Right of Way before you can play any more mileage cards. Here 
is how everything relates: 
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Each Hazard card can be countered by a 
corresponding Remedy card or a Safety 
card.

When you first start the game under Windows, you see three rows of rect­
angles. These are places where cards will be placed, picked up, or displayed. 

The top two rows of rectangles are for the human player (that's you!). The 
bottom row of rectangles is the computer's row. 

The leftmost rectangle in the top row is your Battle pile. This is where you play 
a Go card to start the game, where the computer plays Hazard cards, and where 
you play Remedy or Safety cards. 

To the right of that is the Speed Limit rectangle. The computer plays a Speed 
Limit card here, and you play the End of Limit card (if you have one) to reniove 
the Speed Limit. 

The space to the right of this is where your Safeties, if any, are shown. (How­
ever, you play all Safety cards onto the Battle pile, not here.) 



Mile Bones 

You and the computer play cards on the various rectangles on the playing field. 

The next rectangle to the right contains the number of miles you have played. 
This is where you play Mileage cards. 

Finally, the last rectangle in the top row is the Draw Deck. At the start of your 
turn, you can move the mouse cursor over this rectangle and click the left 
mouse button to add a card to your hand (assuming that the deck isn't empty). 
Those without a mouse can use the arrow keys to move the cursor and use the 
spacebar or the Enter key to select. 

The first seven rectangles in the second row represent your hand. At the start 
of a turn, you have six cards. After you draw a card, you must either play or 
discard a card to end your turn. To play a card, move the cursor over the card 
and click the left mouse button. Now drag the card by moving the mouse (keep 
holding the left button); let go of the button to drop it on one of five other 
locations (described either previously or shortly) to play the card or on the 
Discard Deck to the right of your hand to throw the card away. 

The last row of rectangles is identical to the first, but it shows the computer's 
piles for Battle, Speed Limit, Safeties, and Miles played. 



Where can a card be played? 
Where you play a card depends on what card you have selected. 

If you want to play a Hazard card on the computer, click on the card in your 
hand, drag it to either the computer's Battle or Speed Limit rectangle (the two 
squares on the left on the bottom row), and drop it there. You cannot do this if 
the computer is already stopped or has a Safety that protects against the 
Hazard you are trying to play on it. 

You can play Safety and Remedy cards on either of the first two squares on the 
left side of the top row. 

Mileage cards must be played on your Mileage pile (in the top row, below the 
word Miles:). 

If you want to discard a card, drag the card to the Discard pile. 

You can also double-click on any card in your hand to smart-play it. If playing 
the card is a valid move, it is played. Otherwise, it is discarded. 

When can a card be played? 
When a card can be played is a bit more complex. At the start of the game, you 
must either play a Go or Right of Way card on your Battle pile before you can 
play any mileage. (fhis is true throughout the game: You can only play mileage 
if you have a Go or Right of Way.) 

Mileage cards: You (and the computer) can play only two 200-mile cards in a 
single game. Also, if you are under a Speed Limit restriction, you must play 
mileage of 25 or 50 only. If you are very close to 700 points (or 1,000 if you 
extend the game), you can only play up to the exact mileage needed to finish 
the game. That is, if you have 650 points, you can only play a 25-mile or SO-mile 
card because larger mileage cards would put you over 700. 

Remedy cards: Except for the Go card, Remedy cards can only be played when 
the computer has played a Hazard on you. After you play a Remedy, you then 
play a Go card on top of it to continue playing mileage. If you have previously 
played a Right of Way card, however, you can play mileage immediately 
because you don't need a Go card. 

Safety cards: You can play a Safety card whenever you want. If you play one 
during your turn, you get another turn before the computer does. 



In a special case, you can also play a Safety before you even draw a card. This is 
called a Coup Fourre (or counterattack in English). If the computer plays "dirt" (a 
Hazard card) on you during its turn, you should not draw a card at the start of your 
turn. Instead, select the correct Safety (an Extra Tank to counter an Out of Gas,·for 
example) and play it on your Battle pile. This nets you 400 points rather than the 
standard 100 for playing a Safety normally. You automatically get two cards off the 
Draw Deck (if it isn't empty), and it is still your turn. You see a red outline around 
the Safety card when it is displayed on the screen. The computer can also do a 
Coup Fourre, so be careful. 

What is an extension? 
When you have played exactly 700 miles (you cannot go over), the computer asks 
whether you want to extend the game to 1,000 miles. If you answer No, you win the 
game. If you answer Yes, you must play to exactly 1,000 miles before you win the 
game (and the computer might just beat you to it). Winning the game on an 
extension adds 200 points to your score. 

Mile Bones 2.1 

After you reach 700 miles, the computer asks whether you want to play to 1,000 miles. 



End of game 
The game ends if either you or the computer reaches 700 or 1,000 miles. 
However, if neither player can finish, the Draw Deck runs out. You must then 
play whatever cards you can and discard the rest. When your hand is empty, 
the game is over. If you manage to reach 700 or 1,000 miles after the deck runs 
out, you earn 300 points for Delayed Action. 

When the game is over, you see the scoring dialog box. Most of the items in this 
list are easy to understand or have already been explained, but here are some 
extra details: 

Trip Completed means that you reached the 700 or 1,000 mile goal first (you won 
the game). Shutout means the computer (or maybe even you) played no Mileage 
cards during the game. The other player earns 500 points for this coup. If you 
win and did not play any 200-mile cards, you get 300 points for a Safe Trip. 

The Grand Total shows the total score from previous games, until either you or 
the computer (yes, this does happen) reaches 5,000 or more points. Then the 
Grand Total resets to 0. If your score was high enough, your name is entered in 
the High Score table. 

High Score table 
You qualify for the High Score table if the score you reach is one of the three 
highest over 5,000 points or if the difference between your score and the 
computer's score (the spread) is one of the three highest. 

If you click on the Clear Scores button, you erase any high score records saved 
in the MB.INI file. 

Tips on Playing Mile Bones Version 2.1 
You can press Fl in most dialog boxes to get help. Alternatively, press Shift+Fl 
and click the mouse on any area of the screen to find out what that area is used 
for. 

Instead of clicking on the card you want to play- and then clicking where you 
want it to go - you can drag the card and drop it where you want to play it. 

If you're allergic to drag and drop, there's ap. Options dialog box you can use to 
turn it off. You can also set whether or not Mile Bones sorts your hand for you. 

If you double-click on a card, it is smart-played. If playing the card is a legal 
move, it is played. Otherwise, the card is discarded.

Introduction to Money Smith 

Why use Money Smith? 
Why use a tool like Money Smith? You may not need it. If you are already finan­
cially secure, are not worried about where your money is coming from or going 
to, and are not interested in establishing a budget or tracking investments, 
there is no reason to use this product. Unfortunately, the rest of us do need a 
tool like Money Smith to help us better manage our money and make financial 
decisions. 



Money Smith 

Money Smith is a complete bookkeeping system made easy to use. 

About the documentation 
The documentation is essentially laid out on a need-to-know basis. Each topic is 
short and should take you about 5 to 10 minutes. To begin, you need only read 
steps 1 through 7 to start Money Smith, set up your accounts, and begin using 
most of its features. This will take you about an hour if you are a slow reader. 
The time is well spent because there are a number of timesaving features de­
tailed along the way. 

About Money Smith 
Money Smith is a full-featured tool for financial management. It is scalable. You 
are not forced to use features you don't want to use. If you don't want a budget, 
don't establish one. If you don't care about account categories, don't use them. 
If you'd rather track your investments using a spreadsheet, you are not forced 
to enter them here. We designed it to be simple, but we have the features to 
satisfy more-demanding users. 



Help 

Money Smith is easy to learn. Unlike other money-management programs, 
Money Smith has a fully graphical interface. If you can use a mouse, you can 
learn Money Smith easily. Our press-and-point help system lets you point out 
the things you need help with. Just click on the ? icon and then click on the 
field, item, or menu command you need help with. What could be easier? 

My advice? Start small and learn the advanced features as you go. The key is to 
start, and start soon. If you start now, you'll have a base of information to make 
decisions from. If you start later, you'll continue to make many of your financial 
decisions blindly. 

Money Smith has comprehensive help features, including this entire documen­
tation, on-line. Our original point-and-press? (question mark) icon on the 
toolbar changes the mouse cursor into an arrow with a question mark. Press 
the menu selection or item you want help on, and help magically appears. The 
same help is available if you press Shift+Fl. You can also press Fl at any time 
(even in dialog boxes) to get context-sensitive help. You won't find these fea­
tures in just any piece of shareware! 

$tep 1: Starting Money Smith 
Double-click on the Money Smith icon after setting it up using the WSETUP pro­
gram. Another method is to select the Run command from the Program 
Manager's File menu and then type the path to Money Smith, such as 
C: \GIZMOS\MONEY\SMITH.EXE. 

Licensing window 
Money Smith brings up a licensing window the first time you run it. This win­
dow lets you type your name and read the license. It is very important that you 
type your name and read the license terms before selecting the I Agree button. 
If you don't type your name, the I Agree button is not enabled. If you agree to 
the license terms, choose I Agree and continue. If you have problems with the 
terms, you can disagree and exit the program. Please read the license and un­
derstand that the program is provided "as is." We will not be held liable for any 
losses of any kind that you might suffer as a result of using this program.

Exiting Money Smith 
To exit, you can double-click on the Money Smith system menu box, choose the 
System Close command from the system menu box, or choose the File Exit 
command. 

Step 2: Using Money Smith Files ____ _ 
All Money Smith data for a particular set of accounts is stored in a single file 
with an ACT extension. You might keep one Money Smith file for all your home 
accounts and another for a small business. You can name Money Smith files any 
way you choose, as long as you keep the ACT extension. 

For the beginner 
The easiest way to establish accounts is to use one of the sample Money Smith 
ACT files distributed with Money Smith. Just open a file (HOME.ACT is a good 
starting point) using the File Open command and edit the accounts to reflect 
your own starting balances and budgets. The File Open command is repre­
sented as an open folder icon on the toolbar. Applications using the sample files 
are described in the section entitled "Looking at Examples Using Money Smith," 
later in this chapter. 

Creating a new Money Smith file 
Creating an empty Money Smith file is easy. Just choose the File New command 
from the menu and add accounts and transactions as you please. Be sure to 
save the file when you exit from Money Smith, or your work will be lost. 

Saving a Money Smith file 
Choose the File Save command from the menu or press the F3 key to save the 
currently active Money Smith file. The Save command is represented as a 
floppy disk on the toolbar. If you have not given this file a name, you are 
prompted to type one now. You don't need to type the ACT file extension be­
cause it is assumed. If you have the status bar on, you should see the name and 
size of the file on the status bar after you save the file. 



Opening an existing file 
Choose the File Open command or select the file from the numbered list at the 
bottom of the File menu. Alternatively, you can access the File Open command 
by clicking on the open-file icon on the toolbar. The name and size of the file 
appear on the status bar after the file has been opened. The file is opened with 
the last active window views. 

Using passwords 
Money Smith has a password feature to prevent unauthorized people from 
looking at your private files. You can enable this feature on any file using the 
Options Set-Password command. Just type a new password twice (so that they 
match), and the password is set. Anyone attempting to open the file is asked 
the password. If that person types the wrong password, he or she can't open 
the file. Don't forget your password, or you won't be able to open the file either! 
Refer to the Options Set-Password command for removing and altering existing 
passwords. 

Copying, backing up, and saving as another name 
To copy, back up, or save your file to another filename, just open the file as 
described previously and then choose the File Save-As command. Select or type 
the directory desired and then type the new filename. Click on the OK button to 
save the file; click on the Cancel button to cancel the save. Alternatively, you 
can use the Windows File Manager or another disk-copying utility to copy your 
ACT file to another disk or directory. 

Step 3: Learning Interactive Windows 
One of the most powerful features of Money Smith Version 2.0 is the graphical 
interface we call Interactive Windows. The interface enables you to intuitively 
access the functions you need without even touching the toolbar or menu. To 
edit an account or transaction, for example, just press the small magnifying 
glass next to the account or transaction. To zoom to an assets graph, just press 
the Assets bar. Like most true graphical interfaces, learning this takes time, but 
the ability to avoid menus and toolbars makes Money Smith much easier to use 
in the long run.

About Interactive Windows 
Interactive Windows are introduced at this point to eliminate confusion when 
windows start popping up all over the screen. They may seem confusing at first, 
but you will quickly come to appreciate the power they provide. Interactive 
Windows provide context-sensitive functions directly on the reports, graphs, 
and views you use most. 

Press-and-point help works well with Interactive Windows and lets you easily 
navigate the windows. Just click on the? icon on the toolbar and then click the 
field or icon you need help with. 

A summary of interactive fields 
A number of features can be directly accessed from the main views and reports: 

+ Close Box: Click here to close the current window. 

+ View (Eye) Icon: Click here to toggle from account to transaction view. 

+ Accounts: Click here to create a new account. 

+ Transaction: Click here to add a new transaction. 

+ Dates: Click on a date to change the date. 

+ Category: Click here to define a new category. 

+ Type Bars: Click here to graph the accounts of this type. 

+ Register Triangle: Click here to see the register of transactions for this 
account. 

+ Edit Magnifying Glass: Click here to edit the account or transaction. 

+ Invesbnent Icon: Click here to see the investment records for this account. 

+ MarkfUnmark Transaction: Press this button to toggle the cleared transac-
tion flag. 

Investment report fields 
The following are available only from the investment report: 

+ Invesbnent: Add a new investment transaction. 

+ J>i:ice: Graph the price history of the investment. 

+ Value: Graph the value history of the investment. 

+ Return: Graph the return history of the investment. 



Other interactive functions 
You can edit any account, transaction, or investment by simply double-clicking 
on it. Also, any menu function can be run from any of the Interactive Windows. 

Editing m,enu functions are carried out in the context of the current window. 
For example, if you press the big "+" icon while your current window is an ac­
count report, you add an account. If you press the Cut (scissors) icon while 
your current window is an investment window, you end up cutting the current 
investment transaction. 

File, Report, and other nonediting functions work in the context of the current 
accounting file. For example, if you press the Save icon from any active window, 
you save the currently active account file. If you press the Print icon, you print 
the current window. Other menu functions follow in this fashion. 

Interactive graphs 
The graph legends are interactive. Again, the function depends on the context 
of the graph. If you click on an account legend, you see the transaction register 
report for the corresponding account. If you click on a category name, the cat­
egory report pops up. If you click on an investment legend, the corresponding 
investment dialog box pops up. 

Step 4: Setting Up Your Accounts 
Everything you want to track using Money Smith should be an account. Ac­
counts represent actual accounts or property (called assets), real loans, liens or 
liabilities, your net worth -which in Money Smith is called equity - and your 
income and expenses. The key to tracking your finances is setting up a good set 
of accounts. If you have too many, your decisions will be clouded by trivial 
data. If you have too few, you won't be able to track what's really going on. In 
general, it's best to start with a few accounts and grow as you go. You can make 
up new accounts as you type transactions by just typing an account name that 
does not exist. So there is no reason to knock yourself out with accounts at the 
beginning. 

Using Account view 
It's easiest to work on accounts from the Account view. Choose the View Ac­
count command, or press the button on the toolbar that shows an eye over a 
checkbook, to view accounts·. Account view shows a list of all your accounts 
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listed alphabetically by type, with their name, category, and starting and ending 
balances. Account view also displays totals for your assets, liabilities, equity, 
income, and expenses. Using Interactive Windows, you can perform a variety of 
functions from Account view. 

For the beginner 
The easiest way to establish accounts is to use one of the sample ACT files dis­
tributed with Money Smith. Just open a file (HOME.ACT is a good starting point) 
using the File Open command and then edit the accounts to reflect your own 
starting balances and budgets. Delete the ones you don't need and add others 
as you go. 

Adding accounts 
To add an account, choose the Edit Add command or press the big"+" toolbar 
button while in Account view. Fill out the Account dialog box as described next. 

Filling out the Account dialog box 
At a minimum, fill in the Name, Type, and Start Balance or Budget fields in the 
Account dialog box. Use the Tab key to move from field to field. Other fields are 
optional and can be filled in later. The Name is any unique account name like

Use the Account dialog box to set up accounts: Specify a starting 
balance or monthly budget amount, the type of account, and account 
name. 



Checking or Savings. The Type can be asset, liability, equity (net worth), in­
come, or expense. The Start Bal (starting balance) represents the account 
balance at the beginning of the month you start using Money Smith. The Budget 
is a monthly expected income or expense for the account. Click on the Another 
button to save the account and bring up another. Click on the Cancel button to 
stop adding accounts. 

Editing accounts 
Suppose that you've entered your accounts but messed up a few. Select the 
offending account by clicking on it with the mouse or use the arrow keys to 
highlight it while still in Account view. Choose the Edit Edit command or click 
on the magnifying glass icon (either the one next to the account or the one on 
the toolbar). Double-clicking on the account or pressing the Enter key from 
Account view also works. Any of these actions brings up the Account dialog 
box. Use the Tab key or mouse to move to the field you want to change and 
either type or select the new value. Click on the Save button or press the Enter 
key to save your changes. Click on the Cancel key to discard your changes. 

Deleting accounts 
Suppose that you have an account that's no longer needed, or maybe you're 
just deleting an account from one of our examples. Before you can delete an 
account, you must make sure that there are no transactions against it. If there 
are, Money Smith will tell you. Select the account you want to delete from Ac­
count view using the mouse or arrow keys; then choose the Edit Cut command 
or click the scissors icon on the toolbar. 

Money Smith will prompt you to confirm the deletion. If you still have transac­
tions assigned to the account, Money Smith won't delete the account. To find 
these transactions, you can select the account and switch to Register view by 
choosing the Report Current Account Register command or clicking on the 
small register triangle next to the account you want to zoom to. You may have 
to change the date to view the transactions you are interested in. Delete or edit 
these transactions and assign them to another account. 

Limitations 
You are currently limited to 200 accounts in a single Money Smith file. 
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Step 5: Entering Transactions ______ _ 
Any flow of money from one account to another is called a transaction. You can 
find the most obvious examples of transactions by opening your checkbook. 
When you write a check to pay your electric bill, you are creating a transaction 
from your checkbook account to your Electric expense account. When you 
make a credit-card purchase, you create a transaction from your MasterCard 
account to the appropriate expense account. When you pay off that credit card, 
you create a transaction from your Checking account to your MasterCard 
account. 

Thinking transactions 
It takes awhile to think in terms of transactions. The two primary questions are 
these: 

"Where's the money coming from?" 

"Where's the money going to?" 

If you have answers to both of these questions, you are ready to enter trans­
actions. 

Transaction view 
Money Smith has lots of ways to look at transactions. You probably want to be 
in a transaction window when editing transactions. Transaction view shows 
you all your transactions for the current accounting dates. You can get to 
Transaction view by using the View Transaction command, by clicking on the 
icon with an eye over a dollar sign on the toolbar, or by pressing the eye button 
from the title bar of the Account View window. 

Current Register report 
Another handy report is the Current Account Register report. The register re­
port shows the transactions for only the current account (Checking, for 
example). This view is great if you're working from just one account. To get to 
Register view, just press the small register triangle next to the account you 
want to see on any account report or window. Alternatively, you can select the 
account using the mouse or keyboard and then choose the Report Current­
Account-Register command. 



Account Reconciliation report 

Dates 

One last useful transaction report is the Reconcile Current Account report. This 
report enables you to easily compare your cleared and uncleared account bal­
ances. The report is particularly useful for clearing checks when you get an 
account report at the end of the month. To see this report, first select the ac­
count you want to see from any account window by using the mouse or 
keyboard and then select the Report Reconcile-Current-Account command. 

The current dates determine which transactions are viewable and what account 
balances you see. By default, Money Smith sets the accounting dates to reflect 
the beginning and end of the current month. You can alter the Money Smith 
defaults to Beginning of Year or Today using the Options Preferences com­
mand. If you want to see another month or several months, use the Options 
Date command to change the current dates. The small calendar-page icon on 
the desktop, as well as the date title on most Interactive Windows, also acti­
vates the Date command. 

Adding transactions 
To add transactions, make sure that you are in Transaction view or reports; 
then choose the Edit Add command or click on the big"+" button on the 
toolbar. Fill in the Transaction dialog box as described shortly .

Select the Date command to change the accounting dates from 
the first and last days of the month to any starting and ending 
period you want. 
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Enter transactions using the Transaction dialog box (this one is set up for transaction-style 
entries); select accounts from the drop-down combo box. 

Check-style versus transaction-style entry 
There are two separate, but similar, transaction-entry formats available in 
Money Smith. You can set either using the Options Preferences command. 

The default, called check-style transactions, has a familiar check-like format. You 
make deposits and withdrawals to a single account (the Use account in the 
dialog box). This format is very useful for entering a lot of transactions from a 
single account. 

The other format, called transaction-style transactions, uses an accountant-style 
To and From entry system. Transaction-style entry is useful when you have a 
lot of different accounts involved. 

People who have used other financial packages, or who use Money Smith just to 
balance their checkbooks, usually prefer the check-style entry. People running 
businesses, who are familiar with accounting, and people insulted by check­
style entry will prefer transaction-style entry. 

Filling out the Transaction dialog box 
To fill out the Transaction dialog box, enter the date and check number (if any) 
of the transaction. Enter the payee (for a check) or a description of the transac­
tion. It is important that you fill in the Description or Payee field. Then enter the 
amount for the transaction in your local currency. For transaction-style entries, 



you can enter the To and From accounts by either typing the names or select­
ing them from the combo box. For check-style entries, you typically enter the 
account you are working on (Checking) in the Use combo box and select either 
Deposit or Withdrawal along with the account in the other combo box. The 
Cleared check box is used to help reconcile your account and is usually 
checked once the transaction has cleared the bank. Click on the Another button 
or press the Enter key to save this transaction and bring up another. Click on 
Save or Cancel to stop adding transactions. 

Using smart-number fields and the calculator 
One of the powerful features in Money Smith is called smart-number entry fields. 
Basically, any field you can put a number into becomes a complete calculator. 
You can type a math expression, such as 29.5 * 4, and Money Smith will auto­
matically do the math for you and place the result in the field. 

For more complex financial calculations, you can bring up the Money Smith 
financial calculator. Just click on the calculator icon on the toolbar or in most 
dialog boxes. The financial calculator has its own detailed on-line help and 
documentation files. Select the help index from within the calculator to see this 
documentation on-line. 

Making up accounts on the fly 
A powerful feature of Money Smith is that it enables you to make up new ac­
counts while entering transactions. Suppose that you have a new bill or 
expense that didn't exist before. In the Transaction dialog box, just type the 
new account name in either the To or From field. When you try to save this 
transaction, Money Smith asks whether you want to add the new account; if you 
do, the Account Editor dialog box appears to let you add it - all without skip­
ping a beat. 

Performing recurring transactions on the fly 
Money Smith lets you automate repetitive bills and transactions using recurring 
transactions. Clicking on the Recurring button lets you do this. The topic is fully 
covered later in this chapter in the section on recurring transactions. 
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Performing split transactions 
A feature added in Money Smith Version 2.0 enables you to split a transaction 
to or from a second account. To use this feature, enter the amount of the entire 
transaction in the amount field, fill out the remainder of the dialog box as de­
scribed previously, and then press the Split button. Pressing the Split button 
brings up additional fields in the dialog box. You must first select whether you 
want to split the To amount or the From amount. Then you select an account to 
split the transaction to and enter the amount of the split. As you enter the split 
amount, you see the dollar amount going to each account displayed under the 
corresponding account name. Verify these amounts before saving the trans­
action. 

For example, suppose that you want to split a transaction from your checking 
account to the principal and interest accounts for a loan payment. Suppose that 
the total payment is $1,000, with $900 going to principal and $100 going to inter­
est. Enter the total $1,000 payment amount, specifying Checking as the From 
account and Loan Principal as the To account. Press the Split button and select 
the Split To radio button. Then enter the split account as Loan Interest and the 
split amount as $100. You should see the correct amounts under each account 
name. 

Editing transactions 
From either Transaction or Register view, select the transaction you want to 
change with the arrow keys or mouse. Choose the Edit Edit command or press 
the Enter key to bring up the Transaction dialog box. Double-clicking on the

transaction or pressing the magnifying button next to the account or on the 
toolbar also works. Use the Tab key or mouse to move to the field to which you 
want to make changes and press the Enter key or cliek on Save to save your 
changes. 

Deleting transactions 
From Transaction or Register view, select the transaction you want to delete 
using the mouse or arrow keys. Choose the Edit Cut command or click on the 
scissors icon on the toolbar. Confirm your deletion by clicking on Yes. All your 
account balances are updated automatically. 

Printing transactions 
You can print transactions from any of the Transaction views by using the File 
Print command. You can also print checks, if you have a capable printer and 
tractor-fed business checks of the right type. See "Printing Basics," later in this 
chapter, for more information. 

Limitations 
The number of transactions is limited by the amount of memory Windows can 
allocate and by the program itself. Each transaction takes approximately 64 
bytes, and Money Smith itself places a limitation of 32, 767 transactions on your 
accounts. Typically, as you approach· I ,000 transactions, performance degrades 
rapidly. It is wise to roll out your transactions at least yearly. 

Step 6: Using Money Smith Reports ___ _ 
Now that you have entered tons of financial trivia, what do you do with it? A 
great starting point is to print a few reports. Reports tell you lots of interesting 
things, like where your money is coming from and going to. They tell you your 
net worth; They help you balance your checkbook. Let's look at some Money 
Smith reports.· 



___________________ Money Smith 

Using reports 
You create a report window using one of the commands under the Report 
menu. Report windows are documents of their own. One great thing about this 
is that they update automatically. If you add a transaction or change a balance, 
the report changes magically. You don't need tore-create it. The other great 
thing about Money Smith reports is that they are fully interactive. You can edit 
accounts, transactions, and investments, and perform virtually any operation 
while the report windows are active. You can even click on certain fields on the 
reports to jump to individual areas on the report. (See "Step 3: Learning Interac­
tive Windows," earlier in this chapter.) Reports even have their own menu of 
commands for printing, copying, saving to a text file, and so on. Two important 
commands to know are the File Close command and the Window 1, 2, 3 com­
mand because they let you exit the report or just switch back to your Money 
Smith account window. 

Assessing your financial position 
After you have the first month's data entered in Money Smith, it's a good time 
to evaluate your financial position. You typically do this task once a month. 

First, set the accounting dates, using the Date command, to reflect a month you 
are interested in (typically the previous month). All your reports are now lim­
ited to that month. Start with the Balance statement. This statement shows 
your assets, liabilities, and net worth. The Balance statement is a snapshot of 
what you own, what you owe, and your net worth (equity). It's good to look at 
the percentages of your assets and liabilities. If you have too much tied up in 
one asset or liability, you may want to consider diversifying to other assets and 
liabilities. If your net worth (equity) is positive, you are probably in pretty good 
shape. Under Equity, you will see your retained earnings. If that number is posi­
tive, you had a good month because you took in more than you spent. 

For a more detailed view of your income, try the Income report. This report 
shows your income and expenses for the month for each account. Take a look 
at the percentages. Where did all your money go? Click on the Expenses title 
bar to see a graph of your expenses. Which were the biggest? Why? Zoom in on 
some of your big expense accounts by clicking on the graph legend for the ac­
counts. Look over the transactions before you close the windows. What can 
you do better next month? 

A good start is to establish a budget. Every income and expense account can 
have a budget associated with it. Edit each account to establish a budget. You 
can view your budget versus actual income and expenses using the Budget 
report. After a few months, you can use the History graphs to view trends in 
your spending and refine your budget. 



Setting the report/graph title 
Use the Options Report-Title command to change the title that appears at the top 
of all reports and graphs. 

The Balance (net worth) statement 
The Balance statement gives you a snapshot of your current value or net worth. It 
shows you all your Assets (great!), all your Liabilities (not so great!), and your 
Equity (net worth). The percentages are nice because they show you where your 
money is really tied up. Equity is interesting because it shows both your starting 
equity (the sum of all your starting balances) from the beginning of the account­
ing period and your retained income, a fancy word for how much money you've 
earned and kept in one form or another for the accounting period. 

The Income (cash flow) statement 
The Income statement shows you totals of all your income accounts and expense 
accounts for the current dates. Percentages show you where your money is com­
ing from and going to. You'll probably be surprised by some of the expense 
percentages. The bottom line on this statement is your net income, which repre­
sents all your income minus all your expenses. If this is a positive value, you are 
in good shape. If it's negative, you may be in trouble because you are spending 
more dollars than you are taking in. Take a hard look at your expenses (the Graph 
Expense command might help) and the Budget report (described next) to try to 
get spending under control. Decide what you can do without and stick to it. 

The Budget report 
The Budget report helps you compare your monthly budget against actual spend­
ing. It shows the difference between the budget you set for each income or 
expense account and the amount you actually spent. The difference is shown 
both in dollars and as a percent. By tightly monitoring this report, and modifying 
your budget to better reflect reality, you may be able to bring up that net-income 
figure from the Income report and live a little more financially secure. 

The Tax Summary report 
If you have been vigilant all year long and entered data for a whole year, this re­
port might help you fill out the old 1040 form. Basically, it just totals the income 
and expense accounts you marked as Taxable or Non-taxable and prints the to­
tals. This might help remind you of the 10 bucks you gave to charity or the $100 
you earned on that stock you forgot about. Money Smith will not do your taxes, 
however. It won't even attempt to estimate your taxes because tax laws change 
annually, and we're just not ready for that kind of litigation. Several commercial 
programs are out for this purpose, but a discount tax preparer probably costs no 
more than the software. You don't need to teach yourself how to use a taX: 
preparer either! 
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The Reconcile Account report 
The monthly checking statement comes in, and, as usual, it doesn't match your 
account balance. You bring up Money Smith and switch to the Reconcile Cur­
rent Account report. In a few minutes, you mark off the transactions that have 
cleared by pressing the little gray Xs on the corresponding transactions. As you 
clear your transactions, the report changes to reflect new balances automati­
cally. Why don't other financial programs give you interactive reports, you 
wonder? A quick press on the financial calculator icon lets you do a little math 
on the different balances, and in a few minutes your checkbook and statement 
are reconciled using Money Smith. 

The Category report 
Categories are better covered in "Defining Account Categories," later in this 
chapter. Basically, a category is a collection of accounts you want to group to­
gether. It may be an investment portfolio, consumer debt, your entertainment 
expense accounts, or just about anything. This report shows you the current 
balances of all the accounts in your categories and totals them for you. Percent­
ages let you see how much single accounts affect the category balance. This is a 
nice advanced-account feature. It is also very useful for tracking separate busi­
ness or property expenses, as described in the section on sample applications. 

The Current Account Register report 
This report simply shows all the transactions for a single account for the cur­
rent accounting period. The running balance is kept on the right and updated as 
you enter, edit, and delete transactions. This command is commonly invoked 
by a click on the small triangle to the left of the account you want to view. 

The Investment report 
Investments are better covered in "Understanding Investment Accounts," later 
in this chapter. Basically, an investment is a special account with separate in­
vestment transactions kept on it. Because investment information is kept 
separate from the account balances, you can track the value of a stock or mu­
tual fund easily, without messing up the nice, neat double-entry accounting 
system that Money Smith uses for regular balances. The investment report 
shows all your investment transactions as well as the current values and return 
on a single investment account. Like all Money Smith reports, it is interactive, 
letting you add, edit, and delete investment transactions from an account. 

Limitations 
You can only have a total of ten combined report and graph windows active on 
a single Money Smith file. This is not a problem for most users. 
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Step 7: Using Money Smith Graphs ___ _ 
Another great way to look at your finances is by using Money Smith graphs. 
Graphs often let you see things that are not so obvious in the numbers. Money 
Smith graphs are fully interactive, so you can see the data as it's updated and 
even perform functions from graph windows. 

Using graphs 
You create a graph window by using one of the commands under the Graph 
menu. Graph windows are documents of their own. One great thing about this 
is that they update automatically. If you add a transaction or change a balance, 
the graph changes as well. Another great thing is that they are interactive. You 
can switch graph types and zoom to other accounts at the press of a button. 
Two important commands to know are the File Close command and the Win­
dow 1, 2, 3 command because they let you exit the graph or just switch back to 
your Money Smith account window. You can also copy your graph to the Clip­
board and read it into any graphical program like Paintbrush. 

Setting the report/graph title 
Use the Options Report-Title command to change the title that appears at the 
top of all reports and graphs. 

The Assets, Liability, Equity, Income, and Expense graphs 
All these graphs display a pie graph of accounts of the given type: assets, liabil­
ity, equity (net worth), income, or expense. It's important to note that only 
accounts with positive balances are graphed. I don't have an easy method for 
graphing negative pie slices. These graphs have an interactive title bar that lets 
you switch to other types by pressing the corresponding button in the window. 
Similarly, you can zoom to a single account or category report by pressing on 
the corresponding graph legend. 

The One-Category graph 
The Category graph enables you to select a category from your list of catego­
ries and shows the category composition in a pie graph. This is great for seeing 
how an investment portfolio is diversified, for example. 

The All-Category graph 
The All-Category graph enables you to view the breakdown of all categories of a 
particular type. If you want to see how all the assets are distributed among the 
categories, just select this command. To see another type (like expenses), just 
click on the corresponding button on the window title bar.

The All-Category graph shows you a pie graph of a particular group of categories. 

The History One Account, History One Category, and 
History Assets Etc ... graphs 
These graphs provide a monthly history of the end-of-month balance for the 
currently selected account, category, or type totals. They are very useful for 
observing long-term patterns in an account, a category, or overall balances. 
Note that these graphs show all data since the very first transaction recorded 
and do not limit the display to the current accounting dates. It is interesting to 
note how seasonal many expenses are, after you have collected a year's worth 
of data. 

The Current Investment graph 
The Graph Current-Investment command enables you to see bar graphs of the 
price, value, or return history for a selected investment account. Just make sure 
that you first select the account you want to graph from Account view, or you 
get an error when you try to graph a noninvestment. The bar graphs show all 
your investment history and might help in deciding what to do with a stock or 
mutual fund. 

Note: Returns are calculated as total value over total investment and are not 
annualized or otherwise convoluted, so be careful when making decisions 
based on these values. 
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Limitations 
You can only have a total of ten combined report and graph windows active on 
a single Money Smith file. This is not a problem for most users, but you get an 
error when you open the eleventh window. 

Printing Basics 

What can I print? 
You can print any graph, report, or view on virtually any Windows-compatible 
printer. If you have the right printer and order the proper checks, as described 
shortly, you can also print checks using Money Smith. 

General printing tips 
Make sure that your printer is properly set up before using it. If you do not have 
the correct Windows driver installed for your printer, the printout does not 
work correctly. For graphs, reports, and views, the File Print command prints 
the currently active window. This command is also available from the toolbar 
as a printer icon. A Print dialog box shows the current document and page. You 
can click on the Cancel button in the Print dialog box to cancel a printout in 
progress or use the Windows Print Manager to manage the printing process. 

Printing windows 
Printing any Money Smith window is easy. Select the window you want to print 
and choose the File Print command or click on the printer icon on the toolbar. 
Your current window-view, report, or graph-is printed on the printer. 

Adjusting print options 
You can adjust printer options from the dialog box that comes up when you 
select the print command. The number of copies can be entered, a font se­
lected, and grid or title box lines added to enable easy viewing of your report or 
graph. Fonts default to a 10-point size, but some fixed-pitch printer fonts may be 
too large to print a complete report. Most printers also print slower when the 
Print Grid or Print Title boxes are selected. 
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Printing graphs 
You first need to create a graph using the Graph commands; you can activate a 
previously created graph by clicking on it with the mouse. You can use two 
methods to print a graph: One is to print by using the File Print command, 
which you access from either the menu or by clicking on the print icon on the 
toolbar, to produce a full-page graph. If you want a smaller graph, use the Edit 
Copy command to copy the graph to the Clipboard and then import it into Win­
dows Write, Paintbrush, or a similar application and print it from there. 

Ordering checks 
Before you can print any checks, you need to order some. Before you order 
checks, I recommend that you perform a little test to make sure that your 
printer supports check-size paper. Money Smith supports general-purpose, 
tractor-fed, business-size checks of 8 >2 inches by 3 >2 inches and prints them in 
landscape mode. If your Windows tractor-fed printer driver does not support 
the 8>2 by 3>2-inch paper size in landscape mode, odds are the checks won't 
work. Money Smith also supports standard laser-printed checks in the 
8 >2 by 11-inch cut-sheet form. You can check this by using the Printer Setup 
command: Press the Setup button in the dialog box and look at the list of paper 
sizes. You can also press the Print button from the Transaction dialog box, 
which forces you to set your printer paper size if it is not set correctly. I recom­
mend printing a few checks on plain paper before you order real checks. 

Warning: If you have a tractor-fed printer, make sure that you test your printer 
for the 8>2 by 3>2-inch paper size, using actual paper. Some printer drivers do 
not support 3 >2-inch forms. 

Check styles follow:

This organization has been cooperative and will usually send you a catalog and 
a few samples if you call. Money Smith works with most of the dual-purpose 
(one check and one blank page with check number for records) tractor checks 
with a little vertical adjustment. Deluxe Business and Computer Forms is not 
the only organization that prints checks; it just happens to be the one I got my 



samples from. Many other reputable companies make checks that work. Just 
use discretion and common sense before sinking a bundle into custom-printed 
checks. 

Printing tractor-fed checks 
You print checks directly from your transactions. First, make sure that your 
printer is set up with the checks in it and that the form size is set to 8 Y.! inches 
wide by 3 Y.! inches high, in landscape mode. Next, bring up the Transaction 
dialog box to enter or edit a check and click on the Print button in the dialog 
box. 

If your paper size is wrong, change it by using the File Printer-Setup command. 
Otherwise, your check is printed twice - once on the check and once on the 
receipt page. The transaction Description field is printed on the Pay to the Order 
of line. The To Ac~ount Address, if any, is printed below that, and the Transac­
tion Date and Amount are printed in the appropriate columns. You may need to 
adjust your printer alignment to match the checks exactly. 

If you switch back to normal printer paper after printing checks, be sure to 
adjust your printer page size accordingly. 

Printing laser checks 
Laser checks are printed with the same procedure as tractor-fed checks. Select 
the Print button from the Transaction dialog box. For laser printers, you do not 
need to worry about adjusting the page size. Simply put the preprinted checks 
into your paper bin. Consult your printer manual to determine whether the 
checks should go face up or face down in the bin. 

Setting Up Recurring Transactions 

What's a recurring transaction? 
Another great feature of Money Smith is its capacity to automate transactions 
so that you don't go crazy every month entering transactions. These are called 
recurring transactions. A recurring transaction is a transaction that happens 
with some regular frequency. A check box lets you either totally automate the 
transaction (so that you don't even know it was added) or have Money Smith 
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bring the transaction up when you open the file so that you can edit it or cancel 
it. Don't use recurring transactions for investments. "Understanding Investment 
Accounts," later in this chapter, describes an investment reminder service that 
is better for this purpose. 

Creating recurring transactions the easy way 
The easy way to create a recurring transaction is to bring up an existing trans­
action for editing by using the Edit Edit command from the Transaction or 
Register view. Then click on the Recurring button in the Transaction dialog box 
to bring up the Recurring Transactions dialog box. 

Filling out the Recurring Transactions dialog box 
Fill out the dialog box as you normally would. The date field is the starting date 
of the transaction, which should be sometime in the future. Check or uncheck 
the confirm check box, depending on whether you want to confirm this transac­
tion or have it be fully automatic. Generally, if a transaction is for the same 
amount each month and you're not interested in putting a check number in, 
make it fully automatic. Otherwise, make sure that you check the confirm box. 
Check the frequency as appropriate. Click on Save to save or click on Cancel to 
cancel this addition.

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Use the Recurring Transactions dialog box to set up a transaction that occurs with some 
regularity. 



Specifying recurring transaction dates 
When you enter your recurring transactions, you generally want them to start 
at some future date. Entering a date in the past can be done but generates a 
dialog box asking whether you want the transaction run now. If you run it now, 
each transaction necessary to bring the recurring transaction up to today's 
date is also run at this time. If you don't run it now, the transactions are de­
ferred until the next time you open the file. 

Editing recurring transactions 
The Tools Recurring-Transactions command and the icon with the dollar sign 
over the date on the toolbar both bring up a list of recurring transactions. You 
can add to, edit, or delete from the list. The basic procedure is to select the 
transaction you want to work with from the list box and then press the Add, 
Edit, or Delete button to bring up the transaction editor or a delete confirma­
tion dialog box. The Run button forces an out-of-cycle transaction to be created 
but does nothing to the regular schedule of recurring transactions. The Quit 
button leaves the recurring transaction editor. 

Running recurring transactions 
Ordinarily, you don't do anything to run recurring transactions. It automatically 
happens when you open the file. Just make sure that your system clock is cor­
rectly set before you run Money Smith.You can force an out-of-cycle recurring 
transaction by pressing the Run button from the Recurring Transactions dialog 
box, as described in the preceding paragraph. The Run button enables you to 
run a transaction with no recurring date or just run a transaction outside its 
normal cycle. 

Running memorized transactions 
If you want a recurring transaction to run at a random period, you can set it up 
as a recurring transaction and specify None for the transaction frequency. This 
action creates a recurring transaction that never runs, unless you manually 
select the Run command from the Tools Recurring-Transactions dialog box. 
When you receive the bill or notice corresponding to this transaction, just go to 
the Tools Recurring-Transactions command and select the Run button for this 
transaction. 
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Mixing transaction periods: nonstandard frequencies 
How do you automatically handle nonstandard transactions? For example, 
suppose that you make a payment twice a month on the 5th and 23rd. Treating 
this as a twice-a-month payment does not work. The solution is simply to enter 
two recurring transactions - one that runs monthly on the 5th and one that 
runs monthly on the 23rd. By combining sets of standard transactions, you can 
form virtually any nonstandard transaction frequency. 

Limitations 
Money Smith has a limitation of 40 recurring transactions active on one Money 
Smith file. This is not a problem for most home users. 

Defining Account Categories 

What's an account category? 
An account category is nothing more than a group of accounts you want to 
occasionally see together. Examples include investment portfolios, your IRA 
accounts, and expense groupings like living expenses, entertainment expenses, 
and the like. The Report Category command and Graph Category command let 
you analyze these categories after you set them up. 

Creating categories the easy way (on the fly) 
The easy way to create categories is to assign them as you build or edit your 
accounts. From Account view, select an account you want in the category and 
edit it by double-clicking on it with the mouse or by pressing the Enter key. This 
action brings up the Account dialog box, which has a field called Category. The 
Category field, by default, has a value of (None). Use the Tab key or mouse to 
move the cursor to this field and type the name of your new category. Press the 
Enter key or click on the Save button to save the transaction, and Money Smith 
asks whether you want to add this new category. Press Yes. Now edit the other 
accounts you want in the category; for these subsequent accounts, you can use 
the drop-down list of categories to select the newly added category instead of 
typing it. 



Editing categories 
You can add, edit, and delete categories using the Tools Category command. 
The basic process is to select the category you want to act on and then click 
the Add, Edit, or Delete button. It is important to note that you will get an error 
if you delete a category with accounts defined in it. 

Viewing category data 
You can look at your categories with the Report Category command. This 
command shows accounts in each category, sorted by type, with sums and 
percentages computed. This is great for tracking separate properties or busi­
ness units. Categories can also be graphed. You can view either the history or 
composition of various categories with commands under the Graph menu. 

Looking at sample appli~tions 
Categories have many uses. They are useful for abstracting accounts to get a 
broad view of things. If you look at the categories set up in the sample accounts 
HOME.ACT and RENTER.ACT, you will see samples of this use. Broad categories 
like Living Expenses let you better see how the money is coming and going, for 
example. 

Businesses, too, can take advantage of categories. The sample file BUSINESS.ACT 
shows how you can use categories to ge.nerate sums that correspond closely to 
summary balance and income statements. 

You might also use a category to separately track small business or property 
expenses within your personal accounts. For example, if you own a property 
that you rent, you might want to assign all the accounts associated with that 
property to one category. Then, by simply using the Category report, you can 
get a quick summary of assets, income, and expenses associated with that 
property. If you have several properties, you can establish a separate category 
for each. 

Limitations 
Currently, an account can be assigned to only one category at a time. You can 
only have 30 categories defined for one Money Smith file. 
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Understanding Investment Accounts 

What's an investment account? 
An investment account is a normal Money Smith account with an added invest­
ment history. The investment history keeps track of the price, value, and 
money invested in a security like a stock or mutual fund. The reason for keeping 
it separate from regular account balances and transactions is to maintain the 
sanity of the standard double-entry accounting system used by Money Smith. 
Automatic transaction features help you to keep your investment balance and 
account balance in sync. The advantage of an investment account is that it 
helps you track the value of your investments without destroying the simplicity 
of a standard cost-accounting system. 

Establishing an investment account 
Some small investment examples are included in the sample account files that 
come with Money Smith. To add your own investment account, create an ac­
count as you normally would; then edit it by double-clicking on the account or 
pressing the Enter key in Account view. From the Account Editor dialog box, 
click on the Investment button to bring up the Investment Editor dialog box. 
Click on the Add button to add a new investment transaction. 

Looking at investment records 
The easiest way to look at your investment records is to use the Currentlnvest­
ment report: select the command from the Report menu or press the invest­
ment icon (the small rainbow) next to the investment account you want to look 
at. The Investment report is fully interactive; you can easily edit investment 
records or jump to graphs by clicking on fields on the report. 

Filling in an investment history record 
To create an investment record from the Investment report, press the Add icon 
(the large"+") on the toolbar. Enter a description, dollar amount invested, and 
price for the security. The number of shares are computed from the dollar 
amount and price. When you save your record, a corresponding regular trans­
action is displayed with the same information to update the underlying account 
with the new investment. Fill this in and save it if you want. This double-entry 
system maintains the balance of the underlying account without having its 
value fluctuate with the price of the security. This feature is enabled and dis­
abled with the Auto Tx button in the Investment Editor dialog box. 



Editing history records 
To change a history record, select the record in the Investment report and 
press the Edit icon (the magnifying glass). Change fields as you want; click on 
the OK button to make them permanent or the Cancel button to cancel the 
changes. 

Deleting investment history records 
To delete an investment history record, select the record from the Investment 
report and then press the Cut icon (the scissors) on the toolbar. Unlike with 
transactions and accounts, you cannot paste investment records after they 
have been cut. 

Viewing history records 
To view past performance, all you need to do is select the Rainbow investment 
icon next to the investment account in any Account view or report. This action 
brings up the investment report with all the investment, price, value, and per­
formance information listed in an interactive format. Alternatively, you can use 
the Tools Investment command to bring up the Investment Editor dialog box, 
which has similar information in a slightly different format. You can also see 
these records graphically by using the Graph Current-Investment command. 

Removing investments from an account 
You can remove the investment history from an account by pressing the Re­
move button in the Investment Editor dialog box for a given account. You 
generally do this by first editing the account. Click on the Investment button 
from the Account Editor dialog box and then click on the Remove button from 
within the Investment Editor dialog box. This action wipes out all investment 
records associated with this account completely, so be careful. 

Using another way to edit investments 
You can also access the Investment Editor dialog box by using the Tools Invest­
ment command. This command lists all accounts defined as investment 
accounts and enables you to select and edit them. 
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Using the investment reminder service 
The investment reminder service is analogous to recurring transactions for in­
vestment accounts. The main difference is that the investment history record 
editor is always displayed for confirmation because it is assumed that you al­
ways need to enter a new security price. To set up the investment reminder, 
click on the Reminder button on the Investment Editor dialog box. Fill in the 
starting date, history record amount and description; and the frequency for the 
reminder. The From account indicates which account to transfer money from 
for regular transactions generated, if the Auto Tx check box is enabled. Click on 
OK to enable the reminder or click on Cancel to cancel the reminder. Remind­
ers come up automatically when you open the file on or after the assigned date. 

Limitations 
Money Smith keeps the last 20 investment history records and automatically 
rolls over into a starting investment balance for the investment. 

Performing End-of-Year Processing ____ _ 

Why roll out transactions? 
You could go on indefinitely writing transactions against the same set of 
accounts, but I recommend that you roll out your accounts at least once (some­
times more times) a year. Why? For one thing, Money Smith has to walk 
through all the transactions to get a good balance when you load the accounts 
or change the dates. After awhile, this process gets time-consuming. Another 
reason is that Money Smith quickly becomes a memory pig when you have files 
with thousands of transactions. It's also good to make a fresh start each year 
because that's what the IRS wants from you. 

What really happens? 
After making a backup copy of your transactions, Money Smith rolls the dollar 
amounts from all your transactions before the cutoff date into the respective 
account balances and then deletes those transactions. The result is that you 
have the same asset, liability, and equity account balances but no more trans­
actions. You start the year fresh. 
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Running the end-of-year process 
Select the Options End-of-Year command from the menu. If you want a closeout, 
or ending, date other than the one shown, click on Yes and enter another close­
out date. Click on Yes if you want your investment history records rolled out 
with the regular transactions. Otherwise, your investment histories of any in­
vestment accounts will remain intact. If you want a backup copy (and I highly 
recommend this), click on Yes and enter a new name like HOME92 to save a 
backup of this file. If you choose to back up, you are also prompted about re­
moving recurring transactions from the backup. I also highly recommend that 
you remove recurring transactions from the backup. Otherwise, you will be hit 
with a flurry of recurring transactions when you later want to access your 
backup file. Finally, you get one more chance to bail out: If you click on Yes 
(indicating that you don't want to bail out), the work is done and everything 
before the closeout date is rolled out. 

Looking at Examples Using Money Smith 
In response to a number of you who wanted to use Money Smith in new ways, 
we wrote this section on real-world examples of using Money Smith. Using this 
section, you can tailor Money Smith's features to your particular application, be 
it home or business. 

Sample files 
As described in "Step 2: Using Money Smith Files," earlier in this chapter, sev­
eral sample files or "accounting templates" are included with Money Smith to 
make setting up accounts as painless as possible. To use one of these sample 
files, just open the file using the File Open command and edit the accounts to 
reflect your own starting balances and budgets. I strongly recommend that you 
use the File Save-As command to save your file as a name other than the name 
of the sample file so that your file is not overwritten if you ever need to reload 
Money Smith. 

Homeowners and renters 
Files called HOME.ACT and RENTER.ACT are included for the homeowner and 
renter. These files have typical home accounts set up with names like Checking, 
Paycheck, and Gas & Electric. To better reflect your own financial position, you 
will need to edit, add to, and delete some of the sample accounts. Follow the 



___________________ Money Smith 

instructions in "Step 4: Setting Up Your Accounts," earlier in this chapter, to 
alter the list of accounts. It is important that you set up your asset and liability 
accounts to reflect the starting balances of your actual assets and liabilities for 
the month you begin using Money Smith. 

For example, suppose that you don't have a boat. Just select the Boat account 
and then click on the Cut command (the scissors icon) to delete the Boat ac­
count. If your mortgage is not the amount shown, just change the starting 
balance for the loan and the property to get what you want. If you have addi­
tional accounts you want to track, like your country-club expenses, just add a 
new expense account called Country Club. It will probably take a few iterations 
to get everything as you want it, but that's OK. Remember that you can always 
add new accounts on the fly, so there is no need to pull out all your hair right 
now. 

Real property: to add or not to add? 
One item most people neglect is the value of their real property (furniture, cars, 
boats, computers, and so on). The choice to include them or not include them 
is yours. If you want a genuine idea of your overall net worth, you probably 
want to estimate the value of your furniture and other major items and put it in. 
You enter such items as Asset accounts. I personally only keep track of assets I 
might sell at some future point, like cars and boats. One gentlemen who wrote 
us actually keeps track of the value of every item he owns, right down to the 
last T-shirt, pencil, and pen. Like tracking expenses, it is an individual choice as 
to how much detail you want. More-detailed accounts require more work; less­
detailed accounts mean less work but, inevitably, less information available for 
making real decisions: 

Tracking a small business 
Money Smith is perfectly suited to a small business because it is a true double­
entry accounting system. We track our entire business on Money Smith, using 
accounts very similar to those distributed in the sample file BUSINESS.ACT. In 
BUSINESS.ACT, accounts and categories are set up for a small shareware busi­
ness. The mission is to use computers to produce software, so that explains 
why the accounts have names like Computer Assets and Disk Expenses. If you 
print out the account listing from BUSINESS.ACT and put it in terms of your own 
business, you should have little trouble. A small-business or accounting book 
would also help. 



Using BUSINESS.ACT for your business 
Converting the sample file over to your own business is not as hard as it might 
seem. Just walk through the major account groupings and edit them as you 
please. We'll walk through a quick example here using a home sewing business. 
This business uses cloth and patterns to create clothing that it sells. 

First, what are your assets? Clearly, you will need many of the accounts already 
there. You might use Accounts Receivable to keep track of items you have de­
livered but not yet been paid for. You might need the Checking and Petty Cash 
accounts to keep track of money. You may want separate Inventory accounts to 
keep track of patterns and cloth you have in stock and have not used. Your 
capital (production) assets for this business are probably not Computer Assets, 
so you can change that account to be Sewing Machine for this example. 

Second, what are your liabilities? Here, include any business loans, business 
credit-card accounts, or Accounts Payable to include things you may have 
ordered but not yet paid for. 

Third, what is your income? You can broadly establish one sales account, as we 
did in BUSINESS.ACT, or establish separate accounts for different major customer 
categories instead. For example, you might want to separate cash sales from 
those made with credit cards, to more easily balance your credit-card and cash 
accounts at the end of the month. 

Fourth, what kind of equity do you have in your business? If you are not incor­
porated, you probably don't have common stock. A proprietorship might enter 
the initial investment in the business in place of the Common Stock account. A 
partnership could enter each partner's initial investment as a separate account. 

Finally, what are your major expenses? It is important that you distinguish the 
cost of goods sold from other overhead expenses because the IRS typically 
wants to know how much you sold and how much the goods you sold cost you. 
For the sewing business, we might have cloth and patterns as cost-of-goods­
sold expenses, and pins, needles, and other small items might go in a general 
supplies account. Depreciation expenses on the sewing machine replace the 
computer depreciation account. Other expenses, like marketing, might replace 
the printing and mailing expense accounts. 

When you have a good set of accounts established, accounting is simply a mat­
ter of tracking where every single penny is coming from and going to. You must 
use discipline and keep up with your business to get any meaningful results. 
Save every receipt after you enter it for tax purposes. After a few months, you 
will find that the monthly income, balance, and history reports are invaluable 
for running your business. 
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Tracking real estate 
A common application of Money Smith is in managing real estate. My example 
assumes that you are a landlord tracking multiple rental properties. You can 
use the same principles to track a single property from your home or business 
account. 

The secret to tracking multiple properties is to use the category feature of 
Money Smith. Simply define a category name (see the section on categories) for 
each property you want to track. Then define Asset, Liability, Income, Equity, 
and Expense accounts for each property and assign those accounts to the cor­
responding category. If you want to see all the income and expense data 
associated with one particular property, just use the Report Category-Summary 
command. The summary shows each property and the totals of all the accounts 
assigned to each, sorted by type. The various category graphs enable you to 
graphically see which properties account for the bulk of income and expenses, 
as well as to zoom in on individual properties to see various accounts. 

This same technique can be used for tracking multiple business units or for 
separating business information from within your home account. 

Using the Money Smith Financial Calculator _ 
You can use the Money Smith calculator just like a regular calculator. It per­
forms the basic functions shown shortly, using either Infix or Postfix notation. 
The algebraic expression is shown on the top left, and the intermediate result is 
shown to the right. The number of digits shown correspond to the current cur­
rency settings. (Set currencies from the Windows Control Panel, International 
area.) 

To start a calculation, just clear the calculator by using the C button and then 
type an expression as you would on most any calculator. The Backspace key 
lets you back up if you make a mistake.

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You can use the Money Smith calculator just like a regular 
calculator, with either Infix or Postfix notation. 

Using financial functions 
To perform a financial function, just press the button corresponding to the 
desired function. (PV is present value, for example.) Type the required informa­
tion, and the result is displayed at the bottom of the dialog box. Click on the OK 
button to save the result to the calculator or click on the Cancel button to dis­
card the result and return to the calculator. 

Performing compound financial calculations 
You can use financial calculations in series to perform more complicated func­
tions. For example, suppose that you want to compute the value of the $10,000 
you have in an IRA if you continue to add $2,000 a year to it for ten years. First, 
click on the FV button to calculate what your initial $10,000 will be worth in ten 
years. When you have filled out that dialog box, click on the OK button. Click on 
the "+" button on the calculator to indicate that you want to add something to 
the current value. Next, click on the FV A button to calculate the value of your 
additional $2,000-per-year deposit for ten years. When this dialog box is filled 
out, click on the OK button. You will see the FV and FVA values added together. 
Click on the"=" button to finish off the calculation. You can chain any of the 
financial functions together in this way to get more complicated results. Just 
remember to click on an operator like "+" between major financial functions so 
that your results are add~d together rather than overwritten.

Using the smart-number entry fields 
A smart-number entry field is a numeric field that you can enter expressions into 
as well as numbers. All the financial function dialog boxes use Money Smith's 
original smart-number entry fields to make life easier on you. This means that 
you don't have to go back to the calculator to perform simple calculations. Just 
type your calculation directly into the field. · 

Five operators are supported: plus ( + ), minus (-), divide (! ), multiply (*), and 
exponent("). Parentheses are supported for Infix notation. Both Postfix and 
Infix expressions are accepted, depending on the current algebra setting. 

Following is the basic procedure for using smart-number fields: 

1. Select any numeric field in the dialog box. 

2. Type an algebraic expression. When you press the Tab key to go to the next 
field, the result is displayed. 

Here are some sample uses (assuming Infix algebra): 

+To calculate a monthly interest rate for a 10 percent annual rate: 10/12 

+ To calculate the number of years to IRA eligibility assuming that you are 35 
years old: 59.5 - 35 

+ To perform simple math: 254.32 - 73.44 



Using the Infix Algebra command 
This command sets the calculator mode to Infix algebra. This.is the "normal" 
form of algebra most people are familiar with. Infix algebra is generally of the 
form number, operator, number. 

Expressions are evaluated with the exponent operator having the highest pre­
cedence, the divide and multiply operators the next highest precedence, and 
the plus and minus operators the lowest precedence. 

Following is the basic procedure for using Infix algebra: 

1. Choose the Options Infix-Algebra command from the menu. 

2. Clear the calculator and type an algebraic expression.

Using the Postfix Algebra command 
This command sets the calculator mode to Postfix algebra. This is the Reverse 
Polish notation used by scientists and engineers, and popularized by the 
Hewlett-Packard line of calculators. Numbers are placed on a numeric stack, 
with most operators working on the top number or the top two numbers on the 
stack. Note that the Enter key pushes numeric values on the stack, and the 
equal ( =) key forces evaluation of the current expression. Note also that all 
smart-number entry fields work in Postfix mode, when Postfix is chosen. 

Following is the basic procedure for using Postfix algebra: 

1. Choose the. Options Postfix-Algebra command from the menu. 

2. Clear the calculator and type in a Postfix expression.

Using the Present Value (PV) function 
The PV function performs simple present value calculations, based on a future 
value and a fixed interest rate. 

Here is the procedure: 

1. Choose the PV button or select the Present Value function from the menu. 

2. Enter the future value, interest rate per period, and number of periods. The 
display is automatically updated with the calculated present value. 

3. Click on OK to have the result entered in the calculator; click on Cancel to 
discard the result. 

Here are some examples of Present Value: 

Q: How much money do I need to invest at an annual rate of 10 percent to 
get $10,000 in 15 years? 

A: Enter Future Value=l0,000, Interest= IO, and Num of Periods=15 to get a 
result of $2,393.92. 

Q: How much do I need to invest now at an annual rate of 8 percent to get 
$100,000 in 10 years, if interest is compounded monthly? (Use the smart­
number feature based on 12 months.) 

A: Enter FV=lOOOOO, Interest=8/12, and Num of Periods=12*10 to get a result of 
$52,841.35. 

Using the Present Value of an Annuity (PVA> function 
The PV A function performs simple present value calculations based on a fixed 
periodic investment. 



You can either click on the function buttons or select functions 
from the menu bar to invoke common financial functions. 

Here is the procedure: 

1. Choose the PV A button or select the Present Value of an Annuity function 
from the menu. 

2. Enter the payment amount, interest rate per period, and number of periods. 
The display is automatically updated with the calculated present value of 
the annuity. 

3. Click on OK to have the result entered in the calculator; click on Cancel to 
discard the result. 

Here are some examples of Present Value of an Annuity: 

Q: What's the present value of an annuity of $5,000 per year for ten years, 
assuming a 7 percent interest rate? 

A: Enter Payment=5000, Interest= 7, and Num of Periods=lO to get a result of 
$35,117.91. 

Q: A retailer is selling a video camera financed at a price of $30 per month 
for 48 months at 10 percent interest (compounded monthly). How much 
am I paying for the camera, including financing, in today's dollars? 

A: Enter Payment=30, Interest=l0/12, and Num of Periods=48 to get a result of 
$1,182.84.

After you select a financial function, a dialog box appears and asks you 
for the information that the function requires. 

Using the Present Value of a Perpetuity {PVP) function 
The PVP function performs a simple present value calculation of the value of a 
perpetual payment. Examples of perpetuities are fixed-income preferred stock 
and lifetime fixed payments like pensions or lifetime annuities. (Note: A true 
perpetuity pays forever, but pensions and the like can often be thought of as 
perpetuities because you are not particularly concerned with the value of the 
pension after your death.) 

Here is the procedure: 

1. Choose the PVP button or choose the Present Value of a Perpetuity function 
from the menu. 

2. Enter the payment amount and the effective interest rate per payment 
period. The display is automatically updated with the calculated present 
value of the perpetuity. 

3. Click on OK to have the result entered in the calculator; click on Cancel to 
discard the result. 

Here are some examples of Present Value of a Perpetuity: 

Q: What's the present value of a perpetuity that pays $1,000 per year indefi­
nitely, if you discount inflation at 7 percent per year? 

A: Enter Payment= 1000 and Interest= 7 to get a result of $14,285. 71. 

Q: What's the value of my $3,000-per-month fixed lifetime pension, if I 
expect a 5 percent inflation rate per year? 

A: Enter Payment=3000 and Interest=5/12 to get a result of $720,000. 



Using the Present Loan Payment {PMTI .function 
The PMT function calculates the payment for a loan, given the present value, 
interest rate, and number of periods. It can be used for calculating your loan 
payment for your car, house, and so on. 

Here is the procedure: 

1. Choose the PMT ·button or select the Present Loan Payment function from 
the menu. 

2. Enter the loan amount (in present dollars), effective interest rate per pay­
ment period, and number of periods. The display is automatically updated 
with the calculated payment per period for the loan. 

3. Click on OK to have the result entered in the calculator; click on Cancel to 
discard the result. 

Here are some examples of Present Loan Payment: 

Q: What's the monthly loan payment on a car that has a total cost of $14,000, 
assuming 8 percent annual interest and a 48-month loan? 

A: Enter Loan Amount=14000, Interest=8/12, and Num of Periods=48 to get a 
result of $341. 78. 

Q: What's the yearly payment on a house costing $100,000 at an interest rate 
of 10 percent financed for 30 years? 

A: Enter Loan Amount=lOOOOO, Interest= IO, and Num of Periods=30 to get a 
result of $10,607.92. 

Using the Future Value {FV) function 
The FV function performs simple future value calculations based on a present 
value and fixed interest rate. 

Here is the procedure: 

1. Choose the FV button or select the Future Value function from the menu. 

2. Enter the present value, interest rate per period, and number of periods. 
The display is automatically updated with the calculated future value. 

3. Click on OK to have the result entered in the calculator; click on Cancel to 
discard the result. 

Here are some examples of Future Value: 

Q: If I invest $10,000 now at a fixed interest rate of 10 percent, how much 
will I have in 15 years? 
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A: Enter Present Value=l0,000, Interest= IO, and Num of Periods=l5 to get a 
result of $41,772.48. 

Q: If I put $1,000 in a savings account paying 5 percent compounded quar­
terly, how much will it be worth in five years? (Use the smart-number 
feature based on four quarters/year.) 

A: Enter Present Value=lOOO, Interest=5/4, and Num of Periods=4*5 to get a 
result of $1,282.84. 

Using the Future Value of an Annuity (fVA) function 
The FV A function performs a simple future-value calculation, based on a fixed 
payment and fixed interest rate. It can be used for calculating the future value of 
fixed periodic investments. 

Here is the procedure: 

1. Choose the FV A button or select the Future Value of Annuity function from 
the menu. 

2. Enter the payment value, interest rate per period, and number of periods. 
The display is automatically updated with the calculated future value of the 
annuity. 

3. Click on OK to have the result entered in the calculator; click on Cancel to 
discard the result. 

Here are some examples of Future Value of Annuity: 

Q: If I invest $2,000 per year in an IRA at a fixed interest rate of 10 percent, 
how much will I have in 15 years? 

A: Enter Payment=2000, Interest= 10, and Num of Periods= 15 to get a result of 
$63,544.96. 

Q: If I invest $100 per month in an investment paying 7 percent (com­
pounded monthly), how much will I have in eight years? 

A: Enter Present Value=lOO, Interest=7/12, and Num of Periods=8*12 to get a 
result of $12,819.88. 

Using the Investment Required for a Future Value UNY> 
function 

The INV function calculates the fixed payment needed to reach a certain invest­
ment goal in a fixed number of years, at a fixed interest rate. 



Here is the procedure: 

I. Choose the INV button or select the Future Investment for a Future Value 
function from the menu. 

2. Enter the Future Value, interest rate per period, and number of periods. The 
display is automatically updated with the calculated investment required. 

3. Click on OK to have the result entered in the calculator; click on Cancel to 
discard the result. 

Here are some examples of Investment Required for Future Value: 

Q: I want to be a millionaire in 30 years; how much do I need to invest 
yearly at a fixed interest rate of 10 percent to get my first million? 

A: Enter Future Value=IOOOOOO, Interest= IO, and Num of Periods=30 to give the 
rather modest result of $6,079.35 per year! Start saving! 

Q: I want to save for my child's college education. I estimate the total cost of 
her college 15 years from now to be $400,000 in future dollars. How 
much do I need to invest each month at a rate of 9 percent (compounded 
monthly) to send her to school? 

A: Enter Future Value=400000, Interest=9/12, and Num of Periods=15*12 to get 
a result of $1,057.07. 

Using the Effective Annual Interest {EffD function 
The Effl function calculates an effective interest rate based on a fixed interest 
rate and the number of periods the interest is compounded over yearly. For 
example, a IO percent fixed interest rate compounded monthly gives an effec­
tive annual rate of 10.4 7 percent. 

Here is the procedure: 

I. Choose the Effl button or select the Other Effective Annual Interest function 
from the menu. 

2. Enter the interest rate per year and number of periods the interest rate is 
compounded over per year. The display is automatically updated with the 
calculated effective annual rate of interest. 

3. Click on OK to have the result entered in the calculator; click on Cancel to 
discard the result. 

Here are some examples of Effective Annual Interest: 

Q: My bank offers 5 percent on savings, with dividends compounded quar­
terly. What's the effective annual rate? 
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A: Enter 5 percent annual interest with 4 periods per year to get an annual rate 
of 5.09 percent. 

Q: A money-market fund offers 7.2 percent compounded daily. What's the 
annual rate assuming that the fund bolds a 7 .2 percent yield for the year? 

A: Enter Interest=7.2 and 365 periods per year to get an effective rate of 7.46 
percent. 

Using the Internal Rate of Return (IRR) function 
The IRR function calculates the effective rate of interest for an investment given 
a present value, future value, and number of periods. Note that for sales of held 
items, the Present Value may be the purchase price of the investment and the 
Future Value may be the sales price of the investment. 

Here is the procedure: 

1. Choose the IRR button or select the Other Internal Rate of Return function 
from the menu. 

2. Enter the Future Value, Present Value, and number of periods in the dialog 
box. The display is automatically updated with the calculated effective rate 
of interest per period. 

3. Click on OK to have the result entered in the calculator; click on Cancel to 
discard the result. 

Here are some examples of Internal Rate of Return: 

Q: A zero-coupon bond sells for $800, with a face value of $1,000, maturing 
in four years. What's the rate of return for the bond? 

A: Enter Present Value=$800, Future Value=$1000, and 4 periods to get a re­
turned rate of 5. 7 4 percent. 

Q: I sold my house that I held for ten years. My purchase price was $50,000, 
and the sales price was $100,000. What return did I get on my real-estate 
investment? 

A: Enter Present Value=$50,000, Future Value=$100,000, and Num of Peri­
ods= IO to get an effective rate of 7.18 percent. 



Using the Internal Rate of Return for an Annuity (IRRA> 
function 

The IRRA function calculates the effective rate of interest for a regular invest­
ment given a payment, future value, and number of periods. 

Here is the procedure: 

1. Choose the IRRA button or select the Other Internal Rate of Return for 
Annuity function from the menu. 

2. Enter the Payment, Future Value, and number of periods in the dialog box. 
The display is automatically updated with the calculated effective rate of 
interest per period. 

3. Click on OK to have the result entered in the calculator; click on Cancel to 
discard the result. 

Here are some examples of Internal Rate of Return for Annuity: 

Q: I have invested $I 00 per month over five years in a fund now worth 
$8,000. What's my effective annual return? 

A: Enter Payment=100*12, Future Value=$8000, and 5 periods to get a returned 
rate of 14.43 percent. 

Q: I put $2,000 per year in my IRA accounts for the last ten years. They now 
have a total value of $40,000. What's my overall annual rate of return? 

A: Enter Payment=2000, Future Value=40000, and Num of Periods= IO to get an 
effective rate of 14. 7 4 percent. · 

Using the ACRS Depreciation (ACRS) function 
The ACRS function calculates the depreciation for a given year based on the 
1986 version of the ACRS depreciation tables. You enter the purchase price, 
select the class of property, and enter the year. 

1986 act classes are listed in this section. Note that regulations change yearly; 
please consult a tax publication before using! 

Note that 27.5 and 31.5 Year property is not supported by this tool because it is 
depreciated on a straight-line basis, prorated from the month placed in service.

Here is the procedure: 

1. Choose the ACRS button or select the Other ACRS Depreciation function 
from the menu. 

2. Enter the purchase price of the property, choose the correct property class, 
and enter the year you want depreciation calculated for. 

3. Click on OK to have the result entered in the calculator; click on Cancel to 
discard the result. 

Here are some examples of ACRS Depreciation: 

Q: I bought a new computer for $3,000 for my business. What's my first year 
ACRS depreciation? 

A: Enter Price=3000, Class=5-Year, and Year=l to get a depreciation of $600. 

Q: I purchased a truck for my business use for $20,000. I am in the third 
year of writing it off. What's my depreciation for the third year? 

A: Enter Price=20000, Class=5-Y ear, and Year=3 to get a depreciation of $3,800.

Definition of shareware 
Shareware distribution gives users a chance to try software before buying it. If 
you try a shareware program and continue using it, you are expected to regis­
ter. Individual programs differ on details: Some request registration and others 
require it; some specify a maximum trial period. With registration, you get the 
simple right to continue using the software and an updated program. 

Copyright laws apply to both shareware and retail software, and the copyright 
holder retains all rights, with a few specific exceptions as stated shortly. 
Shareware authors are accomplished programmers, just like retail authors, and 
the programs are of comparable quality. (In both cases, there are good pro­
grams and bad ones!) The main difference is in the method of distribution. The 
author specifically grants the right to copy and distribute the software, either to 
all and sundry or to a specific group. For example, some authors require written 
permission before a commercial disk vendor may copy their shareware. 

Shareware is a distribution method, not a type of software. You should find 
software that suits your needs and pocketbook, whether it's retail or share­
ware. The shareware system makes fitting your needs easier because you can 
try before you buy. And because the overhead is low, prices are low also. 
Shareware has the ultimate money-back guarantee: If you don't use the product, 
you don't pay for it.

Placing any individual name in this box causes the 
names of the individual's immediate family to appear in the other boxes of the 
tree. 

An individual name can be placed in the Family Tree's center box in one of two 
ways. The first way is by dragging and dropping the name from the Individual 
List. To drag and drop, you click on a name to highlight it and, while holding the 
mouse button, move the mouse pointer over the center box. When you release 
the mouse button, the selected name appears in the center box, and the rest of 
the tree is automatically filled in. The second method is to highlight an indi­
vidual name in the Individual List, pull down the Relations menu, and select 
Individual. The selected name appears in the center box, and the rest of the tree 
is filled in. 

You can also use the Immediate Family Tree to create a family tree: First make a 
selection from the Individual List and place that selection in the center box.

Create a new individual record. 

From the Immediate Family Tree, you can create new individual records 
to add to specific locations on that tree. 

Smith, and his father is Jack Smith; if you drag and drop Jack Smith from the 
Father box to the center box, the family tree instantly reorganizes to show Jack 
Smith's immediate family. In the process, John Smith moves from the center box 
to the Children box, which indicates that John Smith is a child of Jack Smith; the 
name that appears in the Father box is John Smith's Grandfather. 

The second special feature of the family tree is the capacity for you to edit the 
information about an individual. You can do this editing by highlighting a name 
in the Individual List and clicking on the Edit pushbutton below the list, or by 
double-clicking on a name in the list or in the Family Tree. The Individual Work 
Sheet appears that contains all the information previously stored in the data­
base.

Graphics files in Windows can become very large and hard to manage. And no two 
programs use the same graphics file format (or so it seems). PixFolio aims to solve 
these problems in several ways. 

PixFolio makes catalogs of your graphics; you can search through the catalogs to 
find just the graphic you want. You can search on typed descriptions, or you can 
search for special criteria - graphics with 16 colors or fewer, files saved after a 
particular date, and many other options. 

To help you save disk space, PixFolio can maintain the location of your graphics 
across several different disks. You can store infrequently used graphics on floppy 
disks, for example. PixFolio can help you identify the exact disk when you need a 
certain graphic months from now. 

PixFolio excels at converting graphics files from one format to another. You can 
convert over a dozen different formats into BMP or PCX files, for example, and then 
edit them in Windows Paintbrush. 

Graphics can be quite complicated, so PixFolio includes many options for manipulat­
ing and managing them. Read this chapter to learn about all of PixFolio 's capabili­

Pixfolio can catalog your graphics files, keep track of them across several disks, and 
make retrieval of a particular graphic a snap. 

Overview 
PixFolio is designed to assist the user in managing a collection of graphics 
images so that they can be readily retrieved when needed. 

Central to the purpose of PixFolio is the capacity to read a variety of different 
graphics formats produced by many popular programs. Also of major value to 
users is the capacity to convert images from one format to another. 

The central theme of PixFolio is the concept of the catalog. A catalog is like a disk­
file directory in that it is an index to a file. But PixFolio catalogs go beyond being 
just a simple index. PixFolio enables the user to annotate catalog entries with 
comments. The user can supply keywords to a catalog entry so that searches can 
be made to select images meeting the search criteria. 

With graphics images taking up vast amounts of valuable and expensive disk 
space, it becomes necessary to keep them on removable floppy disk media. In 
many cases, only one or two images fit on a floppy disk, resulting in a modest­
sized graphics collection occupying dozens of disks. PixFolio can keep track of 
these off-line copies (they are referred to as backup copies even though, in many 
cases, the floppy-disk copy is the only storage location). When the user desires 
to view one of these copies, PixFolio makes it easy to locate the right disk. 

Many programs are available that allow extensive editing of images using 
sophisticated techniques. Although PixFolio possesses a number of editing tools 
that can be used to manipulate images in various ways, its main purpose remains 
that of cataloging and keeping track of images. Even so, PixFolio possesses a 
basic set of editing tools that may satisfy most of the needs of users. Images can 
be rotated, resized, flipped about an axis, cropped, and expanded. In addition, 



PixFolio offers the capacity to dither images. Dithering is a means of displaying 
images whose color resolution exceeds your video system's capacity. 

PixFolio also supports the Windows Clipboard; graphics formats not directly 
supported by PixFolio can be imported through the Clipboard. PixFolio also can 
export an image through the Clipboard to another application. 

Understanding Catalogs and Their Uses __ _ 
Catalogs are, in simplest terms, a list of images. The content and scope of a 
catalog is left to the user to define. For example, you may want to catalog 
images by project or usage. Or you may want to catalog images by size, color 
resolution, graphics format, content, and so on. PixFolio can easily handle 
whichever way you choose. 

Catalog content does not necessarily have to be exclusive. A given image need 
not be represented in only one catalog; it can be located in more than one 
catalog at a time. 

Creating a Catalog 
PixFolio always maintains at least one catalog. However, the user can add as 
many catalogs as the system's disk storage permits. 

Before delving into the details of creating a catalog, it is worthwhile to explain a 
couple attributes associated with a catalog. These attributes are entered in the 
Catalog Select Catalog dialog box, an example of which follows:

Name 

PixFolio 

Each catalog defined in PixFolio has a name. The initial catalog created the first 
time that PixFolio is run has the name Default. The name can be anything 
meaningful to the user. For example, you can name a catalog GIF Images, 
640x480, Ajax Contract, or Nature, relating to the content, format, or use of the 
images that the catalog will maintain. The name of a catalog can be changed at 
any time by the user. 

Catalog File Name 
The filename of a catalog also is user defined. Any filename recognizable by 
DOS can be used. PixFolio catalogs have filename extensions of CAT and CIX, 
which cannot be changed by the user. Also defined as part of the filename is the 
path - the disk drive and subdirectory where the catalog and its associated 
index reside. It is suggested that the location of a catalog be in the same 
directory as the majority of the images contained in the catalog because the 
catalog's path also becomes the default path for accessing the images. 

Default Extensions 
If a given catalog is to contain only certain graphics formats, the default file 
extensions for files displayed in the File Open dialog box can be defined for 
each catalog. 

Volume 
A volume name can optionally be specified for a catalog. If present, the volume 
name of the drive containing the catalog is checked before a catalog is opened. 
This option is useful when a catalog exists on a removable drive such as a 
Bernoulli box. If the correct volume is not mounted, you are prompted to insert 
the proper volume. 

Each catalog defined in PixFolio is represented by a Catalogx= entry in the 
WIN.INI file. These entries are automatically maintained by PixFolio. The one 
case where the user might have to manually modify the WIN.INI file entry is if he 
or she wants to move or rename a catalog filename. 

The actual creation of a catalog is done with the Catalog Select Catalog com­
mand. When creating a new catalog, the user must supply a name for the 
catalog, a filename, a path, and a list of default file extensions. The volume ID is 
optional. 

Read Only 
A catalog may be opened as Read Only. In this case, you cannot perform any 
actions (such as Catalog Build) that modify the catalog. 



Changing catalog attributes 
The name of a previously defined catalog can be changed along with the default 
file extensions by the use of the Catalog Select command. Also, the optional 
volume ID may be changed. 

Deleting a catalog 
A catalog can be deleted by the use of the Catalog Select command. Deleting a 
catalog has no effect on the .images contained in the catalog. 

Cataloging an Image 
There are two methods you can use to catalog an image. The first is the manual 
way: selecting the Catalog Catalog command when an image is displayed. The 
second is to automatically update a catalog from a list of image filenames with 
the Catalog Build command. 

Cataloging manually 
The first method is probably more convenient for cataloging images one at a 
time. Where many images must be cataloged, the second method, using the 
Catalog Build command, is preferred. The second method is useful in initially 
establishing a catalog. 

An example of a catalog entry follows:

When you select the Catalog Catalog command, the Catalog an Image dialog box appears; 
use this dialog box to catalog an individual graphics file. 



The preceding illustration is an example of the Catalog Catalog command. It 
brings up a dialog box with a number of fields that you can fill in. Other fields 
are updated by the program. 

User fields 
Title: This is the title of the image. If a GIF89a image has a title, it is filled in 
automatically. The maximum number of characters that can be entered is 59, 
including carriage returns and line feeds. 

Keywords: This field can contain a number of keywords, up to the length of the 
entry box, that you can use when searching. These keywords also can be used 
for selecting a list of files meeting requested search criteria. The maximum 
number of characters that can be entered is 87. 

Description: This field can be used for entering any descriptive data concerning 
the file, up to 1,200 characters. This field can be scrolled and edited with 
standard Windows editing commands. If a GIF89a image has text data included 
with it, it is placed here. 

Catalog: This field is a drop-down combo list box, used for selecting the catalog 
to be updated. 

Program fields 
Filename: The name of the graphics file. 

Pathname: The primary location (hard disk) pathname and volume label are 
displayed, as well as the backup (floppy disk) location. Therefore, there can be 
two access paths for the file. 

Primary Vol: The volume name of the primary location. 

Backup Vol & Path: The volume name and path of the backup floppy disk. 

Size: File size in bytes. 

Date & Time: Creation date and time of the file. 

Info: The height, width, number of colors, and file format are displayed in a box 
in the lower left corner of the dialog box. 

You can perform several functions by pressing the following buttons: 

Catalog/Update: Updates the catalog entry; when the button reads Catalog, this 
is a new entry. If desired, the target catalog can be changed beforehand. 

Uncatalog: Deletes the catalog entry. This button is grayed if there is no catalog 
entry to delete. This option does not delete the file itself. 



Cancel: Cancels the dialog box and returns you to the application. 

Move File: Moves or copies the file to some other location. 

(Image): The thumbnail image is itself a button. When the original image is 
displayed, clicking on it causes it to be regenerated. This is useful if you 
previously cataloged the original image and then made a change to it like 
brightening or cropping it. In Browse mode, clicking on the image has no effect. 

Note: These buttons are redefined if the dialog box is entered with the Catalog 
Build command: The Catalog or Update button becomes Next, the Uncatalog 
button becomes Previous, and the Move File button becomes View. 

Cataloging with the Catalog Build function 
The second method of cataloging images is more suited to making multiple 
updates to a catalog. 

Using the Catalog Build dialog box 
The list box in the Select Items to Catalog dialog box contains files you can 
select to add to the catalog. When a file (or files) is selected and the Build 
button is pressed, the image is read in and cataloged. The Auto Update option, 
if off, enables fully automatic updating of the selected files; otherwise, the user 
must press the Catalog button for each file after updating the keywords, 
description, and title information.

Use the Catalog Build command to display a dialog box that you 
can use to make more than one update to a catalog at a time. 
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If the Show All option is off, the list box only displays those files not cataloged in 
the selected catalog. The Select all option can be used for selecting all files at 
once; it toggles on and off the selection status of all files displayed. 

You can turn off the Stop on Error option to bypass prompts for error or 
warning messages, such as when large 24-bit files are read. 

A feature of the Catalog Build command is that images already cataloged are 
not read to create a thumbnail. However, the catalog entry is updated with 
backup volume and path information for files on floppy disk. 

Another feature of the Catalog Build command is that if a floppy disk containing 
images is processed, and the floppy disk is not labeled, PixFolio prompts you 
and labels the disk for you so that the catalog entry can indicate the volume ID. 

Maintaining catalog information 
There are two broad categories of information kept in the catalog entry for an 
image. First is file-attribute information, such as file size, date created, format, 
and so on. This data cannot be changed directly by the user. Also included in 
this category is a thumbnail representation of the image, used in various types 
of displays of catalog information. 

The second category of information maintained for a catalog entry consists of 
entries for title, description, and keywords. All these elements can be directly 
modified by the user. In most cases, this data must be supplied by the user. In a 
few cases, such as for GIF89a images, the title and description are obtained 
from the image but can be edited by the user. 

Accessing catalog information 
There are four means by which the user can access and change catalog infor­
mation: 

+ With the Catalog Catalog command. Using this command, a catalog record 
can be created or updated for the currently displayed image. 

+ With the Catalog Browse command. This command lets you view, sequen­
tially, the contents of a catalog. User-supplied information, such as title, 
description, and keywords, can be changed. An important option that also 
can be accessed is the Search function. The scope of entries displayed in a 
catalog can be modified by setting search criteria. In addition to searching 
on keywords defined for each entry, a search can take into account such 
attributes as file size, format, number of colors, or date. 



+ With the Catalog Build command. This command provides a convenient 
means of updating a catalog with a large number of entries. This can be 
done automatically, or the function can pause for each image to enable the 
user to update title, description, or keyword information. 

+ With the View Thumbnails command. This command causes a display of 
as many thumbnail images of cataloged items as can be displayed in the 
current window. Scrolling commands, either from the keyboard or mouse, 
enable the user to scroll through all the entries in the catalog. Clicking on a 
thumbnail image displays a menu. One of the options on this menu displays 
the current catalog entry. By this means, the user can update the title, 
description, or keywords. 

Information other than user-supplied title, description, and keywords is auto­
matically updated when exercising the Catalog Catalog or Catalog Build com­
mand. The Catalog Build command is particularly useful for updating a catalog 
with the location of files. For example, if you copied images to floppy disks, the 
Catalog Build command can be used for updating the catalog with the "backup" 
locations of the files. 

Multicatalog updating 
Users will undoubtedly find it occasionally necessary to move an image from 
one catalog to another. This is very easy with PixFolio. There are two ways that 
this can be done, short of simply cataloging an image from scratch in another 
directory. 

+ Assuming that an image is already cataloged, use the Catalog Catalog 
command to display the catalog entry. Then simply select a new catalog, 
using the Catalog combo list box to pick the catalog in which you want the 
image, and then press the Catalog button. This method has its drawbacks, 
however; the original catalog entry in the original catalog is still present and 
must be manually deleted if it is no longer desired. Secondly, the original 
catalog is no longer selected; to continue working in that catalog, you must 
reselect the original catalog. 

+ A superior way of moving images from one catalog to another is through the 
View Thumbnails command. Individual thumbnail images are "marked" for 
some future action. Then the Process Thumbnails command is used to 
Move, Copy, or Delete all the marked thumbnails. Moving or copying 
thumbnails to another catalog does not entail replacing the current catalog 
selection so that operation can continue uninterrupted in the current 
catalog.

Use the Catalog Browse command to specify the criteria 
with which you want to limit the display of images within 
a catalog. 

Restricting the display of catalog entries 
When dealing with large catalogs consisting of hundreds of images, it may be 
desirable to restrict the display of catalog entries to those meeting certain 
criteria. You can do this by using the Catalog Browse command to apply search 
criteria to the catalog list. Alternatively,' individual catalog entries can be 
marked and hidden from the Thumbnail View screen. 

The Catalog Browse command provides a dialog box listing the entries in a 
catalog. You can change the target catalog by selecting another catalog from 
the Catalog combo list box. 

This dialog box provides a number of functions that can be applied to a catalog 
entry: 

Move/Copy: The file can be moved or copied to another location. 

Delete File: The file can be deleted from the hard disk. The file is also deleted 
from the catalog. 

View Image: The file can be opened and viewed. 

OK: The catalog entry for the file can be viewed and updated. Double-clicking 
on the filename is the same as pressing the OK button. When the catalog entry 
dialog box is displayed, the OK, Delete, and Move buttons are replaced by Prev, 
Next, and View, respectively.

After entering criteria for which you want to search and clicking on the Options» button, the 
list of graphics files is limited to those files that match the specified criteria. 

Cancel: Cancels the dialog box, returning you to the main viewing window. 

Uncatalog: Deletes the file from the catalog only. 

Print Cat: Prints the selected catalog entry. 

Searching for files 
Four different search criteria can be applied to a catalog to restrict the catalog 
list to a subset. The four categories that can be used for the search are as 
follows: 

+ Whether a backup copy exists. 

+ File format - for example,_ GIF87a, TIFF, PCX, and so on - as they appear in 
the Info box on the catalog display. 

+ Match on one or more keywords. 

+ Match on special conditions - for example, file size, width, height, number 
of colors, or backup volume name. 

You access the Search function by pressing the Options» button. 

To search, enter the desired search value(s) in the Format edit box (29 charac­
ters maximum), the Special Conditions edit box (87 characters maximum), or 
the Search Keywords edit box (87 characters maximum). If nothing is entered in 
a box, that box is not used in the search. 

The Backup Exists on Floppy Disk check box is a three-state control. If the box 
is gray, it has no effect on the search. If one of the edit boxes is blank, then all 
catalog records that do not have a backup location are selected. If the Backup 



check box is checked, only those catalog records with a backup file location are 
selected. The search criteria are ANDed to select a record. That is, if search 
criteria 1 (Backup) is satisfied and search criteria 2 (File Format) and search 
criteria 3 (Special Conditions) and search criteria 4 (keywords) are satisfied, the 
record is selected. 

Wildcard characters (* and ?) can be used in search arguments. For example, to 
select all GIF files, use the search argument GIF* to select both GIF87a and 
GIF89a formats. You can use either spaces or commas to separate search 
arguments. The underscore character (_) may be used in place of a space in a 
search argument, if that space is significant. For example the entry ST AR_ TREK 
searches for the string Star Trek; the entry STAR TREK matches either Star or 
Trek. Case is not significant in searches. 

In order to include special conditions in the search, such as file size, image 
width, and so on, PixFolio has five special search arguments that can be used in 
the Format and Special Conditions edit boxes. Do not use these special codes in 
the Keywords box. The special codes all start with an @ sign and are followed by 
the code letter for the particular value to be tested for, an operator ( < -- less 
than; = -- equal, #--not equal, or > -- greater than), and the value to be tested 
for. 

The valid codes are as follows: 

@B Backup volume name 

@C Number of colors: 2, 16, 256 

@D Date, in the format mm/dd/yyyy 

@H Height of image 

@P Primary pathname 

@S File size in bytes 

@W Width of image 

Some examples follow: 

@W=320 

@D>Ol/01/1991 

@B=GIF0020 

Select images whose width is 320 pixels. 

Select all dates later than January 1, 1991. 

Select all images residing on backup volume GIF020. 

@C>16 Select all images with more than 16 colors. 

@P=C: \PIXFOLIO Select all images in subdirectory C: \PIXFOLIO. 

When the Search button is pressed, the catalog is searched for records meeting 
the desired criteria. At the completion of the search, the new catalog list is 
displayed in the list box. To change the search criteria, enter new search values 
and click on Search again. 



The modified catalog list is in force until the Show All button is pressed, a new 
catalog is selected, or another search operation is performed. The View Thumb­
nail View command only displays the currently selected catalog entries. 

Viewing Images ___________ _ 
The method used for viewing an image depends on whether or not the image is 
cataloged. If an image is not cataloged, the only way to view it is to use the File 
Open command to locate the file and then read and display the image. Once 
displayed, the file can be edited or cataloged in the catalog of choice. 

After an image is cataloged, however, it can be viewed in several ways: 

+ From the Catalog Browse dialog box, you can display the image by pressing 
the View button. 

+ From the View Catalog Entry dialog box, you can display the image by 
pressing the View button. You activate the View Catalog Entry dialog box by 
double-clicking on a filename in the Catalog Browse dialog box or by clicking 
onOK. · 

+ From the View Thumbnails display, use the mouse to click on the desired 
image. Then, while holding the left mouse button down, select the View 
option from the pop-up menu. An image displayed in this manner cannot be 
edited or modified unless it is displayed in the main window. However, the 
Display Main menu option enables you to do this.

Windows GIZMOS _______________ _ 

The preceding section of the WIN.INI file was created by the Word for Windows 
setup program. Other applications, such as Pagemaker, provide additional 
filters, but they must be added to the WIN.INI file manually before PixFolio 
recognizes them. Also note that PixFolio does not use one of the preceding 
graphics filters for formats it supports directly, such as PCS, TIF, DRW, EPS, 
andWPG. 

Color resolution formats 
Images can be read in several resolutions: 

1 BPP 

4BPP 

8BPP 

24BPP 

1 bit per pixel, or 2 colors: black and white. 

4 bits per pixel, or 16 colors. 

8 bits per pixel, or 256 colors. 

24 bits per pixel, or 16 million colors. 

The number of colors displayed is determined by the maximum number of 
colors that your video display and driver software can handle. PixFolio retains 
all color information in an image, even if it cannot be displayed properly. 

For example, if you are using the standard VGA driver that comes with Win­
dows, you can display only the 16 colors that Windows uses. If you read an 
image that uses 256 colors, most of the colors are displayed using the "nearest" 
color. The result in most cases can be described as awful. 

PixFolio offers a workaround for this situation with its Auto Dither option. 
Dithering is a way of simulating the display of many colors by substituting 
various combinations of the 16 colors. This fools your eyes so that the image 
appears to have more shades of color than are actually displayed. Turning Auto 
Dither on forces PixFolio to automatically dither images for display if the 
images have more colors than the display can support. 

Thumbnail view 
PixFolio offers a graphical way of viewing the contents of a catalog: the Thumb­
nail View option. Selecting View Thumbnails results in a display of the thumb­
nail pictures created for each catalog entry. PixFolio displays as many thumb­
nails as fit in the current window dimensions. For best results, it is suggested 
that the window be expanded to a full screen. 
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Only those items in the current catalog that have been selected and that have . 
not been hidden are displayed, unless the Catalog Display Hidden option is 
active. Catalog entries are normally displayed in alphabetical sequence, but the 
user can define another sequence by moving the individual thumbnails around 
to suit. 

View Thumbnail View 
The content of the display depends on the selection criteria currently in effect. 
Use the Catalog Browse command to restrict the items displayed. Additional 
options available through a pop-up menu enable you to hide selected thumb­
nails from view. 

You can browse the selected contents of a catalog by using the PgUp and PgDn 
keys or the up and down arrows to scroll up or down a page or line, respec­
tively. 

You can display a pop-up menu by holding the left mouse button over a 
thumbnail image. This menu offers the following commands: 

Information 
Hide Thumbnail 
Mark Thumbnail 
~iew 

f!rocess Thumbnails 
,Launch Application 
.Slide Show 

When you hold down the left 
mouse button over a thumbnail 
image, a pop-up menu of 
commands appears for the 
thumbnail image. 

Information: Displays the catalog entry for the image. User-supplied data, such 
as description, keywords, and title, can be changed if desired. 

Hide Thumbnail: If this command is selected, the thumbnail is removed from 
the display. 

Mark Thumbnail: This command marks or unmarks the thumbnail for some 
further action (applied using the Process Thumbnails command explained 
shortly). Marked thumbnails are checked and have an asterisk (*) next to the 
filename in the title bar. 



View: This command causes a full-size view of the image to be displayed. 

Add Thumbnail: This command is only present when the Catalog Display 
Hidden option is on. Its intended purpose is to enable you to "unhide" a 
thumbnail that was previously hidden or that was not selected by the Catalog 
Browse command. 

Process Thumbnails: This command enables the user to perform one of the 
following actions on all previously marked thumbnails: 

+ Move the catalog entries to another catalog. 

+ Copy the catalog entries to another catalog. 

+ Delete the catalog entries. 

+ Hide the catalog entries. 

+ Print the marked catalog entries. 

+ Mark all catalog entries. 

+ Unmark all catalog entries. 

+ Move/copy marked files to some other drive or directory. The determina­
tion of whether to move or copy is made in the dialog box presented to 
select the target catalog. You can select a check box option if you do not 
want to be prompted for each marked file. In this case, subsequent files are 
all moved or copied to the same target location. 

+ Another option can be set to not update the catalog with the new location of 
the files. This option is intended to be invoked when you are making copies 
of files for some external use. For example, when you want to copy a list of 
marked files to a floppy disk to give to another user. 

+ Add marked entries back to the display. (This option is present only when 
the Catalog Display Hidden option is in effect.) 

Note: You have to select a target catalog only for the Move and Copy options; 
all other options operate on the currently selected catalog. For the Move, Copy, 
and Print options, you can select a check box if you want PixFolio to retain the 
marks on the items. This is useful if you want to perform multiple operations on 
the marked images, such as copying items to another directory and then 
printing the same entries. 

Launch Application: This command can be used for starting up another 
application using the selected image. You are prompted for the program and 
pathname and for any additional parameters. 

PixFolio appends the filename and parameters to the contents of the Program 
box to be used as the command line for starting up the application. 
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The Process Thumbnails command displays a dialog box in 
which you select the action to be performed on the marked 
thumbnail images.

A default for the Program edit box can be established for a particular file type, 
such as GIF or PCX, by adding an entry to the PixFolio section of WIN.INI as 
follows: 

xxx=c: \directory\program, {parameters} 

where xxx is the file type: GIF, PCX, BMP, and so on. 

You can use Windows Notepad or SYSEDIT.EXE to edit WIN.INI. 

Slide Show: This ·command causes all the marked slides in the current catalog 
to be displayed sequentially, in full-screen mode. Files to be displayed must 
exist on a nonremovable drive. 

Editing Images ___________ _ 
PixFolio possesses a modest set of tools that enable you to edit and manipulate 
images. Using these tools, you can perform the following actions. 

Cropping or trimming an image 
To trim off excess portions of an image, use one of the following techniques: 

+ Using the mouse, hold the left mouse button down at the point that is to 
become the upper left corner of the resulting image. Drag the mouse to the 
opposite corner of the desired portion of the image. A rectangle, called a 
marquee, is drawn on the screen. If the marquee is not in the desired 
location, you can repeat the operation to draw the marquee until you are 
satisfied. When the marquee is stretched out to its desired extent, release 
the left mouse button and then select Edit Crop. The image is trimmed to 
contain only that area encompassed by the marquee. 

+ If you want to trim the image only on the right side or the bottom, move the 
window borders by using the mouse to drag the borders to the desired 
positions. Then select the Edit Expand option to crop the image. 

Expanding an image 
You may want to expand the size of an image so that the borders are extended 
without otherwise changing the size of the image. There are several ways to do 
this: 

+ If you only want to add to the right side and bottom of the image, simply 
drag the window borders out to the desired location and then select the 
Edit Expand option. 



+ If you want to add area evenly all around the image, first select the Options 
Center-Image command. Next, drag the window borders to make the 
window the desired size. The image is now centered in the middle of the 
new window. Finally, select Edit Expand to expand the image. The area 
added to the window is set to the currently defined background color. (See 
"Background Color," described in "Using the Options Menu," later in this 
chapter, for information on how to set the background color.) 

+To add area to an image, but not necessarily evenly on all sides, first select 
the Options Center-Image command. Next, drag the window borders to 
make the window larger than the desired size. The image is now centered in 
the middle of the new window. Using the mouse, enclose the area desired in 
the image with a marquee rectangle. Finally, select the Edit Crop command. 
As in the preceding example, the area added to the image is painted the 
current background color. 

Resizing an image 
In the preceding discussion on cropping and expanding images, the image itself 
did not change size; only the overall size of the window in which the image is 
displayed was changed. You also can stretch or shrink the size of the image 
itself. If desired, this can be done independently for each axis (left-right or top­
bottom). This may be desirable to achieve some artistic effect or to compen­
sate for distortion caused by conversion from another graphics format. 

One important point to keep in mind when resizing an image is that resizing is 
done by replicating or eliminating pixels. The best results are obtained when 
the shrink or stretch factor is some integer-multiple of the original image, such 
as times 2 or divided by 2. Using a fractional factor results in distortion of the 
image, although this effect can vary, depending on the details of the image. It 
can be particularly noticeable if the image contains a repeated pattern. 

There are two methods that you can use to resize an image: 

+ Select the Edit Resize command and enter the desired dimensions. Resizing 
can be done independently on either the X or Y axis. The resizing factor can 
be specified either as a percentage or in terms of absolute pixel dimensions. 

+ Use the mouse and the left mouse button to draw a marquee encompassing 
the area to be resized. Then, in a similar fashion, draw a marquee to 
delineate the new dimensions of the selected region using the right mouse 
button. When you release the right mouse button, the image is overlaid with 
the stretched or shrunken region. The resulting image can then be cropped 
as desired. 

To stretch to dimensions larger than those of the current image, first expand 
the image so that there will be sufficient room for the stretched image. 



Rotating and flipping an image 
The suite of PixFolio's image-editing tools is rounded out by several additional 
features. These are the ability to rotate an image in 90-degree increments and 
the ability to flip or mirror the image about its X (horizontal) axis or Y (vertical) 
axis. These features are available through the Edit Resize command. 

Using Clipboard operations 
All the editing commands described in the preceding sections primarily affect 
an entire image. Additional editing operations using the Windows Clipboard can 
be used to cut or copy all or part of an image to the Clipboard. The data in the 
Clipboard can then be pasted to another application. Likewise, you can copy 
information from other applications to the Clipboard and then paste the data 
into PixFolio. 

PixFolio copies both DIBs (device-independent bitmaps) and DBBs (device­
dependent bitmaps) to the Clipboard. PixFolio can also accept these two 
formats - as well as the Windows Metafile format - from the Clipboard. 

PixFolio automatically converts an image's palette and color resolution so that, 
for example, a 16-color image can be pasted onto a 256-color image without 
corrupting the colors. If the Clipboard image being pasted has a different color 
resolution than that of the current image, you can either convert the current 
image to the higher resolution or dither the Clipboard image to the lower 
resolution. 

One possible action that can be performed using the Clipboard is to combine 
several images into one image. See "Creating a New Image," later in this chapter. 

Using palette operations 
Each image displayed possesses a palette. This palette is a list of colors used to 
display the image. In most cases, the palette is limited to some particular value 
that is directly proportional to the color resolution of the image. This is gener­
ally 2, 16, or 256 colors. If your video display supports 24-bit color, the palette 
can contain more than 16 million colors. 

The majority of video displays can display only 256 colors or fewer at a time. 
Nevertheless, these 256 colors are not fixed; they can be any one of 256,000 
different colors. The purpose of the palette is to tell the video display which 256 
of the possible 256,000 colors will be used. 
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When you select the View Change-Palette command, a dialog box appears 
that enables you to change the brightness or contrast of a color image. 

Pixfolio 

The palette makes it possible for you to change the colors in the image. Two of 
the most common palette operations are adjusting the contrast and brightness 
of an image. By making all the colors more intense, the brightness of the image 
can be adjusted. Likewise, by adjusting the darker colors unequally, the 
contrast of the image can be adjusted. Many scanned images contain a wider 
range of color than can be effectively displayed by many video displays. If an 
image is too dark, brightening it or adjusting the contrast may bring out details 
that otherwise are not seen. PixFolio can easily handle such adjustments with 
the View Change-Palette command. A complementary command is the View 
Gray-Scale command, which can be used for converting a color image to shades 
of gray. 

Creating a New Image 
PixFolio provides for the creation of a completely new blank image, which can 
then be edited. For example, suppose that you want to combine several images 
into a composite image. The way to do this is as follows: 

1. Create a blank image of the desired size by utilizing the File New command. 

a. The default dimensions shown in the X Dimension and Y Dimension 
boxes are those of the current window size before you select File New. If 
you know what size you want the new image to be, manually enter the 
desired X and Y dimensions. The Set to Window and Set to Clipboard 
buttons set or reset the X and Y values to those of the current window 
or Clipboard image (if any). Select Set to Clipboard if you want the new 
image to be sized the same as the image in the Clipboard. 
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Use the File New command to display a dialog box and create a 
new image with specific attributes. 

b. The color resolution of the new image defaults to 1 bit per pixel. If you 
want more than two colors, select some other value. The value selected 
is the maximum number of colors that the image can contain. 

c. The initial palette of the new image defaults to the Windows default 
palette. This palette contains 16 colors, unless you have a Super VGA or 
better resolution video driver, in which case it contains 20 colors. You 
can select a 256-color palette that contains a default set of colors. If there 
is a palette stored in the Clipboard, you can select it as the palette for the 
new image. It is recommended that you use the palette from the Clip­
board if it is available; using the Clipboard palette eliminates the need to 
convert the image from the Clipboard when you paste it to the new 
image. 

2. After filling out the Create New Image dialog box, paste the contents of the 
Clipboard to the new image. ' 

3. Switch to another instance of PixFolio, or some other application, to copy to 
the Clipboard the remaining images you want to combine. 

4. Repeat steps 2 and 3 as often as necessary; select File Save to save the new 
composite image. 



Saving Images ___________ _ 
The user must save images displayed by PixFolio if the user has edited or 
changed the image in some way and wants to save the resulting image. The user 
may also want to change the format or color resolution of the image, as stored 
on disk, to some graphics format other than the original. All these needs can be 
satisfied with the File Save command. 

In contrast to the Move and Copy options, File Save creates a disk file from the 
currently displayed image - as it is currently displayed. Move and Copy, on 
the other hand, do not interpret the image data stored on disk. 

The format of a saved image can be established in several ways. First, the 
extension provided for the output file can be used by PixFolio to determine the 
desired format. Second, the File Save dialog box offers a number of graphics­
format selections. 

Format conversions 
You can use PixFolio to change the format of an image from one format to 
another. This is useful when you have an image that you want to input to 
another program that doesn't support a particular format. In this case, read the 
image into PixFolio and then save it to the desired format. PixFolio images may 
be saved in the following formats: 

GIF87A 

TIF 

PCX 

TGA 

BMP 

RLE 

IFF 

CompuServe Graphics Interchange Format 

Tagged Image File Format 

Windows Paintbrush format 

Targa 

Windows bitmap format 

Windows Run Length Encoded 

Amiga IFF (also Computer Eyes CE format) 

Color resolution 
Normally, the user does not want to change the color resolution of an image. In 
some cases, however, there may be good reasons for doing so. It is safe to say 
that the most efficient storage of an image takes place when the number of 
colors used in the image is fewer than the color resolution and is greater than 
the next lowest color-resolution value. Generally images are stored as 1 bit (2 
colors), 4 bits (16 colors), 8 bits (256 colors), or 24 bits (16.8 million colors). 



Little is gained by reducing the color resolution of an image: This results in a 
loss of color information. Likewise, increasing the color resolution increases the 
storage-space requirements, while providing no additional color information. 

The most rational exception to this rule is converting 24-bit images to 8-bit 
images. If you don't have a 24-bit video display, there is little need to retain the 
extensive color information contained in 24-bit images (unless the end use, 
such as for commercial printing applications, requires it). The display of 24-bit 
images on the usual VGA, Super VGA, or even 8514 video display is very time­
consuming. For that reason, you may want to convert a 24-bit color image to 
8 bits to facilitate viewing it at a later time. PixFolio can easily handle this 
conversion through the File Save command. 

Sometimes images are written in 256-color format but contain only 16 colors or 
fewer. In this case, the disk space taken up by th~image is substantially 
reduced by reducing the color resolution to 16 colors (4 bits). 

Dithering 
Another option that can be utilized to convert, for example, a 24-bit image to an 
8-bit image is the View Dither-Color command. Although this operation can take 
a considerable length of time, the results can be quite good. Dithering initiated 
by the View Dither-Color command - as opposed to dithering initiated with the 
Auto Dither option - permanently changes the color resolution of the file. The 
Auto Dither option, on the other hand, only dithers the image for display on a 
device that cannot display all the colors in the image. 

Images also can be dithered to black and white. This may be desirable in 
preparation for printing because many printers (except for color printers) can 
print only black or white and don't know what to do with shades of gray. 

PixFolio uses the Burkes Filter algorithm for dithering to black and white and 
the Stucki Filter algorithm for dithering color images. 

Printing _____________ _ 

Selecting a printer 
Before printing images or catalog entries, you must select a printer. This can be 
done with either the Program Manager Control Panel or the File Select-Printer 
command. A dialog box appears, enabling you to select a printer, perform any 
necessary setup on it, and select options that control how PixFolio prints 
images ~d catalog entries. 
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Use the Printer Setup dialog box to select a printer and specify any 
special options. 

The Print Catalog using Thumbnails option, if turned on, forces PixFolio to use 
the thumbnail image that is part of the catalog entry. Otherwise, the image is 
read from disk before printing. If this option is turned off, a far superior picture 
resolution results, at the expense of the time necessary to read the images in. It 
also may be less convenient because you may have to repeatedly swap disks to 
read images that do not reside on your hard disk. 

Turn the Dither when Printing option on if the printer cannot print color or 
convert to gray scale. In that case, PixFolio performs the necessary dithering. 
This option affects the printing of whole images as well as of catalog entries. 

The Use Low Mem Option check box applies to printing full-size images. If 
turned on, the image is first dithered and then resized, resulting in lower print 
resolution but faster execution and less memory use. This option determines 
the default for the like-named option on the Resize Print dialog box. 

The Print Catalog using Thumbnails, the Dither when Printing, and the Use Low 
Mem Option selections are saved in the WIN.INI file, by printer. When a new 
printer is selected, its options are established automatically. 

The Alt Cat Prt Format check box enables you to select an alternative dense 
print format when printing a catalog. When this format is selected, only the 
thumbnails and their filenames are printed. On 8 72 by 11-inch paper, you can 
print 20 thumbnails per page. 

Pressing the Fonts» button enables you to select a typeface and type size for 
the catalog print functions. Separate font information can be established for 
each printer and is used the next time the printer is selected.

Use the File Print option to display a dialog box that enables you to 
specify how a particular image is to be printed. 

Please note that selecting a font style other than Regular does not result in that 
style being used. PixFolio itself determines whether to print portions of the 
catalog printout in bold or underlined text. 

Printing images 
An image or a selected portion of it may be printed with the File Print com­
mand. To print just a portion of an image, use the mouse to draw a marquee 
around the portion you want to print. Then select the File Print option. 

The Print Image dialog box enables you to scale the picture to the desired size. 
To aid in selecting the correct size, the size of the image can be expressed as a 
percentage of the original or in pixels. The resulting size, in inches or centi­
meters, also is displayed. If the printer horizontal and vertical resolutions are 
not the same, PixFolio assumes that the image is composed of square pixels 
and automatically scales the image accordingly to avoid distortion. 

Selecting the Low Mem option results in a reduced-memory requirement to 
print the image. This is accomplished by dithering the image (if dithering is 
selected or appropriate) before the image is scaled for printing. With Low Mem 
turned off, the image is scaled and then dithered. This results in bettei: print 
quality at the expense of speed. Your PC may not have enough available 
memory to print successfully with Low Mem turned off. In this case, you will 
have to turn it on. 

Because many printers cannot print color (or convert the colors to gray scale), 
it may be necessary to dither the image in preparation for printing. PixFolio can 



perform the necessary dithering. To dither, select the Dither option. Of course, 
if your printer can print color images or can handle gray scale, this is not 
necessary. The Dither option's initial state is determined by the Dither when 
Printing option in the Select Printer dialog box. 

Printing catalog entries 

r 

There are three ways to print a catalog entry: 

+ Select Print Catalog from the Catalog Browse dialog box. Only one entry, the 
currently selected item, can be printed at a time. 

+ Select the Catalog Print command from the Catalog menu. This prints all the 
selected entries in the current catalog. You can use the Catalog Browse 
search commands to narrow the scope of the request to those catalog 
entries meeting requested criteria. Up to four catalog items are printed per 
page. 

+ Select the Print option from the Process Thumbnails dialog box, accessed 
from the pop-up menu in Thumbnail View. This command prints only 
marked catalog entries. It is the best way to print specific items. Up to four 
items are printed per page. 

Note: There are two catalog print formats supported by PixFolio. The default 
format prints two to four entries per page. This format prints all keywords, the 
title, description, and path information for each entry. The Alternate print 
format prints about 20 thumbnail entries per page. This option can be selected 
with the File Select-Printer command. 

Before selecting any of these options, however, you should first select a printer 
and the desired typeface and size to be used. 

Using the Options Menu 
PixFolio offers several options that you can use to alter the operation of 
PixFolio to suit the user. 

Display Warnings 
In some cases, it is necessary for PixFolio to issue warning messages to the 
user. These messages, when the user becomes familiar with PixFolio, may be 
more of an irritation than a help. Therefore, the user can suppress all but the 
most serious errors and warnings by selecting this option. 
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The Options menu provides several 
options you can use to change the 
operation of Pixfolio to suit you. 

Center Image 
If a window is expanded, or a full-screen view is selected, the image being 
displayed is located in the upper left corner of the window. Selecting the Center 
Image option causes all images smaller than the size of the current window to 
be centered, both vertically and horizontally, in that window. 

DIB to Screen 
PixFolio attempts to maintain both a device-independent bitmap (DIB) and a 
device-dependent bitmap (DOB) for any image being displayed. Display of DIBs 
is slow - particularly 24-bit color images. For this reason, it is best to allow 
PixFolio to create a DOB. However, in situations where memory is low, there 
may not be enough memory to create a DOB. By selecting the DIB to Screen 
option, the user forgoes creation of a DOB, and the DIB is displayed directly to 
the screen. 

Auto Dither 
If your display driver is not capable of displaying 256 colors - for example, the 
standard VGA driver can display only 16 colors -you can turn the Auto Dither 
option on, to cause images that contain more than 16 colors to be automatically 
dithered for display only. The original image data, containing 256 colors, is not 
modified; if the file is saved, none of the colors are lost. 



If you want to dither an image and save it as a dithered image, you must select 
one of the View Dither options to dither the image - even if it has been dis­
played as dithered - if the Auto Dither option is on. 

Dithering is slow, so you may want to keep this option turned off until you 
specifically want to view a dithered image. If you have a 256-color driver, the 
Auto Dither option causes 24-bit color images to be dithered. But you should be 
warned that this may take a very long time - perhaps as much as an hour. 

Verify Catalog 
If you suspect that the catalog index has been corrupted, turning this option on 
temporarily forces the catalog index entries to be verified with the matching 
catalog record. Invalid indexes are then removed. 

Fix TIFF 
This option relaxes the TIFF standard a certain amount for certain types of TIFF 
files that do not have the correct values for the Strip Byte Counts tag. 

Background Color 
When the size of an image is increased, the additional area of the image is 
painted the background color, specified by Set Background Color. The back­
ground color is also used for painting the surface of an image created with the 
File New command. 

A dialog box is presented, which enables the user to set the background to the 
desired color. An option (Color Solid) in the dialog box determines whether 
backgrounds are painted with solid colors or dithered colors. The dithering 
option may give a wider apparent range of colors, particularly if the palette is 
limited to, say, 16 colors by the video display. 

You also can define custom colors that are saved for the next execution of 
PixFolio. 



Windows GIZMOS _______________ _ 

Setting the Play Rate ________ _ 
PixFolio can display GIF animation sequences from GIF87a files. However, 
because the GIF file is not decoded in real time - which in many cases is used 
to "pace" the display- a Set Play Rate option is provided to the user (on the 
View menu) to set the time delay between successive frames of the animation. 

Setting Defaun Options _______ _ 
Default options, which go into effect whenever PixFolio is started, can be 
specified through the Options menu. Some of these options are as follows: 

PixFolio Options 
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If you select the Default Options command from the Options menu, 
a dialog box of options appears. 

Default Catalog 
This option specifies which catalog is initially selected. 

Default Extensions 
This option specifies the file extensions of all files that should be displayed on a 
file-selection list. The value of this option is used, in turn, as the default for 
establishing a similar option whenever a new catalog is created. 



Default Directory 
If this option is used, it specifies the current path displayed whenever the File 
Open dialog box is accessed. Otherwise, the path of the default catalog is used. 

Center Image 
This option determines whether or not images are displayed centered. 

DIB to Screen 
This option turns on the DIB-to-screen feature. When this option is on, PixFolio 
does not attempt to create a device-dependent bitmap for display but instead 
paints directly to the screen. This may be helpful if memory is limited and there 
is not enough memory to create a separate device-dependent bitmap. 

Solid Background 
This option determines whether backgrounds are solid or dithered. 

Fix TIFF 
This option determines whether the special rules for TIFF files are put into 
effect. 

Display Warnings 
This option determines whether warning messages are suppressed. 

Auto Dither 
This option determines whether images are automatically dithered if their color 
resolution is greater than that of the display. 

All these options can be set with the Options Qefault-Options command. 
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Using Removable Media 
PixFolio normally considers fixed media such as hard drives and network drives 
as primary storage media and "removable" drives such as floppy disks as 
backup locations. In some cases (for example, when using a Bernoulli box, 
which DOS considers removable), you may want to change the way PixFolio 
treats such drives. 

If you want to consider a particular drive as a primary storage location, add the 
following option to the [PixFolio] section of your WIN.INI file with Notepad or 
some other text editor: 

Primary Drives=x{,y, ... } 

where x is the drive letter of a drive to be considered fixed. More than one drive 
can be thus overridden. You do not need a comma after the last drive letter. 

If you want PixFolio to treat a drive as removable (for example, if you want to 
store backup copies on a network drive), add the following option to your 
WIN.INI file: 

Backup drives=j{,k, ... } 

As in the preceding example, you do not need a comma after the last drive 
letter. 

Here is an example: Bernoulli drives E and F are to be considered primary 
storage, even though DOS thinks that they are removable. Network drives J and 
Kare to be considered backup drives: 

[PixFolio] 
Primary Drives=E,F 
Backup Drives=J,K 

The Catalog Select-Catalog command provides for specification of a volume ID 
for a catalog. If present, the volume ID is checked before opening the catalog. 

You can disable the internal logic for handling the graphics formats DRW, TIF, 
and WPG by using the following line: 

Disable {DRW} {TIF} {WPG}=Yes or No 

Note that EPS is also turned off by turning TIF off. When the internal logic for 
handling these formats is turned off, PixFolio then uses graphics filters, such as 
the ones provided with Word for Windows or Pagemaker. For more information, 
see "Looking at Supported Formats," earlier in this chapter.

For example, to disable PixFolio's WPG code, insert the following line into the 
[PixFolio] section of the WIN.INI file: 

[PixFolio] 
Disable WPG= Yes 

Understanding Profile Options _____ _ 
PixFolio normally keeps its configuration options in the [PixFolio] section of 
your WIN.INI file. In some cases, this may not be desirable (for example, in a 
network environment where several different users are using PixFolio ). 

As an option, PixFolio may be configured to keep its options in an alternative 
location. If a file named PIXFOLIO.INI exists in the same directory as PixFolio, or in 
a directory on the path, PixFolio maintains its options there arid ignores WIN.INI. 
In this case, references to WIN.INI mentioned in this documentation also apply to 
PIXFOLIO.INI. 

Disclaimer Agreement 
Users of PixFolio must accept this disclaimer of warranty: 

PixFolio is supplied as is. The author disclaims all warranties, expressed or 
implied, including, without limitation, the warranties of merchantability and of 
fitness for any purpose. The author assumes no liability for damages, direct or 
consequential, which may result from the use of PixFolio. 

PixFolio is a "shareware program" and is provided at no charge to the user for 
evaluation. Feel free to share it with your friends but please do not give it away 
altered or as part of another system. The essence of "user supported" software 
is to provide personal·computer users with.quality software without high prices 
and yet to provide incentive for programmers to continue to develop new 
products. If you find this program useful and find that you are using PixFolio 
and continue to use PixFolio after a reasonable trial period, you must make a 
registration payment of $35 to Allen C. Kempe (d/b/a ACK Software).

When people talk about home computers, experts who doubt the existence of 
this market say, "What would people need computers at home for? To save recipes?

In fact, surveys of PC packages bought for home use show recipe-planning programs 
consistently selling right up there in the top ten.

And, after you've 
accomplished that, you should find your weekly shopping chores considerably 
lighter. 

Both the homemaker who cooks three meals a day for a family and the institutional 
cook who prepares cafeteria-style meals for hundreds will find Recipe Maker useful. 
The homemaker can give measurements to Recipe Maker in either U.S.-style 
teaspoons and pints or international-style milliliters and liters.

The Recipe Instruction Card uses the Measurements and Ingredients lists to help complete 
the recipe entries. 

Before an entry is added to the list, each of the three fields must contain values.

The Weekly Plan helps you plan your week's menu: Click on a recipe in the first column and 
then click on the pushbutton corresponding to the day you want to serve that recipe. Then 
click on Create List to create a shopping list. 

If you have just created the shopping list from the Weekly Plan window, you 
may want to edit it or add to it. After you select the Shopping List window, 
Recipe Maker displays the shopping list and gives you the option to add, 
change, or remove any item or print the list.

Rs232 Serial Monitor is a highly technical utility designed for PC professionals who 
need to see what is happening on serial ports (RS-232 ports) as they use a modem. 

We've included this program because, to monitor serial ports in this way, you usually 
have to buy a separate piece of hardware called a breakout box. These expensive 
little boxes display the signals sent from your PC's Universal Asynchronous Receiver/ 
Transmitter (UART) chip. This chip converts the data inside your computer into 
pulses going out the serial ports. Using UARTMONEXE, you can examine the workings 
of these ports right inside Windows - and it's free. 

By itself, UARTMONEXE does nothing. Only when a communications program is using 
a serial port does UARTMONEXE display any useful information. You first start 
UARTMONEXE and then start your communications program in Windows and watch 
the settings change. 

Because it's a freebie designed for use by support professionals, RS232 Serial Moni­
tor has little documentation or on-line help regarding serial-communications 
concepts. The use of UARTMON.EXE is self-evident to PC professionals but may be 
confusing to users who are new to communications principles. These topics are be­
yond the scope of this book. But you can find. an in-depth explanation of Windows' 
use of serial ports in the "Modems and Communications" chapter of Windows 3.1 
SECRETS, published by JDC Books Worldwide.

Description _____________ _ 
The RS232 Serial Monitor is designed to monitor the UARTs associated with 
serial ports (COMl through COM4). It is intended to be used simultaneously 
with an application that uses the UART. It should not interfere in the monitoring 
mode, although the menus enable the user to change the baud rate, data bits, 
stop bits, and parity. Certain combinations of data bits, stop bits, and parity are 
not valid and are inhibited in the menus. Because the intended use is to monitor 
the serial port, the serial ports are not opened and the interrupts are not modi­
fied, tested, or chained. If no application is using the UART, the monitor does 
not reflect valid information. (In other words, the UART must be initialized by 
an application other than the monitor.) 

Principle ______________ _ 
In the BIOS data area of system memory is a list of serial-port addresses in the 
four words beginning at 0000:0400. Most systems use the default 3F8 for COMl 
and 2F8 for COM2. There is no standard for COM3 and COM4, so make sure that 
the BIOS data area correctly reflects the right addresses for COM3 and COM4 if 
your machine has these ports. Windows uses the default addresses listed 
shortly, but these can be altered using the COM.xBase=xxxh statement in the 
[386Enh] section of SYSTEM.IN!. (For more information, see the SYSINI2.TXT file in 
your Windows 3.0 directory or the Windows Resource Kit for Windows 3.1, avail­
able for $19.95 from Microsoft if you call 206-882-8080.)

If you encounter any problems accessing serial ports, it is a good idea to verify 
the addresses stored in the BIOS data area. You can accomplish this by using 
the Ports menu. There is an option called IO_Address, which shows the 
IO_Address as determined from Windows' default setting or the values read 
from the BIOS. If a COMx address shows Default as the source, the BIOS does 
not know the address. It is still possible that software (including a Windows 
application) can function if it is written to bypass the BIOS data-area values for 
the UART IO address. If a COMx address shows the source as BIOS, the value 
for that port was determined from a read of the BIOS data area. 

When the IO address is known for a given UART, it is a simple task to investi­
gate the UART registers to determine the status of the various RS-232 lines. The 
monitor gets a WM_ TIMER message every 200 milliseconds and updates the 
screen with any changes in the UART status. 

As a utility, this can be very useful when you're first connecting a new serial 
device. Basically, the program is a Windows breakout box.

Organizing your Windows desktop 
SideBar Lite makes it easy for you to organize your Windows desktop. You can 
tile, size, optimize, minimize, or hide windows quickly by pressing one of the 
six "arrange" buttons at the top of SideBar Lite. You can also turn on the 
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Include Active Tasks option in the lconbar menu to move all the icons from the 
bottom of the screen onto SideBar Lite. This effectively eliminates window and 
icon clutter and makes it easier for you to access your active tasks. 

Organizing and opening your applications 
Two features make SideBar Lite excellent for organizing and opening your 
applications. 

Using the Applications menu 
The Applications menu lets you open the programs and files in your Program 
Manager groups quickly. To access this menu, select it from the SideBar Lite 
main menu. 

Placing applications on SideBar Lite 
Applications, associated files, and even directories can be placed on SideBar 
Lite for quick reference. After you have placed an object on SideBar Lite, you 
can open it by double-clicking on it. 

Boosting Windows performance 
By turning on the Start As Windows Shell and Replace Task Manager prefer­
ences, you can dedicate all system resources to a specific application by 
closing SideBar Lite and running Windows without a shell. When you want to 
open another application, double-clicking on the Windows desktop or pressing 
Ctrl+Esc opens SideBar Lite again. 

Requirements 
SideBar Lite requires the same hardware and software as Microsoft Windows 
with two exceptions: 

+ You must have at least IMB of RAM (SideBar Lite cannot run in Windows 
3.0 real mode). 

+ Your display must support a resolution higher than CGA (that is, EGA, VGA, 
SVGA, XGA, and so on). 

A mouse is helpful when you're using SideBar Lite, but it's not required. Be sure 
to read "SideBar Lite and the Keyboard," later in this chapter, if you do not use 
a mouse with Windows. 



The SideBar Lite files 
SideBar Lite includes the following files: 

SIDEBAR.EXE The SideBar Lite program file 

SBLITE.WRI The SideBar Lite user guide 

The first time you run SideBar Lite, it creates (in the same directory) the files 
SIDEBAR.E'll and SIDEBAR.FLR to store user preferences and SBDOS.BAT to run DOS 
commands. 

These files can be moved to any directory and do not need to be on the DOS 
path. If you do move them, and you use Program Manager to start SideBar Lite, 
check the File Properties of the SideBar Lite icon to make sure that the icon's 
command line includes the new directory name. 

Opening SideBar Lite 
After you have installed SideBar Lite, it can be opened the same way you open 
any other Windows application. This includes double-clicking on SIDEBAR.EXE in 
the File Manager or on the Sidebar icon in a Program Manager group. 

The first time you open SideBar Lite, it displays the Preferences panel so that 
you can select your preferences and enter the directory SideBar Lite is installed 
in (such as· C:\SIDEBAR). 

SideBar Ute Notes 
SideBar Lite consists of the following components: 

+System box 

+Title bar 

+ Arrange buttons 

+ Command line 

+ View titles 

+ SideBar view 

+Disk view 
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System box 
Clicking on the system box displays the SideBar Lite main menu. 

Title bar 
You can move SideBar Lite around the screen by dragging the title bar. Double­
clicking on the title bar moves SideBar Lite back to the side of the screen. 

Arrange buttons 
Functions in the following list are listed left to right, top row first: 

+ Button 1 cascades windows. 

+ Button 2 tiles windows side by side. 

+ Button 3 tiles windows vertically. 

+ Button 4 sizes windows, leaving visible the icon row at the bottom of the 
screen. 

+ Button 5 sizes windows, leaving visible SideBar Lite on the side of the 
screen. 

+ Button 6 minimizes all windows and arranges their icons at the bottom of 
the screen. If the Include Active Tasks option is on, SideBar Lite hides all 
windows instead of minimizing them. 

Command line 
You can enter standard DOS commands here. Note that pressing the F2 key 
immediately places the cursor on the command line. Read "The Command 
Line," later in this chapter, for examples of valid commands. 

View Titles 
View Titles are located between the command line and the first view. If two 
views are open, a second View Title appears between the views. You can open, 
close, or size views by dragging the View Titles with the mouse. Double-clicking 
on a View Title switches between top/bottom and left/right view layouts. Right­
double-clicking on a View Title switches between single and left/right view 
layouts. 



SideBar view 
The SideBar view contains active tasks (applications that are currently run­
ning), disk drives, and directories or files you place on SideBar Lite for quick 
access. Using the SideBar view, you can do the following: 

+ Switch to an active task by double-clicking on it. 

+ View the contents of a directory or open a file you have placed on SideBar 
Lite by double-clicking on it. 

+ Work with objects you select (for example, removing them from SideBar 
Lite, changing their description, and so on). 

+ Open a Disk view by double-clicking on a disk drive. 

Disk view 
The Disk view contains the directories and files for a specific disk. Using the 
Disk view, you can do the following: 

+ Open files or directories by double-clicking on them. 

+ Open the SideBar view by double-clicking on the words SideBar view. 

The Main Menu 
To access the SideBar Lite main menu, click once on the SideBar Lite System 
Menu icon or press Alt+spacebar.

Refresh 
The Refresh option lets you manually refresh the contents of the current view. 
Normally this is not necessary because SideBar Lite automatically performs a 
refresh after you use the Work With panel. This ensures that all open views 
remain accurate. There are, however, two cases in which you might want to 
refresh manually: 

+ The Refresh Views After Working With Objects preference has beeh turned 
off. 

+ You are returning to SideBar Lite after using another application that has 
changed the contents of the current view. 

The lconbar Menu 
The Iconbar menu controls the appearance and properties of SideBar Lite itself. 
Using it, you can do the following: 

+Select a layout for SideBar Ute's views. 

+Select SideBar Ute's font. 

+ Select the side of the screen SideBar Lite appears on. 

+ Include active tasks in the SideBar view.

Use the Icon bar menu to control the appearance and properties of SideBar Lite itself. 

There are three possible view layouts available in SideBar Lite: 

Single View Displays a single SideBar Lite or Disk view. 

Top/Bottom Views Displays two views, one above the other. The View Titles 
can be dragged to size or close either view. 

Left/Right Views Displays two views side by side. 

Note that double-clicking on the View Title switches between the top/bottom 
and left/right view layouts. 

SideBar Lite uses the font you select here when displaying the command line 
and views. To customize these fonts, use the Preferences panel. 

Left/Right Side of Screen 
Select one of these two items to place SideBar Lite on the left or right side of 
the screen. 
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Include Active Tasks 
This option controls whether or not SideBar Lite lists all currently running 
applications in the SideBar view. Turning this option on eliminates the clutter 
caused by icons at the bottom of the screen by organizing them neatly in the 
SideBar view. 

Note that most Windows applications function normally when the Include 
Active Tasks option has been turned on. However, applications that do not 
conform to Windows standards may become unstable. If you notice that a 
particular application experiences problems when switching to or from it, turn 
off the Include Active Tasks option before opening the problem application. 

Keep on Top 
Select this option if you want SideBar Lite to continuously float to the top of all 
other windows on the screen. This can be helpful when you need SideBar Lite 
visible at all times. 

Show Status Bar 
Select this option to display a status bar at the bottom of SideBar Lite. 

The Applications Menu ________ _ 
The Applications menu lets you open your applications quickly. Simply click on 
a menu item to open a submenu or launch an application. 

SideBar Lite allows up to 20 submenus in the Applications menu. To refresh the 
menu, choose Refresh Menu ... from the Applications menu. 

The Work With Panel 
The Work With panel can be opened in four ways: 

+ By dragging and dropping selected objects with the right mouse button 

+ By selecting Work With from the SideBar Lite main menu 

+ By pressing F4 

+By right-double-clicking on either the SideBar view or Disk view

Use the Applications menu to store up to 20 application names that you can then click 
on to open a submenu or launch the application. 

The Work With (source) field enables you to· indicate the objects you are 
working with. If you have any objects selected when you display the Work With 
panel, this field is set to Selection. However, you can change the contents of this 
field at any time by typing a DOS pathname. 

The list of actions lets you select the way you want to work with the objects you 
have indicated in the source field. If you display the Work With panel by 
dragging and dropping selected objects, the action is automatically selected for 
you. 

A Destination field appears when an action that requires a destination is 
selected. If you display the Work With panel by dragging and dropping selected 
objects, this field is automatically filled in for you. 



You can use the Work With panel to arrange or delete objects from 
the SideBar or to change the description of an object. 

Placing an object on SideBar Lite 
You can use the Work With panel to place a file or directory on SideBar Lite for 
quick reference. There are two ways to do this: 

+ By dragging and dropping the selected object from the source view to the 
SideBar view by holding down the right mouse button 

+ By selecting the object you want to place on SideBar Lite and then pressing 
F4 to display the Work With panel 

To use either of these two procedures, first open a Disk view containing the 
object you want to place and then select the object. 

Dragging and dropping 
Hold down the right mouse button to drag the selected object from the source 
view and drop it (by releasing the mouse button) on the SideBar view. The 
Work With panel is then displayed with its fields automatically filled in. 



Pressing F4 
Press F4 and enter the pathname of the file you want to place on SideBar Lite in 
the source field. Wildcards are not accepted. If you want to place an object 
selected in the current view, leave the key word Selection in this field and then 
select the Placing On SideBar Lite action. 

Placing the object 
Enter in the Destination field the description you want this object to have. 
When all the fields on the Work With panel are set correctly, press the Go 
button to place the object on SideBar Lite. 

Removing an object from SideBar Lite 
You can use the Work With panel to remove a file or directory you have placed 
on SideBar Lite or to close an active task. There are two ways to do this: 

+ By dragging and dropping the selected object from the SideBar view to the 
Windows desktop by holding down the right mouse button 

+ By selecting the object you want to remove and then pressing F4 to display 
the Work With panel 

Dragging and dropping 
If you want to remove an object by dragging and dropping, select the object on 
the SideBar view that you want to remove. Then hold the right mouse button to 
drag the selected object from the SideBar view and drop it (by releasing the 
mouse button) on the desktop. The Work With panel is then displayed with its 
field automatically filled in. 

Pressing F4 
The source field should always indicate Selection. Select the Removing From 

. SideBar Lite action. 

Removing the object 
When all the fields on the Work With panel are set correctly, press the Go 
button to remove the object. 

Changing the description of an object on SideBar Lite 
You can use the Work With panel to change the description of a file or directory 
you have placed on SideBar Lite. You can do this by selecting the object you 
want to change the description of and pressing F4 to display the Work With 
panel. 



The source field should always indicate Selection. Select the Changing Descrip­
tion on SideBar Lite action and then enter the new description for the selected 
object in the destination field. 

When all the fields on the Work With panel are set correctly, press the Go 
button to change the object's description. 

The Preferences Panel 
The Preferences panel enables you to customize SideBar Lite. This includes 
making SideBar Lite the Windows shell, replacing the Windows Task Manager 
with SideBar Lite, selecting confirmation preferences, and customizing the 
SideBar Lite fonts. 

SideBar Lite directory 
The name of the directory where SideBar Lite is located is indicated in the top 
field; 

Use the Preferences panel to customize SideBar Lite. 



Replace task manager 
SideBar Lite can function as a complete replacement for the Microsoft Windows 
Task Manager. If you turn this preference on, you can open SideBar Lite by 
double-clicking on the Windows desktop or by pressing Ctrl+Esc. 

Start as Windows shell 
SideBar Lite uses less memory and is more flexible than the Microsoft Windows 
Program Manager. Because of this, you might want to make SideBar Lite your 
Windows shell. When you do so, SideBar Lite functions as your Windows shell 
in much the same way that Program Manager does, with one exception: You 
can close SideBar Lite without terminating your Windows session. This enables 
other applications to use the memory that SideBar Lite was using. 

Note that if you replace the Program Manager with SideBar Lite, you should 
also replace the Windows Task Manager with SideBar Lite so that you can open 
SideBar Lite again by double-clicking on the Windows desktop or by pressing 
Ctrl+Esc. 

Minimize upon opening object 
If you want SideBar Lite to minimize itself whenever you open or switch to an 
application, select this preference. 

Confirm when·closing SideBar Lite and Confirm when 
shutting down system 

Select either of these preferences to control whether a confirmation prompt 
appears before you can close SideBar Lite or exit Windows. 

Font selection 
The fields at the bottom of the Preferences panel are used for customizing the 
SideBar Lite fonts. The three fields to the left enable you to enter the names of 
your new fonts. The remaining fields are drop-down boxes containing the 
possible type faces, point sizes, and styles. 



Cancel 
If you don't want to save the changes you made, click on the Cancel button. 

Save 
Press the Save button to save any changes you made. 

You can use the command line to enter several DOS commands. Following are 
some examples, showing how the command line can be used in SideBar Lite. 

Note that in the retail version of SideBar, the commands COPY, MOVE, DEL, and 
RENAME are supported. When one of these commands is entered, the Work With 
panel is automatically displayed with its fields set according to the command 
you entered.

SideBar Lite and the Mouse 

SideBar Lite 

Most of SideBar Ute's features can be accessed with the mouse. 

Clicking on the System Menu icon displays the main menu. Double-clicking on 
the System Menu icon closes SideBar Lite. 

You can move SideBar Lite by dragging the title bar. Double-clicking on the title 
bar returns SideBar Lite to its usual place on the side of the screen. 

You can open a second view by dragging the View Title down. (fhe View Title is 
located between the command line and the SideBar view.) Double-clicking on 
the View Title switches between left/right and top/bottom view layouts. Right­
double-clicking on the View Title switches between single and left/right view 
layouts. _ 



You can open a second 
view by dragging the 
View Title down with 
the mouse. 

Right-double-clicking on the second 
View Title switches between single 
and left/right view layouts. 

Clicking on an object selects it. Dragging selects multiple objects. Double­
clicking on an object opens it. 

Dragging the second View Title Oocated between two top and bottom views) 
resizes the views. Dragging it all the way to the top or bottom of SideBar Lite 
closes the top or bottom view. Double-clicking on the second View Title 
switches between left/right and top/bottom view layouts. Right-double-clicking 
on the second View Title switches between single and left/right view layouts. 

Dragging a selection with the right mouse button from a Disk view to the 
SideBar view places the selection on SideBar Lite. 

Dragging a selection with the right mouse button from the SideBar view to the 
desktop removes the selection from SideBar Lite. 



Right-double-clicking on either the SideBar view or Disk view displays the Work 
With panel.

SideBar Ute Tips __________ _ 

Using the Include Active Tasks option 
One of the really cool things you can do with SideBar Lite is move the active 
task icons that are normally at the bottom of your screen onto the iconbar 
itself. To do this, turn on the Include Active Tasks option in the Iconbar menu. 

Most applications do not have a problem with being included on SideBar Lite, 
but there are a few exceptions. If SideBar Lite detects that an application does 
not conform to standard Windows programming practices, it leaves it as an 
icon at the bottom of the screen instead of including it on the iconbar. 

Note also that SideBar Lite does not support animated icons at this time. 
Applications that have animated icons are also left at the bottom of the screen 
so that you can continue to see the animation. 

Although SideBar Lite is intelligent in many ways, it's not omniscient. It some­
times includes a nonstandard active task; this can result in unreliable opera­
tion. If you notice that a particular application has trouble being included on 
SideBar Lite, turn the Include Active Tasks option off in the Icon bar menu when 
using the problem application. 

Turning off Include Active Tasks before running 
Microsoft tutorials 

Before using a tutorial in a Microsoft application like Excel or Word for Win­
dows, you must turn off the Include Active Tasks option in the Iconbar menu. 
Otherwise, Windows may become unstable. 
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Limiting the drives shown on Sidebar Lite 
If you want to limit which disk drives are shown in the SideBar view, add the 
following line to your SIDEBAR.INI file: 

IncludeDrives=drive-list 

where drive-list indicates the drives you want to see. Here is an example: 

IncludeDrives=ABCFZ 

The preceding line shows only drives A, B, C, F, and Z, even if more drives are 
recognized by Windows. Note that if one of the drives in the list is not available, 
SideBar Lite does not show it. 

Creating and removing directories with SideBar Lite 
To create a directory with SideBar Lite, use the standard DOS MKDIR command. 
For example, to create a directory called ARTISTS, you can enter the following 
command in the SideBar Lite command line: 

MKDIR ARTISTS 

If you later want to remove the directory, you can either use the Work With 
panel to delete it or enter the DOS RMDIR command in the command line, as 
follows: 

RMDIR ARTISTS 

Note that you can use the standard DOS abbreviations for these commands (MD 
and RD).

Super Resource Monitor is a free utility that keeps track of your System Resources. 
System Resources is Windows jargon for the memory it sets aside to load menus, 
icons, and other graphical objects. 

Knowing about your Free System Resources (FSR) is important because Windows 
usually cannot start any additional applications after FSR falls below about 15 
percent. Windows users are often confused when they receive messages such as 
No memory is available - close some windows, even when the Help About 
dialog box for Program Manager shows more than 1 megabyte of RAM free. You 
may be out of FSR even if you have plenty of RAM 

Super Resource Monitor is a handy way to manage your memory. It can be config­
ured to pop up a dialog box to warn you when Free System Resources falls below, 
say, 25 percent. You can then close some windows before attempting to start a new 
application. 

You can also use Super Resource Monitor to compact your Windows memory. 
Sometimes, Windows applications don't completely free the memory they use. This 
leaves "islands" in memory that Windows can't use until some application claims 
and frees (compacts) that memory. This is the reason that the performance of your 
Windows environment sometimes gets noticeably slower during the day as you 
open and close various applications. Super Resource Monitor automatically checks 
your memory every second and compacts it every ten seconds. You can reduce the 
frequency of these checks to reduce the monitor's impact, if any, on other applica­
tions' performance. 

Super Resource Monitor consists of only two files: SUPERRM.EXE and SBICTL W.DU, a 
library of customized window objects (which are visible in the Super Resource 
Monitor itself). As a free utility, Super Resource Monitor has no on-line documenta­
tion or technical support. Softblox Incorporated wrote it for its own diagnostic use 
and as an advertisement for its other programming services. The company also 
produces a retail product, SmartPad for Windows, that enables you to create float­
ing button bars for any Windows application. For more information, contact the 
company at the address shown in the About dialog box of Super Resource Monitor.

Super Resource Monitor is just that: a system 
resource monitor that keeps track of what 
memory is being used. 

In the remainder of this chapter, we describe each of the features of Super Re­
source Monitor. 

Type of Program: Utility

Registration: Free. This program requires no registration.

Overview 
Super Resource Monitor is a utility that enables you to display and manage 
your Free System Resources in Windows. 

The Main Window 
When you start Super Resource Monitor (SUPERRM.EXE), it displays a small win­
dow with three meters (similar to gas gauges), a digital clock, and a numerical 
display of free Windows memory. The meters indicate the percentage of three 
different types of Windows System Resources: the GDI Heap, the User Heap, 
and the Current Task Heap. These terms are described in the following sec­
tions. 



What are Free System Resources? 
Windows sets aside certain areas of memory to load menus, icons, and other 
graphical objects. One of these areas is used by GDI.EXE, the Graphic Device 
Interface, which draws pixels on your display. The other area is used by 
USER.EXE, which responds to mouse clicks, key presses, and other user actions. 
Whichever memory area has a lower percentage of its memory unused is re­
ported by Windows as the percentage of Free System Resources. For example, 
if 40 percent of the GDI memory area is unused, and 30 percent of the User 
memory area is unused, the Windows Program Manager reports 30 percent 
Free System Resources in its Help About dialog box. 

GDI Heap, User Heap, and Current Task Heap 
A heap is an area of memory that Windows or a Windows application can use. 
The GD/ Heap and User Heap are areas set aside for two of Windows' most im­
portant programs: GDI.EXE and USER.EXE. The Current Task Heap is an area of 
memory set aside for a Windows application .. This is often called the local heap 
because it is used only by one application and is not available to other applica­
tions. 

Different applications use their local heap in different ways. Even if an applica­
tion uses 100 percent of its local heap, it can usually allocate more memory, so 
this is not a cause for concern. 

The total amount of memory available to Windows, from which it allocates all 
the local heaps, is often called the global heap. This number is usually reported 
by utilities (such as Super Resource Monitor) that displaystatistics such as 
Total Memory Available and Free Memory Available. 

Configuring Meter Colors and Alarms ___ _ 
Double-clicking on the GDI Heap, User Heap, or Current Task meter displays a 
small dialog box that enables you to set colors and alarms for that meter. 

Click on a color in the left side of the dialog box to indicate the memory used; 
click on a color in the right side of the dialog box to indicate the memory free. 
Then click on the OK button to close the dialog box. 

You can also set an alarm to display a message when the percentage used in a 
certain heap exceeds the level you specify. For example, you might want to set 
an alarm to go off when the GDI Heap or User Heap is more than 70 percent 
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Double-clicking on a meter displays a dialog box 
from which you can select colors and set alarms 
for that meter. 

used Oess than 30 percent free). Because Windows cannot open another appli­
cation after Free System Resources falls below about 15 percent, this alarm 
gives you an opportunity to close some unused windows before trying to start a 
major application or.process (such as printing). 

When a specific heap exceeds an amount you specify, Super Resource 
Monitor displays an alarm box. 



Double-click on the Current Time or 
Free Memory area to display a dialog 
box from which you can select a color 
for that area. 

Configuring the Time and Free Memory 
Windows

Double-clicking on the Time and Free Memory windows in the main window 
displays a small dialog box that enables you to specify colors for these win­
dows. Click on Yellow, Green, Red, or Gray and watch the window change color . 

. Click on OK to save your preferred color. 

The About Button 
Clicking on the About button on Super Resource Monitor's main window dis­
plays an informative dialog box. The dialog box indicates the current Windows 
mode (Standard or Enhanced), the type of processor and math coprocessor (if 
any), the total memory available to Windows, and the largest block of free 
memory. 

The largest block of free memory is important because, despite the total 
amount of memory available to Windows, Windows cannot load another appli­
cation into memory that is larger than the largest free block. If you try to load a 
larger program, Windows may swap some programs from memory to disk or it 
may display a warning message for you to close some windows. 



________________ Super Resource Monitor 

The About dialog box provides important information about 
Windows and the Super Resource Monitor. 

Clicking on the Close button exits Super Resource Monitor. 

The Options Button _________ _ 
Clicking on the Options button enlarges the Super Resource Monitor main win­
dow so that it displays several additional choices. These choices enable you to 
determine when Super Resource Monitor samples available memory and com­
pacts memory and whether the main window should float over other 
applications. These concepts are described in the following sections. 

Sample Every x Second 
By default, Super Resource Monitor queries Windows for the amount of 
memory available every 1 second. You can change this value to up to 999 sec­
onds (more than 16 minutes) to improve the performance of other applications. 
However, querying Windows requires very little time (fractions of a millisec­
ond), so you shouldn't need to change this value. 
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Clicking on the Options button expands the 
main window so that it includes additional 
options you can control. 

Compact Every x Second 
By default, Super Resource Monitor compacts memory every 10 seconds. This 
eliminates "islands" in memory that sometimes occur when an application you 
exit does not or cannot free all the memory it used. Compacting memory can 
make more memory available to other applications you start later. 

You can change this value to up to 999 seconds, but (like sampling memory) 
compacting memory detracts very little from the performance of applications, 
so you shouldn't need to change this value. 

The Compact Memory check box 
Click on the Compact Memory box to turn on and off Super Resource Monitor's 
capability to compact memory. When a check mark appears in the box, Super 
Resource Monitor checks memory and (if necessary) asks Windows to compact 
its memory. 



_______________ Super Resource Monitor 

The Keep Monitor In Front check box 
When the Keep Monitor In Front check box is checked, the Super Resource 
Monitor main window floats on top of most other Windows applications. This is 
useful when you want to see the effect on memory of using a particular Win­
dows application. You might want to turn this option off if Super Resource 
Monitor remains visible when a screen-saver utility tries to blank your screen. 

SmartPad for Windows 
SmartPad for Windows is a retail Windows program from Softblox Incorporated. 
It enables you to define floating button bars for Windows applications. 
SmartPad features include the following: 

+ You can create customizable tool boxes for any Windows application, in­
cluding those that you write yourself. 

+ You can use common tool boxes, which are available in all applications, or 
associate tool boxes with specific applications and have those tool boxes 
come up only when you start those applications.

Widget is a free utility designed for PC support people who need to know how 
much time various applications use in the Windows environment. 

Windows enables several applications to run at the same time. However, some appli­
cations take a long time for their own processing. When this happens, you spend a 
lot of time looking at the Hourglass icon, the Windows wait symbol. 

If a person is using a PC that is too slow for the work to be done; he or she can look 
at the Hourglass icon for several minutes each day. Depending on that person's 
hourly wage, it might be more cost-effective for the company to buy that person a 
faster PC instead of wasting that person's time waiting for the computer to catch up. 

Widget enables you to measure precisely how many seconds per minute a Windows 
user simply sits there waiting for the computer. This information can help make a 
case to upgrade certain computers from 386-class machines to 486-class machines, 
for example. 

Widget can also help diagnose problems with background applications that seem to 
be starved for time. If you start a communications program, for example, and try to 
download a file in the background, that background process may abort if the commu­
nications application does not get a certain percentage of computer time. If such 
programs often lose characters or drop the transmission line, you can use Widget to 
find out which other programs take 100 percent of the computer's time when they 
load, open a file, sort, and so on. Spreadsheet programs often grab all available 
processor time when they open large files, for example.

User Wait Times 

The Widget window, on the left, shows the percentage of CPU time used each second to load a data 
file into Excel; the resulting data file was opened in the Excel window, on the right, and charted. 
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Metz Widget measures how long you wait for CPU processing. If applications 
yield frequently - that is, if they release CPU time for use by other applica­
tions - the wait time is small. If one or more applications take a long time to 
yield, ~he wait time is large. Long yield times can be caused by heavy use of 
memory, an underpowered machine, or a combination of both. If you're waiting 
a lot, you should probably consider upgrading your system. 

How Metz Widget Works _______ _ 
The main Widget window displays a histogram of the wait periods. Each vert­
ical bar is one pixel wide. The height of each bar ranges from two pixels high to 
the height of the window area. Each bar represents the accumulative amount 
of waiting during one time interval. The initial time interval is 1 second, but this 
can be changed in the Preferences dialog box. For example, if Metz Widget 
waits a total of 0. 75 second during a given second, the vertical bar for that 
second is three-quarters of the window's client area in height. The bar heights 
are relative. In other words, the bar is three-quarters high regardless of the 
window's size. If there are too many bars, bars scroll off the left of the applica­
tion window. 

If you like, you can store the wait time values in a comma-separated-values 
(csv) file. This file can be imported into Microsoft Excel or another application 
for further analysis. 

The File Menu 

Pause command 
When you choose the Pause command, Metz Widget stops calculating wait 
times, and the histogram in the Metz Widget application window stops scroll­
ing. When Metz Widget is paused, you see a Resume command in the Metz 
Widget File menu. Choose the Resume command to begin calculating wait 
times again. 

Clear Window command 
When you choose the Clear Window command, the histogram is erased from 
the Metz Widget application window. The histogram graph begins again at the 
far left of the display. 
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Reset File command 
The Reset File command deletes the output filename specified in the Prefer~ 
ences dialog box. When additional file output is generated, the file is re-created. 

Preferences command 
When you choose the Preferences command, the Preferences dialog box is 
displayed so that you can set up Widget.

File check box 
Check the File check box to record wait times in an output file. This file is a 
comma-separated-values (csv) file suitable for importing into a spreadsheet 
program. The accumulated wait time for each time period is written to the file. 

Before and after each session, the file is stamped with a zero wait time, the time 
interval, the current date and time, and the user name, if you have entered one. 
The file is also stamped before and after each pause, before and after the prefer­
ences are set, when Widget is exited or closed, and when Windows is exited. 
Wait times and time intervals are given in milliseconds. (One thousand milli­
seconds equal one second.) 

Filename box 
If you check the File check box, you can store the wait time data in the file you 
specify in this box. Choose the path and filename of the comma-separated­
values (csv) file in which you want to store the accumulated wait times. 

Time interval box 
Specify the interval (in seconds) between measurements of wait times. 

User box 
Enter a user name to record in the file you have specified. The User box enables 
you to assess wait times for different users on the same system. 

Hide window check box 
Check the Hide window check box to hide the Metz Widget application window. 
If you want to display the application window again, run Widget again. 

Pause on startup check box 
Check the Pause on startup check box to start Metz Widget paused. You must 
choose the Resume command to start it again.

With all of Windows' multitasking features - which enable you to run two or more 
programs simultaneously - nothing in Windows enables you to make a program run 
at a certain time. Such a feature would let you tell your communications program to 
call another computer at night when telephone rates are cheap, for example. 

With WinClock, you can not only run programs at specified times, but you can also 
set alanns for yourself or set stopwatches to measure elapsed time. 

If you don't need these features, WinClock simply provides you with a window that 
shows you the correct date and time. This window can be configured for a wide 
variety of international date and time fonnats and can be made to float over all other 
windows to keep it visible.

To bring up a list of options, click the WinClock system box once. 

The Help option brings up help about WinClock and explains how to use 
context-sensitive help. It also displays an index of all help topics available for 
Win Clock. 

Set Time/Date 
The Set Time/Date option enables you to easily enter the time and date. When 
the window pops up, enter the correct time and date. Click on AM or PM to set 
the time in 12-hour format or click on 24-hr and enter the time in 24-hour 
format. WinClock automatically converts 24-hour format to 12-hour format if 
you click on PM after 24-hr was selected. WinClock also converts from PM to 
24-hour format. 

The current time and date are shown in the edit boxes when the window 
originally appears. To update the time and date displayed in the edit boxes to 
the current time and date, click on the Time or Date pushbutton, depending on 
which you want to update.

When you have made all your choices, click on OK or press Enter. If you want to 
leave the old time and date, click on Cancel. 

You should select Auto Advance Date only if you are using a version of DOS that 
does not advance the date correctly at midnight. 

The Alarms option enables you to configure WinClock's alarms. To set an alarm, 
first click on the alarm you want to set (Alarm 1, 2, and so on). When you have 
made your choice, click on OK. If you want to leave the alarms the way they 
were, click on Cancel. 

Enabled 
If you want the alarm to be on, select Enabled (so that there is an X in the box). 
If you do not want the alarm to be on now (you only want to set it for use at a 
later time), click on Enabled until there is no X in the box. · 
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The Alarms option enables you to configure alarms; you can specify the date and time and 
what you want to happen when the alarm goes off. 

Time 
Enter in the Time edit box the time you want the alarm to go off. If you select 
AM or PM, enter the time in 12-hour format. If you select 24-hr; enter the time in 
24-hour format. 

Date 
One Date: Select One Date to have the alarm go off on a single date. Type the 
date in the edit box. 

Enhanced Alanns: Click on Enhanced Alarms to open a dialog box with ad­
vanced options for alarms. See "Enhanced alarms," later in this chapter. 

Beep 
To have the alarm beep when it goes off, select Beep (so that there is an X in 
the box). Select Hi or Low pitch. Select the duration of the beep. Short is about 
8 seconds; Long is about 30 seconds. You may stop both beeps by clicking on 
OK when the box alerting you about the alarm appears. 

Note 
If you want, type a note for WinClock to display when the alarm goes off. 



Run Program 
Select Run Program to run a program at the time you've set for the alarm. Type 
the full pathname of the program you want to run. Select Max if you want the 
program to be maximized when it runs. Select Min to have the program mini­
mized. Select Normal to have the program shown in its normal size. 

If you type the name of a program that does not exist on your hard disk, a 
warning message appears when you click on OK. You can then choose to edit 
the name of the program or to leave it unedited. 

Enhanced alarms 
Clicking on Enhanced Alarms in the Alarm Settings dialog box displays a more 
advanced dialog box with the following options; 

Start Date 
Enter the start date in the edit box. The start date is the date from which the 
alarm specified in the rest of the dialog box starts. The start date causes the 
alarm to go off beginning with that date. 

Week Interval 
Periodic: The periodic selection causes alarms to go off on dates such as every 
Thursday, every other Wednesday, and so on. Select the period you want and 
then choose the days with which they should be combined. 

Of Every Month: This selection causes alarms to go off on dates such as the 
first Thursday of every month, the second Wednesday of every month, and 
soon. 

Day 
This selection you make in the Day section of the dialog box is combined with 
the Periodic and Of Every Month options you select in the Week Interval 
section. 

Examples 
Periodic: To have an alarm go off every other Tuesday, select Every Other in 
the Periodic section of the dialog box and Tuesday in the Day section. 

Suppose that you entered 5-15-90 in the Start Date edit box and selected Every 
and Tuesday; because 5-15-90 was a Tuesday, the alarm goes off on 5-15-90, 
5-22-90, 5-29-90, 6-04-90, and so on. 



Timers 

Of Every Month: To have an alarm go off on the second Wednesday of every 
month, select Second in the Of Every Month section of the dialog box and 
Wednesday in the Day section. 

Suppose that you entered 5-15-90 in the Start Date edit box, selected Third in 
the Of Every Month section, and Monday in the Day section; the alarm goes off 
on 6-17-90 because that date was the third Monday of the month: 

WinClock has two stopwatches and two countdown timers. By selecting 
different options, you can have WinClock display some or all of the timers - as 
well as the time and date. To use a countdown timer, you must type a number 
from which to count down in the Countdown From edit box. This number must 
be in the form HH:MM (hours:minutes ). If it is not in this form, any number 
found (that is before nonnumeric characters, excluding the colon) is used as 
the minutes. 

Select Display Timer individually for each timer you want to display (or not 
display). Select Display Date or Display Time if you want to display the date or 
time while one or more of the timers are running. The display of the date and 
time does not depend on the timer that is currently selected.

Use the Timers option to set either of the two stopwatches or the two 
countdown timers. 



Display Seconds is selected by default. If you do not want to display the 
seconds, click on this option so that there is no X in the box. You can choose to 
display the seconds individually for each timer. The seconds are displayed only 
if Display Timer has been selected. 

The settings you make in the Timer dialog box only affect the WinClock display 
while one or more timers are running. The settings are saved while WinClock is 
running but are reset to the default when WinClock is restarted. · 

When you have selected to display a timer, it is displayed as follows: 

The first stopwatch appears as Sl 00:00:00. 

The second stopwatch appears as S2 00:00:00. 

The first countdown timer appears as C 1 00:00:00. 

The second countdown timer appears as C2 00:00:00. 

The current count (time elapsed) of the selected timer appears in the Current 
Count box when the Timers dialog box is displayed. 

When a timer is stopped, its current count is displayed in the Current Count 
box until you switch to another timer. The stopped timer then resets itself to 
zero. 

The Start/Stop button reflects whether the currently selected timer is running. 
If the current timer is running, the button shows the word Stop so that you can 
stop the timer. If the current timer is not running, the button shows the word 
Start so that you can start it. 

Each countdown timer can be set to beep or not to beep. Select Beep (so that 
there is an X in the box) if you want the countdown timer to beep when it 
finishes. Select the pitch and the duration of the beep. The Short beep lasts 
about 8 seconds; the Long beep lasts about 30 seconds. You can stop both 
beeps by clicking on OK when the timer window appears, alerting you that the 
timer has finished. 

Hourly Beep 
Select the Hourly Beep option if you want WinClock to sound a short beep and 
flash on the hour. A check mark appears next to Hourly Beep in the system 
menu if it is selected. To turn off the hourly beep, click on Hourly Beep again. 
The check mark disappears. 



Special note for 386 enhanced mode: If a DOS session is active and hourly 
beep is enabled, Win Clock by default returns you to Windows and beeps. You 
must then double-click on the DOS icon to return to the DOS session. If you do 
not want to be returned to Windows when an hourly beep occurs, deselect the 
For Hourly Beep check box in the Preferences dialog box. 

Preferences 
The Preferences dialog box enables you to change how the date and time are 
displayed. Select the options you want, as described in the following sections, 
and click on OK. 

Time .formats 
24-hour and 12-hour formats: WinClock supports 24-hour format, 12:-hour 
format with AM and PM, and 12-hour format without AM and PM. Select your 
preferred style. 

Display Seconds: WinClock includes seconds in its time display when this 
option is turned on.

Use the Preferences option to change how the date and time are displayed and specify the 
particulars of other aspects of WinClock. 



Blink Colon: If you want the colon that separates the hours and minutes of the 
time to blink on the second (when the seconds are not displayed), select Blink 
Colon (so that there is an X in the box). 

PM or pm: When WinClock displays time in the 12-hour format with AM and 
PM, it displays the suffixes AM and PM in uppercase when PM is selected and in 
lowercase when pm is selected. 

Date formats 
Options: You can choose to display the date in any combination of day of the 
week, month, day of the month, and year, 

Date Format: Select the date format you prefer: month first (MOY), day first 
(DMY), or year first (YMD). 

Separator: You can change the character that separates the parts of the date by 
typing a different character in the Separator edit box. For example, you can use 
a slash (/), period (.), or hyphen (-) between numbers in a date. Although it is 
possible to type into the Separator box more than one character, only the first 
character you type is used. 

Remember Screen Location 
One Location: WinClock remembers one screen location by default. This means 
that when you move WinClock, it remembers its position on the screen. The 
next time you run WinClock, it goes to the position where it was when it was 
last closed. 

Return To Lower Right Comer on Startup: If you want to move Win Clock to a 
certain location temporarily, but then revert to its default screen position in the 
lower right corner of your screen, select Return To Lower Right Corner on 
Startup. The next time you run WinClock, it reverts to its default location. 

Lock Location: This option locks WinClock's location on the screen so that you 
can't move it accidentally. 

Screen Saver Compatibility 
WinClock is compatible with most available screen savers. Note that WinClock 
itself is not a screen saver. 

Auto: Setting this option causes WinClock to be hidden (not displayed on the 
screen) when a screen saver saves the screen. This option is compatible with 
most screen savers. It is recommended that you try this option first if you want 
screen-saver compatibility. 



Delay: Setting this option causes WinClock to be hidden when the mouse and 
keyboard have not been activated for the amount of time that you specify in the 
edit box. 

You must set the delay in the form MM:SS (minutes:seconds). If it is not in this 
form, any number found (before nonnumeric characters, excluding the colon) is 
used as the seconds. · 

Use this option if the Auto option (discussed earlier) does not work correctly 
with your screen saver. Set the delay to a few seconds less than your screen 
saver's delay. This setup prevents WinClock from appearing on.:.screen after 
your screen saver blanks the screen. 

None: This option turns off screen-saver compatibility, which means that 
WinClock is not hidden if you have a screen saver, and it activates before 
WinClock hides itself. 

Return To Windows If DOS Box Active 
The following information only applies when Windows is running in 386 en­
hanced mode. 

For Alanns: If a DOS box is active and an alarm is enabled and set to go off, 
WinClock by default returns you to Windows and (1) displaysthe.message, (2) 
beeps, and/or (3) runs a specified program. You must then double-click on the 
minimized DOS icon to return to your DOS session. If you do not want to return 
to Windows when an alarm occurs, deselect the For Alarms check box in the 
Preferences dialog box. 

For Hourly Beep: If a DOS box is active and hourly beep is enabled, WinClock 
by default returns you to Windows and beeps. You must then double-click on 
the DOS icon to return to the DOS box. If you do not want to return to Windows 
when an hourly beep occurs, deselect the For Hourly Beep check box in the 
Preferences dialog box. 

Display 
System Box: If you want WinClock to display a system box on its window, select 
System Box. Hiding the system box reduces the area that WinClock takes up on 
the screen. For more information, see "Displaying or Hiding the System Box" 
later in this chapter. 

Stay In Front: If you want Win Clock to always appear over other applications, 
select Stay In Front. 

Anti-Cascade: Select Anti-Cascade if you do not want WinClock to be cascaded 
when you cascade applications with the Windows Task List. 
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About 
Select About from the system menu to display information about WinClock. 

Getting Help ___________ _ 
WinClock Help can be accessed in three ways: 

+ Select Help from the WinClock system menu. This action displays an index 
of all help available for WinClock. It also explains how to use WinClock's 
context-sensitive belp. 

+ Access context-sensitive help by clicking on one of the WinClock system 
menu items, holding down the mouse button, and pressing Fl. 

+ Access context-sensitive help from most of WinClock's dialog boxes by 
clicking on the Help button, if one is displayed. 

Displaying or Hiding the System Box 
You can display or hide the system box in the following ways: 

+ Open the Preferences dialog box and select System Box (so that there is an 
X in the box). This setup displays the system box. To hide the system box, 
open the Preferences dialog box and deselect System Box (so that there is 
no X in the box). 

+ Double-click on the WinClock client area (the area in which the time and 
date are displayed). If the system box is hidden, it becomes visible. If it is 
displayed, it becomes hidden. 

The Windows Task List (which you access by pressing Ctrl+Esc or by double­
clicking on an empty spot on the Windows desktop) has buttons to cascade 
(overlap) or tile (not overlap) all open applications. The WinClock window does 
not cascade or tile because it always remains the same size. But the Task List 
counts WinClock as one of the applications it cascades or tiles. This can cause 
the other applications not to use the full screen when the Task List cascades or 
tiles all open windows. You can prevent this in the following ways. 



Cascading 

Tiiing 

If you want to cascade open windows, it is useful to selectthe Anti-Cascade 
option in the Preferences dialog box. This option causes WinClock to be 
ignored by Task List when it cascades applications. 

To turn the Anti-Cascade option on, select Preferences from WinClock's system 
menu. In the Preferences dialog box, select Anti-Cascade (so that there is an X 
in the box). 

If you want to tile open windows, you should first click once with the right 
mouse button on the Win Clock client area (the area where the time and date are 
displayed). This action causes WinClock to be hidden for about seven seconds, 
during which time you can tile the other open windows correctly. 

Moving WinClock 
To move Win Clock, click on WinClock and, while holding the mouse button, 
move WinClock. 

C}osing WinClock 
To close WinClock, do one of the following: 

+ Double-click on the Win Clock system box. 

+ Click on the WinClock system box once and then click on Close.

Mem can sound an alarm when the disk space, 
free memory, or percent of system resources free goes below amounts you 
specify (a different amount.can be specified for each disk drive). 



ChCursor: If you find that you sometimes lose track of the mouse cursor on the 
screen, ChangeCursor enables you to press the right mouse button to highlight 
the cursor. Other features include the capacity to position the cursor in the 
center of the screen with a click of the right mouse button and the capacity to 
hide the cursor when you start typing and then display it again when you move 
the mouse. 

Lock: Lock is a keyboard lock and screen saver. It automatically locks the 
keyboard after a certain time. 

SaveSet: SaveSet enables you to cause the Save Settings check box that appears 
when you exit Windows to be automatically checked or unchecked. 

Click: Click produces a keyboard click. This is especially useful for those users 
who have used a keyboard click for DOS but have been unable to find one for 
Microsoft Windows. The duration and pitch of the click can be easily changed 
by the user.

Hop: The only computer Hop-Over puzzle. Hop is a short form of Chinese 
checkers. (Hop can undo moves and solve the puzzle automatically if you want 
it to.)

DIFile (with DirSrch): DlFile goes through your disk directories looking for the 
filespec you specify. If found, it prompts you to delete it. This is very convenient 
for finding and deleting *.BAK files. 

ShowDirs: ShowDirs displays directories on your system that match the one 
specified. It can search a single drive or an entire system. 



Mem: Mem displays the amount of conventional memory in your computer and 
the amount free. It also displays information about extended memory if you 
have it in your computer. 

These programs are available on BIX, CompuServe, and the Boston Computer 
Society's IBM BBS, and from other shareware libraries. If you want more 
information, contact me as described in "How To Contact the Shareware 
Author," earlier in this chapter.

The left button enables you to start any application in the Windows Program Manager; the right button 
provides you with a list of all active applications. 



WinEZ also provides an enhanced Run facility, which offers you an easy way to 
navigate directories and start applications. It remembers the last five programs 
you executed ·as well as the last directory path. 

Installing and Getting Started 
After you install WinEZ with WSETUP, you have two choices to get WinEZ up and 
running: 

+ To run WinEZ automatically every time you start Windows, modify the 
WIN.INI file, found in the Windows subdirectory. Using Notepad, edit the line 
containing the LOAD keyword and append the program name WINEZ.EXE. 
Here is an example: 

LOAD=C:\WINEZ\WINEZ.EXE 

The next time you start Windows, WinEZ starts for you automatically. 

In Windows 3.1, you can accomplish the same thing by dragging the WinEZ 
icon from its group in Program Manager into the StartUp group. 

+ If you want to start WinEZ manually, run C: \ WINEZ\ WINEZ.EXE from a group 
window of the Program Manager or the File Run menu of File Manager. 

WinEZ attaches two icons to the title bar: a Fast Path icon and a Task Switch 
icon. These icons provide you with one of the fastest ways to switch between 
and start applications under Windows. 

The Fast Path icon (left icon} 
The Fast Path icon (the left icon) enables a user to start another application 
without ever leaving the current application. The Fast Path icon can be config­
ured two ways - to display a pull-down Power menu or to switch to the 
Program Manager window - with three possible actions: 

I. WinEZ's Power menu. 

With WinEZ's Power menu feature, you can start any application you've 
defined in group windows of the Program Manager (or Norton's Desktop for 
Windows). The Power menu is a drop-down menu that displays a list of all 
the group windows in the Program Manager. Each group has a submenu 
that contains all the applications in that group. Instead of leaving your 



current application to activate the Program Manager, just bring up the 
Power menu and, voilii!, your group applications are just a click away. 

2. Switch directly to the Program Manager (or any add-in Windows shell). 

You can also configure WinEZ's Fast Path icon to enable a user to jump 
directly to any active application. By default, WinEZ jumps directly to the 
Program Manager. However, WinEZ can be configured to activate any add-in 
Windows shell (see "Setting WinEZ's Options," later in this chapter). 

3. Clicking the right mouse button on the Fast Path icon. 

By clicking the right mouse button on the Fast Path icon when in Power 
menu mode, you can jump directly to the Program Manager (or any add-in 
shell specified in the Options menu). 

The Task Switch icon (right icon) 
The Task Switch icon (the right icon) enables you to quickly switch to any 
active application. There is no need for you to hunt down that one particular 
window or press Ctrl+Esc to bring up the Task List. From the current applica­
tion, WinEZ's Task Switch icon provides a pull-down menu of all active applica­
tions. 

The Task Switch icon also presents the user with other features of WinEZ. 
Along with the active applications, other items in the menu are as follows: 

End Task: This item further expands into a submenu of active tasks. It provides 
the user with a fast and easy way to end other active applications. Select an 
item from the list, and WinEZ ends the program. 

Run ... : This item starts the enhanced Run facility. A dialog box appears, 
enabling you to type the name of an application to execute or to select an 
application from a list box. See "Run dialog box facility," later in this chapter. 

Options ... : This item displays a dialog box that enables you to configure WinEZ. 
You can configure the action performed by the Fast Path icon and the behavior 
of the windows when switching between applications (see "Setting WinEZ's 
Options," later in this chapter, for more details). 

About ... : This item brings up WinEZ's About dialog box. 

Exit: This item ends WinEZ and removes it from memory. 

Note: The Exit selection item is unavailable (grayed out) on nonstandard 
windows (such as dialog boxes).

Use the Run dialog box to start applications not defined by a Program Manager group. 

Run dialog box facility 
When Run is selected from the Task Switch icon menu, a dialog box appears 
that enables a user to start applications not defined by a Program Manager 
group. 

Included in this dialog box is a list box that contains files found in the current 
directory. The Run dialog box is similar to the File Open dialog box found in 
many Windows applications. A user can change directories or drives by 
selecting the appropriate items in the directories list box. 

A filter is available to enable certain file types to be included in the list box. 
Current filters include EXE, COM, PIF, BAT, and all files. Use these filters to quickly 
locate the file that you want to execute. An additional feature of the Run dialog 
box is its capacity to keep track of the last five commands executed. 

Setting WinEZ's Options 
You can configure WinEZ by selecting the Options item from the Task Switch 
icon menu. The Options dialog box is where WinEZ's switching behavior can be 
set and the Fast Path icon actions configured.

Use the Options dialog box to configure 
WinEZ's switching behavior and the Fast Path 
icon's actions. 

Switching behavior 
When you're using WinEZ to switch between applications, WinEZ attempts to 
return the application to the state in which it was found (assuming that all 
switching was done with WinEZ). You can also configure WinEZ to always 
minimize applications when switching to other applications. Choose the 
switching behavior from the Options dialog box by selecting the radio button 
corresponding to the preferred option: 

+ Default: With this option, WinEZ attempts to return the application back to 
the state in which it was found (if all switching was done with WinEZ). 

+ Always Minimize on Switch: With this option, WinEZ always minimizes the 
application before switching to another. 

Note: WinEZ only minimizes windows that support being minimized. 



Fast Path icon actions 
You can configure the Fast Path icon to perform one of two functions. The icon 
can be configured for WinEZ's Power menu or to switch a user directly to the 
Program Manager (or any specified active application). These two options are 
available for your selection. Choose the Fast Path function by selecting the 
radio button corresponding to the preferred option: 

+ Power Menu: If this option is chosen, the Power menu is displayed when 
you click on the Fast Path icon (see "The Fast Path icon," earlier in this 
chapter, for information on how to use the Power menu). 

Selecting Always Rebuild on Startup causes WinEZ to rebuild the Power 
menu when it is invoked. If this option is not set, you may have to select the 
Rebuild Power Menu option to list the most current groups in the Power 
pull-down menu. 

+ Title of Window: If this option is chosen, the application specified in the 
entry field is activated when the Fast Path icon is clicked on. To specify the 
application you want to switch to, enter the text found in the title bar of that 
application. 

This is also the name of the window that the right mouse button invokes 
from Power menu mode. 

WinEZ icon position 
The WinEZ icons can be positioned anywhere on the title bar: 

+ Left left-justifies the WinEZ icons. 

+ Right right-justifies the WinEZ icons. 

+ Pels from the Left places the WinEZ icons the specified number of pixels 
(pels) from the left side of the title bar. 

Note: Use this option to adjust WinEZ's icons if there is an icon conflict or if 
WinEZ looks out of place (for example, in Super VGA mode, WinEZ is 
sometimes off by a pixel). 

Using WinEZ with Norton Desktop ____ _ 
WinEZ automatically detects whether you have the Norton Desktop loaded as 
your shell when using Windows. WinEZ searches the Shell= line in your 
SYSTEM.INI file for the character string NOW.EXE, as shown here: 

Shell=C:\NORTON\NDW.EXE 



All Norton groups and subgroups are listed on the WinEZ Power menu. Sub­
groups are not nested. 

Note: All group and subgroup filenames must end in the QAG extension. This is 
done automatically by Norton if, when creating a group, no extension is speci­
fied. 

If you have a group named Norton Desktop (which Norton creates on installa­
tion), it is recommended that you rename it something else (for example, Norton 
Utilities). This prevents WinEZ from getting confused between the Norton 
Desktop application and the Norton Desktop group file. 

Because passwords are not part of the DOS operating system, WinEZ bypasses 
all Norton Desktop passwords set when executing an application. Also, Norton 
groups Gust groups, not applications) created with a password are not part of 
the WinEZ Power menu. 

Note: Norton also bypasses its own passwords if you execute a program from 
the File Manager utility. True security really has to be done at an operating­
system level. 

When you select Rebuild Power Menu, WinEZ automatically saves your Norton 
configuration. This is necessary to perform the rebuild of the menus. 

General WinEZ Notes and Information 
+ If you are having trouble entering the registration information, make sure

J/Vhen the first IBM PC was designed, its keyboard closely followed the layout of the 
highly successful IBM Selectric typewriter. The PC's designers made one glaring 
mistake, however. 

On a Selectric, you could press the Caps Lock key to type a line in all capital letters. 
When you held down the Shift key to type the first letter of the next normal sentence, 
the Caps Lock key was disengaged because you didn't need it any more. 

The IBM PC-I didn't have a mechanical roller to shift up and down; the PC's Shift key 
was designed simply to reverse the current state of capitalization. When Caps Lock 
was off, pressing Shift resulted in capital letters, as you would expect. In the rush to 
get the PC-1 to market, no one tested the Shift key when Caps Lock was on. On a PC, 
therefore, typing To Whom It May Concern with Caps Lock on looks like tO 
wHOM iT mA Y cONCERN. 

Microsoft could easily have fixed this in Windows. But, inexplicably, the company did 
not. WinKey remedies this and other keyboard problems. First of all, it restores the 
Shift key to its original role of capitalizing letters and disengaging Caps Lock. Addi­
tionally, it enables you to control Num Lock and Scroll Lock and reverse the Caps 
Lock and Ctr/ keys (for keyboards that don't place the Ctr/ key near the A key). You 
can, of course, customize all these behaviors in WinKey's control panel. 

DataGem Corp. is already working on WinKey Version 2.0, which will enable you to 
redefine any key combination as any other key combination. Registered users will be 
the first to hear about the release of this new utility- another good reason to register . 
with the author.

WinKey enables you to control the action of the Shift key as well as the Scroll Lock, Caps 
Lock, and Num Lock keys. 

Overview 
WinKey is a Windows utility that solves several nagging problems related to 
keyboard entry. First, WinKey can force your keyboard Shift and Caps Lock 
keys to operate much like they would on a standard typewriter keyboard. When 
you attempt to type 

Pain in the Neck 

but forget that your Caps Lock key is on, you end up typing 

pAIN IN THE nECK 

On a typewriter keyboard, you do not experience this shift-reversal problem. 
Pressing the Shift key releases the Caps Lock key. This means that the first 
character is uppercase, no matter what, and that all other characters are their 
correct case. WinKey forces a Windows keyboard to act like a typewriter key­
board, eliminating the shift-reversal problem. 

For Windows users trained on ten-key keypads, the Num Lock key poses a 
second problem. The numeric keypad has a way of getting unlocked through 
inadvertent contact with the Num Lock key. This causes a string of spurious 



cursor-movement, Home, End, Delete, PgUp, and PgDn keystrokes, sometimes 
with disastrous consequences. WinKey enables you to permanently lock the 
numbers on your ten-key keypad, eliminating this problem. 

Some programs, such as Microsoft Excel and Terminal, have actions that vary 
based on the status of the Scroll Lock key. WinKey enables you to permanently 
set the Scroll Lock key to the value that works best for you. 

Many users of notebook computers find that the Caps and Control (Ctrl) keys 
on their keyboards are placed opposite the way they are on a desktop PC 
keyboard. WinKey enables you to reverse the function of these two keys to 
simplify your transition back and forth between notebook and desktop PCs. 

This version of WinKey does not change the behavior of DOS applications run 
under Windows. 

WinKey is copied by WSETUP to its own directory on your hard drive and to its 
own group window in Program Manager. 

How to run WinKey one time only 
To test WinKey, double-click on the WinKey icon in Program Manager. Alterna­
tively, click on File Run in the Program Manager or File Manager and type 
x:\ WINKEY\ WINKEY.EXE (substitute the correct drive and directory where you 
installed WinKey on your hard drive). When the WinKey control panel appears, 
select the settings you desire and click on OK. This minimizes WinKey to an 
icon on your icon line, where it now controls the behavior of the Shift key and 
the "toggle" keys: Caps Lock, Num Lock, and Scroll Lock. 

How to run WinKey every time you start Windows 
Windows 3.1 and later. In the Windows 3.1 Program Manager, hold the Ctrl key 
as you drag the WinKey icon from the WinKey group to the StartUp group. This 
makes a copy of the icon in the StartUp group. (Remember that WinKey may be 
reversing your Ctrl and Caps Lock keys if it is running!) Highlight the icon by 
clicking on it once and then click on File Properties on the Program Manager 
menu. Click the Run Minimized box to place an X in the check box. This action 
makes WinKey load as an icon and start controlling the shift keys the next time 
you start Windows. 



Windows 3.0. In Windows 3.0, use Notepad to open the file WIN.INI, which is 
usually located in your Windows directory. Find the line that begins LOAD=. Add 
the correct drive and directory for WinKey to this line. For example, if the line 
looks like 

LOAD=CLOCK.EXE 

add x:\ WINKEY\ WINKEY.EXE to the end of the line so that it looks like 

LOAD=CLOCK.EXE C:\WINKEY\WINKEY.EXE 

Make sure that the LOAD= and RUN= lines of WIN.IN! do not exceed 127 charac­
ters. Windows cannot read these lines after 127 characters. If you are near this 
limit, remove all EXE extensions from these lines because Windows does not 
need the EXE extension to load programs. (fhe StartUp group in Windows 3.1 
does not have the 127-character limitation.) 

Disabling WinKey 
If WinKey is running, you can temporarily disable it by double-clicking on the 
WinKey icon and then clicking on the Exit button on the WinKey control panel. 

Deinstallation 
To deinstall WinKey, use the following procedure: 

Windows 3.1 and later. In Program Manager, minimize the WinKey group 
window and then click on File Delete to delete it. Remove the WinKey icon from 
the StartUp group. Finally, delete the x:\ WINKEY directory.

If you select the Reverses Caps Lock setting for the Shift key, you produce an 
uppercase character when Caps Lock is off and a lowercase character when 
Caps Lock is on. That is, the Shift key reverses the Caps Lock state. The Always 
Capitalizes setting causes an uppercase character to be generated, even if Caps 
Lock is on. 

The Caps Lock Off When group specifies the circumstances that turn Caps Lock 
off. The Caps Lock Pressed setting enables you to toggle Caps Lock on and off 
by pressing the Caps Lock key. This is the normal setting for a PC keyboard. 

The Shift Pressed setting for the Caps Lock group causes Caps Lock to always 
be turned off when the Shift key is pressed. You generate uppercase characters 
when the Shift key is pressed and lowercase characters after it is released. This 
setting emulates a standard typewriter. 



The Shift-Letter Pressed option for the Caps Lock group is for Windows pro­
grammers. When you type such statements as WM_ COMMAND you do not want 
Caps Lock to be released when you press the Shift key to generate the under­
score character. You do, however, want caps unlocked when you press the 
Shift key concurrently with an alphabetic key. 

The Num Lock group specifies how the Num Lock key and indicator are to 
operate.

If you select Always On, the numbers are perma­
nently locked on. The alternative functions of the keypad keys (Home, PgUp, 
and so on) are disabled. If you select Always Off, the numeric values of these 
keys are disabled and the cursor-movement, Home, and other functions are 
permanently enabled. 

The Scroll Lock group of radio buttons enables you to permanently set the 
Scroll Lock key on or off or to use the normal toggle on/off behavior. Scroll Lock 
enables cursor keys to scroll the screen in Excel and invokes DEC-style VT-100 
function keys in Windows Terminal. 

Two check boxes are provided in a Miscellaneous group of settings: 

Miscellaneous 

Icon Shows Shift State (default: checked) 

Reverse Caps Lock & Ctrl (default: not checked) 

The Icon Shows Shift State check box is described in the "The WinKey icon," 
section. 

Computer users who check the Reverse Caps Lock & Ctrl check box find the 
functions of the Caps Lock and Ctrl keys reversed. This reversal is useful for 
making your keyboard more closely conform to a regular 101-key keyboard. 

When you finish making your selections, click on OK to minimize WinKey. The 
selected behavior is now in effect for all Windows applications. 

When you choose options from the control panel, a file named WINKEY.INI is 
created in the WinKey directory to save your selections. 

The WinKey icon 
By default, the WinKey icon displays a CAPS indicator that lights when alpha­
betical keystrokes will result in uppercase characters.

The registered 
version also plays Jokers Wild, which expands on the basic game by adding one 
Joker to the deck (the Joker can be used as any card). In addition, the registered 
version also has a Double Up option, which can be used with either of the two 
games. 

In any casino game, of course, the object is to maximize the wins and minimize 
the losses. How do you win at this game? The object is to create the best pos­
sible poker hand so that you can be paid off with the highest possible winnings.

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WinPoker gives you all the fun of Video Poker, and you don't actually lose any money! 

The hierarchy of winning hands is basically the same as it is in conventional 
poker. A Royal Flush is the highest and the hardest hand (statistically) to get. 
Therefore, it receives the best odds for payoff. In the standard Jacks or Better 
game, you must have a pair of Jacks or better to receive any payoff at all. 

Odds vary for Video Poker games, depending on where you play- Vegas, 
Reno, or Tahoe, for example - and what type of Video Poker you play: Jacks or 
Better, Jokers Wild, or Double Up.

WtnStart is a simple DOS utility that does one thing and does it well: WinStart 
displays a text-mode message that enables you to press a letter to start Windows in 
real mode (for Windows 3. 0 only), standard mode, or 386 enhanced mode.

Wtndows wallpaper is an attractive way to dress up your background screen. The 
problem is that looking at the same wallpaper image gets monotonous, and it's 
irritating to have to open the Control Panel every time you want to change your 
scenery. 

ZiPaper (pronounced zip paper) solves both the disk-space and the monotony 
problems. ZiPaper chooses a wallpaper image at random (or in an order you 
specify) every time you start your PC or Windows. Although many utilities are 
capable of doing this, ZiPaper excels because it enables you to store all your large 
wallpaper files in a single, compressed file. 

ZiPaper is one of the few DOS programs we've seen that really improves Windows. 
It has to be a DOS program, of course, because it must extract each wallpaper file 
before Windows loads the image. ZiPaper is also one of the few shareware pro­
grams that requires another shareware program to work. You must shrink your 
wallpaper into one of two formats: ZIP or LZH. You can use the ZIP Tools program, 
featured elsewhere in this book, to create ZIP files. 

As a DOS program, ZiPaper has many command-line switches. ·These can be diffi­
cult to configure. This is one program that definitely requires you to read through 
the documentation before you can use it effectively. You should have a good 
knowledge of DOS batch files before you experiment. But, if you commonly edit 
your own AUTOEXEC.BAT file, you should be able to master ZiPaper. 

Type of Program: DOS Utility. Do not run under Windows. 

Requires: Windows 3.0 or later. Also requires a PC compression 
program, such as ZIP Tools, PKZip, or LHArc (as described 
later in this chapter), and experience with DOS batch files. 

Registration: Use the form at the end of this chapter to register with the 
shareware author. 

Technical Support: Daniel Thomas provides registered users with technical 
support through CompuServe, Prodigy, telephone, and 
mail. 



Introduction and a Quick Tour ______ _ 
ZiPaper (that's Zip Paper) is a program that chooses one of your BMP files at 
random for use as your Windows wallpaper. Although there are several pr~ 
grams that do that, ZiPaper is different: It enables you to place all your BMP 
wallpaper files in a ZIP file (or an LHArc-format LZH file), reducing disk space 
dramatically. 

You run ZiPaper before you start Windows each time (start ZiPaper from your 
AUTOEXEC.BAT file, for example). 

You tell ZiPaper the name of the ZIP or LZH file that contains your BMP files for 
use as wallpaper. ZiPaper extracts a BMP file randomly, changes its name to 
WALPAPER.BMP, and places it in your Windows directory. 

You make a one-time change to Windows, telling it to use the file WALP APER.BMP 
as its wallpaper. · 

That's it (aside from the advanced options, discussed later). 

Requirements for running ZiPaper 
ZiPaper is a DOS program and therefore does not require Windows. However, it 
is designed to select Windows BMP files for use as Wallpaper, so if you don't 
have Windows, you don't need this program. 

You need PKZIP.EXE and PKUNZIP.EXE from the following vendor:

These two programs are available on the PKW are bulletin board and many 
other bulletin board systems as shareware. ZiPaper needs PKUNZIP.EXE to de­
compress wallpaper files from your ZIP file. You also need PKZIP.EXE to create 
your ZIP file. 

If you prefer, you can use the LHArc program to create LZH files. LHArc is avail­
able on many bulletin board systems as well as from shareware vendors. 



Windows GIZMOS _______________ _ 

Preparing wallpaper files 
1. Compress all the BMP files you want to use as wallpaper into a ZIP or an l.ZH 

file. See PKZip's or LHArc's instructions on how to do this. Place the ZIP or 
l.ZH file in any directory you want. 

2. Run Windows and then open the Control Panel's Desktop dialog box. In the 
area entitled Wallpaper, click the box labeled File. Delete the filename that 
is there (if any) and type WALLPAPER.BMP. If you have any Wallpaper that 
you want centered, please read "Advanced Options," later in this chapter. 
For now, click on Tile. Then click on OK to close the Control Panel. 

3. If you have a wallpaper file named WALPAPER.BMP, rename it to some other 
name. ZiPaper uses the name w ALP APER.BMP for the current wallpaper file. 

4. Make sure that the file ZIP APER.EXE is in a directory on your path. You can 
place ZiPaper anywhere on your hard disk if you specify the path on the 
command line when you run the program, such as x:\ZIPAPER\ZIPAPER.EXE. 

5. Because ZiPaper should be run each time before you run Windows, I suggest 
that you place the line that runs ZiPaper in your AUTOEXEC.BAT file or in a 
batch file that you use to run Windows. ZiPaper is a DOS program. Do not 
place ZiPaper in the LOAD= or RUN= line of your WIN.INI file. Doing so pro­
duces unpredictable results. 

Here'sthe syntax for running ZiPaper: 

ZIP APER filename {program} {options} 

where 

ZIP APER is the ZiPaper executable program 

filename is the full name of your compressed file 

program is the name of your decompression program 

options represents parameters described in "Advanced Options," later in 
this chapter 

If your compressed file is in ZIP format and PKUNZIP.EXE is on your path, you 
do not need to specify any program for your decompression program. 
ZiPaper runs PKUNZIP.EXE automatically. 

If your compressed file is in ZIP format but PKUNZIP .EXE is not on your path, 
you must specify the full path to PKUNZIP.EXE, such as 

ZIP APER c: \graphics \images.zip c: \utility\PKUNZIP .EXE 

If your compressed file is in l.ZH format, you must add an /LHA switch. If the 
LHA.EXE program is not on your path, you must also specify the full filename 
for the program. This would look as follows: 

ZIP APER c: \graphics \images.lzh c: \utility\LHA.EXE /LHA 



6. If you've added the appropriate command line to your AUTOEXEC.BAT file, 
ZiPaper selects a wallpaper image at random from your compressed file the 
next time you start your computer.

Not Random; ZiPaper selects images in the order you 
placed them in the ZIP or LZH file 

Note: ZiPaper can function just fine without these advanced options. They are 
available to enhance ZiPaper's operation, but you certainly don't have to use 
them. 

ZiPaper creates a data file for each ZIP or LZH file you use. The file is given the 
same filename as the ZIP or LZH file, but it has the extension ZPA (for ZiPAper). 
This file stores Setup information about each wallpaper image in your ZIP or LZH 
file. (Don't worry if you add or remove wallpaper files from your ZIP or LZH file; 
ZiPaper adjusts its file accordingly.) 

Setup Screen: /S 
If you run ZiPaper with the /S option, ZiPaper brings up a Setup screen. This 
screen enables you to tell ZiPaper a few things about each wallpaper file. 
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If you use PKUNZIP.EXE, and it is on your path, the command line might look like 
this: 

ZIPAPER c:\bitmaps\images.zip /S 

If you use LHA.EXE, and it is on your path, the command line might look like this: 

ZIP APER c: \bitmaps \images.lzh /LHA /S 

Here are the things you can tell ZiPaper about each wallpaper file: 

+ Positioning. You can specify Tile, Center, or Default for each image. Usually, 
ZiPaper uses whichever setting (file or Center) you specify for your wall­
paper in the Windows Control Panel. Specifying Tile or Center enables you 
to override the Control Panel setting with the /W switch. The Default setting 
enables you to specify Tiled or Centered using the switches /W /T and 
/W /C. These /W switches are explained in "Tiling options: /W, /W /T, and 
/W /C," later in this chapter. All files are initialized to Default at the start of 
ZiPaper. 

+ Enabled or Disabled. You can specify Enabled or Disabled for each wall­
paper image, in each of four different configurations, in the Setup screen. 
This action enables you to control which images appear under different 
circumstances. All files are initialized to Enabled at the start ofZiPaper. 

Using the four configurations 
You can specify the preceding options in up to four different configurations for 
each wallpaper. Why would you want to do that? Here are a couple of scenarios 
(although these are simple, you can devise more complex ones):

Use the Setup screen to configure each wallpaper file for each of four groups. 



Scenario 1: You run Windows in 640 x 480 mode and 800 x 600 mode. You have 
some wallpaper files that you want centered in 640 x 480 mode and tiled in 800 
x 600 mode. You set one configuration to specify Centered and another to · 
specify Tiled. Before you start Windows in 640 x 480 mode, you run ZiPaper 
with the /1 switch. Before you start Windows in 800 x 600 mode, you run 
ZiPaper with the /2 switch. 

Scenario 2: You have some wallpaper files not appropriate for working hours, 
but you want to use them after hours. You set one configuration to Disable 
certain wallpaper files and run ZiPaper with the /1 switch during working hours. 
You set another configuration to Enabled and run ZiPaper with the /2 switch 
after hours. 

Run ZiPaper with the /S option and look at the screen. It's pretty self-explana­
tory, when you understand the four option groups. 

Using the Setup screen 
Use the Tab key and the arrow keys to move around the screen. Use PgUp and 
PgDn to scroll through all your files (if you have more than will fit on one 
screen). 

Change an option by typing the first letter. 

Press Esc when you're done. Before exiting, ZiPaper asks whether you want to 
save the options you just changed. 

Configurations: /1, /2, 13, and /4 
Using the /1, /2, /3, or /4 switch tells ZiPaper which configuration to use. If you 
don't specify any of these, /1 is assumed. 

'Tiling options: /W, /W /T, and /W IC 
The tiling options enable you to override the Tile or Center setting for wall­
paper in the Windows Control Panel. 

/W 
The /W option means Update the WIN.IN! file. Use this option when you want 
ZiPaper to look at the Tile/Center option you specified for each image in the 
Setup screen (see earlier). ZiPaper changes your WIN.INI setting to Tile or Center 
the current wallpaper accordingly. If an image is specified in the Setup screen 
as Default and you use the JW switch, ZiPaper changes your WIN.INI to Tiled for 
that image. ZiPaper saves the old version of WIN.INI as WININI.BAK. 



Note: When you use the /W switch, the Windows directory must be the current direc­
tory if ZiPaper is to find your WIN.INI file. For example, if your WIN.INI file is in your 
C:\WINDOWS directory, you might use the following lines in a batch file to accomplish 
this: 

C: 
CD\WINDOWS 
ZIPAPER c:\bitmaps\images.zip /W 

/W /Tor /W /C 
If you set up the Tile/Center option for an image to Default, the /W /T switch tells 
ZiPaper to force the default to Tile. The /W /C switch forces the default to Center. 

Command-line examples 
The following examples show the /W switch updating WIN.INI to override the Tile or 
Center settings in the Windows Control Panel: 

ZIP APER D: \GRAPHICS\ WALP APER.ZIP /W 

This runs ZiPaper and selects an image at random from D:\GRAPHICS\WALPAPER.ZIP 
(choosing from configuration 1 ). ZiPaper updates your WIN .INI file for the Tile/Center 
preference you specified in the Setup screen. 

ZIPAPER D:\GRAPHICS\WALPAPER.ZIP /W /C /2 

This runs ZiPaper and selects an image at random from D:\GRAPHICS\WALPAPER.ZIP 
(choosing from configuration 2). If the file's Tile/Center option is set to Default, it is 
Centered. Otherwise, ZiPaper updates your WIN.INI file for the Tile or Center prefer­
ence you specified in the Setup screen. 

File Selection: IF, IF?, and /F=fi/ename.BMP 
At times, you may want to use a particular wallpaper file. Perhaps you are going to 
show off your Windows setup and you have a really eye-catchingwallpaper. A new 
option (with three variations) has been added to facilitate this: 

ZIP APER filename /F You can select a filename. 

ZIP APER filename /F? 

ZIP APER filename /F =filename. BMP 

Asks whether you want to select. 

Selects a specific image. 



/F 
The /F option runs the ZiPaper Setup screen, just like the /S option does (the /S 
switch was described earlier). But the /F option lets you choose which wall­
paper file you want ZiPaper to extract. Just highlight the file you want with the 
arrow keys and press Fl 0. 

IF? 
The /F? option is just like the /F option, but it asks you whether you want to 
select a file manually. You have three seconds in which to press Y. If you press 
Y, the Setup screen is brought up and you can select a file. If you answer Nor 
the three seconds elapse, ZiPaper acts as though the /F option had never been 
specified. It extracts a wallpaper file randomly. 

If you find yourself using the /F option frequently, run ZiPaper with the /F? op­
tion all the time. 

/F=fi/ename.BMP 
The /F =filename.BMP option enables you to force ZiPaper to extract a specified 
wallpaper file. You might use this option with a special batch file for those 
times that you know you want to use a specific wallpaper file. 

Not Random: /NR 
The /NR (Not Random) option causes ZiPaper to extract wallpaper files in the 
order they appear in the ZIP file. This enables you to choose the order in which 
you see the wallpaper files. 

Ufe with ZiPaper __________ _ 
After you've done the installation steps, you need never bother with ZiPaper 
again - except to use the Advanced Options or maybe to send in a shareware 
fee (grin). You may add and remove BMP files from your ZIP or LZH file with no 
fear of upsetting ZiPaper. · 

ZiPaper creates a file with the same name as your ZIP or LZH file but with the 
extension ZPA (for ZiP Aper) in the directory that contains your ZIP or LZH file. 
This file keeps track of what BMP files ZiPaper has chosen so that you get a 
more even distribution of wallpaper choices. It also holds your Advanced 
Options setup choices. If you have any problems, you can delete this file. It is 
re-created the next time ZiPaper runs. (Remember, though, that if you delete 
this file, you have to set up your Advanced Options again if you use them.) 



Installing Over Older Versions 

Users of ZiPaper Version 1.3a, 1.3, 1.2a, 1.2 
Replace the ZIP APER.EXE file with the new ZIP APER.EXE. Delete the associated data 
files for each ZIP file. For example, if your ZIP file was named WALPAPER.ZIP, de­
lete the file w ALP APER.ZP A. 

If you have entered any Tile/Center options or Enable/Disable settings, you 
must reenter them (sorry). 

Users of ZiPaper Version 1.1 
Replace the ZIPAPER.EXE file for Version 1.1 with the new ZIPAPER.EXE file. 

Delete the file ZIPAPER.DAT, which is in the same directory as your wallpaper ZIP 
file. If you have entered any Tile/Center options or Enable/Disable settings, you 
must reenter them (sorry). 

Because the wallpaper file is now extracted into the \WINDOWS directory, make 
sure that ZiPaper is run from that directory. 

You may have to change the WIN.INlfile to look for the file WALPAPER.BMP in the 
Windows directory. The easiest way to do this is to run the new version of 
ZiPaper and then run Windows. Double-click on the Control Panel icon in Pro­
gram Manager and then the Desktop icon. Click on the down arrow next to the 
wallpaper filename and select the file WALPAPER.BMP from the list. Click on OK, 
and you're done! 

Users of ZiPaper Version 1.0 
Replace the ZIPAPER.EXE file for Version 1.0 with the new ZIPAPER.EXE file. 

Delete the ZIPAPER.DAT file in the same directory as your wallpaper ZIP file. If you 
don't delete this file, you will get unexpected results or errors.

fr you'd like some extra disk space, you 'fl love ZIP Tools. It compresses and 
decompresses files on command in Windows. You can shrink those old files you 
hardly ever use and get back 50 percent to 70 percent of the disk space they for­
merly occupied. 

This has long been possible with PKZip and PKUnzip, which are very popular 
shareware utilities for the DOS operating system. But ZIP Tools handles ZIP­
compatible files right in the Windows environment. 

Important: You must place the ZIP Tools directory on your DOS path or move the 
files into a directory on your path for ZIP Tools to work for you properly. There are 
other important instructions in this chapter; read it to get the most benefit from ZIP 
Tools. 

After you've done this, simply double-click W/Ziper's WIZ.EXE filename in the File 
Manager or double-click the Wiz icon in Program Manager to start compressing 
and decompressing your files. 

For those who prefer a command-line interface, ZIP Tools includes FPZIP.EXE and 
FPZI PX.EXE. These little applications compress and extract ZIP files under your con­
trol. They have numerous options and parameters, exactly like PKZip and 
PKUnzip. For example, if you have a file called MYFILES.ZI P highlighted in the cur­
rent directory in File Manager, you can click File Run and type the following 
command: 

FPZIPX MYHLFS 

ZIP Tools then extracts the contents of MYFILES.ZI P into the current directory. 



For even more power, you can associate ZIP files with WIZ.EXE or FPZIPX.EXE. Then 
you can simply double-click ZIP files or drag them from File Manager and drop 
them on W/Ziper or FPZIPX to extract them. To associate ZIP files with WIZ.EXE, add 
the following line to the [Extensions] section of your WIN.IN! file (and restart Win­
dows):

Welcome to FlashPoint Development's ZIP Tools for Windows - the first, if not 
the only, full 100 percent Windows implementation of ZIP archive, file-compres­
sion, management, and expansion utilities to be distributed as shareware. 

These software tools are essential to every Windows user who does the follow­
ing: 

+ Uses a modem for communications 

+ Accesses bulletin board systems (BBSs) or mainframe services such as 
CompuServe or GEnie 

+ Believes free disk space is and will continue to be a valuable resource 



A ZIP-compressed file is often 50 percent to 70 percent smaller than the aggre­
gate size of its original member files. Thus, the major benefit is that ZIP file 
compression can save significant disk space; however, there are also several 
not-so-obvious benefits. 

ZIP archives can also reduce the number of individual files stored on a disk 
drive by combining groups of related files in a single library or archive file. This 
can result in faster system response by DOS-based and Windows-based applica­
tions that otherwise experience noticeable slowdowns when forced to access 
directories containing large numbers of individual files.

___________________ ZIP Tools 

This version is the first full release of FlashPoint ZIP Tools for Windows, al­
though the FlashPoint ZIP /ZIPX command modules have been distributed as 
shareware since late 1991. 

The FlashPoint ZIP /ZIPX modules have undergone significant revisions and 
enhancements since their first release. Previous users should note several 
changes in their command line switches and parameters, additional features, 
improvements in speed, and modifications to their user interface. 

A major addition to the tool sets, as a result of user feedback and requests, is 
the WIZiper (pronounced wiz-per) user interface. This graphical interface sup­
ports each and every feature of ZIP /ZIPX and adds several other features to 
boot. It also provides Windows 3.1-compatible drag-and-drop support (even 
under Windows 3.0), which enables simultaneous expansion of multiple ZIP 
archives, a ZIP file-member listing tool, file and directory browsers, setup fea­
tures for itself and the ZIP /ZIPX modules, customized user-defined file 
masks - which are saved between sessions - and the capacity to virtually 
eliminate all keyboard input. 

Other major enhancements to all modules and the addition of other tools are 
under development. As each new feature is completed, it will be added to those 
copies provided to registered users; however, because of the time and expense 
involved, we will not be releasing new shareware evaluation copies each time a 
new function is added, absent a major update or bug fix. 

References to FlashPoint WinNAV or Windows Navigator and certain of its fea­
tures - such as Windows 3.1 drag-and-drop compatibility - refer to a version 
of WinNAV released in the third quarter of 1992. This was the first official re­
lease of the Windows 3.1 version of WinNA V and is distributed as shareware 
through various on-line services in the file NAV310.EXE. The previous release, 
distributed as shareware through various on-line services in the file NAV062.EXE, 
is compatible with Windows 3.1 but does not support its drag-and-drop fea­
tures. 

As always, we hope your use of FlashPoint Development's applications and 
utilities make your day-to-day use of Windows a little more productive and, of 
course, a lot more fun.

Fundamental Concepts 

Shareware distribution 
Please note that these files and application programs are distributed through 
shareware channels for evaluation or demonstration purposes only. They are 
not free. 

The term shareware simply refers to a method of software distribution or mar­
keting, wh~ch is designed to let users try an application before they buy it. The 
software, however, still must be purchased or licensed by the user, just like 
other software sold in retail stores. 

Continued use of copies of any shareware application, beyond the evaluation 
period, requires the users to purchase and register their copies with the soft­
ware developer or copyright holder. Failure to do so, simply put, is theft. 

For example, anyone who elects to use WIZiper, FPZIP, or FPZIPX beyond the 
thirty (30) day evaluation period is required to purchase a license for each 
copy of the application in use from FlashPoint Development. Information on 
purchasing licensed copies of FlashPoint Development's applications is covered 
in detail in other parts of this documentation; also refer to the FlashPoint Li­
cense Agreements, order forms, and the applications' About boxes for more 
information. 

Upon registration of FlashPoint Development's ZIP Tools for Windows, licensed 
users are provided with the current registered users disk, which contains the 
latest release of the applicable FlashPoint ZIP Tools and a complete, illustrated 
Users Guide in Microsoft Windows Write and Microsoft Word for Windows 
formats (FPZIP.WRI and FPZIP.DOC). In addition, the registered user disk may 
contain additional files and utilities. 

File compression and archives 
Often terms such as compression, archives, Libraries, and compacting are used 
interchangeably when referring to file and media utilities. However, the terms 
are far from identical. 

File compression 
Generally, the term file compression refers to any method of reducing a single 
file's physical size, by varying degrees, and enabling it to be uncompressed at a 
later time without losing any of its essential characteristics. 
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The most obvious benefit is that a compressed file occupies less space on a hard 
drive, disk, tape, or other storage media. Another benefit is that compressed files 
can be transmitted over wire, telephone, or satellite in a shorter period of time 
than uncompressed files. 

Many utilities and applications employ compression. For example, many software 
development companies now employ proprietary methods of compressing distri­
bution files to reduce the costs of distribution disks; their setup programs 
uncompress the files at installation. Most popular graphics file formats are actu­
ally compressed data files. 

The bottom-line benefit is that using compressed files can directly or indirectly 
result in substantial savings of time and money. 

Compacted and compressed files 
Although the concept of compacting files might include compression, it also might 
include methods of permanently converting or modifying a file's essential charac­
teristics. That is to say, compacting also includes techniques for reducing a file's 
size without providing any means for the compacted file later to be restored to a 
mirror image of the original file. 

This technique is common to graphics files that do not require restoration to 
their original resolution. For instance, there is little need to store files in a 600-
dots-per-inch ( dpi) format when they will only be reproduced, displayed, or 
printed at 300 dpi. Thus, by converting the original files to more compact, lower­
resolution files, significant savings in storage space can result. 

For purposes of this documentation, we are not concerned with permanently 
converting files; we are concerned with temporarily storing files in a compressed 
form for later retrieval. Therefore, any references herein to compacting refers to 
the latter and not the former definition. 

Library and archive files 
The terms libraries and archives refer to file formats that combine groups of files 
in a single file; that is to say, groups of files are contained within a single library 
or archive file. 

Library files, at least when the term first became popular in personal computing 
with the advent of * .LBR files, referred to groups of uncompressed files; however, 
it was common for files to be compressed or squeezed by a stand-alone utility 
before being stored in a * .LBR file with a separate stand-alone library utility. 

On the other hand, the term archive files tended to refer to groups of compressed 
files after the advent of the once-popular *.ARC file format. Thus, a single program 
was used to both compress and store multiple files in a single archive. 



FlashPoint's ZIP tools (as do most third-party ZIP tools) create "zipped" files, 
which are another form of archive files. Thus, these applications can be consid­
ered archive programs in that a single utility program first determines the 
optimum method, if any, for compressing a file, compresses it, and finally stores 
or appends it to the archive or *.ZIP file. 

ZIP file compression can save significant disk space on most systems and en­
able faster data transfer to other systems (for example, using a modem). A 
compressed file is often 50 percent to 70 percent smaller than its original size. 

When this documentation refers to a ZIP file or zipfile, it. refers to the main 
archive file. References to member files are to the group of files stored within a 
ZIP archive. Hopefully, this distinction will avoid confusion in trying to distin­
guish files that are zipped within an archive file that has the ZIP file extension. 

Archive and compression formats: a history 
Over the years, numerous archive and compression formats have been em­
ployed in IBM-compatible personal computing and for non-DOS operating 
systems. 

In the early days of CP /M, one popular compression method was squeezing files 
to create a file with the SQZ format; these files were then stored in a library file 
with the LBR extension. Later.developers came up with other, more efficient, 
compression and storage formats, some of which are still occasionally used 
today. 

Users with a modem who access a computer bulletin board system (BBS) or an 
on-line service such as CompuServe or GEnie, or who purchase shareware disks 
from various software vendors, may still occasionally come across archive files 
with extensions such as LBR, LZH, LSH, LSZ, ARC, and ARJ. However, they are more 
likely to find files with the ZIP file extension. 

The most significant format before the ZIP format standard, created by Phil 
Katz of PKWare, Inc., was ARC, developed by System Enhancement Associates, 
Inc. (SEA). However, the ARC format was abandoned by the BBS and on-line 
community almost overnight. 

In an attempt to zealously protect its ARC utilities market and to keep the ARC 
file format, the file extension ARC, and even the term archive itself proprietary, 
SEA made a fatal mistake and sued Phil Katz and PKWare, Inc., who had become 
SEA's biggest competitor after developing a set of more efficient ARC utilities. 

Phil Katz and PKWare, Inc., having apparently decided that they could not af­
ford to defend against the SEA lawsuit, were forced into a settlement agreement 
that required them to abandon their ARC utilities and code to SEA. But what 
appeared to be~ major victory for SEA soon proved to be SEA's worst night­
mare: Phil Katz and company didn't go away. 



The BBS and on-line user community, justly or unjustly, became outraged at 
SEA, viewing it as the villain and Phil Katz as the underdog, and began to revolt. 
When Phil Katz chose to develop a new, improved, better-than-ARC set of DOS 
file compression and archive utilities (that is, PKZip ), the ZIP standard was 
born. Within a few months, after some of the most heated on-line debates in the 
history of BBS and on-line computing, system operators (sysops) across the 
country began converting all ARC files on their systems to the ZIP format, and 
the ARC file format began to fade into history. 

So much for history and legends. The ZIP Version 1.1 compression format is the 
most popular file compression format in use today; without question, it is the 
industry standard. 

Getting Started __________ _ 
FlashPoint Development's ZIP Tools for Windows are a set of integrated file 
compression and extraction applications that provide full file compression, 
testing, listing, and expansion support for ZIP compressed file formats. 

FlashPoint ZIP/ZIPX {FPZIP.EXE and FPZIPX.EXE) 

FPZIP and FPZIPX are compatible with PKWare's PKZip Version 1.1 file formats 
and support both implosion and shrinking compression methods. 

Files created under DOS by PKZip can be tested, modified, listed, or expanded 
by FPZIP and FPZIPX; files created by FlashPoint ZIP Tools for Windows can be 
manipulated under DOS, OS/2, UNIX, Amiga, and other operating systems by 
PKWare's ZIP utilities and those of various third parties. 

Like the DOS PKZip and PKUnzip utilities, FPZIP and FPZIPX for Windows are 
strictly command line applications and have an optional parameter and switch 
syntax similar to their DOS counterparts. This arrangement enables third-party 
developers to incorporate support for FPZIP and FPZIPX into their own Win­
dows applications. 

FPZIP for Windows is the compression utility, used to create and modify exist­
ing ZIP files. It compresses one or more files, file directories, and directory 
branches into a single ZIP archive. Within a ZIP archive, a copy of each original 
file, referred to as a member file, is compressed or stored with its name, an 
optional relative path, its size, the date and time last modified, an optional file 
comment, and other important information. 



-------------------ZIP Tools 

FPZIPX for Windows is the extraction or expansion utility. It lists or extracts 
member files contained in a ZIP archive file and tests the compressed files' 
integrity. It even re-creates or builds directories stored within a ZIP file and 
expands member files to the appropriate directory. 

FlashPoint WIZiper {WIZ.EXE) 
As indicated, FPZIP and FPZIPX are command.line applications like their DOS 
counterparts. This means that, unlike most Window applications, users cannot 
run the programs and then enter the filename; the FPZIP or FPZIPX program 
must be startedwith all filenames, switches, and parameters specified in the 
DOS command line form. Obviously, this doesn't impress most Windows users 
who have invested a lot of time and money in Windows just to avoid command 
lines. 

WIZiper (pronounced wiz-per) provides the ZIP capabilities most Windows 
users will want. It's a full Windows point-and-click, drag-and-drop, pop-up and 
pull-down user interface for both FPZIP and FPZIPX. No more command line and 
almost no keyboard input are required.

Microsoft provides these files to enable Windows 3.1-specific applications to 
run unchanged under Windows 3.0. 

Installing FlashPoint ZIP Tools 
Quick installation 
The WSETUP program on Disk 1 of the Windows GIZMOS disks installs ZIP Tools 
to a hard disk directory you specify. 

The application files (those ending with the file extension EXE) can be copied to 
any directory on your DOS path setting; alternatively, the directory containing 
ZIP Tools can be placed on your path. 

WSETUP installs the ZIP Tools resource files (those ending with the file extension 
DLL) into the Windows directory. You can move FPRES.DLL and FPSTR.DLL to any 
directory designated in your DOS path setting. Note, however, that some sys­
tems and Windows configurations may produce error messages about not 
being able to locate a file or dynamic link if these files are not in the Windows 
directory. 

Windows 3.0 installation 
In addition to the "Quick installation" instructions just described, users who 
have not upgraded from Windows 3.0 also must ensure that the following 
dynamic link libraries (DLLs) are present or have been installed by WSETUP in 
their Windows subdirectory before attempting to run WIZ.EXE: 

COMMDLG.DLL 
SHELL.DLL 
TOOLHELP.DLL 

These files are required to run WIZ.EXE because WIZiper is designed to take 
advantage of several new Windows 3.1 features such as drag and drop and 
common dialog boxes. 

These files are required to be installed in the Windows directory (where the 
Windows GDI.EXE file and other DLLs are located). 

Advanced configuration 

Application setup dialog boxes 
Further installation and user customization can be performed from each 
application's Setup and Options dialog panels. 

When you are running an application, its Setup or Options dialog panel can be 
invoked through its System menu or, in the case of WIZiper, by selecting the 
main window's Options pushbutton control. 



The Setup and Options dialog panels enable you to install default configuration 
settings so that you don't have to enter command switches and parameters 
each time the applications are run. 

Windows system configuration 
Either WIZ.EXE or FPZIPX.EXE can be associated with all files having the ZIP exten­
sion. Most users find it more productive to associate ZIP files with WIZ.EXE 
rather than with FPZIPX.EXE. 

When ZIP files are associated with either WIZ.EXE or FPZIPX.EXE, a simple double­
click with the mouse - or pressing the Enter key while a ZIP filename is 
highlighted in FlashPoint' s WinNA V or Windows File Manager shell - executes 
the associated program and loads the selected ZIP file for processing. 

Refer to the applicable shell or file-manager application's user manual or to the 
Microsoft Windows User Guide for information on how to associate files. 

Drag-and-drop support for WIZiper 
The user can set the default "Do on Drop" ZIP file action by editing or adding 
the DoOnDrop= keyword and the applicable Keyword Setting number to the 
FPZIP.INI file's [WIZ] section. The FPZIP.INI file should be located in your Windows 
directory. 

For example, the user may open the FPZIP.INI file for editing with Windows 
Notepad and add or edit the following section keyword: 

[WIZ] 
DoOnDrop=5 

In this example, the keyword DoOnDrop is set to 5. This sets the default drop 
action to Extract; when the user drops a ZIP file or group of ZIP files on WIZiper, 
each file is automatically extracted to the current or Set Options Destination 
directory.

Using FlashPoint Development's WIZiper 
(WIZ.EXE) 

What is WIZiper? 
WIZiper (pronounced wiz-per and often referred to as WIZ) provides the ZIP 
capabilities most users want and need in a Windows application. 

It is the user interface for both FPZIP and FPZIPX, and its window and dialog 
controls provide access to every function and command each utility is capable 
of performing. 

Windows, dialog panels, and controls 
The easiest and quickest way to master FlashPoint's ZIP Tools is through 
WIZiper; the easiest way to master WIZiper is by becoming familiar with its 
windows, dialog panels, and controls. 

Main window 
As can be seen in the following figure, WIZiper's main dialog panel or control 
window presents the user with a much less intimidating user interface than 
PKWare's DOS PKZip and PKUnzip utilities (which rely solely on the DOS com­
mand line) and most of their Windows shells. 

The WIZiper main window is a graphical interface that helps you 
forget about the DOS command line. 



The main window controls are logically ordered and consist of four control 
groups: 

+ Archive File group 

+ Command group 

+ File Selection group 

+ Execution group 

Archive File group 
The Archive File group contains four user controls: 

+ Archive File Name edit box 

+ File Browse pushbutton 

+ List pushbutton 

+Members drop-down list box 

The Archive File Name edit control 

The Archive file edit control contains the name of an archive file to be created or 
modified. The archive name can be entered with one of the following methods: 

+ Manually typing the name in the edit box. 

+ Using a mouse to drop a selected archive file from another file utility. Note 
that the external application must support the Windows 3.1 drag-and-drop 
protocol-for example, Windows 3.l's File Manager or FlashPoint's 
WinNAV. 

+ Selecting an archive from the File Browser dialog panel. 

+ Selecting an active file from the List dialog panel. 

The File Browser pushbutton 

The Browse button to th~ right of the Archive edit box activates the File Browser 
dialog panel. 

Use the Archive File group section of the main window to specify which archive 
file you want to work with.

The File Browser dialog panel enables you to select an 
archive file from any drive or directory. 

The File Browser dialog panel enables the user to scroll through all files, on any 
drive or directory on the system, to locate the desired file to be entered into the 
Archive edit box. When the appropriate ZIP file appears in the File Name edit 
box in the File Browser dialog panel, click the OK pushbutton; the selected 
filename (with applicable drive and path appended) is entered into the Archive 
edit box. To quit or close the File Browser without changing the original edit 
box, click the Cancel pushbutton or press the Esc key. 

The List dialog pushbutton 

The List button activates the List dialog panel, which can be used to select an 
archive filename in addition to viewing a list of the archive's member files and 
various technical information for each member file and the archive itself. 

The selected archive filename can be changed without exiting the List dialog 
panel. You do this by manually typing a new ZIP filename into the Archive edit 
box or by using the Browse button to the right of the edit box. The Browse 
button is used to display the File Browser dialog panel. 

The File Browser enables the user to scroll through all files, on any drive or 
directory on the system, to locate the desired file to be entered into the Archive 
edit box. When the appropriate ZIP file appears in the File Name edit box in the 
File Browser dialog panel, click the OK pushbutton; the selected filename (with 
applicable drive and path appended) is entered into the Archive edit box in the 



Use the List dialog panel to select an archive file 
and view its member files as well as technical 
information about each file. 

List dialog panel. To quit or close the File Browser without changing the original 
edit box, click the Cancel pushbutton or press the Esc key. 

If the user selects the OK button to close the List dialog panel, the main 
window's Archive edit box is updated to reflect the last filename selected in the 
List dialog panel. If the user selects the Cancel pushbutton or presses the Esc 
key to close the List dialog panel, the main window Archive edit box remains 
unchanged. 

The Members drop-down list box 

When a valid archive name is entered for an existing file, a listing of its member 
files will be loaded into the Members drop-down list box. This listing can be 
scrolled up or down to display all member files together with their uncom­
pressed size and the date and time of creation or last modification. 

Command group 
The Command group contains only two user controls: 

+ Command drop-down list box 

+ Set Options dialog pushbutton 



Use the Command group section of the main 
window to specify the file operation to be 
performed on the archive file. 

The Command drop-down list box 

The Command drop-down list box is used to. select the file operation to be per­
formed on the specified ZIP file. The available commands include the following: 

Add/Replace 
Delete 
Extract 
Freshen 
Help-FPZip 
Help - FPZipX 
License - FPZip 
License - FPZipX 
Test 
Update 
View List 

The Add/Replace command is used to add member files to either a new or exist­
ing ZIP file. All files that match the specified file mask are added to the ZIP file. 
Added files overwrite existing member entries in the ZIP file if the new file's 
name is identical to an existing member file's name. 

The Delete command is used to delete specified member files from the ZIP 
archive. 

The Extract command is used to extract all or specified member files from a ZIP 
archive (that is, when a copy of the member file is re-created or expanded to its 
original size and date). The compressed member file within the ZIP remains 
intact, until such time as the user removes it with the Delete command. 



___________________ ZIP Tools 

The Freshen command is used to replace existing ZIP file members with newer 
files having identical filenames. This option does not add files not already in the 
specified ZIP file. 

The Help - FPZip command is used to start FlashPoint ZIP (FPZIP .EXE) and dis­
play its Help dia~og panel. No other functions are performed. 

The Help - FPZipX command is used to start FlashPoint ZIPX (FPZIPX.EXE) and 
display its Help dialog panel. No other functions are performed. 

The License - FPZip command is used to start FlashPoint ZIP (FPZIP .EXE) and 
display information about the application, including version, release date, copy­
right and trademark notices, FlashPoint Development's address and telephone 
number, and software registration, license, and ordering information. 

The License - FPZipX command is used to start FlashPoint ZIPX (FPZIPX.EXE) and 
display information about the application, including version, release date, copy­
right and trademark notices, FlashPoint Development's address and telephone 
number, and software registration, license, and ordering information. 

The Test command is used to test the integrity of the specified ZIP file and its 
members. 

The Update command is used to add only new member files to a ZIP file. This 
option only overwrites an existing member entry if a matching specified mem­
ber file has a more recent date than an existing ZIP file member. 

The View List command is used to display a listing of the ZIP file members, 
including descriptive and technical information. 

The Set Options dialog pushbutton 

The Command group's Options pushbutton displays the Set Options dialog 
panel. 

The Set Options dialog panel is used to further refine the command function 
selected by the user. 

The combined dialog controls enable the user to preset all options that can be 
performed by FPZIP or FPZIPX in conjunction with a selected command. These 
functions can also be invoked by executing either FPZIP or FPZIPX from a com­
mand line prompt and manually appending various switches and parameters to 
the command line. 



The Set Options dialog panel further refines the command 
specified in the Command edit box. 

The first group of dialog controls enables the user to predefine the Destination 
and Work Directory drive and path. 

The Destination directory identifies the default drive and path that a ZIP file 
member is expanded to when the Extract command is executed. If the Destina­
tion is not specified by the user, the member files are extracted to the system's 
current directory. 

The Work Directory identifies the default drive and path that FlashPoint ZIP 
(FPZIP.EXE) uses for its temporary build files needed to create or modify a ZIP 
archive file. Temporary build files are created when the Add/Replace, Delete, 
Freshen, or Update command is executed. If the Work Directory is not specified 
by the user, FPZIP uses the system's current directory for its temporary build 
files. 

If FlashPoint ZIP does not have sufficient free work space to create temporary 
build files, the executed command fails. 

To select the default Destination or Work Directory, the user has the option of 
typing the drive and path spec directly into the appropriate edit box or using 
the Browse pushbuttons in the upper right corner. If the user elects to use the 
Browse buttons, the Directory Browser dialog panel is displayed. 



If you click one of the Browse buttons in the Set 
Options dialog panel, the Directory Browser 
helps you select drives and directories. 

The Directory Browser enables the user to scroll through all drives and directo­
ries on the system to locate the desired path for either the Destination or Work 
Directory edit box. When the appropriate drive and path is selected in the Di­
rectory Browser, click the OK pushbutton; the selected path is entered into the 
appropriate Set Options edit box. To quit or close the Directory Browser with­
out changing the original edit box, either click the Cancel pushbutton or press 
the Esc key. 

The Exclude edit box control enables the user to designate a list of files or file 
types to be excluded from the ZIP archive. If activated, the excluded files are 
not added as members of the ZIP file. 

The Activate check box control, near the right edge of the Exclude edit box, if 
checked, activates the Exclude files switch and excludes those files specified in 
the Exclude edit box. 

The No Comp Ext edit box control is used in conjunction with the Do Not Com­
press Files with Special Extensions switch. The edit box control is used to 
designate a list of files having special file extensions that should not be com­
pressed but merely stored in the ZIP archive. If activated, FPZIP makes no 
attempt to compress the designated file types. Compressed files, such as those 
having a ZIP, an ARC, or an lZH file extension, generally cannot be compressed 
further; therefore, it saves significant time to tell FPZIP not to waste time testing 
whether or not these file types can be compressed. 



The Activate check box control, near the right edge of the No Comp Ext edit 
box, if checked, activates the Do Not Compress Files with Special Extensions 
switch. 

The next control group, identified by the Compression Method group box, is 
composed of the following radio buttons: 

+Best Type 

+Implode Only 

+ Shrink Only 

These buttons are used to set or limit the compression methods that FPZIP can 
use when adding files to a ZIP archive. They are used as follows: · 

+ Select the Best Type radio button to enable FPZIP to automatically deter­
mine the most efficient compression method to use on a particular file. 
FPZIP uses the maximum compression method to achieve the smallest 
member file size. However, in some rare instances, a small file (for example, 
a one-line or two-line batch file) cannot be effectively compressed by either 
imploding or shrinking; in that case, the file is simply stored uncompressed. 

+ Select the Implode Only radio button to force exclusive use of the implode 
method of compression; shrink compression is not used. Files that cannot 
be compressed by imploding are stored uncompressed. 

+ Select the Shrink Only radio button to force exclusive use of the shrink 
method of compression; implode compression is not used. Files that cannot 
be compressed by shrinking are stored uncompressed. 

The Implode Factor group box contains a single drop~down list box It enables 
the user to set an implosion factor (that is, to optimize implode compression 
either for speed or maximum compression size). This affects imploding only, 
not shrinking. The user can select any number on a scale between 0 and 9, 
where 0 represents the fastest mode but the poorest compression size, and 9 
represents the best compression size but the slowest mode. The default is 5. 

The next control group, identified by the Default Association group box, is com­
posed of the following radio buttons: 

+ Extract 

+Test 

+View 

These buttons are used to set the default action for FPZIPX. If FPZIPX is ex­
ecuted without any action switch being specified in its command line, the 
Default Association is performed on the specified ZIP file. 



The remaining group consists of three columns of check box controls. The first 
column is used to set FlashPoint ZIP (FPZIP.EXE) defaults, the second column 
sets FlashPoint ZIPX (FPZIPX.EXE) defaults, and the third column sets defaults for 
both FlashPoint ZIP and ZIPX. 

The Recurse Subdirs check box sets the Recurse Subdirectories switch. If 
checked, FPZIP recurses through an entire directory structure (that is, the 
specified or current directory and each of its subdirectories or branches), 
searching for files to add to the ZIP archive. 

The Store Recur Dirs check box sets the Store Path Name switch. If checked, 
both the filename and its relative path are stored in its ZIP file entry. 

The Comment ZIP check box sets the Add ZIP File Comment switch. If checked, 
FPZIP prompts and enables the user to add comments for the ZIP file being 
created or modified. 

The Comment Files check box sets the Add File Member Comments switch. If 
checked, FPZIP prompts and enables the user to add file comments for each 
individual member entry within the ZIP file being created or modified. 

The Zip Date to Files check box sets the Set ZIP File Date to Latest Entry switch. 
If checked, the ZIP file's date and time are set to the date and time of its latest, 
or more recently created or modified, member-file entry. 

The Move to archive check box sets the Move to Archive switch. If checked, the 
original unarchived member files, together with any specified directories (to 
the extent possible), are deleted after the ZIP file has been successfully created 
or modified. 

The From (mmddyy) check box sets the Compress Files After Specified Date 
switch. If checked, FPZIP' s compression commands only add files created or 
modified on or after the specified date. The date is entered in the edit box next 
to the From (mmddyy) check box in month-day-year format. 

The Expand Stored Dirs check box sets the Restore Directory Structure switch. 
If checked, member files are expanded and copied on extraction to their origi­
nal directories, if any, whose names are stored in the ZIP file; a stored path is · 
rebuilt if it does not exist. Stored paths are relative to the target path. If the 
path does not exist on the user's system, FPZIPX creates it. 

The Overwrite check box sets the Overwrite Exiting Files switch; this switch 
affects only FPZIPX during processing of the Extract command. If checked, the 
user prompt, which queries whether or not an existing file should be overwrit­
ten by the member file being expanded, is disabled; existing files automatically 
are overwritten by extracted files that have identical names. 
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If the Overwrite Existing File switch is not set (that is, the Overwrite box is not 
checked), a user dialog panel is displayed before a member file is extracted. 
This dialog panel provides several new extraction options not found in other 
DOS or Windows ZIP expansion utilities. 

If the user selects the Cancel pushbutton, the existing file is not overwritten by 
the member file being extracted and FPZIPX terminates processing the Extract 
command. 

If the user selects the Yes pushbutton, the existing file is overwritten by the 
member file being extracted. FPZIPX continues processing the Extract com­
mand and continues to prompt before overwriting other existing files. 

If the user selects the All pushbutton, the existing file is overwritten by the 
member file being extracted, and all subsequent prompts to overwrite other 
existing files are disabled Gust as if the Overwrite box had been checked on the 
Set Options dialog panel). FPZIPX continues processing the Extract command. 

If the user selects the Skip pushbutton, the existing file is not overwritten, the 
member file is not extracted, and FPZIPX continues processing the Extract 
command. 

If the user selects the Rename pushbutton, a dialog panel appears. This dialog 
panel enables the user to rename the member file to be extracted, thus avoiding 
overwriting the existing file and still enabling the member file to be extracted; 
FPZIPX continues processing the Extract command and continues prompting 
before overwriting other existing files. This avoids the common dilemma pre­
sented by other ZIP expansion utilities: either (l)having to terminate the 
extraction processing, renaming or moving the existing file, and then restarting 
the extraction process from scratch or (2) overwriting the existing file - a 
common dilemma for ZIP archives that contain README member files. 

The Echo Cmd Line check box sets the Display Module and Command Line 
switch. If checked, both FPZIP and FPZIPX on execution display the full filespec 
for the current command module and echo the full command line entered by 
WIZiper or the user on start-up. 

The Auto Close check box sets the Close Window on Completion switch. If 
checked, after completion of processing, both FPZIP and FPZIPX automatically 
close the application's main window and terminate. 

The Sound Beep check box sets the Sound Ori switch. If checked, both FPZIP 
and FPZIPX make an audible beep when certain events occur (for example, 
when a user prompt or message box is displayed). 



The Show Tech Info check box sets the Display Technical Information switch. If 
checked, both FPZIP and FPZIPX on execution display technical and debugging 
information during processing of a ZIP file and its members. Generally, this 
feature is of little use in everyday operations. 

The Inform User check box sets the Display General Information switch. If 
checked, both FPZIP and FPZIPX on execution display general information on its 
progress and status. 

The Warn User check box sets the Display Warning Information switch. If 
checked, both FPZIP and FPZIPX on execution display user warning information 
during processing of the ZIP file and its members. Generally, these warnings are 
not fatal, and the user can elect to continue processing. 

The Alert User check box sets the Display Error Information switch. If checked, 
both FPZIP and FPZIPX on execution display all error information before termi­
nating processing. 

The last set of dialog controls consist of four pushbuttons, grouped along the 
bottom of the Set Options dialog panel. They function as follows: 

+ The OK pushbutton sets WIZiper's options, to those selected in the Set 
Options dialog panel and returns to the main window. The new option set­
tings are in effect only for the current WIZiper session or until the user 
updates them with the Set Options dialog panel. WIZiper does not save the 
new settings or update its Windows INI file. 

+ The Save pushbutton sets WIZiper's options to those selected in the Set 
Options dialog panel, writes them to or updates its Windows INI file, and 
returns to the main window. The new option settings are in effect, even 
between sessions, until the user updates them with the Set Options dialog 
panel. 

+ The Reset pushbutton is used to restore all dialog-panel controls to their 
last saved state. This forces WIZiper to reread the previous saved settings 
from its Windows INI file. 

+ The Cancel pushbutton (as well as the Esc key) enables the user to close 
the Set Options dialog panel without making any changes to the current 
options (that is, without changing options that were in effect before calling 
up the Set Options dialog panel). 

File Selection group 
The File Selection group contains five user controls: 

+ File Mask edit box 

+ File Mask list box 
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Use the File Selection group section of the main 
window to specify the file specifications or 
parameters you want to use with the Execute 
command line. 

+ Add List Item pushbutton 

+ Edit List Item pushbutton 

+ Delete List Item pushbutton 

These controls are used to create, modify, or remove user-defined file specifica­
tions or parameters appended to the Execute command line. This makes it 
easier for users to select common filenames, types, or groups to be extracted, 
added, or otherwise manipulated on a repetitive basis. 

Basically, this group's essential function is to add or append any text appearing 
in the File Mask edit window to the command line appearing in the Execute edit 
box. 

The user can manually enter file specifications into the File Mask edit box or, 
once the user has configured his or her predefined file types using the Add, 
Edit, and Delete pushbuttons, can select a descriptive item from the File Mask 
list box. For example, the user can set up a File Mask list box item called Paint­
brush Files which, when selected, inserts * .BMP * .PCX into the File Mask edit 
box. 

To create a new list box item, the user selects the Add pushbutton; to modify 
an existing list box item, the user first selects (highlights) the list box item to be 
modified and then selects the Edit pushbutton. Selecting either button displays 
the Set Mask dialog panel. 

The Set Mask dialog panel enables the user to enter a Description to be dis­
played in the File Mask list box and associated File Patterns that are inserted 
into the File Mask edit box when the list box item is selected. The file patterns 
can be full filenames or can include wildcards (? or *). Press the OK pushbutton 
to save the information to WIZiper's INI file; press the Cancel button to return to 
the main window without saving the information. 



Use the Set Mask dialog panel to add File Mask list box 
items that you then can select. 

To delete or remove an existing list box item, the user first selects (highlights) 
the list box item to be removed from the File Mask list box and then selects the 
Delete pushbutton. 

Execution group 
The Execution group contains six user controls: 

Execute edit box 

OK pushbutton 

Min pushbutton 

Max pushbutton 

Cancel. pushbutton 

Help pushbutton 

Executes command in normal window 

Executes command in iconic window 

Executes command in maximized window 

The Execute edit box displays the actual command line to be executed when 
the user selects the OK, Max, or Min pushbutton. This edit box is updated each 
time the user changes any of the other main window controls (for example, 

The Execution group shows the actual command to be executed and provides several 
options for executing the command. 



when the Command drop-down list changes from Add/Replace to Extract). The 
Execute command line can also be manually edited by the user. 

The OK pushbutton control executes the command line application in a stan­
dard window. 

The Max pushbutton control executes the command line application in a maxi­
mized window: full screen. 

The Min pushbutton control executes the command line application in a mini­
mized or iconic window: as a desktop icon. 

The Help pushbutton control executes the Windows Help application and loads 
the FPZIP.HLP file. Note: At the time of this release, the FPZIP.HLP file was still 
under development but will be provided to registered users when it is com­
pleted. 

An additional benefit is provided by the WIZiper's Execution group. WIZiper can 
function as an application launcher. It can be used to execute any command 
line or launch any DOS or Windows application, full screen, in a standard win­
dow, or as an icon. For this reason, many users will prefer to add WIZiper to 
their WIN.INI files' LOAD= statements or Program Managers' start-up groups. 

Other user controls 
Other main window controls include a Minimize box and the System menu. 

The Minimize box 
The Minimize box, in the upper right corner of the title bar, is a graphic box 
containing a down arrow. When the user clicks the box, the application is 
reduced or minimized to a desktop icon. 

The System menu 
The System menu contains the following user items: 

Restore 
Move 
Minimize 
Close 
Switch To ... 
List... 
Options ... 
Help ... 
About ... 



A System menu is invoked by one of the following methods: 

+ Clicking on the graphic box containing the dash symbol, located in the 
upper left corner of the application's noniconic window (to the left of the 
title bar) 

+Clicking on the application's icon when minimized 

+ Pressing the Alt+spacebar key combination when the application has the 
active focus 

The first five System menu items are the same as in other Windows applica­
tions: Restore resizes the application window to its normal state, Move enables 
the application to be repositioned on the desktop, Minimize reduces the appli­
cation to a desktop icon, Close terminates the application, and Switch To 
displays the Windows Task Manager (or a user-substituted application or 
utility). 

The next three system menu items, List, Options, and Help, perform the same 
function as the main window pushbuttons identified by the same names. They 
are duplicated in the System menu to provide access to these functions when 
the application is minimized as a desktop icon. 

The final system menu item, About, invokes the application's About dialog 
panel. 

The Help system 
The Help pushbutton control executes the Windows Help application and 
loads the FPZIP.HLP file. Note: At the time of this release, the FPZIP.HLP file was 
still under development but will be provided to registered users when it is 
completed. 

The Registration dialog panel 
The Register pushbutton displays the User Registration dialog panel, which 
enables registered users who have licensed the application to enter their Regis­
tered User and Authorization Code information. 

When a registered user enters the correct information and selects the Register 
pushbutton, all start-up, signon, and signoff dialog screens are disabled. 

Order info panels 
The Order Info pushbutton provides the user with access to on-line information 
screens that display basic information on how to order, register, and license 
FlashPoint Development applications. 

More detailed information on licensing FlashPoint Development applications 
are set forth in this and other documentation provided with the evaluation 
distribution packages. 



Windows GIZMOS ________________ _ 

Using Windows Drag-and-Drop Functions_, __ 
Windows 3.1 introduces a host of new functions to the Windows environment; 
one of the most notable is its shell drag-and-drop (DND) capabilities. The DND 
functions are also supported in Windows 3.0 through the use of SHELL.DLL, in­
cluded in the WIZiper distribution package (and installed byWSETUP if you are 
running Windows 3.0). 

DND enables WIZiper to act as a client for any windows file management shell, 
such as the Windows File Manager or FlashPoint WinNAV, that supports the 
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Dragging multiple ZIP files (notice the mouse pointer) from FlashPoint WinNAV to WIZiper 
for simultaneous unzipping. 



___________________ ZIP Tools 

DND server functions. This enables a user to select a file or group of files in the 
shell and drag them to and drop them on WIZiper; WIZiper then performs its 
default Do On Drop action. 

Dropping ZIP files 
When a user drops a ZIP file on WIZiper, the main window's File Mask edit box 
control is set to *. * (the wildcard "all files" file specification), and WIZiper at­
tempts to perform the user's preset, default Do On Drop action, if any. WIZiper 
assumes that a file having a ZIP file extension is in fact a ZIP archive. 

The user can set the default Do On Drop ZIP file action by editing or adding the 
DoOnDrop= keyword, together with the applicable Keyword Setting number, to 
the FPZIP.INI file's [WIZJ section. The FPZIP.INI file should be located in your Win­
dows directory. 

For example, the user can open the FPZIP.INI file for editing with Windows 
Notepad and add or edit the following section keyword: 

[WIZJ 
Do0nDrop=5 

In this example, the keyword DoOnDrop is set to 5. This sets the default drop 
action to Extract. When the user drops a ZIP file or group of ZIP files on 
WIZiper, each file is automatically extracted to the current or Set Options 
Destination directory. 

WIZiper supports the following Do On Drop actions and keyword settings: 

DoOnDrop Action Supports Multiple Files Keyword Setting 

Add/Replace NO 1 

Update NO 2 

Freshen NO 3 

Extract YES 5 

Test YES 6 

View NO 7 

As noted, some Do On Drop actions accept multiple dropped files, and some do 
not. If the user default function is set to either Extract or Test, and the user 
drags and drops a group of ZIP archives on WIZiper, multiple instances of 
FPZIPX are launched - one for each ZIP filename. After each FPZIPX module in 
the drop group has loaded, WIZiper automatically tiles the Windows desktop to 
enable the user to monitor each file's processing; this could seem somewhat 
confusing if you drop 20 or 30 ZIP archives on WIZiper. 



Dropping non-ZIP files 
If the user drops any file on WIZiper other than a file ending with the ZIP file 
extension, the file is treated as a source file to be added to a ZIP archive. Such a 
file's name is added to WIZiper's main window File Mask edit box control. 

In this release, if the user attempts to drop a group of non-ZIP files on WIZiper, 
only the last filename appears in the File Mask edit box. This may be changed in 
future releases of WIZiper. 

If the user somehow manages to send a Windows drop-file message to WIZiper 
from an external application, but no files were selected by the external applica­
tion, WIZiper sets the main window Archive edit box control to the default 
filename \NEW _FILE.ZIP and the File Mask edit box control to *. * (the wildcard 
"all files" file specification). 

Using FlashPoint ZIP {FPZIP.EXE) _____ _ 

FlashPoint's ZIP for Windows (FPZIP.EXE) is designed to be invoked or launched 
by other applications, and its functions are controlled by means of command 
line parameters and switches, similar to the PKWare DOS PKZip utility. 

Thus, the application may be invoked by the standard Run or Launch command 
prompts available in most Windows shells, such as FlashPoint's WinNAV and 
Windows File Manager, or by more elaborate means, through the use of 
FlashPoint Development's WIZiper application. 

Command line format 
The basic command line format for FPZIP can be broken down as follows: 

FPZIP {-switches} zipname {filenames} {-X filenames} 

The application name (FPZIP.EXE) can be used without the full drive and path 
specifications if it is on the path; use the full drive and path specifications if it is 
not on the path. 

The -switches are either action or option commands. They are always preceded 
by a minus sign (-) and with one exception are always located in the command 
line before the zipfile name. The exception is the Exclude file switch (-X 
filenames), which always follows the zipfile name. 



The zipname is a filename, including drive and path specifications, for the com­
pressed ZIP file to be created, modified, or operated on. The extension ZIP is 
added if no file extension is specified. 

The filenames are generally path or filename specifications for directories and 
files to be included in or excluded from the ZIP file operation and may include 
DOS wild card characters. The Exclude file switch (-X filenames) can be consid­
ered as a parameter of sorts because it is the last item that appears on the 
command line for the FPZIP .EXE application. 

A more detailed description of the actual command line syntax, parameters, and 
switches follows. 

Command line parameters and switches 

Syntax 
FPZIP {-ADFHLU} {-A!*#CJMOPQRWZ} {-B path} {-E{INSX#}} {-T date} zipfile{.ZIP} {filenames} {-X filenames} 

Command switches and parameters 
Command switches are preceded by a minus sign (-) and can be grouped. 
These switches can contain a single "action" command and one or more "op­
tions," which modify the action to be performed. All command switches for 
FPZIP precede the ZIP filename, with the single exception of the Exclude switch 
(-X), which should end the command line. 

Files are added to the ZIP file if no action command appears on the command 
line and the user has not modified the Default Action switch in the Setup dialog 
panel. The action command switches are as follows: 

-A 
-D 
-F 

-H 
-L 
-U 

Add files (default action). 

Delete files. 

Freshen files. 

Display help. 

Display about (license information). 

Update files command. 

The option command switches and parameters are as follows: 
_A 

-* 

-! 

Display current module and command line. 

Display technical information. 

Display warning and other trivial information (verbose mode). 



-# Optimize compression or speed (where# can be from 0 to 9). 

-B path Set work path for temporary build files. 

-C Add file-member comments. 

-E{l,N,S,X,#} Specify extra compression options: 

-EI Implode only. 

-EN Normal or auto (default: FPZIP picks best). 

-ES Shrink only. 

-EX Normal or auto (same as N). 

-E# Optimize compression or speed (where # can be from 0 
to 9). 

-J Junk/ignore directory names (do not store). 

-M Move files. 

-N Do not compress files with special extensions. 

-0 Set ZIP file date to that of latest member entry. 

-P Store paths with member names. 

-Q Quiet mode. 

-R Recurse subdirectories. 

-T mmddyy Compress files after date month-day-year. 

-W Automatically close window on completion. 

-X filenames Exclude listed files. 

-Z Add ZIP file comment. 

Action switch descriptions 

Add files command (-A) 
Use the -A option to add files to either a new or existing ZIP file. This is the 
default action if no other option is specified. Added files overwrite entries in an 
existing ZIP file if their filenames are identical. 

Delete files command (-D) 
Use the -D option to delete entries from a ZIP file. 

Freshen files command (-f) 
Use the -F option to replace existing ZIP file entries with newer files having 
identical filenames. This option does not add files not already in the specified 
ZIP file. 



Display help (-H) 
Use the -H option to display the FlashPoint Help dialog panel. 

Display about license information (-L) 
Use the -L option to display information about this application, including ver­
sion, release date, copyright, address, and license information. 

Update files command (-U) 
Use the -U option to add new files to a ZIP file. This option only overwrites an 
existing entry if a specified file has a more recent date than an existing ZIP file 
entry. 

Option switch descriptions 
Display module and command line (-A) 
Use the-" option to display the full filespec for the current module and to echo 
the full command line entered. 

Display technical information (-*) 
Use the-* option to display technical and debugging information during pro­
cessing of the ZIP file and its members; this is the verbose mode and is 
generally of little use in everyday operations. 

Display warning and other trivial information: verbose mode (-!} 
Use the-! option to display user warnings and information about irregularities 
detected during processing of the ZIP file and its members. Generally, these are 
not fatal, and the user can elect to continue. 

Optimize compression speed or size (-0 through -9) 
Use a number between -0 and -9 to optimize the implode compression speed 
and size where 0 represents the fastest mode but the poorest compression size 
and 9 represents the best compression size but the slowest mode. The internal 
default setting is 5. See also "Specify extra compression options," later in this 
chapter. 

Alternative path for temporary build files (-8 path) 
Use the -B path option to force all temporary files to be created at an alterna­
tive location or on an alternative drive. 

Add file-member comments (-C) 
Use the -C option to add file comments for individual entries within a ZIP file. 

Specify extra compression options (-Ell,N,S,X,#]) 
Use the -E{I,N,S,X,#} switches to specify extra or enhanced compression 
options. 



If the Extra Compression switches are omitted, or if -E alone or -EN or -EX 
(normal or auto) is specified in the command line, FPZIP automatically chooses 
the best compression method to use. This version uses either the shrink or 
implode compression method or stores the file - whichever results in the 
smallest file size. This is the default. 

If the -EI compression switch is used, FPZIP only uses the implode compression 
method or stores the file, whichever results in the smaller file size. When the 
-EI option is used to force exclusive use of the implode method of compression 
only, shrink compression is not used. Files that cannot be compressed by im­
ploding are stored uncompressed. 

If the -ES compression switch is used, FPZIP only uses the shrink compression 
method or stores the file, whichever results in the smaller file size. When the 
-ES option is used to force exclusive use of the shrink method of compression 
only, implode compression is not used. Files that cannot be compressed by 
shrinking are stored uncompressed. 

The Extra Compression option switch can also include a number from 0 to 9 
(for example, -ES or -EI9 can be used). Also note that the number alone is also 
acceptable (for example, -S). This permits further optimization of the implode 
compression method: 0 indicates optimize for speed and not compression size; 
9 provides a higher compression at a lower speed. The internal default is S, 
which is the same as using -ES as a switch setting. 

Junk path name: do not store (-J) 
Use the -J option to prohibit paths from being stored with the filename in its 
ZIP file entry. 

Move files (-M) 
Use the -M option to move files to a ZIP file. This option first adds a file to the 
ZIP file and then automatically removes the original or source file. 

Do not compress files with special extensions (-N) 
Use the -N option to disable compression of files having certain extensions. 
These files are stored without compression. The file extensions can be set or 
modified using the System menu's Setup dialog panel; the default file types are 
*.ZIP, * .LZH, *.ARC, *.PAK, and *.zoo. They can also be specified in a DOS environ­
ment SET NOCOMP= setting. 

Set ZIP file date to latest member entry (-0) 
Use the-0 option to set the ZIP file's date and time to the date and time of the 
latest file entry contained by the ZIP file. 

Store paths with member names (-P) 
Use the -P option to store both the filename and its relative path in its ZIP file 
entry. 



Quiet mode (-Q) 
Use the -Q option to force the application to run in a quiet mode. This switch 
disables most message switches (for example, technical and warning informa­
tion) and enables the automatic close window switch; therefore, do not follow 
-Q by any switch that may alter these settings. 

Recurse subdirectories (-R) 
Use the -R option to recurse through a directory structure (that is, the speci­
fied or current directory and each of its subdirectories or branches). 

Compress files after date (-T mmddyy} 
Use the -T mmddyy option to add only files created or modified on or after the 
specified date. The date is entered in the month-day-year format. 

Automatically close window on completion (-W) 
Use the -W option to automatically close the application window on completion 
of processing. 

Exclude listed files (-X filename1 filename2 •.• ) 
Use the -X filename 1 filename2 ... option to exclude the listed file specifications 
from being added to the ZIP file. This should be the last switch and parameter 
in the command line. 

Add ZIP file comment (-Z) 
Use the -Z option to add a ZIP comment for the ZIP file. 

Parameters 
zipfi/eC.ZIP} 
This parameter identifies the command line location of the full filename specifi­
cation for the desired ZIP file to be created or modified. The extension ZIP is 
added if no file extension is specified. 

filename1 filename2 ..• 
This parameter identifies the paths or filename specifications of all files to be 
operated on. Multiple filenames and wildcards are permitted. 

All files in a specified directory are processed unless a filename specification is 
provided to specify a subset of the files within the directory. The filename 
specification is similar to the standard DOS file expression and can contain 
wild cards. 

Expressions can be used to match multiple members. There are two wildcards 
that can be substituted for a name or extension: 

* An asterisk represents a whole word or a group of characters. 

? A question mark represents a single character. 



The Setup dialog panel 
Selecting the Setup item from FPZIP's System menu displays the Setup dialog 
panel. This dialog panel enables the user to select from various groups of con­
trols to set the default switches FPZIP uses if they are omitted from the 
command line. 

The Temp Build File Dir item identifies the default drive and path that Flash­
Point ZIP (FPZIP.EXE) uses for the temporary build files needed to create or 
modify a ZIP archive file. Temporary build files are created when the Add/Re­
place, Delete, Freshen, or Update command is executed. If the Work Directory is 
not specified by the user, FPZIP uses the system's current directory for its tem­
porary build files. If FlashPoint ZIP does not have sufficient free work space to 
create temporary build files, the executed command fails. To select the default 
Temp Build File Dir, the user types the drive and path spec directly into the edit 
box. 

The Exclude Filespecs edit box control enables the user to designate a list of 
files or file types to be excluded from the ZIP archive. If activated, the excluded 
files are not added as members of the ZIP file. 

The No Compression Extensions edit box control is used in conjunction with 
the Do Not Compress Files With Special Extensions switch. The edit box control 
is used to designate a list of files having special file extensions that should not 
be compressed but merely stored in the ZIP archive. If activated, FPZIP makes 
no attempt to compress the designated file types. Compressed files, such as 
those having a ZIP, ARC, or LZH file extension, generally cannot be compressed 
further; therefore, it saves significant time to tell FPZIP not to waste time testing 
whether or not these file types can be compressed. 

The On check box control to the right of the No Compression Extensions edit 
box, if checked, activates the Do Not Compress Files With Special Extensions 
switch. 

The Implode Factor (0 to 9) edit box control enables the user to set an implo­
sion factor (that is, to optimize implode compression either for speed or 
maximum compression size). This affects imploding only, not shrinking. The 
user can select any number on a scale between 0 and 9, where 0 represents the 
fastest mode but the poorest compression size and 9 represents the best com­
pression size but the slowest mode. The default is 5. 
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The Compression Method group box is composed of the following radio 
buttons: 

+Best Type 

+ Implode Only 

+ Shrink Only 

These buttons are used to set or limit the compression methods that FPZIP can 
use when adding files to a ZIP archive. They are used as follows: 

+ Select the Best Type radio button to enable FPZIP to automatically deter­
mine the most efficient compression method to use on a particular file. 
FPZIP uses the maximum compression method to achieve the smallest 
member file size. However, in some rare instances, a small file (for example, 
a one-line or two-line batch file) cannot be effectively compressed by either 
imploding or shrinking; in that case, the file is simply stored uncompressed. 

+ Select the Implode Only radio button to force exclusive use of the implode 
method of compression; shrink compression is not used. Files that cannot 
be compressed by imploding are stored uncompressed. 

+ Select the Shrink Only radio button to force exclusive use of the shrink 
method of compression; implode compression is not used. Files that cannot 
be compressed by shrinking are stored uncompressed. 

The Optional Commands group consists of two columns of check box controls. 
These controls are used to set various FlashPoint ZIP (FPZIP.EXE) default 
switches. 

The Comment Files check box sets the Add File Member Comments switch. If 
checked, FPZIP prompts and enables the user to add file comments for each 
individual member entry within the ZIP file being created or modified. 

The Comment ZIP check box sets the Add ZIP File Comment switch. If checked, 
FPZIP prompts and enables the user to add comments for the ZIP file being 
created or modified. 

The Date to Entry check box sets the Set ZIP File Date to Latest Entry switch. If 
checked, the ZIP file's date and time are set to the date and time of its latest, or 
more recently created or modified, member-file entry. 

The Auto Close check box sets the Close Window on Completion switch. If 
checked, on completion of processing, FPZIP automatically closes the 
application's main window and terminates. 

The Recurse Dirs check box sets the Recurse Subdirectories switch. If checked, 
FPZIP recurses through an entire directory structure (that is, the specified or 
current directory and each of its subdirectories or branches), searching for files 
to add to the ZIP archive. 



The Store Paths check box sets the Store Path Name switch. If checked, both 
the filename and its relative path are stored in its ZIP file entry. 

The Move to ZIP check box sets the Move to Archive switch. If checked, the 
original unarchived member files, together with any specified directories (to 
the extent possible), are deleted after the ZIP file has been successfully created 
or modified. 

The Sound Beep check box sets the Sound On switch. If checked, FPZIP makes 
an audible beep when certain events occur (for example, when a user prompt 
or message box is displayed). 

The Verbose check box sets the Display Technical Information switch. If 
checked, FPZIP on execution displays technical and debugging information 
during processing of a ZIP file and its members. Generally, this feature is of little 
use in everyday operations. 

The Inform User check box sets the Display General Information switch. If 
checked, FPZIP on execution displays general information on its progress and 
status. 

The Warn User check box sets the Display Warning Information switch. If 
checked, FPZIP on execution displays user warning information during process­
ing of the ZIP file and its members. Generally, these warnings are not fatal, and 
the user can elect to continue processing. 

The Alert User check box sets the Display Error Information switch. If 
checked, FPZIP on execution displays all error information before terminating 
processing. 

The last set of dialog controls consists of two pushbuttons, grouped along the 
bottom of the Setup.dialog panel. They function as follows: 

+The Save pushbutton sets FPZIP's default options to those selected in the 
Setup dialog panel, writes them to or updates its Windows INI file, and 
returns to the main window. The new option settings are in effect, even 
between sessions, until the user later modifies them with the Setup dialog 
panel. 

+The Cancel pushbutton (as well as the Esc key) enables the user to close 
the Setup dialog panel without making any changes to FPZIP's default op­
tions (that is, the options that were in effect before calling up the Setup 
dialog panel remain unchanged). 
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Using RashPoint ZIPX {FPZIPX.EXE) 
FlashPoint's ZIPX for Windows (FPZIPX.EXE) is designed to be invoked or 
launched by other applications, and its functions are controlled by means of 
command line parameters and switches, similar to the PKWare DOS PKUnzip 
utility. 

Thus, the application can be invoked by the standard Run or Launch command 
prompts available in most Windows shells, such as FlashPoint's WinNAV and 
Windows File Manager, or by more elaborate means through the use of 
FlashPoint Development's WIZiper application. 

Command line format 
The basic command line format for FPZIPX can be broken down as follows: 

FPZIPX {-switches} zipname {x:\directory} {filenames} 

The application name (FPZIPX.EXE) can be used without the full drive and path 
specifications if it is on the path; use the full drive and path specifications if it is 
not on the path. 

The -switches are either action or option commands. They are always preceded 
by a minus sign (-) and are always located in the command line before the 
zipfile name. 

" The zipname is a filename, including drive and path specifications, for the com-
pressed ZIP file to be created, modified, or operated on. The extension ZIP is 
assumed if no file extension is specified. 

The x:\directory specification, if used, specifies the target directory to which the 
ZIP file members are to be expanded. 

The filenames specification, if used, is generally path or filename specifications 
to be included in the ZIP file expansion operation. 

A more detailed description of the actual command line syntax, parameters, 
and switches follows. 

Command line parameters and switches

Same 
as the -E switch in this release. 

Option switch descriptions 

Display module and command line (-A) 
Use the -" option to display the full filespec for the current module and to echo 
the full command line entered. 

Display technical information (-*) 
Use the-* option to display technical and debugging information during pro­
cessing of the ZIP file and its members. Generally, this switch is of little use in 
everyday operations. 

Display warning and other trivial information: verbose mode (-!) 
Use the -! option to display user warning information during processing of the 
ZIP file and its members. Generally, these are not fatal, and the user can elect to 
continue. 

Restore directory structure (-D) 
Use the -D option to expand files to the original directories stored in the ZIP 
file; a stored path is rebuilt if it does not exist. Stored paths are relative to the 
target path. 

Junk/ignore stored paths: do not extract (-J) 
Use the -J option to ignore any directories stored in the ZIP file. All file mem­
bers are extracted to the target directory, if designated, or to the current drive. 

Overwrite existing file (-0) 
Use the -0 option to disable the user prompt that queries whether or not an 
existing file should be overwritten by the member file being expanded. 

If the Overwrite Existing File switch is not used and the INI default settings 
have not been modified, a user prompt is displayed before a member file is 
extracted. This dialog box provides several new extraction options not found 
in other ZIP expansion utilities. 
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If the user selects the Cancel pushbutton, the existing file is not overwritten by 
the member file being extracted, and FPZIPX terminates processing the Extract 
command. 

If the user selects the Yes pushbutton, the existing file is overwritten by the 
member file being extracted. FPZIPX continues processing the Extract com­
mand and continues to prompt before overwriting other existing files. 

If the user selects the All pushbutton, the existing file is overwritten by the 
member file being extracted, and all subsequent prompts to overwrite other 
existing files are disabled Oust as if the Overwrite box had been checked on the 
Set Options dialog panel, which was discussed. earlier in the section "Command 
group"). FPZIPX continues processing the Extract command. 

If the user selects the Skip pushbutton, the existing file is not overwritten, the 
member file is not extracted, and FPZIPX continues processing the Extract com­
mand. 

If the user selects the Rename pushbutton, a dialog panel is displayed. This 
dialog panel enables the user to rename th~ member file to be extracted, thus 
avoiding overwriting the existing file and still enables the member file to be 
extracted. FPZIPX continues processing the Extract command and continues to 
prompt before overwriting other existing files. The Rename option avoids the 
common dilemma presented by other ZIP expansion utilities of either (1) having 
to terminate the extraction process, renaming or moving the existing file, and 
then restarting the extraction process from scratch or (2) overwriting the exist­
ing file - a common dilemma for ZIP archives that contain README member 
files. 

Close window on completion C-W> 
Use the -W option to automatically close the application window on completion 
of processing. 

Parameters 
zipfi/eC.ZIPJ 
This parameter identifies the command line location of the full filespec for the 
desired ZIP file to be expanded, tested, or viewed. The ZIP extension is added if 
no file extension is specified. 

x:ldirectoryl 
This parameter identifies the target directory where the ZIP file members are to 
be expanded. 



filename1 filename2 ... 
This parameter identifies the filename specifications of all members within the 
ZIP file to be operated on; multiple filespecs and wildcards are permitted. 

All ZIP file members are processed unless a filename specification is provided 
to specify a subset of the archive members. The filename specification is similar 
to the standard DOS file expression and can contain wildcards. 

There are two wildcards that can be substituted for a name or extension:

The Setup dialog panel

GIZMOS Diskettes 
The programs on the Windows GIZMOS diskettes are stored in a compressed 
form in order to bring you more than 8 megabytes of programs. You cannot sim­
ply copy these diskettes to your hard drive; you must use the WSETUP program 
located on Diskette #1. The system requirements are the same as for Windows 3.0 
or 3.1. You must be running in standard or enhanced mode, however; you cannot 
use real mode. 

STEPS: Installing Your Windows GIZMOS Programs 

Step 1. Insert Diskette #1. Place Diskette #1 into your computer's floppy drive A: 
or B:, whichever drive is the correct size. 

Step 2. Run the WSETUP program. Start Windows 3.1 or 3.0. Using the Windows 
Program Manager, pull down the .Eile menu and select Run. Then type 
A:\WSETUP or B:\WSETUP and click OK. You can also use Norton Desktop 
for Windows as your program manager, but you must use NOW Version 
2.0 or later. 

Step 3. Tell WSETUP which drive to use. The default drive and directory under 
which the Windows GIZMOS directories are installed is C: \. You can select 
another drive or directory as the destination for the programs by editing 
the default value. During installation, WSETUP creates an additional 
subdirectory for each program you select, under the default or edited 
drive and directory. For example, if you type C:\GIZMOS and then install 
the program ClipMate, the ClipMate files will install into 
C:\GIZMOS\CLIPMATE. 

Step 4. Install the programs you want. After you start WSETUP, you will see a 
dialog box with the names of all the Windows GIZMOS programs. In the 
file list on the left, click the mouse once on the name of the program you 
want to install and then click Add (see the following note on the Add AJJ 
option). You can select more than one program to install at a time. When 



you have finished adding the programs you want, the complete list will 
appear in tbe box on the right. Click the Install button. WSETUP installs 
the programs you selected into their own separate directories. Make 
sure that you have at least as much free disk space as WSETUP says is 
necessary. 

WSETUP also creates a group in Program Manager for each program, 
opens the group window, and installs the program icons into that 
group window. If you like, you can move the program icons to a 
different group by using the drag-and-drop method. 

Note: If you have sufficient disk space, you will be able to use the Add 
All button, which will select all the programs from the disks for installa­
tion. Be aware, however, that the maximum number of program groups 
is only 45 or fewer, depending on the number of existing program 
groups and your system's available memory. If you install more pro­
grams than Program Manager can make new groups for, additional 
programs will install into the last group successfully created. If you're 
using Program Manager as your Windows "shell," we advise against 
installing all programs at once. However, some other Windows shell 
programs do not have this group limitation. 

Step 5. Configure the programs you installed. Look at the first page of the 
chapter in this book that describes each program you selected. It may 
be necessary for you to take one or more additional steps to configure 
a program for the best performance on your system. For example, you 
may need to add a program to your path. If you need help, see the 
"Read This First" chapter for more details. 

Step 6. Register for updates. If you like a program, register it with the author. 
Doing so may bring you a newer, improved version of the program or 
other benefits, as described at the end of each program's chapter.
